Secretarv of Agriculture Bob Berg-
land said 4 million tons of wheat owned
by the Commodity Credit Corporation
will be uscd to constitute the nation’s
first food security reserve.

**With this action, we have realized a
goal set by the Carter Administration to
create a reserve which would help
guarantee that this country will be able
to meet its priority food aid commit-
ments to developing nations. It will help
ensure that the United States is a
dependable supplier of food aid even in
years of short supply,'’ Bergland said.

lLegislation to create such a reserve
was introduced in 1978; however, it was
not until last December that authorizing
legislation was passed by the Congress
and signed by the President.

““Wheat from this reserve will be
used only for food aid and then, only
when the domestic supply of wheat is so
limited that sufficient quantities of
wheat cannot be nlade available for
disposition under P.L. 480 programs,”
Bergland said. ‘‘This insulates the
security reserve from the marketplace
and prevents the stored wheat from
depressing commercial grain prices
when supplies are more readily avail-
able.”

The United States has been a major
source of food aid to developing
countries during the past 25 years.
During that time, the United States has
provided more than $27 billion worth of
commodities to help meet food needs of
these countries.

Between 1973 and 1975, when world
grain supplies were in short supply, the
United States cut back on its food
assistance to meet commercial demands
just when the need for food aid was
abnormally large. The food security
reserve will help permit this nation to
maintain food assistance programs
when supplies are short, Bergland said.

**Maintaining a regular level of food
aid is also important to the economic
well-being of U.S. agricultural produ-
cers and the economies of both the
United States and recipient countries,”’
Bergland said. '‘We know from past
experience that many nations that have
received significant quantities of food
aid have become major commercial
customers of U.S. agricultural pro-
ducts.”’

The CCC has already acquired the 4
million tons of wheat comprising the
reserve as a result of direct purchases
from producers and assumption of
contracts cancelled by the suspension of
sales to the Soviet Union. A small
portion of the reserve—300.000 tons—
can be used under Title Il provisions
withoyt regard to domestic supply
availabilities to meet urgent humanita-
rian relief in developing countries
suffering a major disaster.

Irrigation
COSsts can
be reduced

(COLLEGE STATION) — Costs of
irrigating cropland can be reduced by
keeping irrigation pumps and power
units in good repair to improve fuel
efficiency.

Whether or not such repair pays
depends on the current efficiency of the
pumping unit, says Gary D. Condra of
Fort Stockton, area economist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension Service,
Texas A&M University System.

To evaluate the potential profitability
of repairs to irrigation units, consider
current pumping efficiency, depth from
which water is lifted, interest rate, cost
and expected life of the improvement,
and current condition of the power unit
and pump.

Condra uses the following example to
illustrate the effect of the current
efficiency factor on the profitability of
repair work.

Assume an 800-gallon per minute
(GPM) pump runs 3,000 hours per year
lifting water from 300 feet with an
electric motor using S cents per KWH
electricity. A 10 percent increase in
pump efficiency from 40 to 50 percent
will reduce fuel costs for the year by
about $3.800. However, a 10 pcrceﬁt
increase in pump efficiency from 60 to
70 percent will only reduce yearly fuel
costs by about $1,800. 3 .

Assuming improvements cost $5,000
at 1S percent interest, the increase in
efficiency from 40 to 50 percent will pay
repair costs in less than two years. On
the other hand, increasing efficiency
from 60 to 70 percent requires almost
four years to pay repair costs.

Condra points out that today probably
more pumping plants fall in the 40-50
percent range than the 60-70 percent
range. Thus many producers can make
profitable improvements in irrigation
pumping efficiency before preplant
irrigation starts this spring.

¢t he adds the evaluation of

the unit's current efficiency is critical as
a first step.
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Growers push soybean exports

(WASHINGTON) — Texas soybean
growers have encouraged congressional
and government leaders to support
policies which will allow the uninterrup-
ted growth of agricultural exports.

Texas Soybean Association National
Director Robert Horn says soybean
growers are concerned that government
proposals, such as import restrictions
on foreign autos and intervention in
normal commercial trade, would invite
foreign retaliation against U.S. agricul-
tural exports.

“'In 1980 the U.S. exported more than
$40.5 billion in agricultural products
with an agricultural trade surplus in
excess of $23.4 billion,”" the Nome
soybean producer said after his meeting

in Washington. ‘‘America’s efficienct
agricultural industry, coupled with re-
duced trade barriers, has made our
products competitive all around the
world. We urge Congress to avoid any
actions to impose protectionist import
restrictions against foreign products as
a means of protecting inefficient U.S.
industries.”’

Soybean producers from Texas and 23

other soybean producing states also
emphasized to congressional leaders
that the role of the federal government
in export policy be one of acquiring and
maintaining maximum access for U.S.
agricultural commodities abroad and in
assisting producers in developing for-
eign demand. Federal intervention into
normal commercial exports should be

avoided. they stressed.

Another proposal requested that For-
eign Agricultural Service (FAS) market
development funding reflect a percen-
tage of total agricultural export value
FAS enters into contracts with non-pro
fit commodity associations, such as the
American Sovbean Association, sharing
the costs of programs which maintain,
develop and expand foreign markets of

U.S. agricultural commodities.

“In 1980 soyvbean growers invested
$5 million of their own funds to expand
markets — up from $1.3 million in
says Horn. ""FAS funding has
only increased from $1.3 million in 1974
to 3.1 in 1981, not keeping pace with
exports or inflation. Soybeans and their
products are our top farm export and

DOOR-TO-DOOR SALES—
YOUR RIGHTS UNDER THE
LAW

Ever had second thoughts
about something you bought
through door-to-door sales?
Did you keep the item or
cancel the contract agree-
ment? You have certain
rights when it comes to
door-to-door  sales under
both a federal regulation and
Texas law. Federal Trade
Commission regulations and
the Texas Home Solicitation
Sales Act define the rights of
consumers regarding door-to
-door sales.

One right is a three-day
“cooling-off’’ period. Ac-
cording to law, you have an
absolute right to cancel the
sales agreement until mid-
night of the third business
day after signing the contract

door-to-

in cases involving
door sales, lease or ren
goods or services costing $25
or more, when both the sales
promotion and your agree-
ment to buy are made some-
where other than the seller’s
place of business. To canc'el.
simply mail a written notice
of cancellation to the com-
pany within the three-day
period.

There's another section of
the law that allows you (o
cancel at any time. Sales
contracts you sign are re-
quired to tell you of your
right to cancel under the
three-day circumstances,
and you must be given a
separ.alc “‘Notice of Cancel-
lation'’ form for this pur-
pose. If you do not receive
the required cancellation no-
tice and form, you may
cancel at any time, not just
during the three-day “*cool-
ing-off’’ period, according to
Texas law.

After you cancel a con-
tract, you must return the
goods if the seller requests
you to. If you are not
requested to return the
goods within 20 days, you are
under no further obligation.
The seller must refund all
money you have paid within
10 days from the date of
cancellation.

Of course, consumers can
take two steps to protect
themselves from unsatisfac-
tory situations in door-to-
door sales in the first place.
Make sure you're dealing
with a legitimate, authorized
sales representative who
conducts business fairly and
ethically. Also, decide whe-
ther purchasing the product
meets a real need or if you
are acting impulsively.

What’s behind

our moral decline?

One does not have to be a prude to conclude that our
country is suffering a serious moral decline. Our ruler's al'1d
law enforcement agencies seem powerless to cope with it.
Campaigns to check it seem vain. Americans have begn
warned time and again that the alarming rate of this
downward trend spells ruin for America if it isn’t chcckgd
soon. But what most people fail to realize is that behind this
moral decline there is a spiritual decline. People have
departed from God and His Word.

Paul's letter to the Romans tells us how the heathen got
that way. Romans 1:21.22 says: **When they knew God they
glorified Him not as God, neither were thankful, but became
vain in their imaginations and their foolish heart was
darkened. Professing themselves to be wise they became
fools,”* and the following verses tell how God finally had to
**give them up'’ to ‘‘uncleanness’’ and *‘vile affections’ —all
because ‘‘they did not like to retain God in their knowledge"’
(ver. 28).

St. Paul further describes them in Ephesians 4:17-19,
walking ‘‘in the vanity of their mind, having the
understanding darkened, being alienated from the life of God
through the ignorance that is in them, because of the
blindness of their heart; who being past feeling (conscience)
have given themselves over to lasciviousness, to work all
uncleanness with greediness.”” This, sad to say, is an
accurate description of increasing numbers in America today.
They are throwing off restraint and going after uncleanness
“‘with greediness."”

But this is not liberty, this is enslavement. It is not a sign of
strength, but of weakness. It does not indicate superior
intelligence, but grossest ignorance, and results in alienation
from God.

How much better off are those who haveseome to know God
through Christ! Of these the apostle says: ‘‘And you, who
were once alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked
