Concern this week led to confusion as 

ofRdals of the newly formed Floyd 
County Appraisal District tried to figure 
the effect a new state house bill would 
have on them.

The confusion results from any 
layman trying to understand the work­
ings of the legislature.

Three calls yesterday to Austin by 
this reporter resulted in a semi-know- 
ledge o f bill 602 which has passed, 
favorably, out of the ways and means 
committeed.

It is a taxing bill which would rescind 
bill 621 and restore the property tax to 
the way it was before the passing o f Bill 
621.

If you are still with me, I will try to 
make this all clearer. Bill 621 is the one 
setting up the new appraisal district.

It is a 70 page bill that did a number 
of things one of which was that if the 
constitutional amendment was passed 
by the people in the November election 
it would set up a single appraisal 
district.

The amendment was indeed voted in 
by the people of Texas. The Bill 621 
happened to be passed just shortly 
before the election so that it all came 
about at the same time.

Called the Peveto Bill in honor o f its 
author. Bill 621 brought about the 
re-evaluation, the re-appraisal, and will* 
lead by 1982 to establishing a single 
appraisal district and a single taxing 
enity.

Now, as with anything o f this scope, 
and as with anything dealing with taxes, 
there have been problems.

Lynn Nabers, representative from 
Brownwood, has introduced Bill 602 to 
the Waysund Means Committee, which 
would recend Bill 621 and restore the 
taxing procedures to the county tax 
office.

In talking with Cissy Woomer, from 
Nabers’ office in Austin, she said “ Lynn 
Nabers feels like there have been alot o f 
problems in the ^621 and that is has 
resulted in higher taxes.”  He has 
therefore introduced to recending Bill. 
She said that there is a three year 
phase-in period and that to go ahead 
will create more problems.

She explained that the next step in 
the progress o f this Bill 602 will be to 
come before the Calendar Committee. 
They will vote whether or not to place it 
on the calendar. If it passes there it will 
be read on the house floor.

House members will then discuss the 
bill, make amendments and then vote 
on the bill as a whole with all the 
amendments.

This is called a second reading. If it 
passes that vote it will be read again the 
next day in what is called the third 
reading. I f  it passes there it goes to the 
Senate Finance Committee and the 
process is repeated. If the Senate 
passes the Bill on the third reading it 
will go to Governor Gements to be 
signed.

Should a young person just 

starting a career have an idea 
of what his or her social 
security retirement check is 
going to be like 40 or 50 years 
from now?

mum amount of earnings 
subject to the social security 
tax. Once the benefits start, 
they automatically keep up 
with the cost o f living.

This means that the pru­
dent young worker who is 
today setting future career 
and personal goals and ob­
jectives will find social secur­
ity a useful and predictable 
asset. It provides a basis for 
planning financial security in 
retirement. Choices involv­
ing savings, investments, 
pensions, and private insur­
ance can be made, and the 
chances of achieving and 
maintaining one’s life-style 
after the retirement are 
greatly enhanced.

On the other hand, the 
worker who does not know 
how social security benefits 
work cannot plan as effec­
tively for the future. He or 
she may have a variety of 
misconceptions that could 
ultimately affect the role that 
social security retirement 
benefits will play in later 
years.

WASHINGTON, D.C. —

Period. House members will be 
called upon to cast one o f  the 
most imporunt votes o f  the
yfgj __ approval o f  the first
concurrent budget resolution.

In all likelihood, there will 
be two proposals considered by 
the full House, the House 
Budget Committee’ s (H BC ) 
recommended budget and a bi­
partisan substitute that has the 
Administration’s approval. I 
will be supporting the bi­
partisan plan.

That proposal, I believe, is 
superior to the budget reported 
by the HBC in every respect. It 
encompasses most o f  the 
changes that conservative 
Democrats recommended to 
the President when we visited 
the White House earlier this 
year.

DO YOU FALL FOR
SUPERMARKET
GIMMICKS?

Have you ever gone to the 
store for strawberries but 
went home with the little 
shortcake package and whip­
ping cream, too? Perhaps 
you bought the extras just 
because they looked so good 
in, the supermarket display. 
Do your children find great 
delight in picking out all the 
sugar-coated cereals the

store has to offer? This may 
happen because those ce­
reals are displayed at child­
ren’ s eye levels. If so, you 
fell for marketing gimmicks. 
Not so bad, since all that is 
fun occasionally, but not so 
good if you sacrifice family 
nutrition with frequent gim­
mick buying - impulse buy­
ing.

To avoid this, take time to 
plan purchases. Shop with a 
list so you aren’t vulnerable 
to “ point-of-purchase”  influ­
ences at the supermarket. 
Read labels and study food 
advertisements. Understand 
as much information as pos­
sible about nutrition and 
need serving sizes. Also 
learn about the “ cost per 
pound”  or “ cost per ounce”  
—  and then you must figure 
how many servings that 
pound will make or how 
many ounces will make a 
serving. In addition, seek 
information from your Coun­
ty Extension Office about 
food buying and nutrition. 
Many booklets and pamph­
lets are available to the 
public at no charge through 
the County Extension Offices 
across Texas. Finally, be 
aware o f supermarket gim­
micks such as the strawberry 
shortcake displays and the 
sugar-coated cereal shelf 
placement.

Other gimmicks include 
colorful banners, slogans and 
marketing products them­
selves - all o f which induce a 
mid-hypnotic-trance in many 
consumers, according to one 
study. Remember, unless 
you’ re careful, these gim­
micks can lead to the purch­
ase of more high-profit eye- 
appealing. self-gratifying 
and less nutritious buying.

Colorful proof that Bluebonnets 
will grow this far north

BY SHELLY HARRIS
A parade of wildfiower enthusiasts 

have been admiring Bluebonnets at the 
S.W. Ross home on Houston Street in 
Floydada.

“ Most of the tloxvers are volunteers.”  
Mrs. Ross said. Small bunches of the 
plants scattered along the fence and 
sidewalk attest to the fact that the seeds, 
carried on the wind are planting 
themselves.

A fexv years ago Ross, challenged by 
the opinion that Floydada is too far 
North to support the Bluebonnets, 
broadcast seed into his backyard.

The flowers not only came up but they 
have thrived.

As one of the original board members 
of the Mackenzie Water Authority. 
Ross, has been broadcasting Bluebon­
net seeds at the lake site.

“ It they’ll grow here, they will grow 
at the lake. “ Someday it (the park area) 
xxill be covered with the Bluebonnets." 
he predicted.

The Bluebonnet, state floxvcr of 
Texas, belongs in the pea family.

The name comes from the tiny, deep

• »

blue blossoms in the shape of a bonnet. 
They grow one above the other along 
the stem. It is an annual flower which 
blxHxms in the spring and is killed by (he 
first frost in the fall. During the summer 
it drops seeds from which the next years 
tloxvers grxxvx.

Wildtlowers over the entire state are 
in abuiuiance this year. The weather 
has favored the billtons of seeds lying 
dormant by the side of the roads.

Conditioned by nature to survive the 
past two years of dry spells they have 
simplv awaited the right conditions.

T he mild xvinter and timely rains we 
have experienced this past year plus the 
most important factor...no late frost... 
has produced a bumper crop of wildflo- 
xvers.

On our trip to College Station two 
weeks ago the tloxvers were magnifi- 
ceiii. We saxx more of the red. Indian 
Blankets than xve did Bluebonnets.

fhe fact that wc as Texas motorists 
can enjoy this year's xvildfioxvcr show <s 
because of alot of hard xvork and 
research lionc by the Texas Highway 
Department over the last 50 years.

Fred Pass, editor of the Texas 
.Almanac, said that “ Il was in 1424 that 
highway people observed they were 
creating an environment for wildtlowers 
habitat along highway right of ways. 
These flowers thrive on poor soil where 
they don’t have much competition from 
other vegetation. And since roadways 
are built largely of fill dirt with little 
topsoil, bluebonnets and other varieties 
began to take over on the sites. At once, 
a policy was distributed throughout the 
highway system that was designed to

preserve and protect the propagation of 
wildtlowers alongside highways.”  

There has been some criticism of the 
Department for mowing the roadsides. 
But this "is probably the only thing that 
has alloxved the tloxvers to survive. 
Olherxxise. other vegetation xvould lake 
over and crowd them out.”

f'ven with the price of gas. a short 
trip off the cap to see the roadside 
decoration is certainly worth it.

If vou can't do that, perhaps the Ross' 
will alloxv you to have a look at their 
ivildtloxver garden.

INTERNATIONAL HARVESTER’S AXIAL-FLOW combine 
harvested more wheat per unit area at both high and 
moderate feed rates during comparative tests with conven­
tional machines. At moderate feed rates on four series of

trials, conducted by Kansas State Univeraity agricnltural 
engineers, the Axial-Flow averaged a 4.5% yield advantage. 
The IH machine also consistently caused less crackage in all 
varieties of wheat harvested, the engineers reported.

TFU critical of Reagan energy policies
(WACO) — Texas Farmers Union 

President Mike Moeller criticized the 
Reagan Administration for “ cutting out 
family farmers and ranchers in energy 
production and increasing their costs for 
providing food and fiber.”

Moeller testified at the Department of 
Energy Hearing in Dallas, on the 
National Energy Plan III.

Moeller criticized the administra­
tion’s proposals for - recommending 
terminations of funding for gasohol 
loans, continuation o f the Windfall 
Profits Tax and the proposed escalation 
for deregulation o f natural gas.

“ Gasohol projects, especially those 
involving small producers, are likely to 
founder without federal loan guaran­
tees.”  Moeller said. Because commer­
cial lenders are hesitate to finance 
alternative energy development, the 
proposal by the Reagan Administration 
to terminate the Farmers Home Admin­
istration’s alcohol fuels and biomass 
programs will kill many worthwhile 
projects.

Moeller said the gasohol program 
could lead the U.S. to be more 
independent of imported oil. “ Obvious­
ly this is one answer to the energy 
crisis. It is also in the consumers’ 
interest to keep alcohol production in 
the hands of small producers rather 
than having another industry controlled 
by a few major corporations.”

Moeller said Reagan Administration 
promises about income tax refunds 
being available to farmers was not 
enough inducement to guarantee deve­
lopment of gasohol. “ By the very nature 
of the business, farmers are gamblers. 
But thev are not willing to gamble

constructing an alcohol plant on the 
mere promise o f an income tax rebate.”

The Windfall Profits Tax was also 
criticized by the TFU President. “ Obvi­
ously the President is not going to end 
the Windfall Profits Tax because they 
need it to help balance the budget.”  By 
deregulating oil prices and allowing the 
major oil companies to pass the costs 
through, all consumers are having to 
pay the bill.”

The small royalty owners and inde­
pendent producers are shouldering a 
large burden of the Windfall Profits Tax 
which offsets any additional benefits 
they might get through an increase in 
their income.”  The TFU wants an

exemption from the Windfall Profits 
Tax for the small royalty owners and 
independent producers.

The TFU president said deregulation 
of natural gas prices could put many 
farmers out of business who rely on gas 
for their irrigation pumps. “ Irrigated 
farming at this stage is marginal at 
best. If we double the price o f natural 
gas. it will put a lot o f them out of 
business.”  Moeller predicted. The TFU 
president said “ the consumers o f this 
state will have to suffer from higher 
food prices if we allow some of our most 
productive agricultural areas to be lost 
on account of farmers not being able to 
pay their gas bills.”

Kansas State University agricultural 

engineers, for example, made field 
comparisons o f the IH rotary combine 
and conventional machines operating in 
small grains in Kansas in 1978. The 
conclusions were reported at the 1978 
winter meeting o f the American Society 
j f  Agricultural Engineers.

The results included:
•The Axial-Flow combine harvested 

more wheat per unit area at both high 
and moderate feed rates. At moderate 
feed rates on four series o f trials, the 
Axial-Flow averaged a 4.5% yield 
advantage over the conventional com­
bines.

•The Axial-Flow combine consistenly 
caused less crackage in all varieties o f 
wheat harvested.

In summary, the Kansas State agri­
cultural engineers stated: “ Overall, we 
felt that the IH Axial-Flow Model 1460 
combine performed very well. Although 
our experience thus far has been limited 
to this one machine, we are o f the 
opinion that the development of the 
Axial-Flow principle for field combines 
will be recorded in history as a major 
milestone in the development o f com­
bines for small grain harvesting.”

The Japanese government tested an 
IH 1440 Axial-Flow in very high 
moisture wheat in 1980. Typical o f test 
results was one where grain moisture 
was 32.1% and straw moisture was 
49.5%. The yield was 73.5 bushels per 
acre. Total grain loss from all causes, at 
an average speed o f 3.4 mph, was only 
1.1% compared to crop yield.

“ In simple terms,”  Francis said.

hand, the rotor’ s gentle rubbing action 
_  repeated several times as the crop is 
moved in a spiral path over the concave 
and grate area —  minimizes gram 
crackage while recovering a higher 
percentage o f grain from the straw.

"Y e t  another concern to farmers is 
fuel consumption.”  Francis continued. 
•‘ The best criteria for measuring fuel 
consumption is number o f bushels or 
acres harvested per gallon o f fuel. In a 
word, that’ s productivity.

“ In our own tests, we consistently 
had more productivity per gallon o f fuel

used-”  . , ~
One example: a 1480 Axial-Row  

combine and a conventional IH 915 
machine worked in the same rice field. 
The Axial-Row used 9.26 gallons per 
acre, while the conventional used 12 
gallons per acre.

“ Two IH combines also were com­
pared in soybeans. The 1460 used 1.01 
gallons per acre while the 915 consumed 
1.08 gallons per acre.”

“ W e are getting similar reports in 
other crops and in other countries.”  
said DePauw.

One report received by the engineers 
was from a custom operator who had 
operated his own IH 1460 and a 
conventional, competitive machine.

The operator reported that he harves­
ted almost 2.000 acres o f wheat and 
over 6(X) acres o f com with his 
Axial-Row. In wheat, the Axial-Row  
harvested 1.305 acres per gallon: and 
the conventional combine. 1.096 acres 
per gallon. The Axial-Row combine, 
therefore, harvested 19% more acres 
per gallon.

In corn, the Axial-Row harvested 
0.861 acres per gallon: and the conven­
tional. 0.698 acres per gallon. Thus, the 
Axial-Row harvested 23% more acres 
per gallon.

Incidentally, the two machines used 
about the same amount o f fuel for the 
season, just over 2,200 gal. But the IH 
1460 Axial-Row combine attained su­
periorly by increased productivity for 
the fuel used.

Reports from other countries include 
one from an Australian IH Axial-Row  
owner. He said his IH Axial-Row  
harvested 48 bags o f sorghum per 
Imperial gallon o f fuel. By contrast, his 
conventional combine harvested 46.5 
bags per Imperial gallon.

Again, the Axial-Row combine’ s 
design, according to DePauw, is the 
main reason it harvests more efficiently. 
And the design involves certain patent­
ed features.

“ The threshing-separating system, 
the heart o f the Axial-Row combine, 
actually involves several patents.”  De­
Pauw continued.

’ Patents cover the conical front end 
o f the rotor, which is the transition area 
between the feeding system and the 
rotor, and the impellers on the front o f 
the rotor.”

He explained that the front o f the 
Axial-Row rotor is larger in diameter 
than the rest o f the cylinder. In the 1460 
model, for example, the impeller area is 

(920-mm) in diameter. The rotor36-in.
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The elusive causes and specific 
conditions that may inevitably cause 
grain dust explosions in grain elevators 
and feed mills are virtually impossible 
to “ nail down”  in every case, but not 
from the lack of financial and manpower 
support of the grain elevator industry.

Currently, more than $1.6 million lias 
been pledged by firms in the grain 
industry to conduct research for the 
purpiose of identifying these causes and 
conditions. All of this money has been 
made available by private industry, 
including many grain firms that have 
facilities in Texas. Texas Grain and 
Feed Association has provided a 
$10,000 donation. Texas A&M Univer­
sity is among the twenty universities, 
private firms, and research organiza­
tions currently engaged in specific 
research projects.

“ The National Grain and Feed Asso­
ciation. through its 52 member Fire and 
Explosion Research Council, is guiding 
the efforts for this unprecedented grain 
industry financed research program. 
Today, 20 research projects totaling 
more than $500,000 in industry donated 
funds have been awarded.”  according 
to National Grain and Feed Association 
spokesmen. “ The Council is sponsoring 
practical research that has the best 
chance o f yielding workable results that 
can be put to use immediately by grain 
and feed firms to maximize safety,”  
they emphasize.

From recent attention-getting head­

lines and irresponsible statements 
made by various “ headline grabbers”  it 
would appear that there are more 
fatalities in the grain elevator industry 
due to dust explosions than in any other 
industry. According to USDA there 
have been 12 fatalities during 1979 and 
1980 in grain elevator explosions, while 
the National Safety Council during 1979 
reported a total o f 13.200 fatalities in all 
industries with the construction indus­
try responsible for 2.600. agriculture 
1.900. manufacturing 1.800. and gov­
ernment related jobs 1,700. It would 
appear that with government related 
jobs accounting for 1.700 fatalities, 
more inspectors is not the answer. Until 
the conditions which prompt these 
explosions and the causes definitely 
Identified, inspectors may be at a loss as 
to what to look for.
