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City will offer bounty

on stray dogs and cats

The City of Lockney will begin
offering bounties on stray dogs and cats
at the end of the month.

Mayor J.D. Copeland said the city
will begin offering $5 for each stray dog
and cat on Tuesday May 26, the day
after Memorial Day.

Copeland said at the monthly City
Council meeting that the strays should
be taken to veterinarian Dr. Paul
Glasson where they will be placed in the
city pens.

Copeland said Glasson will issue a
receipt to the person bringing in the dog
or cat. The receipt, Copeland said,
should then be taken to city hall for
payment of the bounty.

Copeland said owners of licensed
dogs brought in will be traced through
the license number.

Stray dogs and cats brought in,
Copeland said, will be held three days
before they are destroyed.

Copeland said that, in effect, *‘we’re
deputizing everyone as dog catchers,”
in an effort to clear up the city’s stray
dog and cat problem.

A similar bounty program in Aberna-
thy proved successful in remedying that
town's problem with strays.

In other action at the council meeting,
city attorney Paul Lyle reported he had
sent out 57 letters to people who have
not paid their taxes.

There is about $20,000 in delinquent
gity #¢"ps outstanding and about
$15.000 in delinquent Mackenzie Water
District taxes outstanding.

Lyle said lawsuits will be filed against
those who do not pay their delinquent
taxes soon.

While it's best to seed some vegeta-
bles directly in the home garden, others
do best if transplanted.

In this area of Texas tomatoes,
peppers and eggplant should always be
set out in the garden as transplants. The
reason for this is the weather. These
vegetables are somewhat fickle when it
comes to ideal environmental conditions
for setting fruit. Bloom and fruit set
must occur before temperatures get too
high. Setting out transplants after
danger of all frost allows these plants to
bloom during ideal conditions and to set
a bountiful harvest during optimum
weather.

You can also transplant such so-called
**cool season'’ crops such as cabbage,
cauliflower, broccoli, lettuce and on-
ions. This allows them to mature under
ideal conditions and also saves growing
time in the garden. Using transplants

can lessen the garden growing time by,
several months or more. However,

afternoon or at least on a cloudy day. I
think it's a good idea to set your
transplants in a bucket or pan of.water
for several minutes prior to planting so
the root system is thoroughly wet.

Determine the proper spacing for the
crop and dig a hole 4 inches wide and 4
to 6 inches deep. Put about a cupful of
water directly in the hole and allow it to
soak in. Set the transnlant in the center
of the hole and fill in with soil. Make
certain the peat container is completely
beneath the soil level as it may act like a
wick and rapidly dry out the rootball,
thus killing the plant.

Depth of planting is important and
often beginners make the mistake of
setting plants too deep in the soil. Set
most transplants only slightly deeper
than they were originally growing. If
tomato plants are tall and ‘‘leggy,”
plant them as shown in the accompany-
ing drawing. If plant roots are set too
deep below the soil level, especially in
heavy soils, they will be slow to grow
and the plant will have to produce roots
along the stem near the surface. The
original roots may, or may not, grow
eventually. Either way, the advantages
of transplanting are lost and harvest

okra, squash, cucumbers and melons
offers no real advantage and is usually
not a recommended practice.

What about the ‘*how'’ of transplant-
ing? Handle transplants like eggs!
Make every effort to avoid undue stress
to young plants. Be sure plants do not
suffer from lack of moisture, wind
damage or excessive heat prior to and
immediately after transplanting.

Most plants that are available locally
will be growing in plantable containers
such as peat pots or peat cubes. If
possible. plan to transplant during late

may be delayed greatly.

When filling the hole with soil at
planting, leave a slight depression
around the plant to hold additional
water from spot watering or from
rainfall. Also protect young plants for a
week or so from high wind and
excessive heat. This can be done easily
by placing a shingle, board, milk carton
or some similar protection on the windy
or sunny side of the plant. A can placea
around the transplant when it is set in
the garden will also prevent damage
from pesky cutworms.

Breeding and testing
for hybrid cotton

Agrigenetics Corporation of Denver,
Colorado. has announced the imple-
mentation of a breeding and testing
program for the development of hybrid
cotton.

Several cotton hybrids will be farmer
tested at ten (10) locations on the South
Plains of Texas. Yield results from these
test plots will be evaluated following
harvest to determine which hybrid will
be put into production during 1982.

The Agrigenetics cotton project is
being handled by R.C. Young Seed &
Grain Co. of Lubbock, Texas, a division
of Agrigenetics. According to the
Agrigenetics cotton project leader,
Keith Arnold, several hybrids will be
included in the 1981 Texas Agricultural
Experiment Station tests.

“Yield potential, lint quality, gin
turnout. maturity rating, and disease
resistance will be evaluated for each
experimental hybrid, says Arnold. He
adds. *"The best hybrid, based on these
state and farmer conducted tests, will
be pl‘-(')duccd on a limited scale next
year.

In addition to the R.C. Young
Lubbock location, a breeding and
?csting program is currently underway
in South Texas. Planned expansion of
the program includes a greenhouse at
Lubbock and expansion of the testing
program into other cotton production
areas. Agrigenetics will continue to be
in the forefront of hybrid
rescarch and production.

Grain embargo lift good

for Texas farmers

(COLLEGE STATION) — Lifting the
U.S. grain embargo against Russia is
good news to Texas farmers, maintains
an economist in marketing and policy
with the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

Dr. Ron Knutson pointed out that
with the wheat harvest less than two
months away, this move should provide
added market strength at harvest.

*‘In the short to intermediate term, it
should mean grain price increases in the
range of S to 7 percent. The longer term
impacts, while more important, are
more uncertain,’’ Knutson, who earlier
had served as a member of President
Reagan’s transition team, said.

““Under the long-term trade agree-
ment, if the Soviet Union wants to buy
over 8 million metric tons of wheat and
feedgrains, it must consult -vith U.S.
officials.”’ he added.

+This process of consultation or nego-
tiation will now begin, and involves:

1. Additional quantities of wheat and
feedgrains that we will allow the Soviets
to purchase through September 30.

2. Development of a new long-term
trade agreement specifying minimum
purchase by the Soviets over a period of
up to five years.

3. The quantities the Soviet Union is
advised it can purchase after September
30. over and above the minimums
specified in the long-term trade agree-
ment,

The Reagan administration has al-
ready indicated a desire to negotiate a
new long-term trade agreement. Ideal-
lv. this should be completed by Sept-
ember 30, 1981, when the old agree-
moent expires, Knutson said

“"Another uncertainty is just how
much grain the Soviets mighi want to
buy from the U.S. after the embargo
experience. Feedgrains and soybeans
should be no problem in this ﬁ‘gnrd
World supplies are tight, and we suppl\l'
ab.(:iut 80 percent of this market,"’ he
said.

Grain dust explosion research ng

“We need help in trying to identify
the causes and conditions that trigger
dust explosions in Texas grain eleva-
tors.”’ according to Bill Riffe, Stratford
Grain Company. Stratford, Texas, and
president of Texas Grain and Feed
Association. **We really don’t think we
need more inspectors until they can
identifv all of the causes and condi-
tions,”" he continued.

Riffe pointed out that state and
federal money could be put to better use
in grain dust explosion research and in
educational programs to help the eleva-
tor owners and operators after the
causes and conditions are definitely
identified. "*It's sheer folly to think that
an elevator owner-operator would know-
ingly allow conditions to exist in an
elevator installation that could be the
cause of a fire or explosion. There are
many reasons why they would not allow
them to exist.”" concluded Riffe.

In a statement by Ray Nolen, Execu-
tive Vice President of the Texas Grain
and Feed Association, it was pointed
out that elevator owners cannot afford
to allow their elevators to explode or
burn. “‘First of all."" he said, ‘it
ususally puts them out of business for
an extended period of time, which
means a loss of profit, but more
important than the loss of business and
capital investment, is the possible loss
of human lives or crippling injuries
among employees. The employer in-
vests large sums of money in training
employees before they reach their
maximum productivity, plus workmen's
compensation insurance premiyms and
insurance premiums on the elevator
installation. No one in his right mind
would risk the lives of employees and
these major investments by knowingly
allowing the causes and conditions that
trigger dust explosions to exist in their
grain elevators or feed mills. For that
reason, and no other reason, we need
help in research and education. Top

BOXELDER BUGS IN HOME
LANDSCAPES

Boxelder bugs can be a _v.curlfmg
problem to homeowners. In spn.r;ﬁ d‘n l
summer, they feed mainly on di eren
seed-bearing shade trees. and‘ later in
the vear, they can become a nuisance in
tthth(;::;tthcy rarely do serious damage
to host trees such as Bf)xcl(lcr. and
Western Soapberry (sometimes mistak-
enly called Chinaberr_v)..thc pests suck
plaht sap from tender twigs. leaf stems,
flowers and seeds, sometimes causing
distorted leaves. Also, their presence in
large numbers on trees, lawn_s. patios
and sides of houses can be a disgusting
sight to homeowners.

Adult boxelder bugs are about Y2-
inch long and have a dull black body
with red markings on the ‘“‘shoulders™
and in an inverted ‘‘V-pattern’’ across
the winds. The bugs pass through
several immature stages before becom-
ing adults, going from a nearly solid,
scarlet red color to mostly blackish with
red markings.

On trees, lawns and the exterior of
homes, sprays of carbaryl (Sevin),
diazinon or chlorpyrifos (Dursban) can
be effective when applied thoroughly

Smaller, self-sufficient fan
seen In the future

(COLLEGE STATION) — Cotton and
cattle will continue to lead Texas’ $10
billion agriculture industry in the years
ahead, but the era of the suburban
farmer is at hand.

Within the next 20 years, many rural
areas will be broken into small tracts of
no more than 10 or 20 acres, said Dr.
W.E. Black. economist in marketing
and public policy with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service, Texas
A&M University System.

For the most part, these will be
single-family homesteads, owned by
city people who prefer the country life.

“We'll see more of a self-sufficiency
type of agrarian economy,’’ Black said.
“Such a family would keep a cow or
two, raise its own vegetables, maybe
even market some of its surplus.”’

This type of rural land use pattern is
developing” in most rapidly growing
metropolitan areas, Black said. The
urban regions are eventually ringed by
small “*country estates’’ owned primar-
ilv by the affluent who have big-city jobs
and tural lifestyles.

As a result, Black said. it's the
medium-sized farms nearest the cities
that are being broken up into smaller
tracts. Meanwhile, there will be more
consolidation of large commercial
farms: they will be fewer in number and
larger in size.

These developments toward fewness
and bigness continue. In 1976. for
example, 2 percent of Texas farms and
ranches produced 54 percent of the
state’s food and fiber, he noted. By

A centuries long conflict rages in
Ireland. The distressing part of the
entire conflict is that this war is being
waged in the name of religion, even
though it is essentially a political
conflict.

Bureau backs recovery plan

Farm Bureau is supporting bi-parti-
san efforts to bring about economic
recovery and reduce over-regulation by
government, according to Delma Mc-
Cormick of Floydada, president of the
Floyd County Farm Bureau.

McCormick said Texas Farm Bureau
leaders have personally contacted mem-
bers of the Texas delegation in Cong-
ress to inform them of Farm Bureau’s
policies on economic recovery and
regulatory reform.

He said Farm Bureau’s policies call
for (1) budget reductions leading to a
balanced budget, (2) tax reductions, 3)
regulatory reform, and (4) monetary
restraint.

“A year ago, our Farm Bureau
organization was involved in a series of
meetings across the state trying to deal
with the farm income crisis,”’ Delmas
McCormick said. **Most participants at
that time thought that agriculture could
not long survive unless our nation
stopped inflation, reduced regulations;
lowered income taxes, and put a stop to
government interference in our mar-

kets, such as the grain embargo. We
said then that these reforms would also
be beneficial to the entire nation.

“The major change since then, in
g(idition to the ending of the embargo,
Is that we now have a chance to put
these reforms in effect. Some of the
bi-partisan economic recovery programs
now before Congress are a start toward
putting our economy back in shape and
returning some freedoms to individu-
als,” he said.
~ McCormick said Farm Bureau has
informed President Reagan that far-
mers are willing to take their fair share
of spending cuts, but that they must be
assured that cuts are targeted through-

out all federal spending programs with
special emphasis given to so-called
entitlement programs which take up the
bulk of non-defense spending.

In this regard, Farm Bureau urged
the President to reconsider his exemp-
tion of seven major entitlement pro-
grams from budget cuts. Specifically,
Farm Bureau asked that annual cost-of-
living adjustments in all entitlement
programs be held to 75 percent, ratl?er
than 100 percent of the consumer price

index.

“Such as restraint would keep the
annual increases to program recipients
more in line with the earnings of those
who support these programs without
cutting anyone completely out of regu-
lar benefits,”’ the county farm leader
said.

Delmas McCormick said the kind of
economic recovery package supported
by Farm Bureau will have the following
positive effects:

(1) Reduce inflation.

(2) Reduce burdens imposed by
non-productive regulations.

(3) Reduce the heavy tax burden on
American taxpayers.

(4) Reduce the size and role of the
federal government and its intrusion
into private lives.

(5) Reduce intereste rates by reduc-
ing inflation and government's need to
borrow.

(6) Increase real incomes by spurring
capital investment and enhancing pro-
ductivity.

(7) Improve U.S. competitive position
in world markets.

(8) Provide the basis for creating new

jobs.

Capitol Comments

On May 6, the House
approved a $26.55 billion
budget after a three-day
debate that caused a lot of
sparks to fly.

A Dallas representative
and I teamed up to knock a
requested $2 million off the
bill for a solid waste disposal
pit for the City of Irving. We
suggested the City of Irving
do as the other cities of the
State have done — pay their
own way using the $3 million
they collected in the one cent
city sales tax in 1980. When
we finished, the Irving Re-
presentative pulled his
Amendment down.

I also discovered the reli-
gious colleges of the state
had given out (over the last
two years) $1.3 million in
grants to out-of-state stu-
dents. I successfully placed a
rider on the bill prohibiting
this. 1 followed with an
amendment to cut their $36
million budget by S percent
over the next two years. This
failed by an overwhelming
vote.

I am convinced this matter
should be taken to the courts
and totally prohibited. Many
of the Representatives of the
Independent Colleges and
Universities of Texas (ICUT)
strongly oppose furnishing
text books to parochial
schools on the basis of separ-
ation of church and state.
This program started in 1972
with less than $1 million of
state tax money approved.
They requested $45 million
for the next two years. The
House held it to $36 million. I
will bet my life the Senate
version will have $45 million
in it for this. The compromise
between the House and Sen-

entities from the big cities
(who lobbied the Peveto bill
through in 1979) testified
before our Constitutional
Amendments Committee on
several bills to give relief. All
four legislators carrying leg-
islation voted for the Peveto
bill in 1979. The smaller
counties have not had as
much trouble as the larger
ones.

The sad thing is that much
of the work that some coun-
ties have done with one
common appraisal district
could have been done before
the Peveto bill was passed.
The fact is, a number of
taxing entities were already
in the process of using the
data from another entity
appraisal. The City of Pampa
has provided the basic ap-
praisals for both the county
and the Pampa Independent
School District for years in a
most satisfactory manner.

U.S. Congressman and
Senators have to stand for
their decision with reference
to taxing and spending mat-
ters.

Legislators of Texas also
have to stand for their deci-
sion in spending and tax
matters.

But, the supporters of the
Peveto bill make no bones
about telling you we have
insulated the appointed
boards that set your taxes on
the local level.
