The fifteenth-anfitni.gession of
the West Texas State Teachers
College started yesterday with the
largest first day enrollment in the
history of the institution.

A total of 633 studenis were en-
rolled yesterday. It is confident-
ly expected that the enrollment
will go to 1000 today.

In the College there was an enroll-
ment yesterday of 398; in thé sub-col-
lege 130; In the training school 105.
This makes a total of 528 in the college
and the sub-college. The first day’s
enrollment last year for the first day
day was only 381 in these two depart-
ments. The énrollment two years ago
in all departments for the first two
days was 0520, as compared with 633
in one day yesterday.

Secretary Travis Shaw stated last
night that with the large number- in
the city who had not enrolled, he was
confident that the enrollment today
would reach 1000.

T. €. Thompson, president of the Can-
yon Chamber of Commerce, regarding
the future work of this organization :

The contemplated change
is one of finances. -

The Chamber of Commerce started
out last year with a very comprehen-
sive program. It was a program to
which each and every citizen of Can-
yon could ascribe and heartily give his
money and his influence. Perhaps the
bigness of this program causes our pre-
sent financial embarrassment, and we
might have done better to have under-
taken fewer things during the year.

At the present time our organization
is in debt, and it will be absolutely ne-
cessary for each and every subscriber
to-pay in full his pledge for the year
in order that the directors may meet
these obligations.

The Board of Directors does not want
to leave the impression that the Cham-
ber of Commerce hag disbanded. Any
report to this effect is absolutely false,
Canyon has had such an organization
for nearly twenty years, and with the
great opportunities confronting the
town, it would be absurd to consider.
for one moment disbanding at this time.
Canyon has put over a wonderful pro-
gram through the volunteer efforts of
men and women who have given their
time and talents to the development of
the city, and these same men and wo-
men will continue to give their time
and talents to upbuilding the town.
The directors see for Canyon a much
greater program for the coming year
thhn we have accomplished during the
past year and urge the support of ev-
ery loyal Canyon citizen to assist in
this program.

The directors will soon outline for
our citizens a program for the coming
vear, and will present it to you for
acceptance or rejection. - Please bear
in mind that a commercial organiza-
tion must have financial support if it
i to accomplish anything whatsoever,
and that the finance committee must
call upon the citizens as soon as our

present financial situation is-cleared

and ask you for regular monthly con-
tributions for the coming year to ¢arry
out this work.

Canyon was never face to face with
greater opportunities than at the pre-
sent, and we firmly believe that Canyon
citizens will rise to the situation and
assist us in every way possible in the
buliding of & greater and better town.

Procuring a crossing on the canyons
between Canyon and Claude, which
would bring thousands of tourists to
Canyon and the Palo Duro canyons,
This would be the biggest financial
enterprise, if the cost would not be
prohibitive,

The citizens of Canyon are given
this program to consider. The pro-
gram is entirely within the reach of the
town by the proper cdoperation of all

the citizens.

Canyon Will Have the Best Depot in
this Division With Only One

Exception,

Work on Canyon’s new $65,000
depot was started yesterday morn-
ing when the engineers for the
Santa Fe set the pegs for the loca-
tion of the new building.

Geo, Parr is the general contrae-
tor and arrived this moring to put
to work his crew of men., The
building will be rushed to comple-
tion. .
The new depot is about two and one-

half times larger than the old building.
Its dimensions are 52x200 feet,

The building will set across 10th
street, with the main entrance of the
main waiting room facing this street..

The building sets about 20 feet north

of the Second Avenue street line. It
extends east of 10th street some dis-
tance, but will be located largely to
the west of this street.
Every little change was necessary In
order to make the building come within
the appropriation limit. The mission
style of architecture is carried out.
The roof is red tile. The building is
the largest and most complete of any
depot in this division of the Santa Fe,
the Amarillo depot alone belng except-
ed.

—

“The best time for seeding wheat!
varies with the location, season and
poil conditions,” says H. M. Bainer, di-
rector of the Southwestern Wheat Im-
provement ‘Association. Continuing he
says, “The time of seeding is one of the
most important factors in wheat pro-
duction.

“Late sowed wheat often winter-kills
and 18 more likely to be injured by
drouth, hot winds, rust and smut than
early wheat; it stools less and ripens
later, thus often producing low yields
and poor quality. On the other hand, too
early seeding is dangerous, especially
in sections infested with Hessian fly.
Heavy growth from too early seeding
is likely to use all the soil moisture
during its early -development, leaving
nothing to draw ‘on later.

“Several years’ records show that the
following dates of seeding have given
best results in the humid sections: In
eastern Nebraska, September 22 to Oct-
ober .1; eastern Kansas, October 1 to
A13; and in eastern Oklahoma, October
13 to 20. In each case the first dates
are for the northern parts of the states
named and the second dates for the
southern parts).

“Similar records for the less humid
sections further west show that the
best dates for seeding are about as fol-
lows: Western Nebraska, September
1 to 15; western Kansas, September
15 to October 1; western Oklahoma and
the Panhandle of Texas, October 1 to
20.

“For ‘out west,” the dates named are
best only when there is plenty of sub-
sail moisture, To seed wheat in dry
ground or when it contains little, if
any, subsoil moisture is
prAuv‘t\iu'. This dry ground may earry
Just enough moisture to sprout the #hed
or a light rain may give the same re-
sults, leaving the crop to die later
from lack of moisture. The most sat-
isfactory way of seeding wheat, ‘out-
