Members o f the Hico vounteer fire 
company answered the biggest alarm 
in 12 months Friday night when they 
gathered, with a group o f guests in 
the Midland ^otel dining room to put 
out blazing appetites with constant 
streams of turkey, fruit salad, hot 
coffee, and other delicacies of a per­
fect menu.

A fter the iboys had done all the 
damage possible to the table decora­
tions and replaced blazing appetites 
with smiles. Chief Alex Smith was 
still under the impression that the an­
nual banquet was nut complete. So 
he took advantage of the situation and 
called on the guests to give their 
reactions! to the fire boys' abilities to 
save appetites as well as houses from 
destruction.

First on the program came Rev. 
Clarence Allen Morton, pastor o f the 
f fr s t  Baptist church. The preacher 
typified himself as primarily a 
fighter of fires in another world, but 
paid a glowing tribute to the men who 
make Hico safe from the fire fiend, by 
day and by night.

Miss Fannie Wood, manager of the 
local Gulf States telephone station, 
told ol' the vital connection between 
the work o f the fire fighters and that 
of the telephone office. Since the 
alarm is sounded from her office, the 
burden of receiving und broadcasting 
fire news rests almosts entirely <*n 
her shoulders and tb*>se of her as­
sistant*. She urged the cooperation 
of citizens in Hico and nearby 
communities in turning in alarms ful­
ly and definitely. When a fire alarm 
is turned in, every other connection, 
both local and long distance, is vir­
tually broken, and 10 minutes or more 
is ustially required to answer all 
inquiries in regard to the fire, Miss 
Wood said.

Attorney E. H. Persons outlined 
the advantages of the ney water 
system to the Hico fire department, 
lie  said that the added pressure would 
make it possible for the firemen to 
fight fires at a safe distance, where 
falling walls, scorching flames and 
high would not so endanger their 
lives. He pictured the disappointment 
of a fireman called in the middle of 
the night to save the home o f a citizen 
on the end of a line, when the pressure 
became so weak that it was impossible 
to do anything but watch the flames 
have their own way. AU the new lines 
will make circuits, he said,, with no 
dead ends to weaken the pressure at 
any point.

Mayor J. C. Barrow characterized 
the fire department as one o f the 
greatest assets of a town. Especially 
he said is a department as efficient 
as Hico's an assurance o f minimising 
,he danger o f fires at all times. The 
town's key insurance rate will be 
reduced from 70 to 40 cents due to the 
new water system, according to the 
niayer. Another two cent reduction is 
also possible, which will give Hico 
one o f the lowest rates among small 
towns o f the state.

Rev. Paul W. Evans, Methodist 
church pastor, spoke o f his first im­
pressions vhen he arrived in Hico. 
Although a comparative newcomer, 
the minister avowed that he was al­
ready a native among the foothills, 
the people with welcomes in their 
voices, and the thriving community 
industries. F'rom the very first hint 
he ever received o f the existence of 
Hico, he was favorably impressed with 
the town and its people, he stated.

J C. Smvth. editor o f the News 
Review, culled the firemen llico’s 
most heroic and self sacrificing 
group of citizens, and pledged the 
support of the home paper to every 
enterprise launched bv the organisa­
tion to which they belonged.

The present fire department, or­
ganized 21 years ago n.*xt March, 
holds it state fire fighting record, ac­
cording to Chief Smith. In the entire 
time since its organization it has 
never allowed a fire to spread from 
the building in which it hail its in- 
cipiency, and no other town with a 
fire department o f any kind can lay 
claim to such a record.

Reporta from the derrick recently 
erectisl near Duffau on the Robert- 
son place state that several truck- 
loads of equipment have arrived and 
are being placed on the location.

It is said that an unusually full 
outfit, capable of sinking the rotary 
bit ;is fast as possible, is. being in­
stalled. Hico people and farmers liv­
ing in the Duffau country continue 
to lx* enthused over the prospects for 
n huge gasser. The company which 
i *< -niing a new block adjoining the 
Boone tract, on which drilling is now 
lx*ing done, is rapidly clearing up all 
land titles, it is reported. The block 
of about 4.000 acres is practically 
complete.

The town of Hamilton will be sup- 
plied with electricity from the Hico 
power house when a high line now 
being surveyed is complete, according 
to Sam Jones, local manager. Adding 
of Hamilton to the towns on the Hico 
plant'd circuit makes a total o f 17 
municipalities that recieve power 
from the central Hico plant.

A cr* w of 30 or 40 men is e*j 
pecter* jo begin actual construction I ’ 
the F i  in about two weeks. The n* / 
sect ' i will be 15 miles in length, sev­
en n..les o f the complete distance 
being already constructed and in use 
supplying other towns.

An 2300 volt extension is being 
made this week, by a crew working 
out of Hico, to the Keeney hatchery. 
The new line extends from Carlton, 
one and one-half milesi from the 
hatchery, and will eventually serve 
not onlv the Keeney place but four 
farms along thi route.

The huge power plant tiere was in­
stalled about two years ago, and its 
territory has been rapidly extended 
to include 17 towns. When the Ham­
ilton connection is made, the local 
plant, aided by a booster plant at 
Clifton, will supply not only Hico 
Hamiltitn and Carlton, but these 
towns also: Iredell. Walnut Springs, 
Meridian, Valley Mills, Crawford, 
Gatesville, Whitney, Blum, Covington, 
Rio Vista, Kopperl, Morgan, and 
Glenrose, Gu.xtine will probably be 
added to the list in the near future.

In order to care for the new lines! 
constantly lieing built, another unit, 
equal in horstqmwer to both units 
now in use, will lie installed in the 
Hico plant soon. The two units now 
being used are 600 horsepower each, 
while the new ont will be 1200 horse ­
power, making a total o f 2400 horste- 
power.

Mr. Jones states that completion of 
the line into Hamilton yill make the 
Texas-Louisiana supplied towns in this 
section form a loop which extends 
eafdt towards Iredell, circling, with 
several short branches, back to this 
town through Hamilton. Finishing of 
the circuit will insure only one tow'll 
being without power at a time in 
case of a breakdown or other una­
voidable delay, according to Mr. Jones.

Hamilton county divorces have in­
creased slightly more than thoia- of 
the average county in the state, but 
her marriages keep pare with the 
general average, as the following 
figures, released by the department 
of commerce, will show.

There were 74.042 marriages per­
formed in Texas during the year 1927, 
as compared wit h 69,9412 in 1920, re - 
presenting an increase of 4,140 or 
V 9 per cent. In 1916, there yen' r>4. 
103 marriages performed. During 1927 
there were 17. 290 divorces granted 
:rs compand with 15.472 in 1926, rep­
resenting an increase o f  1,818 or 11.8 
jier cent There were 115 marriages 
annulled, or declared void by order 
of courts without either party to the 
contract applying, in 1927. as1 compar­
ed with 103 reported in 1926.

The estimated population o_f the 
state of Texas on July 1, 1927, was 
5,397.000, and on July 1, 1926, 5,313,- 
(KiO. On the basis of these estimates, 
the number o f marriages per 1,000 
of the population was 13.7 per cent 
in 1927, as against 13.2 per <ynt in 
1926; and the nuinlier o f divorces 
per 1,000 o f population was 3 20 in 
1927, as against 2.91 in 1926.

In the entire United States 1,200,- 
694 marriages were performed in the 
year 1927, as compared with 1,202,- 
574 in 1926 These figure* represent 
a decrease of 1.880 marriages, or 
about one-fifth of one per rent. Di­
vorces gratneil in 1927 totaled 192,- 
037, as compared with 180,853 in the 
year 1926, repreesnting an increase of 
11,184, or 6.2 per cent.

Dublin Farmer Uses r ,

New Clover System

Farmers Need Cheap 
Home Grown Feeds

(Dublin Progress)
A. R. Delay has worked out a sys­

tem of growing sweet clover in rota­
tion with other crops which is adapt­
able to all of the black land in Dm? 
country and any other land which will 
grow any of the small grains

Mr. Delay plants clover in alter­
nate rows with corn or any of the 
grain sorghums. A fter gathering the 
corn. milo. etc., he pastures the fields 
for a few weeks. Then he cuts the 
stalks %la<» running between the do- 
ver ro.es with a pulverizer, if neces­
sary. Then he drill* in the small 
grains. In late winter and early 
spring, thi* mixture of clover and 
smalt grain furnishes more pasture.

He takes stock o ff in time for the 
grain to mature. A fter harvesting 
the clover makes enough growth to 
furnish still more residue to be turn­
ed under in the summer or fall. The 
land is then ready for cotton or some 
other crop for the third year. It 
can thus be seen that he has worked 
out a three year rotation of corn (or 
grain sorghum), small grain, and coG 
ton and at the same time have a soil 
improvement legume crop on the land 
during two o f the years.

Mr. I>elay say* that he can notice 
an impi ivement in his land where he 
h.ts gr. vn the clover besides the 
fact th*. it furnishes some of the 
b»*t pasture hi* stock has ever had 
and improves the feeding and tertil- 
iting value of the straw. O f course 
this method is not recommended for 
extremely poor land. On such fields 
It would he better to plant the clover 
in three foot rows and let it occupy 
the land for three or four years.

One Cow to Every 10 
Acres Said to Be Need

Chean home-grown feed helps to 
lower tne cost of growing cotton and 
to inei-ea.se the cotton grower's profit. 
Corn is the best feed crop in the 
corn belt, but many farmers neither 
have plenty o f corn nor do they pro­
duce it cheaply.

Although the southern farmer is 
planting a large acreage to corn, he 
must buy feed, because his average
crop o f corn is only 17 bushels per 
acre. Because o f this low yield the 
cost of corn per bushel is high.

This low yield ran be increased at 
a profit. The cost studies made by 
the United States department o f ag­
riculture show that on farms where 
higher yields were obtained, corn was 
produced at a lower rate per bushel, 
for although it cost more per acre 
to produce the larger yie'cls. there 
were more bushelc to share the cost.

A good mule should have 7ft bush­
el- corn during the year. I f  the 
yield is l.'l bushels per acre, about 
i*i\ acres o f corn, at a cost of $100. 
would be required to feed a mule. I f  
41 bushels per acre are grown, two 
acres or.aid upnlv the corn at a cost 
.'f 81!*.

\r. ccnsideiable idle 'and is nvnil- 
h* - fo- crops, it might seem that the 
fai - should increase his acreage in 
com in order to prow sufficient feed.

v  better way is to fertilize more 
liberally the acres now under cultiva­
tion and thereby get not only more 
corn but cheaper corn, la-cause it coats 
much more to cultivate the additional 
acres in corn than to buy fertilizer 
sufficient to produce the necessary 
feed on the aeres now in corn.

I ’ nder usual conditions the applica­
tion of a complete fertilizer at plant­
ing time gives the best results with 
corn. This may be followed when 
the corn is knee to waist high, by an 
application o f nitrogen in readily ob­
tainable form. On thin land two ap­
plications Of available nitrogen are 
sometimes made, the first being ap­
plied when the corn is knee high, and 
the second when the corn is hunching 
to tassel.

From *200 to 400 pounds per acre o f 
a commercial fertilizer, such as 10-4-4, 
applied at planting time, followed by 
a side dressing o f 150 pounds o f ni­
trate o f soda or nitrate o f lime, or 
of three-fourths this amount o f sul­
phate o f ammonia wil produce more 
corn at a lower cost per bushel. Un­
der average condition t, the applica­

tion of ioo pounds of nitrate of soda Iredell Pioneer Dies
or its equivalent iu nitrate of lime 
or sulphate of ammonia should give 
an increase of six to three bushels 
o f corn, according to the soil improve­
ment committee, the national fertil­
izer association.

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Balanced Rations of 
Plant Food Are Best

A balanced ration ia best for both 
human beings and live atock. This 
fact has been proved by acience. Food 
authoritiea tell ua to use a mixed diet 
balancing the different kinds of food 
substances, making sure to obtain suf- 
ficient mineral material and vitamines

Producers o f live atock have found 
that proper feeds must be used in 
order that their stock may make the 
mort economical gains. The progres­
sive dairymen recognize the necessity 
o f a balanced ration for their cowa 
aa a means of obtaining more profit­
able milk production.

Balanced rations for crops are just 
as necessary for best growth. It is 
not difficult to observe when plants 
in a field are starving to death, and 
^ach summed many fields are seen 
where the plants are dying for lack 
o f plant food. In other fields it is 
apparent that the crop is receiving 
plenty of some plant foods but lacks 
others— an unbalanced ration. A bal­
anced ration would be a fertiliser con­
taining the right proportions of ni­
trogen. phosphoric acid and pota«h, 
according to the soil improvement 
committee, the national fertil' 
sociation.

As a rule, if  it is a good variety o f 
cotton, grown under favorable- condi­
tions, the more plant food the cotton 
plants use the more cotton will be 
produced and the more profit will be 
made.

Experiments conducted by agricul­
tural authorities in muny states have 
definitely shown that cotton, and oth­
er crops as well, make niost vigor­
ous growth and are less likely to be 
seriously affected by disease when fed 
liberally with well balanced plant 
food. Complete commercial fertiliz­
ers o f various analyses are manufac­
tured to supply balanced rations for 
crops on different soils. The use of 
the proper fertilizer will result in u 
bettor crop and a more profitable 
production.

The progressive dairymen are a l­
ways looking for cows bf large capac­
ity, cows that can eat large amounts 
o f feed, for he looks on them as 
a sort of factory and takes the cheap 
raw feeds, such as hay, silage and 
grain, and changes them into a more 
valuable product— milk. As a rule, 
the more feed a good dairy cow con­
sumes the more milk she will pro­
duce, and the more profit she will 
make for the owner.

The grower of field crops, the cot­
ton grower, for example, should look 
on his cotton crop in much the same 
way. The cotton plant takes cheap 
raw materials, which are called plant 
food, and converts them into much 
more valuable cotton lint and seed.

“ Go to bed with the chickens? 
Most certainly not!" exclaimed a well 
known radio entertainer in mock in­
dignation “ No, indeed, I ’d rather be 
aide to sleep on those sticks the way 
they do.”  _ For more reasons than 
one, I am inclined to sympathize with 
this gentleman's point of view. Nev­
ertheless, I firmly believe that, short 
o f literally going to bed with them, 
the man who comes nearest to living 
with his chickens is going to get the 
greatest profit out o f them. He will 
do so because he knows his flock both 
individually and collectively. (The 
slightest change in their habits or 
appearance will immediately attract 
the attention and if disease threatens 
he is able to nip it in the bud long 
before it reaches the danger point.

Of course, not every one can give 
full time to the care of his fowls, 
nor is it altogether necessary. There 
are certain times every day when 
they must receive attention for feed­
ing and the like. Then, scan each 
fowl as closely as possible and single 
out for closer examination any that 
show the slightest signs o f possible 
disease which may crop up at any 
time, more especially in the fall of 
the year, is chicken pox or sorehead. 
As this disease may be carried by 
mosquitoes, your flock may become 
infected no matter how careful you 
have been to keep your own houses, 
yards and runs in a sanitary, health­
ful condition.

A number of eruptions or nodules 
varying from the size of a pinhead to 
that of a pea or hazelnut appear on 
the comb, wattles, eyelids, car lobes, 
beak or nostriLs and sometimes on 
other parts o f the body, such as the 
neck, legs, wings, the rump, under 
the wings and about the vent. On 
the body the nodules l>ccnmc larger 
than <n the head. The nodules be­
gin as small, red or reddish gray 
deposits with a shiny surface. They 
gradualy enlarge, becoming wart­
like in nppcarance, while the color 
changes to yellow or dark brown. As 
these nodules increase in number and 
the inflammation extends large areas 
around the body will become thick 
end covered with hard, dry crusts 
closing the nasal openings and eye­
lids. often making it difficult to open 
the beak.

I f  the attack is mild the eruptions 
are limited to the head, the nodules 
are distinct and small and the gen­
eral health is not affected. The no­
dules seem dry. heai and shrink, the 
crusts become loose and recovery is 
rapid. But in malignant cases the 
eruption is more general, the nodules 
are large and there is considerable 
inflammation and thickening of large! 
areas o f skin. When th< crusts are] 
rubbed o ff there will lie a watery I 
discharge from the ulcerated surfaces, 
which will later thicken, become thick 
and yellow and wil, give o ff a dis-1 
agreeable odor. In this type of the 
disease there is fever, rapid loss of 
flesh, prostration and death.

Real Pasture Makes 
Cheap Feed for Dairy I

Real pasture provides the cheap' st 
dairy feed. It produces more milk 
than any other ration at one-tenth 
of the cost. Quite true, a cow can 
not hold enough pasture feed to pro 
vide all required nutrients and some 
concentrates must i»e supplied.

This statement, made by J. P. La 
Master, chief of dairying of Clem- 
son College, South Carolina, was in- ' 
spired by the fact that he found that I 
many dairy farmers are making the 
mistake o f feeding cows almost ex­
clusively igi grain or concentrates, j 
and according to the survey made by 
economists of Clemson, are often j 
burning them out ao they can be milk- I 
ed only three years.

LaMaster points out that the fact 
is overlooked that a cow is adapted 
to use larged quantities of roughages. . 
Roughages can be produced more 
cheaply than concentrates, and that 
feed is the greatest cost in milk pro­
duction.

In addition to pastures, properly 
1 seeded and fertilized, LaM a'ter sug­
gests a greater acreage of legume

The various experiment stations of 
the south have worked out proper 
aeed mixtures for various conditions 
and soils.

eat it up in a few minutes. I f  wet 
mash feed is not being given, the ep- 
som salts can be put in the drinking 
water. But in a wet ma*h it is much 
more effective Remove all affected 
fowls to a separate location well re­
moved from the poultry flock. Then 
make a thorough clean up of all the 
houses, coops and feeding equipment.

Clean and disinfect all hoppers, 
troughs and drinking fountains, roosts 
and dropping boards, and other re­
movable equipment. Remove and 
burn all litter and droppings. Final­
ly, make a strong solution of some 
good coal tar dip and disinfectant and 
spray it into every nook and cranny 
where mosquitoes, parasites or disease 
germs might find a hiding place. I f  
posible. always chunge clothing and 
shoe- before going from infected to 
healthy fowls.

Give each of the affected fowls 
from one-half to one teaspoonful of 
epsom salts and repeat the dose two 
or three days later if there is no 
improvement. A local application is 
also very healthful with a small swab 
or feather, apply a good dip and dis­
infectant or tincture or iodine to each 
of the sores, crust and nodules after 
removing the scules. The disinfectant 
khould be used full strength, so be 
careful not to let it get in the eyes. 
Also apply once each day or two some 
reliable sore-head remedy. A good 
poultry prescription tonic in lnrge 
doses will he found very beneficial 
at this time. Careful following out 
o f this treatment should give highly 
gratifying results if started soon 
enough.

In the fall about the time chicken 
pox usually appears in your locality.
I advise giving all young fowls and 
in many cases older ones too, large 
doses oi’ epsom salts once a week for 
three or four weeks, Give the same 
amount of epsom salts and in the 
same way as recommended above. I 
also advise extra precautions in clean­
ing and disinfecting every week or 
ten days for some time. The disin­
fectant should be forced into all the 
dark corners and hiding places of ; 
mosquitoes and other insects with a 
good force pump. I have been using 1 
this treatment for preventing chick- | 
enpox for several years with excel- j  
lent results. I f  my ehickens do take ; 
the disease at all, it is usually in a 
very mild form.

Vaecination with a specially pre­
pared vaccine is being used with va­
rying results in some localities. The 
question is whether the disease is se­
vere enough to justify the trouble 
and expense even i f  it was effective.

T IO W  far can you
measurement In a single 

stretch?
A  few feet, perhaps, with the 

tape, or a few hundred feet with 
the surveyor's transit.

That, however. Is a mere frac­
tion compared with the measure­
ments taken tn one Jump by sur­
veyors snd engineers of the Unit­
ed States Coast and Geodetic Sur­
vey. Their yardsticks have 
reached as far as 192 miles In one 
stretch, and that’s not the limit 
either. In the opinion o f Dr. W il­
liam Bowie who is chief o f tbe 
Ceedesr Division.

When tt comes to these long 
distance a. surveying becomes a 
complicated problem. There are 
ridgee and hills and valleys to 
consider, and above all there’s tbe 
curvature o f the earth.

200-Mile Surveys Made
How far out at sea can you 

discern an object* Not very far. 
on account of the earth’s round- 
ness. You'd Just barely see the 
tip of a ship 57 reet high ten 
miles out at sea, if you stood at 
sea level. That's how much the 
earth drops in ten miles.

Consider then measuring the 
earth as far as 200 miles. You'd 
have to gel up high to do this, 
or your line of sight would soon 
be reaching out into the sky.

The long distances measured by 
the U. S. Coast and Geodetic Sur­
vey. of course, reach from moun­
tain lo mountain, for thf* reason. 
The long«v*t so far measured is 
the 132-mile stretch between Ml. 
Shasta and Mt. Helena in Cali­
fornia.

The question arises, how can 
such a distance be measur'd with­
out a definite standard like a foot 
rule or yard stick. That's easy. 
It's done by measuring angles!

Instruments Sensitive
Surveyors do that for short dis­

tances. They put down a base line 
of known length, put their transit 
over one edge and sight the point 
to which the distance is to be 
measured. A lter noting tbe angle 
the instrument has been turned 
from the base line, they repeat 
this at the other end.

Then it's all a matter o f mathe­
matical computation.

This ran be used at 
night, when a light Is directed at 
it from the point to be sighted. 
The light used is a simple auto­
mobile headlight containing a spe­
cial lamp with contracted fila­
ment.

In the daytime, however, when 
•he sun is shining a heliotrope is 
used. This consists la general of 
a mirror and two polatera mount­
ed on a board. Tha mirror Is tilt­
ed so tbst the eua's re Meted rays

have the same direction as the 
line joining the two pointers, 
which are sighted toward the sta­
tion at which the observer is 
working. With the heliotrope at 
one end and the observer at the 
other, the angle of the line of 
sight to the base line can be 
measured.

This Is termed “ triaugulation.”  
It's used mostly In measuring tbe 
distances and positions o f Islands 
from the mainland. Height at all 
times must be considered, for an 
Island not many feet above sea 
level couldn't be sighted afar, un­
less the observer were at a high 
level on land.

Bankers Back Dairy
Farms in McLennan

(Hamilton Herald-Record)

“ Banking interest* of Waco are be­
hind the farmers o f McLennan coun­
ty. and, joining hands with them, we 
are going to change the attitude of a 
one-crop country to diversification,’’ 
W. W. Woodson, president o f the 
Waco Clearing House Association, de­
clared recently. Woodson's promise 
to the turmer* that the "financial in­
terests are hack of you,” was made 
at the ground-breaking ceremonies 
for the $600,000 milk condensury 
plant being constructed at Waco by 
the Borden Milk Company o f Texas.

With the sound o f sledge hammers 
and teams echoing only a short dis­
tance from Waco as a spur line from 
the Katy railway track was being- 
placed to the site of the plant, farm­
ers, dairymen, and representatives o f 
the business, financial and civic in­
terests of Waco participated in the 
fotmal initialon o f the condensary, 
which, it is believed, will completely 
change the status of central Texas it» 
the next five or 10 years, creating at. 
the same time a renewed soil which 
has suffered from the one-crop sys­
tem.

"As I said several days ago,”  Wood- 
son began, "milk and money are the 
greatest things on earth. With that 
combination we can have prosperity 
and happiness anywhere. I know o f 
no accomplishment more beneficial 
to the farms of central Texas than the 
coming o f this plant to Waco. The 
financial interest* o f Waco are back 
of you.”

R. J. Potts, president of the Waco 
Chamber of Commerce, pointed out 
that the creameries not only initiated 
plant, construction, but marked as 
well the beginning of an active pro­
gram for the development o f the nec­
essary milk supply.

“ In handing t his spade to Dr. 
Pearce, let me say that it is a sym­
bol o f the pledge o f the Chamber o f 
Commerce that it will continue to 
work with the new industry not only 
to the driving o f the last nail in the 
plant, but to the development o f the 
necessary milk supply,’’ Potts declar­
ed. as he handed to the Borden o ffi­
cial “ Handy Andy,”  the spade which 
did the “ dirty work”  in the ground 
breaking for the big Borden plant at 
Waco.

With the opening of a creamery by 
the Borden people within a few days 
to provide a ready market over the 
county until the condensary actually 
starts operating, Paul Haines, head

Farmers Seek Fund*
For Spring Crops

Washington, D. C„ Jan. 81.—Due 
to heavy rainfalls, wind storms and 
general suitable weather conditions 
during last seasun the crops o f the 
farmer* in the southeastern part of 
the country were practically ruined 
last year.
