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In a record turnout Tuesday, 
Dimmitt Independent School Dis-
trict voters defeated a proposed 
$1.3 million school-bond package 
by a convincing margin of more 
than 2-1. 

Voters stood in line to cast their 
ballots as a steady stream filed 
through Dimmitt's city hall 
throughout the day. When the bal-
lots were counted, the tally was 
1,123 against the package and 491 
in favor. 

The 1,614 votes cast in Tues-
day's election were almost twice as 
many as were cast in the last DISD 
bond election in 1974, when con-
struction of the Dimmitt Middle 
School complex was approved. 869 
voted in that 1974 election. 

Tuesday's balloting climaxed a 
fiercely fought six-week campaign. 

The most controversial part of 
the proposed package was a $1.4 
million "multi - purpose activities 
center" at the high school with a 
gymnasium, cafeteria, two class-
rooms, coaches' offices and stor-
age. 

Other parts of the package called 
for construction of additional class-
rooms at Richardson Elementary, 
renovation and refurbishing of the 
elementary-middle school cafeteria 
kitchen, additional electrical power 
for Richardson Elementary, compu-
ter labs in all schools, and addition-
al classrooms and an enlarged me-
dia center at the high school. 

The school board estimated the 
total cost of the package at $2.6 
million and planned to use $1.3 
million of the DISD's $2.8 million 
in reserve funds to pay half the 
cost, with a 15-year bond issue to 
pay the other half. 

Adoption of the bond issue 
would have required an estimated 
7.9% increase in the school dis-
trict's property-tax rate, from the

and Jim Mattox. 
Voting boxes 1-4 will be conso-

lidated into one location for the 
Democrats, according to Schaeffer. 
The combined polling site will be 
in the district court room on the 
second floor of the courthouse. He 
noted that the other boxes will 
remain at their regular locations-5 
at the Hart Golden Group building, 
6 at Flagg Fertilizer, 7 at the Frio 
Baptist Church, and 8 at the Na-
zareth City Hall. 

"Voters anticipating problems 
with the courthouse stairs are en-
couraged to vote absentee, or they 
may ask the voting clerks to bring a 
ballot upstairs or to the curb," Clark 
said. 

Clark noted that persons who did 
not vote in either party's primary 
may select which runoff election in 
which they want to vote, but added 
that those who did vote in one of 
the party primaries must vote in the 
same party for the runoff. 

Runoff elections for both the 
Democratic and Republican parties 
will be held Tuesday, with ballot-
ing from 7 am. to 7 p.m. 

Absentee balloting started Mon-
day and will continue through Fri-
day, from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. each of 
those days. Absentee ballots for 
either party may be cast at the 
Coin ity Clerk's office in the court-
house. 

The Republican runoff will de-
cide between Grady Yarbrough and 
Wes Gilbreath for land commis-
sioner; between Richard McIver 
and Rick Perry for agriculture com-
missioner; and between Buster 
Brown and Pat Hill for attorney 
general. 

Castro County Republicans will 
consolidate all eight voting boxes 
into one for the runoff, with that 
voting location set in the court-
house basement meeting room. 

The Democratic runoff will settle 
the race for the nomination for 
governor between Ann Richards

County conventions for the 
Democrat and Republican Parties 
were both held Saturday, and dele-
gates and alternates were selected 
for the parties' respective state con-
ventions slated for June.

County Democratic Chairman 
Schaeffer said the local Democrats 
also passed a resolution calling for 
debate panelists for state-wide de-
bates to be drawn from specialists 
within their fields, rather than se-
lecting all media persons.

Resolutions adopted for 1990, in 
addition to the 1988 Texas Plat-
form, included rejection of a state 
lottery, reaffirmation of the farm 
machinery tax exemption, provi-
sion for an alternate plan for solid 
waste disposal for sparsely settled 
areas, a request that all offices 
below the state level be elected on 
a non-partisan basis, a proposal for 
automobile insurance rates to be 
based solely on individual driving 
records, a call for the inclusion of 
phonics as a method of teaching 
reading, and one calling for a work-
man's compensation rate competi-
tive with that in other states. 

A resolution on sex education 
called for the exclusion of classes 
under the fifth grade level, another 
asked rejection of a requirement 
that the Texas pledge be recited 
each time the US flag is saluted, 
and another gave a statement of 
support for local officials in their 
continuing fight against pornogra-
phy. Also, an honorary resolution 
was passed honoring the memory 
of the late Dory Albracht (Na-
zareth), Fredda Hawkins (Hart), 
and Mary Flynt (Dimmitt), each of 
whom was termed "a dedicated 
Republican." 

Members of the Resolutions 
Committee were Carroll Gerber, 
D.L. Harguess, Sue Hawkins and 
Doris Lindsey. 

Persons age 16 to 18 wishing to 
serve as pages at the Republican 
State Convention may contact 
Clark for details. Pages serve as 
ushers, runners and secretaries and 
participate in a variety of activities 
at the state convention. All dele-
gates, alternates and pages fund 
their own expenses, Clark said. 

Thirty-nine persons attended the 
Republican County convention, and 
named Deanne Clark, Toni Robert-
son, Mary Olvera and Jimmy 
George as delegates and David 01-
vera, Jerre Shultz, Ann Ethington 
and Darla Stewart as alternates to 
the Republican State Convention, 
set for June 29-30, also in Fort 
Worth. 

Those at the county convention 
named Jim Baker as vice chairman, 
Marguerite McLain as secretary-
treasurer and Helen Braafladt as 
GOP parliamentarian. Deanne 
Clark serves as permanent chair- 
man.

Two incumbents whose terms 

are expiring have filed as candi-
dates for the Castro County Hospi-
tal District's board of directors for 
the May 5 election. 

Stanley Schaeffer and Nell In-
gram have filed for re-election to 
the board. Schaeffer has served 
several terms, while Ingram has 
served one. No others have filed for 
the positions. 

Polling sites will be set up in the 
three main communities of the 
county, with voting in Dimmitt at 
the city hall meeting room, in Hart 
at the Golden Group Building, and 
in Nazareth at the high school. 
Voting will be conducted from 7 
a.m. to 7 p.m. 

Absentee voting begins April 16, 
continuing through May 1, with 
absentee ballots available at the 
Dimmitt City Hall administrative 
offices, from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. each 
weekday. 

At Monday's meeting of the 
Dimmitt Board of Aldermen, City 
Manager Reeford Burrous told the 
board that Linda Wyatt, Regional 
Director of the Texas Dept. of 
Health, had ordered an inspection 
of the water supply facilities of the 
City of Dimmitt last week. 

Burrows noted that it was the first 
inspection of the water facilities by 
the health department since he has 
been employed by the city. He 
further commented that Texas Wa-
ter Commission District 1 field 
investigator Don Manning of Can-
yon expressed consternation at the 
health department's encroachment 
on the duties of his department 

Burrous reminded the aldermen 
that the health department is one of 
the governmental entities preparing 
to implement harsh Environmental 
Protection Agency regulations on 
solid waste disposal for commu-
nities across the state and nation. 

Dimmitt has joined the Sparsely 
Populated Entities Coalition 
(SPEC) in efforts to have the regu-
lations adjusted according to envir-
onmental conditions, in order to

Southwestern Public Service 
Co.'s customers will soon enjoy the 
benefits of a 9.6% rate decrease 
which goes into effect this month. 

The decrease was called for due 
to an interim reduction in the "fuel-
cost recovery factor" on electric 
bills. 

The 9.6% decrease, will save 
residential, commercial, industrial 
and other retail customers a total of 
$43.8 million. 

The reduction, which was re-
quested by SPS in November 1989, 
was approved this week on an 
interim basis by a hearing examiner 
with the Public Utility Commission 
of Texas. The fuel cost collected by 
the interim factor will be subject to 
final review by the commission. 

The amount of the decrease will 
vary according to usage and rates 
applicable to different types of cus-
tomers. Texas residential customers 
using 1,000 kilowatt hours a month 
on SPS's standard rate will see 
their monthly electric bills decline 
by $5.07, from $69.67 to $64.60. 

This reduction is the result of 
lower fuel and purchased-power 
expenses. The cost of fuel to oper-
ate SPS power plants plus the cost 
of power purchased from other 
companies makes up about half of 
SPS's overall costs to serve custo-
mers. 

"Our industrial electric rates al-
ready are among the lowest in the 
nation, and this reduction will put 
SPS's Texas service area in an even 
stronger competitive position to re- 

Killough had earlier told the board 
that he had asked Wyatt at a solid 
waste management workshop whe-
ther any of the regulations would 
be adjusted for smaller commu-
nities or for environmental condi-
tions. 

"She said, 'No. We have been 
authorized to establish the regula-
tions and we're no longer going to 
be a pat - on - the back advisory 
agency. We're going to enforce, 
and cities that don't comply will 
face a fine of $10,000 a thy until 
they do," Killough reported. 

Burrous said the surprise inspec-
tion by the health department 
turned up several minor violations 
in areas "that have always been that 
way almost ever since Dimmitt has 
been a city." 

Items cited include various needs 
for the overhead water storage 
tanks, including installation of flap 
valves, two gauges, and an air 
valve to intercede between the 
downtown tank and a filling hose 
used by water trucks. 

Burrous said he was also in-

TCPB gets approval for Beacon 
ATTENTION use and irrigation pipe cost-sharing 

The Texas Corn Producers Board 
won approval from state and feder-
al agencies on two major projects 
during March. 

"The Texas Dept of Agricul-
ture's (TDA) Section 18 approval 
for the use of Beacon herbicide for 
Johnsongrass control and the Agri-
cultural Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Service's (ASCS) revision of 
irrigation pipe cost - sharing will 
have significant benefits to Texas 
farmers," said Carl King, TCPB 
executive director. 

In response to TCPB's formal 
request, TDA Deputy Commission-
er Mike Moeller Rave a Section 18 

approval for Beacon, a new herbi-
cide, on March 15, and submited 
the petition to the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) in Wash-
ington, D.C. EPA is expected to 
grant the label within days. 

"With a Section 18 Beacon ap-
proval, we will have an effective 
Johnsongrass rhizone treatment. 
The currently labeled chemicals are 
effective on seedlings, but not on 
established plants," said Dr. Brent 
Bean, TAMU Extension Agronom-
ist for the Panhandle. 

The estimated cost of Beacon 
application is up to $20 per acre. In 
a 1989 Moore County trial con-

ducted by Dr. Bean, corn yields 
were increased from 64 bushels on 
untreated land, to 203 where Bea-
con was applied. At $2.50 per 
bushel, the yield difference is worth 
$348 per acre. Research has shown 
that Beacon, when properly ap-
plied, gives 80 to 98% control of 
Johnsongrass. 

Regulations established last year 
by ASCS virtually denied the avail-
ability of ASCS cost-sharing funds 
for underground pipelines. The rule 
stated, "Land that has been diverted 
for conservation or conserving use 
must be irrigated for at least one 
season after being released from the 
provisions of other programs to be 
eligible for cost-share...." 

King said that after six months' 
work on this project, TCPB has 
ASCS's commitunent to remove 
the restrictive language from the 
regulation. 

"Credit is due to Congressman 
Bill Sarpalius and Senator Phil 
Gramm for their assistance in this 
matter," King added. 

"These are just two examples of 
how Texas corn farmers can benefit 
from a unified program of research 
and promotion," said TCPB Chair-
man Weldon Davis of Hart. "The 
profitability of corn production is 
the single objective of TCPB," Da-
vis added.

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Farm and ranch workers subject 
to federal income tax withholding 

Employers are now required to 
withhold income tax from their 
employees' earnings, regarless of 
the number of employees. 

Prior to January 1990, agricultur-
al producers with 10 or less em-
ployees did not have to withhold 
federal income taxes out of the 
employees' paychecks. All employ-
ers, including farmers, were re-
quired to withhold Social Security 
contributions. As a result, income 
taxes were not withheld from many 
workers' pay under the old rules. 
This change will require employees 
to compete a W-4 form, "Em-
ployee's Withholding Allowance 
Certificate." 

Next January, employees should 
receive a W-2 form, "Wage and 
Tax Statement 1990" from their 
employer showing the amount of 
income tax withheld. 

The amounts withheld are paid 
to the Internal Revenue Service 
(IRS) through an authorized bank 
by employers on a periodic 
schedule. Employees will have to 
use the W-2 form as a basis to file 
an income tax return at the end of 
the year. They will then determine 
if they owe more taxes or if they 
are entitled to receive back all or 
part of the taxes withheld. 

This new change means that em-
ployees of farmers who were not 
withholding income taxes under the

determine their income tax with-
holding. 

Agricultural workers may be ex-
empt from withholding tax require-
ments if they meet all of the fol-
lowing tests: had no income tax 
liability in 1989 (received a total 
refund); do not exect to have a tax 
liability in 1990 (would receive a 
total refund); are not a dependent 
on anyone else's tax return and, if 
claimed by someone else, total 
wage and non-wage income is less 
than $55. However, all employees, 
including agricultural workers, 
must pay Social Security taxes. 

Home child care providers may 
be eligible for monetary reimburse-
ments through the Child Care Nu-
trition program funded by the US 
Dept of Agriculture and sponsored 
by Children's Enterprises, Inc., a 
private, non-profit organization. 

Those providing child care servi-
ces in their home may receive 
payments for meals and snacks 
served to children in their care. 
Child care providers are paid 72.75 
cents for each breakfast served, 
$1.325 for each lunch or supper 
served, and 39 cents for each snack 
served. To be eligible to receive 

old rules will probably receive re-
duced paychecks now. As an exam-
ple, a single worker receiving $3.50 
per hour in wages would be entitled 
to $140 for a 40 - hour weekly 
salary. With one exemption listed 
on his W-4, his employer is re-
quired to withhold $12 in income 
taxes. The employee would be en-
titled to receiving the remaining 
$128 — less Social Security. The 
Social Security tax rate is 7.65% of 
the first 551,300 of annual salary 
this year. This means that an addi-
tional $10.71 ($140 times 7.65%) 
would also be held out of the 
employee's paycheck, leaving 
$117.29.

Dimmitt students will be a step 
up on other students in the state this 
fall when they take the mandatory 
academic skills test 

A Texas Education Agency 
(TEA) consultant, Victoria Young, 
who actually developed the writing 
portion of the new Texas Assess-
ment of Academic Skills test 
(TAAS) held two workshops at 
Dimmitt High School last week. 

Young explained the test and its 
scoring standards to area teachers 
and DHS sophomores who must 
pass the exit-level test in October in 
order to graduate in May 1991. 

The TAAS test replaces the 
TEAMS test (Texas Educational 
Assessment of Minimum Skills) 
with the 1990 - 91 school year. 
According to DHS Principal R.L. 
Stockstill, the new TAAS test dif-
fers from the 'TEAMS because it 
doesn't test minimum skills, but 
academic skills. It will cover the 
same basic areas that the TEAMS 
test did—reading, mathematics and 
language arts. The writing portion 
is the major change to the new 
exam. 

"The test is being expanded to 
cover five basic subject areas be-
tween now and the next four to five 
years," Stockstill said. "The first 
step, beginning in the fall, will be 
adding writing skills to the exit 
level test. We know that the test 
will be a persuasive writing, and we 
know about the standards for grad-
ing the test. The students will be 
given what's called a 'prompt.' It's 
a situation they are to address and 
we know that this fall, that situation 
will call for them to write a persua-
sive letter or writing of some kind, 
for example, a letter to the editor of 
a newspaper. They will have to 
persuade the reading public about 
their viewpoint and convince them 
about something," he explained. 

Young met with 42 teachers

and the nature of the prompt. She 
told them the minimum number of 
things that will have to be included 
in this persuasive writing for them 
to pass the test," Stockstill said. 

"The composition that they do 
will receive one of five grades-0, 
1, 2, 3 or 4. Anybody that receives 
a 0 or 1 automatically fails. Anyone 
that receives a 2, 3, or 4 will pass 
the writing composition part. Stu-
dents will also get what is known 
as a scale score on the total written 
part of the exam. One-half of that 
grade comes from multiple choice 
questions concerning the mechanics 
of writing such as spelling, gram-
mer and sentence structure." 

Stockstill said the scale score 
from the multiple choice objective 
portion of the test will be combined 
with the score for the writing to 
determine a composite score. The 
composite score must include a 2 or 
better on the composition, and 
should add up to be 700 or more for 
the student to pacs the test. 

He said that Young's visit was 
"the first opportunity we had to 
know anything about the scoring 
standards and to know exactly what 
was going to be expected on the 
test," even though they knew a new 
exam was being planned for the 
1990-91 year. 

"This is not a direct surprise. 
We've known for a long time bout 
it. We've been telling students 
about it for at least three years now. 
This group of sophomores (this 
year) has known they will have to 
write on their exit-level exam when 
they get to be juniors. They knew 
they'd have to pass the written part 
of the test before they could grad-
uate from high school. 

"We think it was a productive 
two days. I hope we see the bene-
fits of it in October when the 
students take the TAAS," Stockstill 
added.

the new TAAS writing test. The 
teachers participating in the work-
shop were primarily English teach-
ers who have been teaching sopho-
mores who will be taking the test 
next year as juniors, according to 
Stockstill. 

"It was a good workshop and we 
had a good response to it. The 
teachers seemed to think that it was 
quite productive," Stockstill said. 
"They were appreciative that TEA 
would send Mrs. Young down here 
to train the teachers in how to train 
the students to take the test. 

Young held a second workshop 
last Wednesday, March 28, for 
DHS sophomores. As she was talk-
ing to the students, a commercial 
firm from Amarillo was video tap-
ing her. Stockstill said the tape will 
be used state-wide as a teaching 
tool both for teachers and students. 

A handbook, The Elements of 
Style, was presented to the DHS 
sophomores by Rosalyn Wolfe, a 
representative from the Region XVI 
Education Service Center in Ama-
rillo. The Service Center and Wolfe 
were responsible for putting togeth-
er the program and provided the 
funds for the study-aid handbooks. 

Dimmitt High School was select-
ed as the host school for the work-
shops with the help of Wolfe. 

"She was a great help in getting 
this put together. It was her idea  
She originally made the proposal to 
the consultant from TEA in Austin 
and after she knew she could get 
the consultant down here to do the 
work, she provided us with the 
opportunity to host this. Naturally 
we jumped on it," Stockstill said. 

"Mrs. Young met with the ma-
