W. Cox, State
Officer, says that every school
should have a definite health pro-
gram including safe drinking
water, good schegl lunches, pro-
per lighting, seating and ventil-
ating facilities as well as scrup-
ulously clean premises. |

“From early childhood to man-
hood amd womanhood, most
youngsters are enrolled in school
and are under the supervision of
school staffs for a substantial
part of the day, approximately ~
half the tays of the year”, Dr.
Cox said. "The conditions under
which they live in school, the
help which they are given in sol-
|ving their health problems, the
ideals of individual and commu=
nity health which they are taught
and the information and under-
standing that they acquire are
factors which operate to develop
attitudes and behavior conducive
to happy, healthy and successful
living.”

To supplement the efforts of
teachers, school boards, parent
and civic groups interested in
promoting good health, the State
Headlth Deépartmient’s Division of
School Héalth Services carries on
a full tinle prégram designed to
promote and devélop & sound bas-
ic' health program for thé school
child.

service to an additional 152 irri-
gation wells and 178 single phase
consumers, as well as to keep
more constant voltage for the
use of the irrigation consumers.

Construction will be pushed as
rapidly as materials and labor
can be obtained, President T. W,
Roberson said.

The co-op now has 1,051 miles
of power lines which bring elec-
tric service to 1,654 rural con-
sumers. Upon completion of its
present building plans, the sys-
tem will be increased to 1,329.3
miles of rural lines serving 1,984
consumers, the president said.

“It is our purpose to see that
rural electrification in our area
keeps pace with its advance in
other secitions of the country,”
Mr. Roberson declared. Congress
has indicated its interest in rural
electrification by making more

than a billion dollars available
for loans since 1935. The greater |
part of this is being utilized by|
rural electric cooperatives such
as ours. This Federal rural elec-
trification program has been a
leading factor in raising the Na-
tion's level of electrified farms
from one out of ten in 1935 to
six out of ten today.

“We're going ahead with plans |
to serve the greatest possible
number of rural people in our
area. We operate on an area cov-
erage basis—in other words, we
hope eventually to bring service
to every rural resident who
wants electricity enstead of only
to those in our more thickly set-
tled communities.”

The Rural Electrification Act |
requires that REA loans be made
on a self-liquidating basis, and
the cooperative received approv-
al of its new $760,000.00 :loan
only after REA had eompleted a
thorough study of the application. |
This study indicated that the co-
operative will be able to make
these additions to the system and
have adequate revenue from con-
sumers’ power bills to meet oper-
ating expenses and repay, with
interest, all money borrowed |
from REA for its rural power fa-
cilities, Mr. Roberson said. Rates
charged consumers by the coop-
erative are based on the actual
cost of cervice, |
