It will be recalled by News 
readers that several weeks ago 
we published details regarding 
th Gold Star trips, offered by 
the Government to mothers of 
American soldiers buried in 
France. 
While no applications have been 

filed in this county, and it is not 
known that there are any eli-
gibles residing here, there will 
be a total of 128 make the trip 
from Texas, 79 going this year. 

The pilgrimage will be made 
this year between June 15 and 
August 31. The trips will be 
given by the Government during 
1930, 1931, 1932, and 1933. 

In Texas, 161 have advised 
the Government that they did 
not wish to make the trip, and 
35 have not responded to the in-
quiry as to whether or not they 
desired to visit France under the 
proposed plan.

of Sidewalks in the City of Dim-
mitt, the repairing of Sidewalks, 
Providing the levying of a tax 
for the building of Sidewalks and 
creating a penalty for the ne-
glect or refusal to repair Side-
walks in the City of Dimmitt, 
Texas, by virtue of the terms and 
provisions of the Act passed at 
the First Called Session of the 
Fortieth Legislature of the State 
of Texas, and known as Chapter 
106 of the Acts of said Session. 
BE IT ORDAINED by the City 

of Dimmitt, Texas: 
Section 1. That all Sidewalks 

in the City of Dimmitt that may 
be built by any resolution of the 
City Commissioners shall be con-
structed under the superintend-
ence and to the satisfaction of 
the Street Committee, or Street 
Commissioner ; and all Sidewalks 
hereafter constructed shall be 
built in strict conformity to 
grade for Sidewalks established 
by the City. 

Section 2. That all sidewalks 
shall be made by or at the ex-
pense of the owners or occupants 
of the premises fronting thereon, 
and shall be built within fifteen 
days after publication of notice 
in the official newspaper of the 
City as hereinafter provided. 

Section 3. That unless a dif-
ferent width be specified in the 
resolution ordering the construc-
tion, all Sidewalks shall be six-
teen feed wide in the business 
district, and four feet wide in 
the residential district. 

Section 4. That all Sidewalks 
hereafter constructed shall have 
a uniform slope of one-fourth 
(1A.) inch per foot from the 
building or front line of the lots, 
in front of which same are built 
to the outer edge thereof. 

Section 5. That Sidewalks 
must be built of concrete, to be 
made in the proportion of one 
part cement to two parts sand 
and four parts gravel for base 
course, top dressing to be made 
of one part cement to two parts 
sand, and one course work shall 
be made of one part cement to 
five parts sand and gravel. 

Section 6. That the City 
Commission by Resolution may 
et any time, order the building 
of Sidewalks on any square, 
street or alley of the City. Such 
Resolution shall prescribe the 
street or place along which same 
shall be built, and may be in the 
following form : 

BE IT RESOLVED by the 
City Commission of the City 
of Dimmitt, that the owners 
or occupants of all the prop- 
erty fronting the North, 

bid the same off to the City for 
the amount of the assessments 
due and costs accruing thereon 
and execute and deliver to the 
City a deed to same in the same 
manner provided for to individ-
uals for real estate sold. Said 
deed shall be recorded in the 
County Clerk's office and shall 
vest a good and absolute title in 
the City to said land, if not re-
deemed as herein provided. The 
owner of such real estate may re-
deem the same at any time with-
in two years from date by pav-
ing the assessor and collector 
double the amount of money paid 
by the Cil-y and upon pay—  reit 
being made by the owner or his 
agent, the assessor and collector 
shall procure from the City Sec-
retary and deliver to such party 
a quit claim deed to such prop-
erty which deed shall be signed 
by the Mayor and attested by 
the City Secretary under seal of 
the City.
