TAKING STOCK OF AMERICA

One of the favorite theme songs
today of demagogues and publi-
city-minded politicians is that the
American system has failed. But
C. L. Bardo, president of the Nat-
ional Association of Manufactur-
ers, took stock of what this sys-
tem has produced through private
initiative a2nd a free flow of in-
vestment capital, and here is
what he found:

That with 7 per cent of the
world’s population, this country
has 32 per cent of the railroads.
58 per cery of the telephones and
telegraph facilities, 36 per cent of
its developed water power, 77 per
cent of the automobiles, 33 per
cent of the radio brosdcasting sta-
tions and 44 per cent of the radio
receiving sets.

In the United Statgs are pro-
duced 60 per cent of the world’s
oil; 48 per cent of the copper; 43
per cent of the pig iron; 47 per
cent of the steel; 58 per cent of
the corn; and, prior to the coming
of the AAA, 56 per cent of the
cotton.

Our standard of living is so
much higher than in foreign coun-
tries \that we consume 1/2 of the
world’s coffee; 1/2 of its rubber;
1/2 of its sugar; % of its silk;
1/3 of its coal and 2/3 of its pet-
roleum.

In 1933, a depression year, there
was spent in the United States
more than three billion dollers
for education, and that was more
than the amounty expended for
education by all of the other coun-
tries in the world. The United
States is the only country in the
world to put one out of every
five children through high school,
and one out of every 116 through
college.

This country has more than 7
billion dollars invested in public
and private schools and nearly 4
billion dollars invested in colleges
end rniversities. It has nearly 4
billion dollars invested in churches.

Most workers in America are
capitalists already. In 1930, 14

million families owned their own
homes. More than half of ali the
farmers owned their own farms.
In 1934, including postal savings,
there were more than 38 million
savings accounts in banks through-
out the country with aggregate
deposits exceeding 2 billlion dol-
lars. In the year 1933 there were
more than 9 million members of
building andl loan associations,
with assets approaching 7 billion
' dollars.

At the beginning of 1935 there
were over thirty-one and one-half
million ordinary life insurance pol-
icies in force for a face value
of over T0 billion dhllars, and
there were in addition over eighty-
eight and one-quarter million in-
dustrial policies calling for pay-
ment of ‘almost eighteen and one-
half billion dollars.

Such is the picture of our social
ode. Such is the tiumph of Am-
erica’s philosophy of government
—a government of the people, by
the people and for the people.
This new principle in public af-
fairs provided an incentive for
American enterprise and initiative.
released forces unknown in human
history and provided a standard
| of living which the rest of the
world in its wildest dreams had
never even pictured. That stan-
ldard of living is a fact. Although
|it’s a miracle, it certainly isn’t a
‘myth.

The Dimmitt School Board will
pay the teachers for the current
school year sccording to the Rural
Aid Schedule outlined by the State
Board of Education. All teachers

ville, she went to a summer school
and the Southern Baptist Assemb-
ly for four years.

In 1933 she graduated in piano

| from the College of Meredith. Two

days later she received a cable
message from her mother telling
of the death of her father.

She was appointed a8 a mis-
sionary to Japan at the Southern
Baptist convention in Memphis,
Tennessee, in May 1935. She sail-
ed in July 1935. Her dream was
at last to come true—she had vis-
ioned and planned missionary work

since childhoon.

She says, “God’s word tells me
to go—it is His commission to my
heart; I want to share Christ. My
father, who has so recently gone
to Heaven, is counting on me to
tell the gospel over there—I must
take his place the best I can in
carying on the wok of our Master.
My mother is over there and needs
me to work with her in winning
the Japanese to our Savior. Even
though all of you can’t and are
not supposed to go across the
waters I went and need your pray-
ers to follow me.”
