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MECCA OF BUSINESS

Washington has become the business Mecca of the United
States. The attention of business men generally is focused
upon the national capital, and they are not only keeping an
eye upon official Washington but flocking to the city by
hundreds. ' _

Séldom has official Washington held so completely in
its grasp the business future of the nation. Will Congress
and the Administration let business go ahead, relieved of
jts nervousness, confident that while certain evils are cor-
rected, well enough will be let alone Will Congress and the
Admiinistration extend and expand the NIRA into an in-
dustridal dictatorship, make further attempts at economic
reform, continue te experiment with business, and end by
putting government in full control of all industrial enter-
prise? These are the questions business men are asking in
Washington.

The average person, deriving his living largely from
business is inclined more to sympathize with the harried
business man than to support experimenting politicians
who cannot possiblv lose. Also the average person wonders
whether, with politicians in the saddle, profits from govern-
ment operation of business will not be distributed among the
operators while the losses are shared with the taxpavers.

For instance, there’s this attempt to make the petroleum
industrv a public utility. That means, if nothing else, po-
litical control of gasoline prices. In the last 15 years there
has been a 54.2 nercent reduction in the averaee retail price
of gasoline. In the same period, taxes on gasoline have risen
from less than an average of lc per gallon to more than 5¢
per gallon. = S ety TRy

The keenest competition in the business world, moti-
vated by the law of supply and demand, has made it pos-
sible for the public te buy gasoline at steadily declining
prices. The closed corporation of politics, however, has
seen to it that the public has been forced to pay steadily
rising taxes on gasoline. Regardless whether the commodity
be gasoline o toothpicks it is inconceivable that those who
have increased taxes would be so inconsistent as to reduce
prices. Government still has plenty to do in its own business
...governing. It can’t even operate that business economic-
ally yet.

Many Christians have hazy
ideas of the Holy Spirit. Yet, as
R. A. Torrey says, “it is the high-
est importance from the stand-
point of worship that we decide
whether the Holy Spirit is a di-
vine person worthy to receive our
adordtion, our faith and our love,
or simply an influence emanating
from God, or a power that God
imparts to us. If the Holy Spirit
is- a divine person and we know
it not, we are robbing a divine
Being of the love and adoration
which are His due. It is of the
highest practical importance that
we decide whether the Holy Spirit
is a power that we, in our weak-
ness and ignorance, are somehow
to get hold of and use, or whether
the Holy Spirit is a personal Being,
infinitely wise, infinitely tender,
who is to get hold of and use us.”

l

“There is one God, only one God,
who reveals himself to us, and
deals with us in three ways so
different that we call him by three
different names,” says George
Hodges, in the Training of Child-
ren in Religion. “When we think
of God as the Maker and Main-
tainer of the universe, according
to whose power all things have
their being, we are thinking or how
as the Father. When we think
of God as manifesting himself to
us in the history of the race of
men, and especially and supremely
in the life of Christ, we are think-
ing still of the same one God, but
las the Son. When we think of
God as revealing his will in our
conscience, and thereby teaching

‘lus how to do better, and at the

same _time to attain the better-
ment which is thus revealed, we
Iare thinking again of the same
God, whom we called first Father
and the son, and whom wa know
'call the Holy Spirit.”

Our lesson deals with various
references to the Holy Spirit from
the Bible. Others which reveal
characteristics of the Holy Spirit
picture Him as a person, as in
John 15:26, and other passages,
the apostle uses personal pro-
Other passages ascribe to
Him the same reactions as those
of a person, for example, love in
Romans 15:32, grief in Ephesians
4:30, and knowledge in I Corin-
thians 2:10 and 11. Likewise, the
Holy Spirit is pictured as acting
like a person; in Revelations 2:7
and Galatians 4:6 he speaks, in
Jahn 15:26 he gives testimony, in

as Jesus Himself was a person.

Phillips Brooks. “He is the God of
nerennial and daily inspiration,

the Comforter to whom we look
in the most pressing needs of
comfort whiith fill our common
life. He is the God of continual
contact with mankind.  The doc-
trine of the Holy Spirit is a con-

tinual protest against every con-

“This great
change is not merely the improve-
ment of any power, or grace, or
gift, which we naturally have,”
saye George Reith, ‘“not merely
amendment of life, not merely
abandoning sin. Flesh may be
flesh still. The whole man must
‘be transformed; mind, heart and
| will.”

The effect of the Holy Spirit
upon a life is pictured by A. J.
Gordan: “I have seen in the au-
tumn, when the trees had shed
their leaves, that two or three
tleaveﬁ have stuck fast on the
{branches, and have clung to them
all the winter through. Storms
have beaten them; frosts have
bitten them; snow and rain have
blackened them; yet they have
held fast to the tree. But when
the spring has come, and the sap
has begun to ascend and push its
way through every hranch and
every twig, the leaves have dis-
appeared—pushed off by the ris-
ing tide of new life; for death
can never stand before life. So
it is with us. Those old invete-
rate habits that ,belong to our
fallen nature are very hard to
get rid of. We battle with them,
and try to beat them off; but
again and again we are defeated
.. . But when the Spirit of the Lord
fills and possesses us, then these
habits disappear almost uncon-
gciously, because death cannot
stand before life.”
