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Cotton crop best in years 
Dimmitt, Texas, Thursday, November 12, 1970 

Harvest is in full swing on the 
county's best cotton crop in years. 

THE HARVEST Is just begin-
ning in some parts of the county, 
but has passed the halfway mark 
in other parts. The crop is "look-
ing good" everywhere, cotton men 
reported this week. 

Area gin managers agree that 
the quality of the cotton is gcbd 
this year. Mostt of the fiber har-
vested so far is short staple, 
ranging from strict low-middling 
to middling light. 

Clarence Birkenfeld of Nazareth 
Gin and Grain reported that his 
customers' cotton is only 10 to 

)5 percent harvested so far. But 
Gene Ross at Morrison Gin Co. 
in Sunnyside said Tuesday that 
the harvest is approximately two-
thirds complete in that area. 

SO FAR, approximately 10,000 
bales of cotton have been ginned 
in the county, and gin managers 
estimated another 1,250 bales are 
trailered on their gin yards now. 

If pre-frost predictions hold up, 
this means the big harvest is 20 
to 30 percent ompleted overall in 
the county this week. Castro 
County has some 42,800 acres 
planted to cotton this year. 

Most of the high yields in the 
county are running from one and 
one-third to 11/2  bales per acre, 
but Earl Chaney of the Castro 
Co-op Gin in Dimmitt reported 
that one customer was making 
cne and two-thirds bales per acre 
on some of his cotton. 

It's a bright picture for a big 
local industry that needed a 
break.

Educators from Pampa and Can-
yon have visited in the system, 
and Dr. Tom Loyd, head of the 
Dept. of Education at Wayland 
College in Plainview, brought 
student teachers here to observe 
the program. 

Mrs. Helen Richardson, prin-
cipal of the school, is vet') enthu-
siastic about the new programs. 

"THE CHILDREN have gained 
self-confidence in tackling new 
material in reading and spelling," 
she said "The skills learned in 
thia new program have given them 
initiative to try new things that 
was not evidenced in children 
before.

ONE NEED expressed by a ma-
jority of the oldsters was a great-
er income to meet new expenses 
and necessities in being an eld-
er citizen.

Man could conceivably lose his 
war with insects because of his 
method of doing battle with them, 
according to J. R. Singleton, exe-
cutive director of the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department. 

THIS POINT was recently illus-
trated in an article on the garden 
page of one of Texas' major dail-
ies, said Singleton. 

The article reported that grubs 
seemed to be worse this year 
than in previous years and 
were killing off large patches of 
lawns. Several chemicals, the ar-
ticle said, including Spectracide 
and Heptachlor, have been used 
for control in the past, but now 
these preparations apparently are 
not as effective as they once 
were. 

In fact, landowners were get-
ting resuits with Heptachlor only 
by using two to three times as 
much as previously, and even this 
heavy dosage does not always 
work. 

THE GRUBS are not the first 
insecticide resistant insect, ac-
cording to Singleton, and most 
probably will not be the last. 

"With the insect's fantastic 
breeding potential it takes them 
only a few generations to adapt 
to adverse situations," said Single-
ton. "Out of millions of insects in 
a species, only a few individuals 
may be resistant to a pesticide, 
hut these few may survive a 
spraying, reproduce and pass this 
resistance to their offspring." 

According to Singleton, by the 
process of natural selection, the 
insects will become almost total-
ly immune to pesticides, necessi-
tating a change in pesticides and 
larger doses. 

BECAUSE of this, insects may 
eventually win out, and man will 
have dangerously polluted his en-
vironment while helping the in-
sects to win, said Singleton. And, 
since pesticides adversely affect 
the natural enemies of insects, the 
predators which have kept insects 
in check for millions of years 
may cease to exist.

Switches are accidentally tunnel 
off. Circuits are overloaded. Fuses 
are blown. 

In such instances, being aware 
that something is amiss can very 
easily save a full year's income 
on your swine program. 

Allen reports the development 
of an emergency warning system 
to help avert problems as.snriaa. 
ed with electrical power outages 
in controlled environment-type 
farm buildings. 

The system monitors the elec-
tric power at the circuit actually 
operating the fan, controlling the 
lights, or powering any other ne-
cessary equipment. It can be 
placed immediately ahead of the 
fan controls in the building. 

It can be equipped with a sen-
sor which activates an alarm if 
the temperature exceeds a prede-
termined setting. The tempera-
ture monitor gives extra protec-
tion in cases of a broken fan belt, 
a burned-out motor or a defective 
control. Any of these events could 
reduce the ventilation inside the 
building. 

When an emergency occurs, a 
weather-proofed speaker sounds 
off. Aimed in the direction in 
which it is most likely to be 
heard, it continues to "howl" un-
til it is manually turned off. 

The speaker is powered by a 
solid state oscillator from a six-
volt fence controller battery. The 
solid state oscillator is preferred 
for its ability to operator on low 
power, Allen said.

Texas cattle feeders last Oct, 
1 reported 1.4 million head on 
feed, six percent more than on 
Oct. 1, 1969. 

THE TEXAS Crop and Live-
stock Reporting Service reports 
that nationally the increase was 
only three percent. 

Ed Uvacek, Extension livestock 
marketing specialist, said the re-
port shows that feeding continues 
to show the most growth in the 
northern part of the Panhandle, 
with declines now developing in 
the northeast and Gulf Coast 
areas of the state. More than one 
million head were cn feed Oct. 
1 in High Plains feedlots, he said 

Uvacek Meted that Texas report-
ed 264 feedlots with capacities 
of 1.000 head or more on Oct. 1, 
and that they held 1.4 million 
head of cattle. These large feed-
lots have a total capacity of 2.4 
million head at one time; thus. 
only 59 percent of their available 
capacity was in use on Oct. 1. 

The Oct. 1 report showed that 
80 lots were empty, and that 
utilization of the 184 active feed-
lots was at 66 percent of capa-
city. 

Texas feedlots placed 789,000 
head on feed durirrg the July-
September quarter, down three 
percent from the same period a 
year ago. Operators reported in-
tentions to market 796,000 cattle 
during the last quarter of 1970, 
about 10 percent more than a 
year ago. Uvacek said that short-
feds were excluded in both market-
ing figures. 

Nationally, on Oct. 1, there 
were 10,382,000 head of cattle and 
calves on feed in the 22 major 
feeding states, three percent 
above a year ago. Placements 
during the July-Sept. quarter were 
just over six million head, or sev-
en percent more than for the same 
period in 1969. Cattle feeders in the 
V states plan to market 5.8 mil-
hen head during the last quarter of 
1970, three percent more than last 
year, Uvacek noted.

for military mail. Parcels up to 
five pounds and 60 inchnr, I com-
bined length and girth are ac-
cepted at this low rate. 
2. Larger parcels (up to 30 
pounds and with the same length 
and girth limitations) can be sent 
as "PAL" (Parcel Air Lift) mail 
Provided they are mailed by Nov. 
27. The charge is only $1 per.

parcel, plus the regular domestic, 
parcel post postage. 

4. INSURE parcels reallstica-
ly to cover full value, but do not 
overinsure. 

5. Get plenty of stamps on 
your first trip to the post office 
to avoid the time and expense 
of addiicnal trips. 

6. Use ZIP Code as a tool for 
economy in mailing. When it is 
used consiste$ly on parcels and 
cards, ZIP Code helps prevent er-
rors in delivery and expedites 
handling. If only a few Christ-
mas cards go astray, an invest-
ment of several dollars may be 
lost, Wood said.

"is to mail early and carefully.

It is interesting to note some of the forms of money 
which have been used throughout the world. 

A few unlikely units of curren-
cy came in the form of slaves, 
gunpenvder and the jawbones of 
pigs. Probably the heaviest money

ever used was the stone money 
of the island of Yap in the South 
Pacific. These huge pieces of 
stone are so heavy that their own-
ership changes without physically 
moving the money itself. They 
are similar to real estate in that 
respect. 

The other extreme is the feather 
money used in the New Hebrides. 

The elephant has been used as 
currency in Ceylon. The ox had a 
similar status in ancient Greece. 
Our word "pecuniary" is derived 
from the Greek word "pekus" 
meaning ox.

Wait until you're voting on 
Flame Queen or some other honor 
before turning our elections into 
popularity contests. 

Do you think our student body 
elections are fair? 

YOU MIGHT change your op-
inion after considering our elect-
ion processes. Education is sup-
posed to be "the backbone of 
democracy." but some of our 
practices don't show it. 

For example, when classes meet 
to elect officers, it's usually a 
free-for-all. Finally, after half the 
class has been nominated, the stu-
dents settle down to "voting." 
The customary voting procedure

She is the 
sixth oldest in a family of eight 
children.

Claire attended school in Per-
queu, a city of 50,000 people.

Quail season will open Saturday 
in Castro County. 

IF YOU plan to take to the 
field, however, you'll need to be 
selective about which direction 
you travel, and how far.

Although the quail season in 
Castro and most other Panhandle 
counties runs from Nov. 14 to 
Jan. 31, the season in neighbor-
ing Lamb County doesn't open 
until Dec. 1, and will close Jan. 
16. 

And in Briscoe, Hall, Childress, 
Motley, Cottle and Wheeler Co-
unties, the season won't open un-
til Dec. 1, but will run until Jan. 
31. 

THE LONGEST quail season In 
North Texas will be in Lubbock, 
Hockley Cochran and Crosby 
Counties — and most of the co-
unties south of them — where 
hunting will start Saturday and 
won't close until Feb. 15. In these 
counties, the limit is higher, too 
— 15 per day or 45 in posses-,  
sion. 

North of this area, though —
in the 26 counties of the Panhan-
dle — the limit is 12 per day or 
36 in possession.

ASCS notes 1969 crop of wheat was at times 
higher than the US price, and an 
export pool accumulated. The orig.. 
inal law provided for this pool to 
be divided pro rata among wheat 
producers. For most producers, it 
would be a payment of only a few 
dollars. In most cases it would 
amount to less than one dollar. 

Local wheat growers whose 
share of the export certificate a-
mounts to $3 or more will re-
ceive notice directly from the 
county ASCS office telling them 
what their share of the pool is. 

A producer may choose to re-
ceive his share of the export ceri-
ficate pool, or he may leave i; 
in the pool to finance :he re-
search and promotion program 
for wheat. 

Wheat growers in Castro Coun-
ty who are entitled to receive less 
than $3 will not receive a special 
notice, but they can never-the-
less claim their share of export 
certificates by filing a written 
request for payment with the 
county ASCS office. 

Growers will have until Dec. 
25 to notify the county ASCS off-
ice of their choice,
