According to a press release 
from L. B. Brandes of Floyd 
County, president of the board 
of directors of the Plains Irri-
gation Gas Users Association, 
Opinion 976-A issued by the 
Federal Power Commission 
Dec. 19 held that the use of 
natural gas for irrigation should 
not be included in the defini-
tion of "commercial" as it has 
always been classified, but now 
must be held to be classed as 
"industrial" use, reducing gas 
for agriculture from -Priority 2 
to Priority 3. 

"As far as interstate gas 
Is concerned, this would ef-
fectively put an end to the use

TCGA supports all efforts to 
raise price support loans to 
producers on all basic agricul-
tural commodities and partic-
ularly on corn to at least $2.50 
per bushel for use as an or-
derly marketing tool, and raise 
the target price to $3 per bush-
el with a cost of production es-
calator clause to apply annually 
to increase in cost of produc-
tion.

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Pioneer Natural Gas Co.

son told the News in a tele-
phone interview Tuesday that 
he expects "no adverse ef-
fects" in the 1975 crop year 
from Federal Power Commis-
sion Opinion 697-A, issued 
Dec. 19. 
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THE commission reduced 
gas for agricultural use from 
Priority 2 "commercial'' to 
Priority 3 "industrial", and 
held that if there were alter-
nate fuels that could be used, 
natural gas could not be used 

15 to 20 percent over last year's 
figures during the 1975 irriga-
tion season. 

"Our volumes were way 
above anything we had expect-
ed last year and my estimate 
is based on the same vol-
umes," said Watson. 

"Although we were worried 
last year about maintaining ser-
vice due to the heavy gas us-
age for irrigation, farmers can 
look for good service if we have 
a normal irrigation year. How-
ever, gas prices will increase 
steadily over the summer," he 
added.

The Hart branch of American 
Grain and Cattle Co. was mov-
ing grain out of storage at the 
company's Hart elevator at 
presstime following the entry 
of the company into bankruptcy 
court last Thursday in Fargo, 
N.D. 

"THE bankruptcy entry 
came as a surprise to me," said 
W. T. Sanders, manager of the 
company's Hart elevator. "I 
don't know just how the move 
will affect us yet," he added. 

Court papers claim that five 
persons in the Fargo area are 
owed about $183,000 by the 
company. 

The Texas Agriculture De-
partment also says that about 
36,660 bushels of grain worth 
up to $180,000 is missing from 
American Grain's elevators in 
Corpus Christi. The Corpus 
Christi grain did not belong to 
AG&C, the company was only

Two local men were killed 
and a woman critically injured 
in a grinding rear-end colli-
sion northeast of Dimmitt about 
7:45 p.m. Saturday. 

DEE SEVIER, 61, of Here-
ford and Raul Rojas Martinez, 
44, of Rt. 3, Hereford, were 
dead on arrival at Plains Mem-
orial Hospital following the 
collision. 

Sevier's wife, Adelle, 67, 
remained in critical condition 
at Northwest Texas Hospital 
in Amarillo at presstime. 

The accident occurred three 
miles east and 1/2  mile north of 
the La Posta Liquor Store on a 
county road. The accident 
scene was approximately 13 
miles north of Dimmitt. 

According to DPS patrolman 
Elias Nava, the Sevier vehicle, 
a 1973 Ford pickup, was parked 
northbound on the road with-
out lights. 

Martinez was northbound 
on the county road in a 1972 
Chevtolet pickup. 

Nava reported that the Mir-
tinez vehicle struck the Sevit..: -
vehicle from the rear and the 
Sevier vehicle came to rest in 
a field on the east side of the 
road approximately 116 feet 
from the point of impact. 

The Martinez vehicle came to 
rest in the west barditch of the 
county road, headed west, with 
the pickup bed still in the road, 
approximately 74 feet from the 
point of impact. 

THE TWO fatalities were 
the first traffic deaths in Cas-
tro County in 1975. With only 
a month gone in the year, the 
1975 traffic death toll has al-
ready equaled 1974's low traf-
fic fatality figure of two. 

Funeral services for Martinez 
were held Tuesday in the Den-
nis Funeral Home chapel. Fa-
ther Raphael Chen officiated. 
Burial was in Westlawn Mem-
orial Park under the direction 
of Dennis Funeral Home. 

Mr. Martinez was an em-
ployee at the George Heard 
farm. He is survived by his 
wife, Emma, and three sons, 
Raul Jr., David and Marusiu, 
all of the home. 

Services for Mr. Sevier were 
held Tuesday in the Central 
Church of Christ in Hereford. 

J. T. Marlin, minister, of-
ficiated. Burial was in Rest-
lawn Memorial Gardens under 
the direction of Gilliland-Wat-
son Funeral Home. 

MR. SEVIER came to Here-
ford in 1935 from Halfway, and 
was a farmer and rancher. 

Survivors include his wife; 
a brother, Carol, of Grove, Ok- 
la.; two sisters, Mrs. Ruby 
Cogdill of Friona and Mrs. Vi-
ola Cabiness of El Paso.

Montgomery takes post 
with Deaf Smith REC 

Approximately 95 John 
Deere customers and dealers 
from the Dimmitt area recently 
visited the Deere & Company 
Administrative Center in Mo-
line Ill., as well as Deere fac-
tories in that area and in Iowa. 

THE PURPOSE of the trip 
was to acquaint the customers 
and dealers with new John 
Deere farm equipment and 
show them how it is manufac-
tured. 

The visitors also met with 
company executives and saw 
slide and film presentations on 
new Deere products. 

The Dimmitt group was one 
of many scheduled to visit 
the Deere headquarters and 
factories between mid-Novem-
ber and mid-March. Altogeth-
er, the company expects be-
tween 12,000 and 15.000 farm-
er-dealer visitors. 

Federation of Greater San Jose 
has threatened to close his ac-
count if the Khashoggi deal 
goes through. 

Khashoggi's offer means an 
infusion of over $14-million 
into the bank's capital. but the 
bank has no plans for em-
barking on any projects requir-
ing anything like that amount 
of money. The question of what 
will happen now will be de-
cided by the shareholders soon. 
In order for the proposal to be 
accepted, two thirds of the 
shareholders must approve the 
deal and then the Comptroller 
of the Currency must give his 
blessing. That approval will 
depend on the financial stand-
ing of Mr. Khashoggi, his 
banking record with the other 
banks which he owns and the 
men he selects to be his di-
rectors and bank officers. The 
flood of money from the Middle 
East is just beginning and the 
banking system of the US will 
be a favorite spot for Arab dol-
lars to be invested, not as bank 
depositors but as bank owners. 
Since the banking system of 
this country is one of the best 
assets the American people 
have, it should be jealously 
guarded, especially as to the 
moral caliber of the individuals 
involved.  

A Saudi Arabian by the 
name of Adnan Khashoggi, 
who helped Northrop Corp. 
recently win a $750-million con-
tract to supply Saudi Arabia 
with jet fighters, would like to 
own another bank. This one is 
in San Jose, Calif. He already 
owns 98% of one bank near 
San Francisco and 84% of an-
other but the combined assets 
of these two banks are rather 
small, only $150-million. Thus 
far, Khashoggi is thought to 
be acting on his own, not 
fronting for Saudi Arabian dol-
lars which that country is earn-
ing from oil revenues at such 
a rate, it is having a tough time 
just trying to figure out what to 
do with all of its mohey. 

KHASHOGGI. who is re-
portedly worth more than $80-
million, has offered to pay a 
125% premium for a new issue 
of the bank's stock to be sold 
privately to him. The offer has 
split the bank's board of di-
rectors as some directors point 
out that a partial takeover of 
the bank by Khashoggi would 
pave the way for him to ac-
quire absolute control of the 
bank at bargain prices, once his 
head is in the tent. Community 
relations are also getting into 
it. The president of the Jewish

"THE DARKER Side of 
Childhood" was published in 
November by the Texas De-
partment of Community Af-
fairs' Office of Early Child-
hood Development. 

Subtitled "46 Things You 
Need to Know About Texas 
Children,-  the book lists 46 
facts relating to child care, 
families, nutrition, health and 
public services. 

The facts were collected from 
such sources as the US Census 
Bureau and the State Depart-
ment of Health's Bureau of Vi-
tal Statistics, as well as from 
the Texas Nutrition Survey of 
1968-69 and the Texas House-
hold Survey of Families With 
Children Under Six, commis-
sioned by the Texas Depart-
ment of Community Affairs in 
1973. 

Some of the facts the book 
contains are: 

-3 of 4 families with child-
ren under six in Texas have 
moved in the last five years. 

- 76,000 children under six 
in Texas were born without 
prenatal care (visits to a doc-
tor during pregnancy). 

- 75.000 Texas preschoolers 
eat no breakfast. 

- 84 percent of working mo-
thers with children under six in 
Texas are working because of 
economic necessity. 

- Among Texas children un-
der six, 1 in 3 is in a child care 
arrangement. 

- a poor child has less 
chance of receiving public so-
cial services in Texas than in 
any other state in the nation. 

THE TITLE of the book was 
adapted from a statement by 
Gov. Dolph Briscoe in a speech 
to the Early Childhood Task 
Force of the Education Com-
mission of the States in March. 

He referred to a standard im-
age of childhood as "days of 
happiness and days free of the 
concerns we all face as adults. 
But there is another, darker 
side of childhood for some. 

"Youth also is represented 
by young runaways, battered

Primarily the booklet will 
allow farmers and ranchers to 
learn about use and manage-
ment of the soils from the soil 
descriptions, from the discus-
sion of capability classification 
and from the discussion of 
range management.

THE DIMMITT station was 
formerly owned by High Plains 
Broadcasting Co. and Steve 
Taylor, principal stockholder, 
announced the station's sale, 
subject to the approval of the 
Federal Communications Com-
mission. 

High Plains Broadcasting 
was founded in 1963, and 
KDHN first signed on the air 
in 1964. The transaction is the 
first change in ownership since 
the station went on the air. • 

According to Johnson, there 
will be no changes in station 
personnel or operating policy.

2. That Iranian prince may 
someday be your neighbor or 
employer, singing "Texas, Our 
Texas. . . 

IT'S THE dollar-a-bale 
"check-off fee" that is financ-
ing the tremendous research 
and development projects on 
cotton at Texas Tech and other 
major centers. These projects 
promise to greatly expand the 
usage and sale of cotton. 

The check-off fee on milo, 
collected by the Grain Sorghum 
Producers Association, has 
helped bring feed-grain teams 
from other nations to see milo 
in use for the first time, and 
has added a whole new dimen-
sion to our export markets. 

Now a state court has ruled 
the check-off fee is unconsti-
tutional, even if the grower can 
retrieve it at his option. 

I CAN'T see it. The check-
off fee is money well invested, 
it doesn't hurt the grower that 
much, and without the fee our 
commodity organizations will 
never get the money to carry 
on their valuable research and 
development programs. 

Let's hope our commodity 
associations can come up with 
an income system that is ac-
ceptable to both the growers 
and the courts. Meanwhile, 
their important work must con-
tinue.

sale price at not less than 135 
percent of the loan plus inter-
est, accrued storage and hand-
ling charges. 

TAXATION - Agricultural 
land shall not bear more than 
its fair share of the tax load 
compared with other segments 
of the economy in financing 
public school education in Tex-
as. 

LAND USE CONTROL -
Land use control should re-
main in the hands of local 
landowners or their locally 
elected representatives serving 
on not larger than a county ba-
sis such as present Soil Con-
servation District directors. 

EXPORT CONTROLS - The 
TCGA opposes export controls 
or embargoes on any and all 
agricultural commodities. 

Ray Joe Riley, former pres-
ident of the Plains Cotton 
Growers and Glenn Odom, 
Dimmitt corn grower, drew up 
the resolutions. 

Bill Townsend of Garrison 
Seed Co. of Hereford spoke to 
the corn growers on problems 
in control of the southwestern 
corn borer. He reported that 
research is needed to deter-
mine yield loss at each growth 
stage of the corn plant, nat-
ural emergence patterns of the 
borer, proper timing of spray-
ing for best control and the 
best planting time to avoid 
problems with the borer. 

"The question is, can we 
develop corn with good borer 
resistance and yield potential," 
said Townsend. 

Ronnie Gfeller, local ento-
mologist, stated that he felt 
developing a borer-resistant 
corn variety would be "the true 
way to go." 

"If we are going to get any 
research work done on the 
southwestern corn borer, it will 
probably have to be done in the 
local area," said Gfeller. "I 
don't know the answers to the 
borer problem, but I would cer-
tainly like to see some research 
done on the borer," he added. 

Carl King, TCGA president, 
read a letter citing the need 
for research on the southwest-
ern corn borer and members 
voted to send a copy of the let-
ter to Dr. H. 0. Kunkel, dean 
of agriculture at Texas A&M 
University. 

Text of the letter read: 
"There is a pressing need 

for more research on corn pro-
duction on the High Plains of 
Texas. Corn production on the 
High Plains has increased from 
256,300 to 800,000 acres in 
1974. The dollar value of this 
crop is in excess of $270 mil-
lion. Corn insects, particularly 
the southwestern corn borer, 
are causing extensive damage. 
We understand the Experiment 
Station has only one entomol-
ogist doing some part-time 
research on corn insects. 

"We believe the trend in 
corn production will continue to 
increase in this area. Amstar 
Corporation has a wet milling 
plant located at Dimmitt. This 
company has a $20 million ex-
pansion program in progress 
at the present time to increase 
their milling capacity. When 
this is completed they will 
grind 30,000 bushels per day. 

''We feel that a crop of this 
importance to the area and 
state economy deserves more 
research consideration." 

Association members also 
voted to pay membership dues 
of $10 per year.
