this week to answer any
questions the commission-
ers had.

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What’s the Law?

A parent can leave property to whomever he or she wants

Q. I have five brothers
and sisters. Some of us
are on better terms with
our father than others.
Our mother passed away
last year and left
everything to our father. I
have been told that if my
dad dies, the law requires
my father’s estate be
divided equally between
all the children. Is this
true?

A.If your father dies without
awill, his estate will be
divided between all of his
children. Witha will,
however, he has the right to
dispose of his property any
way he wants. Forexample,
he can leave all of his
property to his children in
unequal shares, or can leave
some of the children all the
property and others none. In
fact, the law does not
require he leave any of his
property to his children. The

bottom line is thatunder
Texas law, a person has the
rightto leave property to
whomever he or she wants.
The important thing is to
have a will clearly spelling
out how you want your
property distributed after
your death.

Q. My brother helps my
mother with her finances.
Do I have any right to
know how she is
spending her money?

A. Aslong as your mother
is competent, she can spend
her money what ever way
she wants. She also has the
rightto have your brother
assisther, and neither she
nor your brother has any
obligation to tell you how
the money is spent. [t may
make sense for families to
talk about financial matters,
butthere is no obligation to
do so.

Q. My father and his
second wife live in my
father’s house. Can he
leave the house to me in
his will, or must he give a
part of it to his wife?

received from any source. It
includes overtime pay, and
any other income from any
source, including things like
rent, interest, dividends and
even gifts and prizes. The
amount is reduced,
however, by any taxes or
social security that is paid.

Once the court-determines
the amount of net resources,
state guidelines recommend
the amount to be paid for
child support.

Attorney General
warns of e-mail
bank scams

AUSTIN. — Texas Attorney General Greg Abbott
today sent out an urgent message for all Texans to be
on the lookout for official-looking e-mails purporting to
originate from major financial institutions asking for
personal account information.

In the latest series of so-called “phishing” scams, the
e-mail sender claims to represent financial institutions
such as Comerica, Chase or others. The message
instructs the “‘account holder™ to submit personal
account information because “bank officials” have
reason to believe his or her account may have been
accessed by an unauthorized party.

“l cannot emphasize this enough — Texans who
receive such e-mails should immediately delete them
because these tactics are used to trick you into
releasing private information to someone who will try to
empty your bank account,” said Attorney General
Abbott.

Ag Committee impressed
by unified message

A diverse group of Texas
farmers and livestock pro-
ducers left a solid impres-
sion on a dozen members of
the House Agriculture Com-
mittee during the one and
only full Committee hearing
on the 2007 Farm Bill to be
held in Texas.

Plains Cotton Growers
Board members Rickey
Bearden, of Plains, and Al
Spinks, of Midland, were
asked to provide testimony
during the hearing.

Bearden is a past presi-
dent of the organization and
is the current Chairman of
the PCG Board of Directors.

Spinks is a member of the
PCG Executive Committee.
The hearing, conducted on
the campus of Angelo State
University May 9, provided
eleven witnesses the chance
to share their thoughts about
the 2007 Farm bill with
members of the House
Agriculture Committee 1n
attendance. Rep. Mike
Conaway, whose district
hosted the hearing, and Rep.
Randy Neugebauer are cur-
rent members of the House
Agriculture Committee and
participated in the hearing.
Bearden and Spinks were
asked to be part of the panel
representing agriculture in-
terests across Texas.

PCG President Mike
Hughes and PCG Vice
President Barry Evans sub-
mitted written testimony to
be included in the official
record of the hearing.

Copies of all four testimo-
nies presented during the
hearing are available on the
PCGwebsite: http://
www.plainscotton.org/
Spinks, who drew the open-
ing witness slot, set the tone

for the rest of the day
expressing strong support
for the structure of the 2002
Farm Bill.

He also expressed sup-
port for further consider-
ation of a permanent disaster
provision and development
of innovative new. crop
insurance products that can
work in tandem with farm
program provisions to pro-
vide effective risk ‘manage-
ment protection for produc-
ers who encounter produc-
tion related difficulties.

Like many of the wit-
nesses that would follow,
Spinks noted the importance
of the marketing loan as the
basis for the farm program
safety net and the value of
the Direct and Counter-
cyclical payment program.

Speaking third, Bearden
echoed the sentiments ex-
pressed by Spinks and
Speakers that would follow.
Using cotton as an example
he also took the opportunity
to talk specifically about the
current program, its ability
to function as an effective
safety net for producers and
its focus as a commodity
support program.

Bearden concluded his
comments with observa-
tions about the Doha WTO
negotiations and their pos-
sible effects on U.S. agricul-
ture policy.

A condensed version of
the testimony heard by the
Committee would include:
support for continuation of
the marketing loan and
direct and counter-cyclical
programs in their current
form; encourage develop-
ment of new crop insurance
alternatives; establishment
of a permanent disaster
program.
