- < 15° Per Copy By BRENDA DURRETT
dimmitt Poise, a balanced scoring attack and better
and shooting percentages boosted Nazareth to its second
castro consecutive Class B state basketball crown last
county weekend in Austin.

The Swiftettes advanced easily to the finals with a
71-43 bombing of Avinger last Thursday, and
became the sixth team in Class B basketball history
to win back-to-back state championships with a
47-39 win over Graford Saturday.

All three Nazareth starting forwards scored in
double figures as the Swiftettes outshot Avinger 78
to 38 percent from the field, and Graford, 62 to 40

It may still be a little early
in the election year for anyone
to get set in their choice of
candidates, unless, of course,
there is an overriding reason
for an early selection.

I have the same opinion of
the Panama Canal situation as
apparently many of its op-
ponents do. I agree with the
opponents of the canal treaty
that we have enough firepow-
er to keep that ditch regard-
less of the Panamanians’
claim of sovreignty. While I
agree with the concept of the
opponents of the canal treaty
in regard to our strength and
capability in maintaining con-
trol of the facility, I disagree
that it is the proper thing to
do. If might makes right then
theére is no problem, we've

CA race still up in the air

The county attorney's race
in the May 6 Democratic pri-
mary was left up in the air
last Thursday when Judge
George Miller of Floydada
ruled that the 64th District
Court had no authority to rule
in favor of one candidate or
the other.

The ruling stemmed from a
civil suit filed by candidate
Keith Lemons, seeking to pre-
vent the name of Jimmy Davis
from appearing on the Dem-
ocratic ballot. The suit was
filed against County Demo-
cratic Chairman Oscar Wylie.

Lemons has filed for a tran-
script of the trial, the first
step toward appealing the
case to the State Court of Civil
Appeals in Amarillo.

However, the County Dem-
ocratic Executive Committee
is to meet Monday to certify
names for the ballot. Absen-
tee voting is scheduled to
begin April 17.

Davis is the acting county-
district attorney, having been
appointed in November by the
County Commissioners’ Court
to fill the vacancy created by
the death of Robert Buntyn.
Davis moved to Dimmitt from
Lubbock, where he had been
an assistant district attorney,
and filed in February for elec-
tion to a full term.

Lemons charged that Davis
had not met the residency re-
quirements of Article 1.05 of
the Texas Election Code, and

_ g '.‘-h‘l. date
must be a resident of the
county for six months prior to
filing for office; Davis’ peti-
tion showed that he had lived
here 2% months by the Feb. 6
filing deadline.

But Davis’ and Wylie's at-
torneys questioned Lemons’
eligibility during Thursday’s
trial, too. Lemons, a Hart
native who is a senior in the
Baylor University Law School,
admitted he is not an attor-
ney, but told the court he took
his state bar exam in Feb-
ruary and expects to have the
results by the May 6 primary
election.

Wylie testified that, as
Democratic county chairman,
he accepted both Davis' and
Lemons’ applications ‘‘under
a cloud.”

“‘Mr. Davis had not lived in
the county six months, and
Mr. Lemons was a law stu-
dent rather than a lawyer,”
Wylie told the court.

Wylie told the News after
Thursday's trial that he would
recommend to the Democratic
Executive Committee that
both Davis’ and Lemons’

An open letter to be sent to
the Joint Congressional Com-
mittee on Agriculture is being
circulated this week by the
Concerned Citizens of Castro
County, a recently formed
bipartisan group, urging ac-
tion to solve the nation’'s
farm-price crisis.

The strongly worded peti-
tion urges a flexible farm act
allowing full parity of target
prices at a 50 percent set-
aside level, a loan provision at
a rate equivalent to cost of
production, and a special rate
for natural gas used for farm
irrigation.

Addressed to Sen. Herman
Talmadge, chairman of the
Senate Agriculture Commit-
tee, and Rep. Thomas S.
Foley, chairman of the House
Agriculture Committee, the
letter cites ‘‘the present ec-
onomic depression in the ag-
ricultural sector and the ur-
gency of remedial action.”

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Letter to the editor
Egg-throwing
is ‘childish’

Dear Editor:

I am writing to protest the
childish resort to egg-throw-
ing at government officials by
some of our farmers. Cer-
tainly such tactics do not help
the legitimate aims of the
farm community. In fact, they
do just the opposite, and turn
most people off —even those
whose sympathies are com-
pletely with the right of farm-
ers and ranchers to make
a profit on their labors.

Such tactics remind us all of
the equally childish actions of
the ‘“‘younger generation"
back in the sixties, with their
picketing, sit-ins, bombings
and arson, which we all de-
plored. I would be willing to
bet that some of our current
egg-throwers took to the
stump to issue resounding
condemnations against those
"hippies'’ and ‘‘long-hairs.”’
Yet here they are doing ex-
actly the same thing. And in
the process they do harm to
what is a legitimate protest
movement against unfair gov-
ernmental treatment toward
one of the most important el-
ements of society—the farm
families of America.

Let us all pull together—
in an intelligent manner—so
that our communities and
those whose labors make our
communities great can reap
the rewards of their labors to
the same extent as other seg-

ments of our society do.

Farmers put
emphasis on
planting cut

“Right now we're working
hard to get all our farmers to
join in the 50 percent planting
program. We think that will
be a more effective way to
reach the farmers’' goal than
stopping trucks,”” a spokes-
man at the Dimmitt office of
American Agriculture said
Wednesday.

American Ag has adopted
the plan of cutting 1978 plant-
ing in half, to reduce crop
surpluses and emphasize to
the nation the vital impor-
tance of farmers’ role in na-
tional industry. This is part of
their campaign to achieve 100
percent parity in crop prices.

Some farmers from Castro
County joined in the block-
ading of highways in the area
Tuesday, stopping trucks in
an effort to halt movement of
food to market. The group
from Dimmitt went to the
Amarillo area.

Trucks and trains were halt-
ed while farmers urged their
case to train crews and truck
drivers, but most of the car-
riers later went on through
the picket lines. The farmers
had adopted the definite po-
licy of ‘“‘no violence’” and
simply told their stories and
pasted farm strike bumper
stickers on the trucks.

Asked his opinion of a pos-
sible city-county law enforce-
ment agency, he replied, “'I
don’t think it would ever
work. The city PD is strictly
law enforcement, whereas the
SO involves other duties. I
think it would be hard for a
sheriff to do all he needs to do
and still worry about such
things as city traffic control.”’

Newman said the new PD
offices, just being completed,

include a darkroom and re-
ception area as well as two
offices. ‘“We're now in the
process of revamping the en-
tire record system,’’ he said,
“That’s our primary job right
now.n

Commenting on the turn-
over in the chief’s job the past
year, Newman said, ‘‘I know
there's been a large turnover,
but I've talked with Sheriff
Martin and I think we reached
an understanding. He won't
try to run my department and
I won’t try to run his.

“On back-up, if a city
officer needs it there will
usually be another city officer
available. I think the back-up
problem has probably been
blown out of proportion . . .
We won’t work outside the
city limits."

Fan incidents
bring warning
by 3-AA group

The executive committee of
District 3-AA has gone on

The committee, made up of
superintendents of the mem-
ber schools, met to consider
business pertaining to the
1978 basketball season, and
discussed the incident which
occurred at Dimmitt Feb. 14.

Supt. Robert Ryan of Dim-
mitt and Supt. Tom Jarboe of
Friona, in a joint statement,
detailed events leading to and
taking place on the floor after
the boys’ game. They report-
ed that fans confronted play-
ers on the floor, and that
there was verbal abuse of
players, coaches and officials.

The committee went on
record to say that it was ‘‘not
pleased with the reported fan
behavior, and this type of
problem will be more closely
handled by the committee in
the future.”

Ryan said he felt the ex-
ecutive committee ‘‘was un-
derstanding concerning the
disturbance,”” but added that
he felt another such situation
would bring some type of dis-
ciplinary action.

The committee has the
power to place a school on
probation or to bar a school
from competing for district
honors for violation of the
Basketball Plan of the UIL,
Ryan explained, ‘‘provided a
protest is filed and facts
support the charges made.”’

A protest may be filed by a
school or a referee.

Second state title
‘is just as great’

A year of adjustments, the
pressures of defending a state
championship title, a few
close calls—it all came to a
thrilling conclusion for Naza-
reth this past weekend in
Austin as the Swiftettes suc-
cessfully defended their Class
B state championship title.

““This year we had to adjust
to a different coach,”” post
forward Cheryl Hartman said,
‘‘and we had a lot to lose (as
defending state champions).

Farm Bureau backs
Talmadge-Dole bill

The American Farm Bureau
supports the concept of a
one-year land retirement bill
that could put money into
farmers’ hands in the next
few weeks, according to Gale
Sadler, president of the Cas-
tro County Farm Bureau.

Sadler and other county
presidents met in a state con-
ference recently and recom-
mended to the AFBF board
the concept of the Dole Bill
now before the senate. The
board last week endorsed this
concept of the similar Tal-
madge-Dole Bill.

Carrol Chaloupka of Dal-
hart, president of the Texas
FBF, said the board’s recom-
mendation encourages Secre-

tary of Agriculture Bob Berg-
land to use his discretionary
authority to proceed, with this
bill as a guideline, to activate
an effective set-aside pro-
gram, as recommended by the
TFB and other state Farm
Bureaus.

The bill by Sen. Robert
Dole (R. Kan.) and Sen. Her-
man Talmadge (D. Ga.) would
pay farmers some $2.3 billion
to withhold not less than 31
million acres of cropland that
would otherwise be harvested
or planted.

The bill does not increase
target prices or loan levels but
provides diversion payments
to take out 15 million acres of
wheat, 10 million acres of
feed grains, 3 million acres

—3. To prevent benefits
going only to landowners, the
Secretary would have to issue
regulations for adequate safe-
guards to protect the interests
of tenants and sharecroppers.

—4. Payment limitations of
the Food and Agriculture Act
of 1977 would not be applic-
able to payments under this
program.

—5. Acreage specified in
the bill would only be a min-
imum. The Secretary could
require that more land be set
aside to achieve reasonable
price objectives.

—6. The Secretary would
be required to administer the
program so as to avoid des-
truction of crops (such as
wheat) already planted, to the
extent possible.

—7. The Secretary would
be required to limit the total
acreage in any county or
community so as not to ad-
versely affect the local ec-
onomy.

—8. Amounts to be paid to
individual producers would be
determined through an offer
basis with prices set by
USDA. However, it is esti-
mated that the national av-
erage of payments to produc-
ers would be about $75 an
acre.

—9, The Secretary would
be required to make partial
payments under the program
immediately after contracts
with the producers are con-
summated.

The bill approved by the Ag
Committee is a one-year mea-
sure and only applies to the
1978 crops. The committee is
expected to consider Dole’'s
flexible parity bill at its March
15 meeting. The TFB an-
nounced Feb. 27 that it would
support legislation similar to
that contained in this bill.
