'Water/Energy'
tour to be today

Tour buses will leave the
Dimmitt City Hall at 1 p.m.
today (Thursday) on a ‘‘Water
and Energy Conservation'
farm tour in the western part
of the county.

The tour will demonstrate
practical methods being used
by local growers to conserve
irrigation water and fuel in
light of spiraling production
dosts and projected future
shartages.

The tour is sponsored by
the Chamber of Commerce, in
cooperation with the Exten-
sion Service and the Soil
Conservation Service, and is
open to all interested persons.

Those taking the tour may
ride school buses which will
leave the city hall at 1 o'clock,
or may follow the buses or
“pick up'’ the tour along the
way in their own vehicles.

The first stop will be the
George Sides farm eight miles
west of Dimmitt, where a corn
irrigation demonstration will
be given.

Other stops, in order, will
be:

—The Ronnie Gfeller farm
five miles west of Dimmitt,
for a demonstration of furrow
diking equipment.

~The James Sims farm
west of Dimmitt for a demon-
stration on minimum tillage of
cotton.

—The Bart Kaderly farm at
the intersection of FM 1055
and Hospital Road, for an
irrigation efficiency test. Dr.
Leon New, area Extension
irrigation specialist, will
conduct the test, using equip-
ment that is available through
the local Soil Conservation
Service office.

—The Trent Downing farm
two miles east and one south
of Easter, where an operating
alcohol still will be shown in
operation, providing an alter-
native fuel for farm equip-
ment and vehicles.

The tour will take approxi-
mately three hours, County
Agent Charles Hottel said.

UW drive reaches
two-thirds point

“We're two-thirds of the
way to our goal,’" United Way
Campaign Chairman Dale
Wells reported Wednesday.

He said the drive has
brought in $7,709.50 in contri-
butions and pledges so far,
with approximately two-thirds
of Dimmitt's businesses
reporting in.

Wells said most contribu-
tions and pledges so far have
come from individuals and
families, although several
businesses have made separ-
ate contributions.

““The fact that we're includ-
ing individual pledge cards in
our envelopes does not in any
way indicate that we do not
want company contributions,’
Wells explained.

United Way packets have
been delivered to virtually all
business firms in and around
Dimmitt, with business
owners requested to distri-
bute individual pledge cards
to employees. Farm families
will receive their pledge cards
in the mail.

Hart blast injures two;
cause still a mystery

Fire and utility inspectors
are still trying to determine
the cause of an explosion that
caused severe burns to two
Hart men Saturday afternoon.

The blast occurred shortly
after 5 p.m. inside Danny's
Garage, 402 Fifth St., while
Willie Diaz and Rodolfo
Gonzales were working on
Diaz's pickup.

Diaz received third degree
burns over 60% of his body,
and Gonzales suffered first
and second degree burns,
Fire Chief J. B. Allensworth

reported. Both men were
taken by ambulance to
Central Plains General

Hospital in Plainview, then
were transferred to the burn
unit in Lubbock General
Hospital.

Both men were reported
doing ‘‘as well as could be
expected’’ Wednesday.

The explosion inside the
steel building blew sheet
metal out of the roof, blew out
a section of wall, and ‘‘almost

blew one end out of the
building, too,’" Allensworth
said.

A witness who was a block
or more away from the explo-
sion reported that flames shot
200 feet into the air. After-
ward, the Hart Volunteer Fire
Dept. extinguished a small
fire in the building’s rafters
and some burning boxes on
the floor.

Cause of the blast is still a
mystery, Allensworth said.

“It has all the earmarks of
a natural gas leak,”’ the fire
chief said, '‘but a serviceman
for the gas company checked
the place out with his leak
detector and couldn’t find
anything.

““We had the Plainview fire
marshal inspect the building,
too, and they couldn’t deter-
mine the cause, either,”’ he
said. ''They suggested we
have another check made for
natural gas leakage."’

A second gas-leak check

"It has been my pleasure to
serve the city for the last few
months,”” Josselet said,
adding, ‘I would like to thank
the mayor, the aldermen and
especially the people of
Dimmitt for allowing me to
serve."’

The board accepted his
resignation ‘‘with regrets.”

Persons wishing to run for
the unexpired term must turn
in their applications to the city

office by Oct. 8, a minimum of
31 days before the election as
required by law. The term
will expire April 30, 1982,

Aldermen discussed the
recent ordinance amendment
that allows double-wide
mobile homes and modular
homes to be placed anywhere
west of Sixth Street except in
restricted additions, provided
that all home owners and
renters within 600 feet of the
property line sign a consent
form.

Aldermen wanted to know
if their action last month had
been legal.

City Attorney Jack Edwards
said that the amendment was
not a zoning question since it
was ‘‘not changing the use of
the property,'’ and that it was
legal under the building code.

Edwards further informed
the aldermen that a double-

During the business
session, members will hear
reports on the previous year's
progress, and will develop
policy positions on issues per-
taining to agriculture, with
the goal of furthering a pros-
perous and lasting free-enter-
prise approach for farmers
and ranchers.

“Local farmers and ranch-
ers can have a voice and make
positive contributions toward
a better agriculture if they
involve themselves in the
Farm Bureau,’’ County Presi-
dent Gale Sadler said, in
urging members to turn out

and take part in the conven-
tion's decision-making
process Saturday night.

“Farmers often visit on
turnrows or over a coffee cup
about the problems that
adversely affect their opera-
tions,”’ Sadler said. ‘‘Maybe
a solution is proposed during
the conversation, but it dies
there because no action is
taken. This is where the
Farm Bureau organization can
be effective — by putting
these ideas into action.”

He explained that policy
positions developed and
adopted by local members at
the county convention Satur-
day night will be introduced
at the Texas Farm Bureau
convention later. The state
organization will then work
through its various channels
— with the legislature,
Congress, governmental
agencies, National Farm
Bureau Federation, etc. — to
bring about the solutions
proposed at the local level.

Saturday night's annual
convention is open to all
active and prospective
members of the Farm Bureau
and their families.

When the Nazareth Swifts
made out their scouting report
on Springlake-Earth, someone
should have written down
Ronnie James's and Ronnie
Smith’s license numbers.

James ran wild over the
Nazareth defense for 226
yards and three touchdowns
on seven carries to lead the
Wolverines to a 40-12 victory
over the Swifts at S-E
Stadium in their first-ever
meeting Friday night.

His backfield cohort, Smith,
raced 160 yards on 16 carries
and scored two long-distance
touchdowns.

It was the first loss of the
year for Coach Bruce Bag-
nall's Swifts.

After the Swifts’ opening
possession and punt, the
Wolverines wasted no time.
On the first play from scrim-
mage, James broke loose and
scored on a 67-yard run.
Mike McCarty's extra-point
attempt was blocked by
Calvin Schulte, and the
Wolverines owned a quick 6-0

lead with 8:50
opening stanza.
After the ensuing kickoff,
the Swifts were running their
fourth play, from the Nazar-
eth 44, when Virgil Huseman
lost the handle on the ball and
the Wolverines recovered at
their own 47. The Wolverines
scored seven plays later as
Smith capped a 53-yard drive
with a 29-yard TD run.
McCarty added the extra
point and Springlake-Earth
led, 13-0, with 3:37 still left in
the first period.
. Following an exchange of
punts, the Swifts got their
first score of the night as they
used a time-consuming drive
that carried 56 yards in 12
plays.

Bryan Huseman sparked
the drive with 35 yards on
seven carries.

Calvin Schulte scored the
TD from three yards out.
Huseman's extra-point kick
was wide, and the Swifts were
within seven points at 13-6
with 7:25 left in the second
quarter.

After the Wolverines
returned Nazareth's kickoff to
the 25 and got pushed back to
the 10 by a clipping penalty,
James pulled his hit-and-run
act again, racing 73 yards to
the Nazareth 17. Two plays
later, after Smith had gained
10 vards on two carries, QB
Jim Gonzales took the ball the
final seven yards into the end
zone. McCarty's extra-point
kick was good and the
Wolverines led, 20-6, with
6:00 remaining before half-
time.

The 90-yard scoring thrust
took less than a minute and a
half.

After a rousing talk by
Coach Bagnall at halftime, the
Swift defense came out and
held the Wolverines to eight
yards on their first three plays
of the third quarter. But on
fourth-and-two from the
Nazareth 47, Smith broke
loose around right end and
raced the distance for S-E's
fourth touchdown. Despite an
offsides call that moved the
Wolverines back to the 7-yard

line for their extra-point play,
McCarty's kick split the
uprights and the hosts led,
27-6, with 9:50 left in the
third period.

The Swifts fought back with
a 70-yard scoring drive that
saw Bryan Huseman carry six
times for 37 yards. Huseman
got the last three yards him-
self as he powered into the
end zone to cap the drive.
The Swifts went for a two-
point conversion with Calvin
Schulte bootlegging the ball,
but he was dropped a yard
short of the goal line. The
score stood at 27-12 with 5:20
left in the third.

Springlake-Earth wasted no
time finding the end zone
again. After the kickoff
return to the S-E 37, Ronnie
James — again — broke loose
and scampered down the right
sideline on a 63-yard touch-
down run. McCarty's kick
was wide, and the Wolverines
now held a 33-12 advantage
with 5:00 left. Only 20
seconds had run off the clock

Bobcats suffer 12-0 loss at Hale Center

You could ask Coach

Dimmitt recovered just out-
side the 50.

The teams settled into a
defensive battle for most of
the rest of the game.

The most controversial play
of the game came when the
officials ruled an incompletion
to Gonzales at the Hale
Center 1 midway through the
fourth quarter.

There were no officials
within 30 yards of the ball
when Gonzales caught it in
the corner. The field judge,
who is usually responsible for
downfield plays, was on the
opposite side of the field, and
the head linesman and umpire
were both near the line of
scrimmage. Sideline observ-
ers, and Gonzales himself, all
felt he had one foot in bounds
when he caught the ball
After inspection and consulta-
tion, the officials called the

pass incomplete.

When the Owls again took
control, they moved with
fluidity for 70 yards. Using
two power sweeps by Wade
and six running plays by
tailback Compton, the Owls
moved through a Dimmitt
defense that seemed without
heart after the incomplete
call. Compton highlighted the
drive with two 12-yard off-
tackle runs, and scored the
clincher with 4:34 to play.

Dimmitt players and
coaches were disheartened
after the game. Dimmitt had
been penalized a total of 104
yards on nine penalties,
including a 15-yarder that
doomed the Bobcats in the
fourth quarter. They had the
ball in Hale Center territory,
and were talking things over
on the sideline during a time-
out, when they were whistled
for a foul. The Bobcats had
only nine players on the field
when quarterback Montiel
was talking with his coaches.
The Bobcats were penalized
for not having 10 men on the
field — "‘illegal participation’’
— and were forced to punt

the football.

Dimmitt was also unable to
open up its passing game,
completing only three of 19.

We place a great deal of
emphasis on social security
benefits in this column. How-
ever, we don’'t want to neglect
the other program the Social
Security Administration
handles, namely Supple-
mentyl Security Income.

These payments, commonly
referred to as SSI benefits,
can be made to disabled or
blind children as well as
adults.

SSI is a federal program
that provides a basic cash
income to people 65 or older,
or blind, or disabled, who do
not have much income and do
not own much in the way of
property.

Let me insert a note about
financing right here. As you
know, social security benefits
are financed by social security
taxes (FICA) deducted from
earned income and held in
trust funds. SSI benefits are
financed entirely from the
general tax revenues. It is
totally separate from social
security.

There is no age limit for SSI
payments to persons who are
blind or disabled. Young
children can qualify as well as

people who are beyond 65.
For a child under 18 to be
eligible, he or she must have
an impairment comparable in
severity to one which would
prevent an adult from working
for a year or more. Blindness
is defined as central visual
acuity of 20/200 or less in the
better eye with use of a
corrective lens or restriction
of the visual field to 20
degrees or less.

In addition to meeting the
disability requirements, a
child must also meet the
income and resources tests to
get payments, The parents’
income and resources count
toward the child's eligibility
after certain allowances are
made.

The maximum SSI payment
for an individual is $238 a
month, but this amount is
reduced if a person lives with
someone else or has income
above a certain limit,

If you have a disabled child,
or know of one, you can get
additional information about
SSI by contacting our office at
1401-B West 5th Street in
Plainview or call (collect) 293-
4371. The social security
representative is in Dimmitt
the first and third Thursday of
each month from 10:00 to
12:00 noon at the courthouse.

View from

the library

This article is another
variation upon a well-known
library theme. It is still
another notice on the overdue
book. There have  been
changes lately concerning
overdue books, and today this
space will address the
subject. If our friendly small-
town editor will print this
article, then the library news
will be in fine shape.

Previously our overdue
procedures consisted of a
card. And if the patron didn't
return the book we sent
another card, and another and
another . . . ad finitem. Then
we sent letters and letters and
letters.

A couple of years ago our
circulation became quite
hefty. Some days 100 books
left this library. Most of the
time 75 books returned on
time. After a week of having
25 books overdue, there were
100 overdue books. The
clerical duties of reminding all
those books to come back
became oppressive. This
writer was the one who was
oppressed most because he
had to do a lot of reminding.

So the procedure changed.
The library tried a variety of
things. Still, however, as
many as 150 books a season
failed to make it back to the
library.

The library stopped sending
reminders. The patrons

didn’t like that.

“Fair’s fair, you know. We
didn’t get a card, so we're not
paying any fines,”’ they said.

The library decided to haul
in all patrons with overdue
books and hack their hands
off.

“Sorry,”” said the State
Library, ‘'‘that sounds too
excessive, too harsh.”

So the librarian said to
himself, ‘‘Self, something's
got to be done."

At this time, this is the
procedure. First, if a book
fails to come in within a
month of the date it is to be
returned, then the patron
loses his borrowing privileges
and has to buy a new card.
Eventually, if the book never
comes back, the library will
resort to legal action.

UETERAN'S
SERUVICES

Some veterans of the armed
forces will receive an increase
in their Veterans Administra-
tion disability compensation
payments, effective Sept. 1,
1980. This increase was one
of the future provisions of
Public Law 96-128, signed
into effect by the President
last Nov. 28.

The increase applies to
veterans who are receiving
VA compensation under
Section 314(k) of Title 38, US
Code, Veterans Benefits, and
commonly referred to as
“statutory award."””  These
vets have been receiving $56
per month for each service-
connected anatomical loss or
loss of use of a limb, eye or
creative organ. But now, the
monthly payment for each
such service-connected loss is
increased to $62, and will
appear in the disability checks
dated Oct. 1.

The increases in these VA
payments should come auto-
matically on Oct. 1, with no
application required from
individual veterans. Anyone
entitled to the statutory award
payment who does not receive
the increase in his or her Oct.
1 check should contact the
County Veterans Service
Office. We will assist in
determining why it was not
included.

*

The GI Bill will soon be 36
years old, but age has not
diminished its popularity.
This year it will support the
education of one million Viet-
nam Era veterans enrolled in
schools. Another five million
of them are still eligible for
tuition  assistance, the
Veterans Administration
reports.

VA estimates that 900,000
veterans — or about 20 per-
cent of those with eligibility
remaining — will pass the
deadline for using their
benefits this year. The law
permits a veteran to use his
education entitlement any
time during a 10-year period
following his discharge from
service, or until Dec. 31,
1989, whichever is earlier.

Since the first measure was
signed by President Roosevelt
on June 22, 1944, almost 18
million veterans have received
tuition assistance under the
GI Bill, according to Adminis-
trator of Veterans Affairs Max
Cleland. Almost 40 percent of
the trainees were Vietnam
Era veterans.

“The GI Bill has always
been VA's most popular
readjustment benefit,"’
Cleland said, ‘‘but thousands
more veterans still have
plenty of time to make
beneficial use of it. There are
so many ways the GI Bill can
be adapted to individual
needs and circumstances. |
hate to see anyone lose his
benefits simply because he let
time slip by."”

Cleland said that the tax-
payers have invested rearly
$50 billion in the program,
which is free to veterans.

The Civil Air Patrol con-
ducted 1,000 search missions
in the US last year, was
successful in 499 of them, and
saved the lives of 55 pilots
and passengers, a local CAP
officer told the Dimmitt
Kiwanis Club Monday.

Dale Maxwell, senior oper-
ations officer for the Amarillo
Squadron of the CAP, told of
the organization’s make-up
and purpose, and presented a
slide show depicting the
CAP's operations for pre-
paredness.

He explained that the CAP
is a civilian auxiliary of the US
Air Force, made up of 60,000
volunteer men and women,
18,000 of whom are pilots.

Nationally, the CAP is
organized into eight regions
with 52 "‘wings'’ — one for
each state plus the District of
Columbia and Puerto Rico,
Maxwell said. The organiza-
tion uses both CAP-owned
and member-owned aircraft in
its search missions and
emergency assistance
operations.

The main mission of the
CAP, Maxwell said, is the one
that most people are familiar
with — . emergency services.
This includes search and
rescue missions, life saving,
and civil defense services.

Maxwell explained that the
CAP, in carrying out its
‘emergency services, always
:works in cooperation with the

‘Nazareth

US Air Force, local law en-
forcement agencies that are
responsible for search and
rescue in their jurisdictions,
and with the Red Cross,
Salvation Army and other
agencies that have
emergency-service programs.

Two other missions of the
CAP, Maxwell said, are an
aerospace education program

for members and a cadet
program for youths 13
through 17. The cadet

program, he said, is intended
to motivate youths toward
leadership and citizenship in
an aerospace environment.
He said that any CAP pilot
on a search-and-rescue
mission is confronted with
three main problems: (1) the
chancy nature of searching
large areas for a small air-
craft, (2) the high mortality
rate of air-crash victims, in
which rescue time can play a
vital role, and (3) the lack of
operational emergency trans-
mitters aboard many aircraft.
He showed several types of
emergency locator trans-
mitters (ELT’s) which send a
non-directional radio signal
which searching pilots can
“home in"' on. All aircraft —
domestic, commercial and
military — are required to
carry ELT's aboard, he said,
but many don't. The last
three downed planes that he
helped look for didn't have
operational ELT's, he said.

‘Kiss Your Baby’
day for CF drive

Mayor Elmer Youts has
declared Sunday as ‘'Kiss
Your Baby'' Day in Dimmitt.

“Kiss Your Baby'' Day will
be held as part of National
Cystic Fibrosis Week and the
local CF Breath of Life
Campaign.

Stressing the need for
greater public health educa-

tion in Dimmitt, the mayor
said that ‘‘Kiss Your Baby"'
Day is designed to help
parents recognize the

symptoms of cystic fibrosis in
their children.

One of the signs of CF is a
salty taste to the skin.
Mothers have sometimes
alerted doctors to the possibil-
ity of CF when kissing their
babies and tasting salt,
explained Mayor Youts.

Cystic fibrosis is inherited
by approximately one of every
1,600 American babies. It
occurs when a child receives a
gene from the disease from
each parent. So far, there's
no cure for CF, but early
diagnosis and treatment are
helping to lengthen lives.
Today, 50 percent of CF
patients can be expected to
live past age 19, where once
few survived to school age.

The signs of cystic fibrosis
include: recurrent wheezing,
persistent coughing with
excessive mucus, pneumonia
more than once, excessive
appetite with poor weight
gain and clubbing (enlarge-
ment of fingertips). Cystic
fibrosis signs also include a
salty taste of the skin, per-
sistent bulky diarrhea and
nasal polyps.

The mayor joined the Lone
Star Chapter of the Cystic
Fibrosis Foundation in urging
everyone to ‘‘Kiss Your
Baby'' and watch for the
signs of cystic fibrosis in all
children.

ture has announced the 1981
wheat program. The provi-
sions outlined in the
announcement are being
furnished for informational
purposes. It should be specif-
ically noted that some provi-
sions are preliminary, as
noted, and subject to change.

PROGRAM PROVISIONS

Set-Aside — There will be
no required set-aside for 1981
wheat

Normal, Crop Acreage —
Producers on farms with
planted wheat must ascertain
that the farm NCA is not
exceeded to be eligible for
program benefits on any NCA
Crop, except sugar.

Cross Compliance — For
producers on farms with
planted wheat to be eligible
for program benefits on any
NCA crop, program or non-
program (except sugar), the
farm NCA must not be
exceeded.

Off-Setting Compliance —
In addition to planting within
the NCA on a participating
wheat farm, owners and
operators must ascertain that
the NCA is not exceeded on
any other farm with wheat
planted which they own or
operate.

Paid Diversion and Haying
and Grazing — If conditions
change and it becomes
evident that wheat supplies
will be excessive, a paid
diversion will be offered. A
final decision on haying and
grazing will be made before
the beginning of the spring
grazing period.

National Program Acreage

The PRELIMINARY

Disaster Provisions — The
Agricultural Adjustment Act
of 1980 provided for the
extension of the disaster pro-
visions only for the 1980 crop
year. Legislation now pend-
ing in Congress, however,
could make the current ASCS
disaster provisions an option
to producers for 1981.

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Pest program reduces Hart enrollment
costs, Knudson says drops below 600

A pest management pro-
gram devised by the Exten-
sion Service here has reduced
the cost of greenbug control
in grain sorghum from more
than $4 per acre to $1.69 per
acre, County Entomologist
Allen Knudson told the
Dimmitt Rotary Club Friday.

He said the pest manage-
ment program not only lowers
spraying costs, but also
educates producers on proper
pest control, re-establishes a
scientific and economically
sound program of pest
management, and prevents
future ecological problems in
agriculture.

“‘Insecticides are very
useful,”” Knudson explained.
“"We must just know when to

use them, and in what
amounts, for maximum
efficiency.”

Knudson said that one of
the main things a grower
needs to avoid is killing off
the beneficial insects along
with the harmful ones.

He noted that the '‘green-

bug crisis’’ of 1968 spurred a
dramatic increase in the
spraying of insecticides on
grain sorghum crops. This
“‘total kill'"' approach is
unscientific, he said, because
it can lead to the development
of an insecticide-resistant
strain and an outbreak of
secondary pests such as
spider mites.

Management of insects, not
the destruction of them,
should be the main goal of the
producer, Knudson said. For
instance, a certain level of
greenbug population won't
cause significant damage to a
grain crop, but will provide
food for such beneficial
insects as ladybugs, spiders
and wasps.

Knudson presented a slide
show of pests that affect grain
sorghum crops in this area.

He noted that the advent of
corn as a major crop had a
significant effect on past
populations and balance.
Corn is not as good a ‘‘host
plant’’ for some of the harm-
ful insects that the beneficials
feed upon, he said, so when
the harmful ones reach
damaging population levels in
grain sorghum and cotton,
there aren’t as many benefic-
ials to control them,
