Dimmitt attorney Jack R. 
16 Pages Miller will take the oath of 

office Friday as the new judge 
of the 64th Judicial District. 

He'll be sworn in by his 
predecessor, Judge John T. 
Boyd, at a public ceremony at 
4 p.m. Friday in the district 
courtroom here. A reception 
will follow. 

Gov. Bill Clements an-
nounced Miller's appointment 
to the judge's post last Wed-
nesday afternoon. Miller is 
believed to be the first Castro 
County man ever to hold a 
state judgeship. 

Miller, 51, will succeed 
Judge Boyd, who held the 
post 13 years before being 
appointed by the governor in 
August to the new Seventh 
Court of Appeals in Amarillo. 

Miller's appointive term 
will expire Dec. 31, 1982. He 
announced this week that he 
will seek election to a full 
term in the Democratic pri-
mary election next May. 

The 64th District Court 
serves Hale, Swisher and 
Castro Counties, in tandem 
with the newer 242nd District 
Court. Approximately 70 to 
80% of the court's case load 
originates in Plainview. 

"However, I plan to con-
tinue to live in Dimmitt as 
long as I can adequately 
handle the job," Miller said. 
"I will have an office in the 
courthouses of all three 
counties."

per ton. Dairy prices would 
be set at 70 to 90 percent of 
parity, with annual adjust-
ments which can be deleted 
by the Secretary of Agricul-
ture under certain circum-
stances. 

Current USDA figures 
indicate production costs per 
acre on all commodities are 
increasing. Yet at the same 
time, prices on these same 
commodities are falling. 

As an example, Moeller 
cited wheat, whose average 
price in July was $3.55 a 
bushel, 41 cents per bushel 
less than a year ago. Yet the 
production costs were 15 
percent more this year than in 
1980. 

"Simple arithmetic shows 
the farmer is losing ground on 
the price he is receiving and 
the production cost," Moeller 
said. 

Other costs have also 
increased during the past 
year. The USDA reported 
fuel was up 24 percent, fertil-
izer 14 percent and the costs 
of motor supply 13 percent. 
The average interest rate paid 
by farmers also increased by 
more than four percent over 
the previous year.

Dimmitt's rebate check for 
September was $9,600.60, 
bringing the city's total for 
1981 to $107,828.94. Last 
year's September payment 
was 88,379.74, making the 
1980 total $99,228,87 for the 
first eight months. 	The 
increase over last year's total 
was 8.67%. 

Hart's September rebate 
check is for $778.66, an 
increase over the 1980 Sep-
tember rebate of $697.89. 
But the total for the year to 
date in 1981 is $11,594.48, 
which is 7.24% less than the 
total to date for 1980, which 
was $12,499.59. 

Nazareth also showed an 
increase in the September 
rebate, registering $1,200.30 
in 1981, compared with 
$1,026.85 in 1980. But again, 
the year's totals to date show 
a decrease of 0.34%, with 

State Comptroller Bob Bul-
lock reported that 750 Texas 
cities received $40.9 million in 
city sales tax rebates for 
September, bringing the total 
for 1981 so far to $480.3 
million an increase of 14.7% 
over last year's total at this 
month. 

In area cities the greatest 
percentage of improvement 
was registered by Friona, 
while the greatest percentage 
of decline belonged to Hart. 
Nazareth and Olton also 
showed a drop from their 
figures at this time last year. 

Cities in this area showed 
an average increase of 6.19%, 
lagging far behind the state-
wide increase. 

Dimmitt is the only city in 
Castro County that showed an 
increase, with an 8.67% climb 
in sales-tax rebates over the 
first eight months of 1980.

City officials, upset over the 
cost of aerial spraying, revved 
up the city's "fogger" this 
week to fight new swarms of 
mosquitoes. 

At Monday night's meeting 
of the Board of Aldermen, 
Mayor R. L. Fleming noted 
the latest spray bill of $1,800 
and complained that the twin-
engine spray plane "didn't 
even go over my home (on 
Sunset Circle) the last two 
times." 

Public Works Director Ned 
Smith reported that the city's 
fogging machine would be put 
back into service Tuesday, 
and estimated it would take 
four to five days to cover the 
entire city with it. 	The 
machine sprays a mist of 
malathion, the same insecti-
cide used by the areial 
sprayer. 

Also, Smith said, larvacide 
has been put into the lakes in 
and around the city. 

"I feel that in a week or two 
we'll hire somebody" as city 
manager, Dimmitt Mayor R. 
L. Fleming reported at Mon-
day night's meeting of the 
Board of Aldermen. 

Fleming said the city has 
received five applications so 
far, "some very good, and all 
from local people." 

The city has advertised 
both in the News and in the 
Texas Municipal League 
magazine for a city manager 
to succeed Garnett Holland, 
who has retired. 

But Garza argued that La

Teodoro Tijerina, owner of 
La Estrellita, and his attor-
ney, Thomas Garza of Lub-
bock, complained to the alder-
men that the police depart-
ment has been holding up the 
issuance of individual dance 
permits to the point that 
Tijerina can't book bands for 
his Friday and Saturday night 
dances with any guarantee. 

Police Chief Ronald Mit-
chell had told the board 
earlier that permits were 
being issued on a dance-by-
dance basis as a hedge 
against disturbances at the 
dance hall. He said officers 
made 30 arrests during 
August on public intoxication 
and DWI charges "which 
were related directly to this 
dance hall."

To promote the wise and 
judicious use of soil, water 
and related renewable natural 
resources in Castro County, 
Dale Winders, chairman of 
the Running Water Soil and 
Water Conservation District, 
announced the support and 
assistance of Texas-born Mac 
Davis, singer-songwriter and 
actor. 

"Mac's concern for the 
conservation of this state's 
renewable natural resources 
has prompted him to lend his 
talents in narration and music 
through recorded radio public 
service spots to the needs' for 
conserving these resources," 
Winders said. 

"Mac's interest in assisting 
Texas soil and water conser-
vation districts promote a 
strong conservation ethic 
stems from the fact that he is 
personally acquainted with 
our problems. As a youngster 
growing up in Lubbock, he 
saw what devastating high 
winds and hard driving rains 
can do to the land," Winders 
added.  

The entertainer has ex-
pressed his interest this way: 

"When I was growing up in 
Lubbock it seemed like we 
had a sandstorm every day. 
My daddy had a little motel 
and it was my sister's job and 
mine to haul the sand out of 
the flower beds. We'd fill a 
wheelbarrow and dump it on a 
vacant lot across the street. 
The next day the sand would 
blow back and we'd have to 
do it all over again." 

In response to a question 
about the economics of con-
servation and the fact that the 
costs of soil and water conser-
vation measures are difficult 
to recover in the market 
place, Davis said, "I don't 
care whether a person lives in 
a city or on a farm. People 
depend on the land. So we all 
ought to be willing to share in 
the cost of conserving it and 
still leave room for the farmer 
and cattleman to make a 
decent profit in the same way 
as anybody on the street has 
to." 

"Due to an expanding 
population, our soil, water 
and other renewable re- 

WHAT ARE all the library 
magazines talking about now?

Davis continued. "It comes 
down to the old eye-for-an-eye 
and tooth-for-a-tooth concept. 
If we take from the land, we 
need to understand that we 
are going to have to give 
something back to what we 
took from." 

Davis is also supportive of 
conservation problems being 
resolved at the local level. 

"I have always believed 
that local people should take 
care of their own problems," 
Davis said. "Of course, if 
they need help from state or 
federal sources, then they 
ought to be able to get it. But 
I think people, no matter 
where they live, resent having 
state or federal bureaucracies 
dictate how to resolve a local 
concern." 

Commenting on Davis' 
interest in assisting Texas 
SWCDs with a conservation 
public awareness program, 
Winders said, "We appreci-
ate what Mac is doing 
because he is expressing the 
point that it's time for us to 
become involved and take 
stack of our available soil, 
water and other renewable 
resources and start thinking 
about the future." 

"Many 	conservation 
measures to protect the land 
have become cost prohibitive 
today. Farmers — like other 
people — produce to survive, 
but in the process they face a 
dilemma of conscience in 
deciding where and when to 
practice conservation. They 
have to pay their debts and 
they have to support their 
families. When existing 
economic conditions leave 
them with no choice but to 
tolerate a declining productiv-
ity of their land, then we all 
will inevitably suffer with 
them," Winders concluded.

The Texas Farmers Union 
is launching a .t..atewide 
membership drive this week, 
on the heels of a countywide 
membership drive that's still 
underway. 

Texas Farmers Union Pres-
ident Mike Moeller called on 
all family farmers and 
ranchers in Texas "to work 
together in protecting their 
livelihood and preserving 
agriculture as the backbone of 
America." 

The Texas Farmers Union, 
now 79 years old, was found-
ed in Point, Texas, in 1902 as 
the Farmers Educational and 
Cooperative Union of Amer-
ica. The TFU now has 10,000 
family members involving all 
commodity groups, while the 
National Farmers Union has 
over 250,000 members. 

The Farmers Union repre-
sents farmers and ranchers in 
legislative activities in both 
Washington, 	D.C., 	and 
Austin. The association also 
provides educational mater-
ials and promotes cooperation 

among producers. The TFU 
also is involved in rural 
development programs which 
include 	senior 	citizens 
programs — Green Thumb 
and the Senior Texans 
Employment 	Program 
(STEP). 

Among the national issues 
the Farmers Union is current-
ly working on are the 1981 
Farm Bill, preservation of 
disaster loans, reduction of 
interest rates, maintaining the 
social 	security 	system, 
changes in estate and gift tax 
law, assistance for beginning 
farmers, protection against 
grain elevator bankruptcies 
and others. 

On the state level, the 
Texas Farmers Union worked 
for the tax exemption for 
gasohol, prohibition of foreign 
purchases of agricultural 
land, reform of property tax 
laws and establishment of the 
Farm and Ranch security 
program. The TFU also plans 
to have introduced a bill 
which will set minimum prices 
for commodities in Texas in 
the 1983 legislature. 

In addition to legislative 
activities, the Farmers Union 
also has group health, life and 
property insurance programs 
for the farm and the family, a 
tire and battery program and 
other special membership 
services.

Garza complained that the 
wording of the dance permit 
which Tijerina has to sign 
"imposes -additional require-
ments that are not in the 
ordinance" by making him 
responsible for the destruc-
tion of any public property 
and making him liable to the 
city. 

Garza said the permit 
application calls for Tijerina to 
"give up his rights," and 
added, "You don't ask any 
other kind of businessman to 
comply with such rules . . . 
don't see why a man should 
be required to sign his life 
away to get a permit." 

Garza said Tijerina had no 
complaint with the city 
ordinance governing dance 
halls, but only with the word-
ing of the dance permits and 
the city's practice of issuing 
them sometimes as late as 24 
hours prior to a dance. He 
asked that the permit be 
reworded to comply with the 
ordinance, and that a permit 
be issuable 60 days in 
advance of a dance. 

Mayor R. L. Fleming 
commented, "I see no reason 
why a man can't be issued a 
permit 60 days in advance, 
with the date and time on it, 
so he can go ahead and book 
the band and make any 
arrangements he needs to 
make." 

City Attorney Jack Edwards 
said he would redraft the 
ordinance and the wording of 
the permits.

State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock reminds Texans that 
sales tax is no longer due on 
any therapeutic device bought 
or rented by a person when 
it's prescribed by a doctor.

Bullock said the legislature 
also broadened the motor 
vehicle tax exemption to 
include vehicles modified for 
orthopedically - handicapped 
persons. 

The exemption now applies 
to modified vehicles whose 
primary use is to transport an 
orthopedically - handicapped 
person. 

A five cent per $100 valua-
