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West files suit against city, Ontiveros 
Dale West has filed a civil suit against the City of Dimmitt and Police 

Officer Miguel Ontiveros in connection with the bullet wound that West 
sustained during a SWAT team drill conducted by the Dimmitt Police Dept. 
on Feb. 15. 

The suit, filed May 14 in 242nd District Court, claims "severe, life-threat-
ening and debilitating personal injuries, extreme mental and emotional an-
guish, and other damages sustained by Edward Dale West as a result of a 
gunshot wound inflicted upon him by Miguel Ontiveros, individually and as 
a City of Dimmitt Policeman and employee." 

The suit does not specify an amount of damages sought. It also asks for 
a jury trial. 

Further wording in the suit states that West was "entreated" by the police 

guish, physical disability, reasonable and necessary medical expenses in-
curred by West in the past and in the future, lost income for the past and 
future, and physical disfigurement and scarring. 

West told the News that he had no comment about the suit. His attorney 
is James L. Killion of Lubbock, who is a board certified personal injury trial 
lawyer, 

Dimmitt Mayor Wayne Collins said the city is being represented by 
lawyers for the Texas Municipal League, which holds the liability and Work-
ers Compensation insurance policies for the city. 

Collins said the city was notified of the suit by certified letter on May 16. 
"It was an unfortunate accident," Collins said. "We're just grateful Dale

It further states that during the exercise, Ontiveros and others from the 
police department, including Ontiveros' supervisors "failed to exercise ordi-
nary care and caused or allowed Ontiveros' service firearm to be loaded with 
live 9mm high-power ammunition." 

The suit charges Ontiveros and the department with "negligence and gross 
negligence," which caused West "severe and permanent injuries and dam-
ages." It enumerated severe pain and suffering, mental and emotional an-

shifted enough to require redistrict-
ing. 

According to 2000 Census data, 
the present populations of the four 
commissioner precincts are: Pct. 1 
with 1,908; Pct. 2 with 2,088; Pct. 3 
with 2,099; and Pct. 4 with 2,190. 

Bosse said the ideal population 
for each precinct would be 2,071, 
and the boundaries need to be shifted 
to bring the precincts into as close a

Saturday to a very 
strange noise, then suddenly realized 
it was their smoke alarm, and hastily 
exited their home. 

Dub said they grabbed a few 
items to take with them and quickly 
drove into town to use the phone at 
their business, Video Magic, to call 
911, because the phones did not 

The Prisoner of War Memorial

The General Education Develop-

ment (GED) diploma is designed to 
be equivalent to a high school di-
ploma. It has five sub-tests covering 
literature, science, social studies, 
math and writing skills. 

The new version of the test, which 
will start being used in January of 
2002, will cover those same areas: 
but with more emphasis on life-
skills, work place,-and critical think-
ing applications, making _its success-
ful completion more like what is 
required of today's high school grad-
uate. 

Getting that diploma can make a 
big difference in the quality of life 
for your family. A high school di-
ploma or GED diploma is an impor-
tant step toward entering or advanc-
ing in the workplace, in job training 
and staff development classes, and in 
job flexibility by giving a worker 
more options as to what sort of jobs 
may be open to them. ' 

Employers such as Iowa Beef 
Packers and Wal-Mart Distribution 
will hire people without a diploma, 

GED preparation classes are avail-
able in most counties throughout the 
Panhandle through the Region 16 
ESC.

but they encourage employees to get 
their GEDs as a pre-requisite to ad-
vancement. 

Changes to the GED test reflect 
changes in the business world and in 
the way we communicate in the in-
formation age. For instance, 40% of 
the social studies and 50% of the 
science test questions will be based 
on graphics alone (charts, maps, 
graphs, diagrams, cartoons or pho-
tos). The editing portion of the test 
will no longer have a spelling list. It 
will only test on homonym confu-
sion. Most word processors have a 
spell-checker program, but don't 
correct grammar. Half of the mathe-
matics test will be done using a cal-
culator, provided at the testing site. 
Higher-order thinking skills are em-
phasized throughout the tests, so a 
student may expect to see more ana-
lyzing and synthesizing type ques-
tions. For instance, new information 
about the playwright given after 
reading an excerpt from the play is 
one example from the litera-
ture/reading test. 

In the current version of the GED, 
each of the five sub-tests must be 
passed with a minimum score of 40 
and a combined score of 225 or 
better. Any sub-test not passed can 
be retaken. The new version of the 
test will have a different scoring 
system. 

The current version of the GED 
has been effective since 1988. Any-
one who has begun taking the GED 
since that year is advised to complete 
all five tests before January 2002. 
Once the new test version begins, 
partial scores from the old test will 
not be accepted for obtaining a di-
ploma, and a person would have to 
start all over again.

Recently released planting inten-
tion numbers from the US Dept. of 
Agriculture show a decrease in acres 
planted to genetically-modified 
(GMO) corn, but the American Corn 
Growers Association is not surprised 
by the decline. 

ACGA is forecasting a 10% to 
12% percent reduction once planting 
is completed. 

According to the USDA numbers, 
total planting of GMO corn acres 
will drop from 25% in 2000 to 24% 
in 2001. 

What is especially troubling for 
the biotechnology industry are reduc-
tions in the three major corn-produc-
ing states-Iowa, Nebraska and 
Illinois, according to the ACGA. 

Iowa shows a drop from 30% in 
2000 to 28% in 2001. Illinois shows 
a drop from 17% in 2000 to 14% in 
2001. In Nebraska, a huge drop is 
predicted, from 34% in 2000 to 25% 
in 2001. 

While the USDA's prospective 
plantings indicate a 1% reduction, 
ACGA anticipates a considerably 
larger drop of 10 to 12% in GMO 
planted corn acres. 

The ACGA forecast is based on 
contacts with corn growers all across 
the country. A larger forecast drop is 
also consistent with last year's pat-
tern, when USDA planting intentions 
showed a much smaller drop than 
did the ACGA. 

"Once planting is completed in 
late May, ACGA will commission a 
scientific, randomly-selected, statisti-
cally valid survey of corn producers 
to determine the definitive planting 
numbers. This will be the third year 
the ACGA has performed this objec-
tive marketing service to the nation's 
corn producers," said Dan McGuire, 
ACGA program director.

Sales tax rebates are down 
in Dimmitt, Hart this month 

Sales tax rebates issued during 
May to the cities of Dimmitt and 
Hart were down from those paid in 
May 2000, while Nazareth's rebate 
inched higher. 

Rebates issued in May were for 
local sales taxes collected in March 
which were reported to the Texas 
Comptroller in April. 

The City of Dimmitt received a 
rebate totaling $21,460.58, 30.06% 
lower than the May 2000 rebate of 
$30,687.28. So far this year, the city 
has earned $119,430.64, which is 
down 16.45% from the $142,949.32 
collected• through May 2000. 
Dimmitt collects a 1.5% sales tax. 

Nazareth saw a 10.95% hike in its 
rebate from May 2000 to May 2001, 
as this month's payment of 
$1,745.44 was up from the 2000 
stipend of $1,573.14. This year, Naz- 
areth is running 2.11% ahead of its 
2000 totals after receiving $6,852.56, 
compared with the $6,710.84 earned 
through May 2000. Nazareth collects 
a 1.5% sales tax rate. 
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Hart's rebate was down 29.13% 
for May. The city earned a rebate of 
$1,535.98 this month, compared with 
$2,167.53 a year ago. Hart collects a 
1% sales tax that has earned the city 
$7,010.88 so far this year. That's 
27.21% behind 2000 payments 
which totaled $9,632.50 through 
May. 

The comptroller's next sales tax 
allocation is scheduled for Friday, 
June 8.
