“If the federal government
goes through with what we
think they're planning, it
could be the biggest turn-
around in government policy
in the history of federal agri-
culture programs,’’ King
said.

He said the announcement
of the proposed emergency
plan is expected to be made
“‘about Christmas time."

The TCGA got involved in
the Administration's policy
planning when its executive
board drew up a set of
‘““emergency proposals’’ last
week to send '‘to everybody
in the state and federal
government who has anything
to do with agriculture.”

Noting that ‘‘the worm is
turning’’ in the makeup of the
House Agriculture Committee
because of Republican losses
in the recent elections, the
TCGA directors hoped their
proposals would reach a
sympathetic ear in Washing-
ton.

In its list of proposals, the
TCGA is recommending:

—Increased exports of
corn, cotton, sorghum, wheat,
soybeans, oats and barley
now in the CCC loan and
reserve programs, in order to
save the storage costs, make
more storage space available,
cut the balance-of-trade
deficit and improve market
prices.

—Encourage producers to
redeem surplus commodities
from the Commodity Credit
Corp. and sell them, rather
than forfeit them under the
loan and reserve programs.

—A mandatory 20% acre-
age reduction of the specified
crops, plus an optional addi-
tional 40% reduction, with the
producer to be paid (at his
option) in cash, surplus
commodities in kind, or credit

Quilts require special care.

With fall at hand and
winter on the way, quilts and
comforters will be in the lime-
light as they are taken from
storage and put to use.

‘‘Before using a quilt,
check its condition, fiber con-
tent and age. An heirloom
quilt, for example, should not
be used on the bed where
people will sit or puil on it,"”
explains Dr. Peggy S. Owens,
housing and home furnishings
specialist with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service.

Start with the least compli-
cated and least damaging
method when cleaning quilts,
Owens advises. Airing will
remove any musty smell ac-
quired during storage. To
remove dust or surface soil,
vacuum with an upholstery

tool. Cover the quilt with
fiberglass screening — but
don't vacuum directly on the
quilt.

Stain removal is unwise on
older quilts because it weak-
ens the fibers. Dry cleaning
solvents remove oily stains
but are usually too harsh for
older quilting fabrics, the
specialist warns.

““Wet cleaning must be
done carefully. Do not
machine-wash or machine-dry
or line-hang a quilt. Soak in a
bathtub using a very dilute
detergent solution. Rinse
several times to remove deter-
gent. Then support the
weight of the quilt to prevert
strain on fabric and stitches.
Dry on a bed sheet outside,"’

on storage, interest and
handling charges.

—Revision and updating of
crop bases for the 1983 crop
year.

—Establishment of a select
“‘emergency task force’' to
implement a water
importation plan.

In a preamble to the
TCGA's list of recommenda-
tions, King charged that the
Administration’s proposed
crop diversions for 1983 —
20% mandatory, with 10%
paid — ‘‘is about half what
the producers need."

“We are faced with a weak
farm program and with past
and present Administrations’
embargoes, threats of em-
bargoes and sanctions to the
point where agriculture-
related businesses and farms
alike are going bankrupt,”
King said.

The Texas Corn Growers’
proposals drew an immediate
response from the USDA.

““We really appreciated
John Ford taking the time and
trouble to meet with us Satur-
day,”” King said. ‘‘Some-
thing has to be done, and
there's a lot of activity in the
USDA right now to try to
come up with some ideas and
answers.'’

The main TCGA proposal
that may come out in the
Administration plan is the
20-40 acreage reduction idea.

““Mr. Ford told us Monday
that he is recommending that
the USDA piggy-back our
60% diversion proposal on top
of the present program as a
further option for the farm-
ers,”” King said. He added
that the TCGA had recon-
mended the ‘‘piggy-back”’
approach ‘‘because some
crops such as wheat have
already been planted and
cotton ground is being pre-
pared in South Texas.”’

King said he hoped the
60% diversion option would
help agriculture-related bus-
inesses as well as farmers.

““These businesses would
be better off with a massive
iverted acreage for a year,
because then things might go
back to normal,”’ King said.
He said an increase in
diverted acres during the 1983

crop year '‘also would mini-

mize the amount of money
that the Farmers Home Ad-
ministration and the Small
Business Administration
would be spending in loans,
while at the same time reduc-
ing the financial needs of
farmers for crop production.”’

The acreage reduction
“‘would save us from throwing
good money after bad and
would also reduce the borrow-
ing levels needed by farm-
ers,”’ King added.

King said the TCGA dele-
gation emphasized to Ford
that if farmers are to divert
acreage in 1983 they must be
adequately paid for doing so.
The ''in kind’’ payment of
commodities is one form of
compensation that may be
phased into the farm-support
program.

“Ford told us that Block is
hoping there’'s a way to go
around the $50,000 limitation,
and that he feels the ‘pay-
ment in kind' plan would not
violate this limitation,”’ King
said.

King said that the Adminis-
tration seems to be looking at
a number of similarly unique
and sweeping proposals, all
aimed at reducing surplus
stocks to get farm markets
back to normal in 1984 and
beyond.

““The USDA let us know
that a billion bushels is the

minimum they want to take
out of the reserve,”" King
said. ‘‘We had been talking
in terms of around 50 million
bushels. So this is good
news.

““How much discretionary
power the Secretary of Agri-
culture has in the area of
reducing stocks is still the big
question,’’ King explained.
""For example, we don’t know

yet whether the release of
surplus stocks to farmers
would require’ an act of Con-
gress or whether it would
come under the Secretary's
discretionary power.

“But the heartening thing
is that the federal government
is going to make a big
change, and it can't make
things any worse than they
are right now,”’ he said.
