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Medicare releases new list of approved Part D drug plans 
Enrollment period 
to begin in Nov. 

AUSTIN — The annual enrollment period for Medicare 
Part D, the prescription drug coverage program, begins 
Nov. 15, 2006, and ends Dec. 31, 2006. The program is 
voluntary and can be especially helpful for people who 
have high prescription drug costs and no drug coverage. 
Coverage for persons enrolling during the upcoming 
enrollment period will begin on Jan. 1, 2007. 

People currently enrolled in a Medicare prescription 
drug plan should carefully review their coverage to ensure 
that it still meets their needs. 

Premiums, copayments and the medications the plan 
covers may have changed for 2007. 

If-you decide to switch plans, you will need to enroll in  

a new plan during the Nov. 15-Dec. 31, 2006, enrollment 
period. If you decide that you want to keep your current 
plan, you do not have to re-enroll. 

Medicare has released a list of approved plans for 2007. 
Additional plans are expected to be added to the list prior 
to the beginning of the enrollment period. 

The best way to review and compare plans is to use the 
Medicare Prescription Drug Plan Finder available on the 
Medicare web site at www.medicare.gov. 

Some people may find that thtir current plan has decided 
to discontinue services. 

If that is the case, they will have to select a new plan to 
maintain their prescription drug coverage, and must enroll 
in a new plan between Nov. 15, 2006, and Dec. 31, 2006. 
Consumers should watch their mail for information about 
any changes. 

If a plan decides to discontinue services, it must notify its 
customers and outline all the available options. 

These notices are expected to be mailed during October. 

Consumers can get free personalized help at 1-800-
Medicare (1-800-633-4227). Services are available 24 
hours a day and seven days a week. 

In Texas, consumers also can call 1-800-252-9240 and 
ask to speak with a local benefits counselor in their area. 
Benefits counselors can provide one-on-one assistance in 
enrolling in a Medicare prescription drug plan. 

Agents and companies who use high-pressure tactics or 
make misleading statements in order to sell insurance may 
be violating Medicare and Texas insurance rules. 
Consumers should document what happened and file a 
complaint with the plan, 1-800-Medicare, or the Texas 
Department of Insurance (TDI) at 1-800-252-3439. 

Also, no one from Medicare will call you. Medicare 
advises consumers to not give their Social Security 
numbers or bank account information to any callers. 

If you believe you have been the victim of insurance 
fraud, or attempted fraud, call TDI's Fraud Hot Line, 1-
888-327-8818.

Forum 
Pre-K fails to perform: State's academic defects won't be fixed with expanded, costly program 
BY JAMIE STORY 

Organizations 	and 
lawmakers across the 
country, and even right here 
in Texas, are leading the 
charge for publicly-funded, 
universal pre-kindergarten. 

Last month, "Pre-K Now" 
held its annual satellite 
conference, highlighting 
Texas as a prospective state 
for expanding pre-K. 

Advocates 	claim 
universal pre-K will result 
in increased test scores, 
lower dropout rates, and 
students who are better 
prepared for a global 
economy. The evidence 
suggests otherwise. 

United States fourth-
graders perform well 
compared 	to 	their 
international peers — 
including France, whose  

fourth-graders trail the United 
States despite having access 
to universal preschool. But 
by the time American 
students reach high school, 
they rank near the bottom of 
all industrialized countries. 
At the same time, we spend 
more educating each student 
than almost any other country 
in the world. 

Our education bureaucracy 
is spending vast resources  

for dismal results. Further 
expanding this ineffective 
system to encompass 
toddlers is the last thing we 
should do — especially 
when evidence suggests our 
focus should be on the 
upper grades. 

Numerous researchers 
have studied the academic 
effects of preschool. While 
some studies have found 
positive 	effects 	for 
disadvantaged children, 
these benefits do not apply 
universally. Only one study 
has examined the long-term 
benefits of preschool on 
non-disadvantaged 
children. Its conclusion: 
children in programs not 
targeted to disadvantaged 
populations were no better 
off than those not attending 
any preschool. 

In fact, research has 
shown preschool can 
actually hinder social 
development, especially for 
children from the poorest 
families. 

In cases where students 
do benefit, the results are 
typically 	short-lived. 
Researchers at the University 
of California at Santa 
Barbara — in the largest-

On October 3, 2006, our 
beloved father, Jerome 
Thomas Casler Jr., went 
Home to be with His Lord 
and Savior. 

Born October 13, 1921, 
near Mooringsport, La., 
Jerome was the son • of 
Jerome Thomas Casler Sr. 
and Nellie Stephenson 
Casler. 

He passed away 
peacefully in Weatherford, 
Texas, where he lived for 
48 years. 

J. T., as he was known to 
family and friends, grew 
up during the Great 
Depression in the Texas 
Panhandle communities of 
Flagg, Arney and Dimmitt. 
At the age of 10, he read the 
entire set of the Books of 
Knowledge, which began 
his lifelong quest for 
knowledge. His passion 
for learning, and his 
admonition to "get an 
education," had a great 
influence on his whole 
family. 

After graduating from 
Dimmitt High School, he 
joined 	the 	Civilian 
Conservation Corps. 

When his father died a 
year later, J.T., then 18 
years Old, became the 
leader and provider for his 
mother and eight brothers 
and sisters. 

J.T. soon journeyed to 
Baltimore, Maryland, 
where he was trained to be 
a First-Class Ship-fitter, 
and also met his future 
wife, Alpha Bowman. 

Many friends called him 
"Tex" or "Mr. Texas." 

As the provider for his 
family, J.T. had been 
exempted from the draft, 
however, in 1944, he was 
finally able to take his 
place among the other 
brave soldiers of the United 
States Army during World 
War II. 

He married Alpha 
Bowman on Oct. 19, 1944, 
two weeks before he was 
shipped overseas to Europe 
for two years. 

Jerome T. Casler 

J.T. became a soldier in 
the 7th Army, 44'h Division 
Infantry, 324th Infantry 
Regiment, assigned to 3'd 
Battalion, Headquarters C, 
A&P (Ammunition & 
Pioneer) Platoon. 

As the automatic 
rifleman for his unit, he 
carried a Browning 
Automatic Rifle (BAR) 
and became "point man," 
taking the lead in many 
dangerous situations. 

He also had the 
responsibility of carrying 
two Bangalore torpedoes 
(portable explosives), and 
thus acquired a new 
-nickname, "Bangalore." 

He served his country 
with honor and courage in 
Italy, France and Germany, 
and received his honorable 
discharge in 1946. 

Back in civilian life, J. T. 
pursued a variety of 
entrepreneurial endeavors, 
and attended college at 
TCU before going to work 
for General Dynamics 
Corporation in Fort Worth, 
Texas. 

Because 	of 	his 
intelligence 	and 
perseverance, he moved 
from working on the 
"line," to become tech 
writer, tech editor, and 
finally Senior Engineer. 

During his time at GD 
he worked on the B-52 
Bomber, B-58 Bomber, F-
111, and F-16, among 
others. He also became the 
writer and director of 
promotional videos for the 
Air. Force and Army, 
writing, directing and 
producing videos for the 
maintenance of the F-16. 
After 35 years of service, 

he self-published as HEART 
OF A RIFLEMAN. 

He is survived by his 
three daughters, Jewell 
Casler Dean (Tommy) of 
Boise, Idaho; Cassie Casler 
Measures of Weatherford, 
Texas; Treasa Casler 
Mallory 	(Bill) 	of 
Wimberley, 	TX.; 
grandchildren: Jason Dean 
(LaNea); Julie Dean O'Brien 
(Daniel) of Boise, Idaho; 
Erin Mallory Burns (Blake) 
and Jordan Mallory of 
Wimberley; 	Heather 
Mallory Davis (Thomas) of 
San Marcos; Margaret 
Measures of Weatherford; 
great-grandchildren: Callie, 
Cody, and Corban Dean; 
Jacob, Jeffrey and Danny 
O'Brien, all of Boise, 
Idaho; and Mackenzie 
Burns of Wimberley. He is 
also survived by his brothers 
Spencer, Burleigh, Travis 
(Diane), and Velton (Murle)-

During his life, J.T. was a 
strong Christian and a 
charter member of Calvary 
United Methodist Church, 
where he taught Sunday 
School for 47 years, was a 
lay leader, and Chairman of 
the Board.

He enjoyed reading 
the Sunday paper comics 
aloud to his family, and also 
loved to read aloud, in his 
deep gravelly voice, his 
own poems as well as 
classic fiery poetry such as 
"Horatius at the Bridge," 
"Invictus," and "The 
Highwayman." 

He was a natural born 
teacher, wordsmith, and 
true Storyteller. He was a 
punster extraordinaire and 
everyone loved his jokes 
and puns. His children will 
fondly remember his 
"bedtime stories," and 
especially the character of 
J. Bolivar Thudd, (who 
didn't believe in fairies.) 

Telling stories about the 
"old days" was a passion 
of J.T.'s. 

His family laughed and 
cried over tales from his 
Army days, and life during 
the Great Depression. In the 
last year of his life, J.T. 
wrote his memoirs of the 
time he spent in the Army 
during World War II, which

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An Open Letter to the Residents of Dimmitt and Castro County 

My name is Dr. Adam Jackanicz, and I am one of the veterinarians at Dairy Veterinary Management Services, LLC. Considering that no one from the Castro County 
News has contacted us in the past few weeks, I feel compelled to write this letter to let you know our side of the story. Please excuse any typos, as I am still digging out the 
knives that some of your fellow residents have recently stuck in my back. 

To give you a brief background on ourselves, Jennifer and I both graduated with our Doctor of Veterinary Medicine degrees in 2001. Jennifer received her DVM from 
the University of Florida, and I from the University of Illinois. We met and were married while practicing dairy-exclusive medicine in Tulare, CA. Since 2001, we have had the 
pleasure and privilege of working with some of the world's premiere dairy families in California, Idaho, Florida, Maryland, Pennsylvania, Illinois, Indiana, New Mexico and Texas. 

Our practice is strictly ambulatory, meaning that we travel to the dairy facility to provide services. This results in us frequently being on the road, and an office location 
is merely a place to re-stock vehicles and perform the routine office-work associated with running a small business. Actual location of the office has no bearing on our 
business outside of varying our driving times. When Krystal Nelson of Scott Land Company showed us around town, we liked what we saw, and decided to bring our business 
here. Since that time, one year ago last month, we have purchased our office building at 101 Front Street from the Castro County Hospital District, the small home adjacent 
to the office, and the home with 5.5 lots located behind the hospital at 302 Locust Street. In the last year we have spent well over $150,000 on real estate in Dimmitt. In the last 
year, we have also spent over $70,000 with other Dimmitt vendors for fuel, supplies, repairs, utilities, renovations, donations and taxes. We did not ask for, nor did we receive 
any sort of financial incentives, grants, or tax breaks for coming to Dimmitt. Over $200,000 spent in 1 year, and all we've asked from the town is to be left alone to make a 
living. 

Now the explanation for having "cattle in our yard." Part of our business involves providing embryo transfer (ET) services for clients. To make a long story short, ET 
allows producers to take embryos from superior animals and place them in less desirable animals, thus allowing them to improve the genetic status of their herds more rapidly. 
The offspring resulting from ET represent a significant expenditure of money and effort. As a result, some of these producers prefer to have their ET animals raised 
individually, so as not to have them "lost" in the large numbers sometimes kept at commercial calf raisers. 

We have been keeping a small number of these bottle calves on the 4 empty lots our practice owns between Wheat and Locust streets. We have never kept more than 
8 calves at any one time, and none of the calves have ever been larger than 300 lbs. Once the calves reach weaning age/weight, they are returned to their respective heifer-
raising programs. Again, no more than 8 calves, no larger than 300 lbs, and spread over 4 empty grass lots that are at the very northern edge of the city limit. 

Please keep in mind that NO ONE has ever come to Jennifer or me to state that they had a problem with the location of the calves. We first became aware of a 
"complaint" a couple of months ago, via a notice from animal control. At that time, we met with Mayor Collins, who assured us not to worry about the notice. He told us that he 
would speak with the City Council, and see if the complaint could be satisfied. We informed him then that we would be happy to apply and pay for any code variances, special 
use permits, etc. that would be necessary for VETERINARIANS to keep client animals for short periods of time. We also informed him that as a significant part of our 
business, if the calves had to leave Dimmitt, we would also be forced to leave Dimmitt. He again stated that the town wanted us to stay and not to worry about the issue. 

In August, Mayor Collins asked me to meet with the City Council, as "people" were still complaining about the calves. Again, NO ONE has come to us to say they had 
a problem with the calves. I met with the City Council in Executive Session, along with Linda Rasor of CCHD. Mr. Bill Potts, Council member and my NEXT DOOR 
NEIGHBOR, recused himself of the meeting. I explained the situation with the calves to the Council with Ms. Rasor present. I informed the council that we would be open to 
paying for special use permits, inspections by animal control, and guarantee that we would never have more than 8 calves weighing more than 300 pounds at any given time. 
At the end of the meeting, Mr. Collins stated that I would need to proceed with a formal zoning variance, and asked if I would be interested in pursuing this avenue. I informed 
Mr. Collins, the Council, Ms. Rasor and Mr. Jack Edwards that I would like to proceed with the variance, but did not know how to go about it. I was informed by Mr. Collins that 
"we'll take care of it." I greeted Mr. Potts and exchanged pleasantries on my way out of City Hall — he never mentioned the calves. 

On the way out of the meeting, I asked Ms. Rasor point-blank if she or the hospital had any problems with the calves. She told me she didn't personally have a problem, 
and her only concern was about Texas Department of Health codes and the proximity to the hospital. I told her that we understood her concerns. I also specifically stated that 
if she discovered that the calves would jeopardize the hospital in any way that she should let us know so that we might be able to work out the problem. 

We heard nothing more from the Mayor or the City Council, and assumed that they were proceeding with the formal variance. NO ONE from the City Council, the City 
Manager, the Mayor, or any other position "in the know" told us that we needed to fill out a form and pay an application fee to proceed with a formal variance. That would have 
been useful information. 

At the beginning of September, I received a phone call from Mr. Collins stating that I SHOULD NOT proceed with a formal variance, because there is "no way that it will 
pass the City Council." It was after his call that we began the process of selling all of our Dimmitt property, and began searching for locations in Hereford/Deaf Smith County. 

That's when the lying and backstabbing REALLY began. 

When the Chamber of Commerce members approached the City Council at the September 18th council meeting, I was informed that most Council members acted like 
they had no idea of what was happening. I've also been informed that the Mayor attempted to dissuade certain individuals from showing up to the meeting to voice their 
dissatisfaction. I'll remind everyone that this has been going on for months, and that I had met with the City Council in executive session, with Linda Rasor and Jack Edwards 
present. I had also informed the Mayor, City Manager, and several other members of the Dimmitt community that if the calves had to leave that our business would have to 
relocate. This information was not new. 

We were never offered property by the Mayor. His recent quote in the paper stated, "We've offered them land in a couple of places where they could keep the cattle, 
but we haven't received a response." This is a complete lie. We were informed that there were several properties for sale around Dimmitt. None of these properties are 
suitable for our needs and he was informed as such. This fits nicely with the lies we were told earlier about his "efforts" to "take care of the problem." Paul Wayland approached 
us AFTER the October 2nd City Council meeting, offering to build a new office on City property next to the Pioneer Lab. He and the Mayor were told by me personally that their 
offer would be unacceptable for our planned growth in the coming years. 

We were certainly surprised to find out that a petition was circulated against us. Even more surprising was that Castro County Hospital District CEO Linda Rasor used 
CCHD letterhead and was the first signature on the petition. I'm glad to know that Linda is a "woman of her word," after I asked her to let me know personally if she or the 
hospital had a problem. I wonder if the Board of Directors is against the variance or just Linda? Most professional organizations I have worked with would take issue with their 
letterhead being used for petitions. 

Another surprise was the fact that the petition was circulated by Bill Potts, City Council member, and again, our next door neighbor. Neither Bill, nor his wife Sandra, 
ever came to us to resolve this conflict. For that matter, they never let us know that they were the people that had the conflict. Instead, Mr. Potts chose to use his Council 
position instead of working with us directly. Apparently, when Bill Potts was quoted in the paper as saying, "I've tried to handle this quietly, to let the system work, but it's failed 
and I feel like we've waited long enough," he meant that it would be handled quietly in closed-door Council meetings. I guess for people like him, quiet means using his seat on 
the Council instead of talking to a new neighbor. These private meetings and trading of personal favors must be the "system" he claims has "failed." I consider this a shameful 
abuse of a political position. I found out that he was the main complainant by reading the October 5th Castro County News. Bill, did the system fail because you didn't get your 
way, or did it fail because it has come to light in a public forum? I guess no political position is too small to be corrupt. 

I walked next door to discuss the issue with the Potts. I told Bill that I thought it rude to use the Council rather than speak with us. Sandra Potts rather smugly informed 
me that, "Dimmitt is very cliquish, and perhaps you should have checked into that before you moved here." At this point, I couldn't agree with you more, and I can't wait to get 
out of this county. 

Jennifer and I have lived in enough different places to know that no matter where you go, there will be narrow-minded jerks and liars. Unfortunately, here in Dimmitt, the 
aforementioned are the "clique" in charge. After only 1 year, we've had enough, and will be taking our business north to Hereford. Our relationships in the dairy industry range 
from coast to coast. I will not be able to give a favorable review of Dimmitt when asked about our experience doing business here. 

To the many good people of Dimmitt that have supported us and will be remaining here: if you don't want your town to dry up and blow away, you need to take action. 
Get involved. Question your current leadership and replace those that won't make your community better. Continued acceptance of the status quo will certainly spell 
Dimmitt's economic death.

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What's the Law? 
Q. I am behind in my rent. I hope to be able to pay 
in a few days. My landlord said if I do not pay 
tomorrow he will lock me out and then throw my 
property in the street. Is this legal? 

A. Tenants have to pay rent, and if they do not 
they can be evicted. But a landlord does not 
have the right to just lock you out or put your 
property in the street. Under the law, a landlord 
has the right to change the lock on your door 
when you are late paying rent, but he must 
make a key available to you 24 hours a day. In 
other words, the landlord cannot deny you the 
right to enter your apartment. The landlord also 
has no right to just put your property in the 
street. The landlord may evict you, but to do 
this he must file a legal proceeding in justice 
court. After that he must get a court order 
directing the constable to evict you. This 
process usually takes several weeks. My guess 
is that the landlord is just trying to scare you 
into paying sooner. I suggest you let the 
landlord know you know your legal rights and 
that you will be able pay in a short time. You 
cannot stop him from filing a proceeding to 
evict you but my guess is that once he knows 
you know your rights he will wait for the rent.

Q. I want to be cremated after I die. I also would like 
my ashes destroyed. I am concerned that my family 
will not follow my wishes. What can I do to be sure 
that my remains are disposed of the way I want? 

A. Texas law permits a person to direct, in 
writing, how his or her remains should be 
disposed of following death. You may do this in 
your will or in a separate document. You also 
have the right to designate an agent to carry out 
your wishes. This is the best way to ensure that 
your remains are handled in the manner that 
you desire. If you do not leave directions for the 
disposition of your remains, the law determines 
who makes the decision. In most cases it is the 
surviving spouse, the children, if there is no 
spouse. 

Q. How long do I have to pay child support? I just 
got divorced and my children are nine and ten 
years old.
