Of the county's girls who baby-
sit, those in Hart are generally
the best paid, a survey by the
Family Living Committee reveals.

HOWEVER, teenage babysitters
in the county have no ‘‘wage
scale."” They work both by the
hour and by the job, their pay
varies with the number of children
they keep, their rates range from
20 cents to $1 an hour — and
many aren’t satisfied with the pay
they receive.

The county agent's office re-
leased its findings this week after
compiling answers from 295 baby-
sitters from grades 7 through 12.
The office and the Family Living
Committee polled 111 girls in Dim-
mitt, 104 in Hart and 80 in Naza-
reth.

“This survey was the result of
much discussion among teenage
babysitters and their mothers,"”
said Mrs. Irene Keating, county
home demonstration agent. ‘““Also,
it lets those who hire babysitters
know how their salary compares
with the county average.”

SALARY was the question that
brought the largest variety of ans-
wers from the babysitters.

The committee asked the girls
what their salaries were for one,
two, three, and four or more child:
ren. Hart's girls had the best
overall salary scale — and also
rerorted the most thoughtfulness
on the part of parents and less
“sleeping on the job'' by babysit-
ters.

Eighty percent of Hart's teen-
age babysitters receive 50 cents
per hour for sitting with one
child. County-wide only 59 per-
cent earn this much per hour. In
Dimmitt, 67 percent get a 50-
cent per hour minimum, while
only 28 percent do in Nazareth.

FOR SITTING with two child-
ren, half of the county's girls get
at least 50 cents per hour, and one
out of every four gets 75 cents,
The 50-cent hourly figure for two
children is earned by 65 percent

75 cents,

And in Nazareth, only 30 per-
cent receive 75 cents per hour for
three and 28 percent get 50 cents
per hour, while almost half still
sit with three children for Jess
than 50 cents an hour.

FOR SITTING with four or
more children, most girls in the
county get 75 cents per hour or
more, although here again the sal-
aries vary.

Still, most of the girls in Naz-
areth and one-third of all the teen-
age babysitters in the county are
sitting with four or more children
for 50 cents an hour,

MOST OF the girls in Nazareth
— 79 percent of them — are paid
by the job, but only 26 percent
in Hart and 7 percent in Dimmitt
are paid this way.

Less than half of the girls in
the county who are expected to
do household chores while baby-
sitting are paid extra for it, the
survey revealed. Fifty-six percent
of the girls reported that they are
expocted to do dishes, 61 percent
are expected to bathe children
and 87 percent are expected to
feed the children they keep. Only
46 pcrcent of them are paid ex-
tra for thcse chores.

“IT WAS qulie revealing,”
Mrs. Keating reported, ‘‘to find
that 15 percent of the parents in
the county do not usually leave a
phene number where they can be

But, odd'y enough, the experts
have also agreed that two of Dim-
mitt High's strongest programs
have created serious ‘‘imbal-
ances'' themselves.

THESE ARE the band and ath-

While admitting that both pro-

school of Dimmitt's size, they
caid the band is overemrphasized
to the point of excludirg a choral

i|crr orchestral program, and fthat

athletics are overemphasized
while the overall physical educa-
tion program suffers.

Such professional complaints
against bands and ath'etics are
beccming more common every-
where. And the charges aren't
leveled against the schools alone.
They're leveled against the public,
which forms booster clubs and de-
mands gcod bands and winning
teams. They're leveled against
newspapers, which give more
space to sperts than to science.

TO THE evaluators’ charges,
Dimmift's band and athletic
booster clubs — and the taxpay-

irg public — might reply, “They
can go jump in the lake, because
we like having a good team and a
good band — we've worked hard
to get them, we're proud of them,
and it's what we want.”

But that isn't all there is to it,
because the school's state accred-
itation and its Interscholastic
League standing are now at stake.
Now that the school has been
warned, it must balance its mus:
ic and physical education pro-
grams or run the risk of losing its
professional standing as a schoal.

Last vear’s professional evalu
ation of Dimmitt's public schools
resulted in a 120-page report. But
in addition to this thick booklet,
Dr. Wallace submitted a confident-
ial report to the schoo! board in
which he let the verbal chips fall
where they may. The board has
now released this confidential re-
rort to the News.

HERE'S what Dr. Wallace had
to say about the school’'s music
program in his confidential re-
port:

“The visiting committee show-
ed much concern and devoted
much discussion to the music pro-
gram. The evidence available to
the committee indicated that the
program in music needs serious
and systematic study in the in-
terest of correcting obvious cur-
riculum imbalance.

“The committece was impressed
by the qua’ity of the instrumental
music program, its organization,
cquipment and direction, and the
morale of the students. The com-
mittee expressed great concern,
however, that instrumental music
was limited and perhaps resirict-
cd to band, with no effort to pro

This
policy would encourage the deve'-
opment and nurturing of fotal
community pride in the total
school program rather than in a
particular segment or part.”

Last month, the Texas Educa-
tion Agency evaluators seconded
Dr. Wallace's findings. They
said:

“The committee members were
very concerned that (a) Inter-
scholastic = League regulations
were being violated in the use of
more than one period of the school
day for league-sponsored activi-
ties, (b) band and athletics were
overemphasized, and (c) there is a
need for school policies that
would prevent encroachment of
some activities upon the time and
support of other academic and ex-
tracurricular activities. This con-
dition created an imbalance in the
total school program." et

And the Texas Education Agen-
cy evaluators, in their report last
month, indicated that they feel
these imba'ances still exist here.

After its survey last month, the
TEA served notice that it will be
back this fall to conduct another

full-scale evaluation.

State to Build
Bypass on 385

The Texas Highway Dept, will
build a 6!2-mile bypass route from
US 385 in northern Castro Coun-
ty to US 60 east of Hereford.

Construction will begin June 10
and is to be completed about
Sept. 6, according to William V.
York, supervising resident engi-
neer of the Hereford area. Gil-
vin-Terrill, Inc., of Amarillo is
the contractor.

YORK said 6.239 miles of the
new highway bypass will be in
Deaf Smith County and 0.622 of a
mile will be in Castro. The pav-
ed bypass will connect US 385 with
US 60 3.6 miles northeast of the
present junction of the two high-
ways in Hereford.

During construction, traffic will
be routed through the project
York said, except the proposed
bridge site crossing on Tierra
Blanca Creek, which will be clos-
ed to all traffic.

York pointed out that barri-
cades and warning signs will be
prominently displayed, but that
motorists should use extreme cau-
tion in passing through the con-

struction area.

Working Wite Net?

Your wife's employment may
not be as financially helpful as you
thought. Although most wives
are employed for economic rea-
sons, extra expenditures  directly
related to the wife's job can sub-
tract up to half her salary.

THE Department of Agriculture
conducted a survey recently to
find out what expenses wives have
in connection with employment
and how their employment affects

their home management prac-
tices.
The survey, conducted in North

Carolina, showed that the wife's
net income — her earnings minus
direct and extra job-related ex-
penses amounted to about
three-fifths of the original pay
check for a family with school-age
children. However, if the family
had pre-school children the em-
ployed wives netted only about
one-half of their pay checks.

The extra expenses varied with|
city and country families, said

h Does

the management specialists. The
average of directly related ex-
penses totaled about $830. This in-
cludes taxes, transportation to
and from work, meals and snacks
at work, and gifts and donations
at work.

EXTRA experilitures made by
employed wives for paid services
for doing homemaking tasks ave-
raged about $350 for those with
pre-school children, about $120 for

those with school-age children,
and about $27 for an all-adult
household.

Extra clothing and personal
care added to the figures.

The survey also showed
families with employed wives
tended to use installment credit
more liberally than those with un-
employed wives.

A wife's employment brought no
major change in eating-out prac-
tices in the survey, but employ-
ed wives used more paid services
for household tasks than enem-
ployed wives.

House Approves
3 Percent Loans

Two bills passed by the House
this week should help farmers
who are in need of credit and
operating loans, according to Con-
gressman Bob Price.

ONE OF the resolutions spon-
sored by Price in the House Ag-
riculture Committee will author-
jze advancement of $30 million
in Commodity Credit Corporation
funds to the Emergency Revolv-
ing Fund administered by the
Farmer's Home Administration

““All 30 counties now included
in the 18th Congressional District,
and also Hale County are now
designated as emergency areas
making farmers and ranchers in
those counties eligible for 3 per-
cent loans from the fund,”” Price
said, The Senate has also passed
the bill.

“The Administration continues
to withhold $25 million which was
appropriated last year for the
fund,” Price said, ‘“leaving thou-
sands of farmers without a source
of credit at the critical start of
the growing season. It is imper-
ative that these funds become
available immediately or these
farmers and ranchers will be fore-
ed out of business.”

PRICE NOTED that the emer-
gency fund has an excellent rec-
ord of repayment.

““Over the past 19 years, ap
proximately 350,000 loans have
been made, totaling a billion doll-
ars, but losses have been less than
two percent. Making these funds
available for loans is no govern-
ment give-away; it's a sound bus-
iness investment,” Price noted,

Wait on Weeds
Till Cotton's Up

Postemergence weed control in
cotton is more positive than per-
emerging. It is used from the
time cotton emerges until layby

time, says Fred C. Elliott, Ex-
tension cotton specialist.
TIMELY application of poste-

mergence herbicides and mech-
anical methods can drastically re-
duce or eliminate hand hoeing,
he adds. Most postemergence
treatments work best when weeds
and grass are less than two inch-
es tall, and will usually do a bet-
ter job when the weather is
warm.

Always use a surfactant at the
recommended rate to  control
emerged weeds and grass, he
says. The county agent's office
can supply details on herbicides

and their use.

Co-ops Show
Business Gains

Thirty-two percent of the na-
tion's farmer cooperatives had
gross business of $1 million or
more in 196566, up 27 percent
from 1961-62 when the last survey
was made.

A FURTHER breakdown of the
gross business volume of $20.9 bill-
ion done by the co-ops, according
to the Farmer Cooperative Ser-
vice, shows that 40 percent of the
total came from 66 co-ops report-
ing annual gross business of $30
million or more, This represented
less than 1 percent of the total
number reporting, and was made
up primarily of large regional as-
sociations.

Cases Increase

Livestock producers are again
reminded of the importance of
checking stock for any wounds
and treating them immediately.
They are also advised by officials
of the eradication program to
take worm samples from wounds
and send them to the Mission Lab
for positive identification.

Loans Still
Available On
Stored Grain

Farmers eligible for price sup-
port on their 1967 crops will be
able to put farm-stored or ware-
house-stored grain sorghum under
loan until June 30 and ware-
house-stored corn under loan un-
til July 31, Charley E. Hill, office
manager of the Agricultural Stabi-
lization and Conservation County
Committee, said this week.
GROWERS eligible for 1967
corn or grain sorghum loans are
all those who signed up and parti-
cipated fully in the 1967 feed
grain program.

Hill reminded growers that the
deadline for requesting loans is
May 31. Maturity date for the
loans is June 30.

THE LOAN maturity date may
be extended for corn or grain sor-
ghum not yet under loan, provid-
ed the extension is requested by
the original loan maturity date.
The loan support level for the
1967 crop of cormm in Castro
County is $1.18 per bushel. The
support level for 1967-crop grain
sorghum is $1.59 per hundred-
weight. These rates are based on
national average loan rates of
$1.05 per bushel for corn and $1.61
per hundred-weight for grain sor-
ghum.
