Everything is going very 
smoothly, thank you. The 
week following the fire 
that turned our newspaper 
plant into shambles was a 
very trying experience. 
We had never had an 
experience of that kind 
and all of the problems, 
created by the fire, were 
new ones. There wasn't 
time for trial and error, 
everything had to work the 
first time or we would miss 
the mail. Skillful help, 
good advice, long hours of 
hard work and a reason-
able amount tif luck made 
it possible for us to 
overcome the difficulties 
created by the fire, and 
mail the News on time last 
week. 

Everything has been 
going according to sched-
ule this week. Barring un-
foreseen difficulties, issue 
number 40 of volume 56 of 
the Castro County News 
will be available to its 
anxious readers at the 
usual time. We are all 
breathing a little easier 
and sleeping a little better. 

Unless I change my 
mind this will be the last 
time I will mention the fire 
that partially burned, and 
completely saturated the 
News plant with smoke. 

The business of harvest-
ing one of the finest wheat 
crops ever produced in this 
county is under way. We 
have been hearing predic-
tions for some time now 
that a bumper wheat crop 
was in the making. We 
don't always place a lot of 
credence in predictions 
but this is one time that 
production is up to, and 
exceeding 	expectations. 
We hear tell that 70 and 80 
bushels per acre is not 
uncommon and that some 
100 bushel wheat has been, 
and will be, harvested. 
That will mean a lot of 
Total and Crispies and 100 
percent brand per acre. 

Because of the PIK 
program it is said that the 
number of acres planted to 
wheat this year has been 
cut in half. That being the 
case,'and with production 
being over twice as much 
per acre this year than last 
year, the effort of reducing 
the surplus will have 
failed. However, even at 
present prices, the higher 
yields should net the wheat 
farmer some profit for his 
effort. 

Shootout will highlight

The 1891 incident involv-
ed Ira Aten, former Texas 
Ranger and later sheriff of 
the county, and the 
McClelland 	brothers, 
Andrew and Hugh. 

Law enforcement offic-
ials, former and present, 
of the state, county and 
city will be given special 
recognition at the pro-
gram, and some will be 
participants.

Another prediction was 
that farmers would pro-
duce more per acre, on 
their reduced acreage, 
because of more intensive 
growing practices such as 
more fertilizer and more 
irrigation. That might be 
a factor but it is not the 
whole story. This has 
undoubtedly been an ideal 
crop year for wheat. The 
big winter snows and the 
cool weather has made the 
additional fertilizer and 
irrigation pay off in a big 
way. Mother Nature has 
been very gracious to the 
wheat farmer. 

What Mother Nature has 
done to the cotton farmer 
may be another story. 
There are no rash predic-
tions about a bumper 
cotton crop. Time is 
growing very short, and it 
will be a close call, for 
even a fair cotton crop this 
year. 

Prospects for a good 
corn and milo crop have 
never been better. Feed 
grains, as well as wheat, 
should be in abundant 
supply come fall. 

are concerned, it is done," 
Matthews said. 

The first load of irrigat-
ed wheat was in June 23 
and that harvest is about 
20 percent completed. The 
average is 50 bushels per 
acre, Matthews said, but 
Danny Martin had 100 
bushels per acre. 

"I think we will be a 
little short, compared to 
other years," Matthews 
said. 

"We are not anticipating 
any storage shortage for 
wheat. I think we will be 
full when we are done, but 
I think we can handle it," 
he said. 

The harvest at Farmer's 
Grain in Hart just got 
underway Saturday and 
Sunday, Ronnie Truelock, 
office manager, said. 

"We are just starting, 
but there's some good 
looking wheat around," he 
said. 

Some farmers in the 
Hart area have reported 
yields of 80 to 90 bushels 
per acre. PIK has not 
affected the wheat crop, 
Truelock said. 

"The number of acres 
farmed has been affected, 
but the quality of the 
wheat has to be attributed 
to the weather, not PIK," 
he said. 

"We only started bring-
ing grain in last week," 
Shari Damron at Roy 
Grain said. 

With 50 percent of the 
irrigated wheat cut and 
the dryland wheat finish-
ed, Damron expects the 
harvest to last only a few 
more days. 

Farmers have been 
averaging approximately 
50 bushels to the acre, 
Damron said. However, 
30-bushel wheat on dry-
land and 60-bushel yields 
on irrigated wheat have 
been reported. 

Because of the PIK 
Program, Damron expects 
the harvest season may be 
shorter. She also said that 
Roy Grain anticipates no 
storage problem. 

Lynn Ehly at Star Grain, 
Nazareth, said that the 
harvest is probably in full 
swing, but that it's a long 
and drawn-out procedure 
to get the crops in. 

Because of the rain and 
moisture, many of the 
crops are still green. 
Under 30 percent of the 
crops have been harvested 
due to the unusual amount 
of moisture, Mrs. Ehly 
said, 

She expects the harvest 
to continue until the 
middle of July. 

Mrs. Ehly does not see 
any problems induced by 
the PIK Program. 

"The yields are so much 
larger, even with less 
planting privileges," she 
said. 

Vernon Andrus reported 
70 bushels to the acre of 
irrigated wheat. 

Sunnyside Grain Supply 
expects to have all of its 
wheat in within the next 
two weeks, Ricky Byers, 
vice-president, said. 

Sunnyside Grain & 
Supply has 30 percent of 
both its dryland wheat and 
irrigated wheat in. Dry-
land wheat has been 

organized by the Castro 
County Peace Officers 
Association and Linda 
Maxwell.

Gas users 
to meet

A total of 155 persons 
from Castro County re-
ceived services from the 
Central Plains Mental 
Health-Mental Retarda-
tion Center during fiscal 
year 1982, it was reported 
to the Castro County 
Commissioners at their 
Monday meeting. 

Center representative 
Seth Halbert presented the 
center's annual report to 
the commissioners. The 
county pays $3,520 annual-
ly to share in the support of 
the center, which serves a 
nine-county area. 

The main facilities are 
located in Plainview, with 
outreach centers scattered 
throughout the service 
area. 

Halbert reported that of 
the 155 clients from Castro 
County, four were treated 
at the Allen Recovery 
Center for alcoholic treat-
ment, eight were seen at 
the Children's Develop-
ment Center in Plainview; 
56 received day treatment, 
providing occupational, 
recreational, physical and 
music therapies; 18 were 
treated as inpatients at the 
Plainview Center; 78 were 
seen as outpatients at the 
Dimmitt Outreach Center; 
and 127 underwent screen-
ing and referral. 

Center consultant C. L. 
Abernathy of Hale County 
and Carol Lantz of 
Dimmitt, Castro County's 
trustee for the center, 
were also present at the 
meeting and thanked the 
commissioners for their 
continued support of the 
center and its efforts. 

Commissioners were in-
formed about adjustments 
needed in the county's 
various insurance cover-
ages carried by Keith 
Lowe's Dim mitt Insurance 
Agency. The total pre-
mium was adjusted to 
$18,752 to reflect a $4 
increase in the cost of 
coverage for tenant houses 
and an $853 decrease in the 
amount quoted for multi-
peril coverage. 

The 	commissioners 
voted to pay an additional 
$500 to $600 estimated 
premium to obtain unin-
sured motorist coverage 
for county vehicles. 

Also, applications were 
received to be filled out by 
those who will be covered 
by the proposed personal 
liability insurance, includ-
ing all elected officials of 
the county and sheriff's 
deputies. 

County Tax Assessor-
Collector Billy Hackleman 
said the applications had 
to be filled out before 
premiums could be deter-
mined. 

The commissioners also 
decided to have the 
courthouse 	elevator 
checked and serviced, but 
agreed to check out 
insurance requirements 
before signing a monthly 
maintenance agreement. 

Parsons Funeral Home 
sent the county a $240 bill 
for the cost of transporting 
Vaughn Maddox to Ama- 
rillo for an autopsy. 
County Judge Polly Simp- 
son said that the City of 
Dimmitt will pay half of 
the cost. 

Commissioners approv-
ed the bill, along with 
payment of expenses in-
curred by County Clerk 
Joy Jones in attending a 
conference in Amarillo. 

Judge Simpson told the 
commissioners that she 
plans to attend the 10th 
annual Substance Abuse 
Conference Aug. 11-12 in 
Amarillo, and encouraged 
them to attend.

Tuesday at 7:30 p.m., 
irrigation gas users from 
throughout the Panhandle 
will be gathering in 
Dimmitt at the County 
Expo Building to decide 
what course of action to 
take concerning irrigation 
gas prices. 

US Representative Kent 
Hance and State Senator 
Bill Sarpalius are both 
scheduled to speak at the 
meeting — Hance on 
current federal legislation, 
and Sarpalius on the status 
of state legislation con-
cerning irrigation gas. 

There will also be a 
presentation on alternate 
energy sources, according 
to Carl King of Dimmitt. 

All irrigation gas users 
are invited to attend. The 
meeting is being sponsor-
ed by the Plains Irrigation 
Gas Users Association, the 
Texas Corn Growers Asso-
ciation, the Grain Sor-
ghum Producers Associa-
tion and the Texas Wheat 
Producers Association. 

With the ripening of this 
season's wheat, local 
farmers and grain eleva-
tors are staying busy. 

From the viewpoint of 
the elevator operators, it 
appears that Castro Coun-
ty will have a big harvest 
— especially in the Flagg 
area. 

Flagg Grain got into full 
swing Monday, J. R. 
Brown, manager, report-
ed. 

With only 30 percent of 
the wheat in, Brown is 
optimistic about this 
year's crop. 

"This harvest is better 
than any I have ever seen 
before," he said. 

Brown said that 80 
bushel-per-acre wheat is 
common, but there will be 
some 100-bushel wheat in 
the Flagg area. 

Because of the PIK 
Program, Brown said, the 
wheat may be doing 
better. 

"Because of the less 
acreage, farmers are able 
to pay more attention to 
fewer acres. They can do 
a better job with less acres 
and spread the water 
further and the fertilizer 
further," Brown said. 

At Bruegel & Sons in 
Dimmitt, Fred Bruegel Jr. 
said that the dryland 
wheat is 90 percent cut and 
the irrigated wheat is 
about 10 percent cut. 

"It will be another four 
or five days before the 
irrigated wheat harvest 
blasts open," Bruegel 
said. He expects the 
harvest to be finished 
around July 4. 

"I can describe the 
harvest in just one word: 
excellent. Both the yield 
and the quality of the 
wheat is just excellent," 
he said. 

The PIK Program has 
not affected the wheat 
crop, Bruegel said, and he 
does not foresee any 
storage problems. 

Earl Behrends in Easter 
produced a whopping 54 
bushels per acre on his 
dryland wheat, but the 
average is running 30 to 35 
bushels, Bruegel said. 

"It is just speculation, 
but several fields will get 
around 100 bushels to the 
acre on the irrigated 
wheat," he said. 

Harvest is still in the 
early stages at Castro 
County Grain, Don Greg-
ory reported. 

Approximately 50 per-
cent of the dryland wheat 
serviced by Castro County 
Grain is in and about 15 
percent of the irrigated 
wheat is cut. Gregory 
expects the dryland 
harvest to be finished this 
week, but expects the 
irrigated wheat harvest to 
last a couple of more 
weeks. 

"The yields are going to 
be above normal, and the 
quality seems to be pretty 
good — not exceptional 
quality, but good quality," 
Gregory said. 

Farmers have been 
getting about 75 bushels on 
irrigated wheat and 20 
bushels on dryland wheat, 
Gregory reported. 

"I cannot detect the 
effect the PIK program 
has had, but I am sure the 
cuttage will be down 
simply because the acre-
age is less," he said. "The 
winter weather (with 60 
inches of snow) has helped 
it as much as anything." 

Gregory said he foresees 
no problems in storing the 
wheat. 

"The problems will 
come this fall when we are 
trying to handle the fall 
crops. We should be able 
to handle the wheat all 
right," he said. 

The flow of wheat into 
Dimmitt Agri Industries, 
Inc., just started last 
week, Bill Clark, general 
manager, said. 

"We will be harvesting 
until the first of July, and 
that is very unusual," 
Clark added. 

He also said that the 
yields looks good, but it 
was too early to figure 
bushels per acre. 

"There is a storage 
problem for both the wheat 
and the fall crops at DAI," 
Clark said. 

The first load of wheat 
rolled into Easter Grain 
June 20 and the harvest is 
now almost finished, 
Eddie Matthews, man-
ager, said. 

"The dryland wheat is 
close to 100 percent 
finished, and as far as we

legislature, says Dr. For-
rest Stegelin, an economist 
with the Texas Agricultur-
al Extension Service. 

Purpose of the act is to 
provide financial assist-
ance for the development 
and expansion of agricul-
tural industries and agri-
business in Texas. 

A major reason for the 
legislation was to combat 
the high cost and lack of 
loans for farmers and 
ranchers. This has caused 
a drop in productivity and 
has hampered the abilities 
of producers and agribusi-
nesses to acquire equip-
ment and technical pro-
cesses, notes Stegelin. 
Consequently, producers 
and agribusinesses have 
neither maintained high 
employment nor increased 
their employment. 

Producers have also 
found it difficult to join the 
cooperative development 
of agricultural industries 
and enterprises that could 
increase the value of their 
products, increase their 
access to consumer mar-
kets and spur the develop-
ment of new products. 

The Agricultural Devel-
opment Act encourages an 
increase of agricultural 
economic activity by auth-
orizing counties to create 
public nonprofit corpor-
ations for financing agri-
cultural enterprises, ex-
plains the economist. 

The agricultural enter-
prise must be owned either 
by cooperatives licensed 
by the Texas Department 
of Agriculture or firms, 
partnerships or private or 
public corporations in 
which agricultural pro-
ducers have majority 
control. These producers 
must provide the products 
or by-products required as 
the raw material, feedstuff 
or commodity which will 
be either assembled, pack- 
aged, processed, market-
ed or transported, Stegelin 
explains. 

At any time, at least 
three residents of the 
county where the business 
shall exist may file a 
written application with 
the Commissioners Court 
for the creation of the 
nonprOfit 	corporation. 
Only one corporation may 
be created by each county 
under the Act but a 
corporation may serve 
more than one county, 
notes the economist. Such 
a corporation is tax 
exempt and can be 
financed through bond 
sales.

Progress is not without 
its hazards — especially to 
small children. 

The so-called "button" 
batteries, which power 
everything from electronic 
wrist watches to hand 
calculators and toys, are 
being swallowed accident-
ally by an increasing 
number of small children 
says Dr. Mary Ann Shirer, 
a health education special-
ist with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service. 

"Each year, between 500 
and 800 button batteries 
are swallowed because of 
improper handling. In the 
case of toddlers, sheer 
fascination with some-
thing so small makes it a 
candidate for a taste test," 
she adds. 

Many batteries make it 
non-stop through the 
body's digestive system 
and little harm results. 
But those which aren't 
passed and remain in the 
body are a threat to health 
and even life, Shirer says. 

Leakage of alkaline 
electrolytes from a battery 
can cause chemical burns 
and internal bleeding, she 
notes. Young children can 
become very ill and some 
deaths have been record-
ed. 

Shirer 	recommends 
treating button batteries 
like you would old medi-
cine when it comes to 
disposal. Wrap and 
discard them where they 
are not likely to be found 
by little hands.

DPS director, said the 
estimate is based on the 
anticipated volume of 
traffic and the previous 
holiday deaths. 

"Independence Day can 
bring more motorists to 
our streets and highways 
compared to a regular 
weekend. We are estimat-
ing fewer deaths than we 
had during the Fourth of 
July holiday last year 
because thus far this year 
we have experienced a 
decline in traffic fatali-
ties," Adams said. 

Last year, 55 fatalities 
were recorded during the 
78-hour period, but subse-
quent deaths from serious 
injuries brought the final 
count to 64 for the 
three-day holiday. 

If drivers would stay 
sober, slow down and use 
seat belts, their chances 
for survival would in-
crease, Adams said. 

"Drivers who speed or 
are intoxicated pose the 
greatest threat to law 
abiding motorists. Some 
people will insist upon 
drinking excessively and 
attempting to drive during 
this period. We will do our 
best to remove these 
individuals from the 
roads," he said. 	"If a 
person drinks, that is his 
personal business, but if he 
drives drunk — that's 
police business." 

Adams added that 
motorists who observe 
drunken drivers need to 
report them to the nearest 
police agency or Highway 
Patrol. 

DPS 	commanders 
throughout the state will 
utilize additional troopers 
in areas they deem 
appropriate. DPS will also 
conduct 	"Operation 
Motorcide" to inform the 
public of the number of 
traffic deaths occurring 
during the 78-hour holiday 
period. Periodic reports 
will be communicated 
statewide relating the 
tabulation of the number 
of deaths that occur during 
the 78-hour holiday period. 

The Regional Com-
mander of the Texas 
Department of Public 
Safety, Major Vernon 
Cawthon asked drivers to 
use extreme caution in 
traveling the streets and 
highways in Texas during 
the July 4th holiday week-
end. 

"We realize the added 
dangers of traveling by 
motor vehicle during holi-
day periods and want to 
help motorists avoid the 
tragedy and suffering 
which could mar this 
otherwise happy occa-
sion," Cawthon said. 

"Excessive speed and 
driving while intoxicated 
continue as the primary 
law violations contributing 
to fatal accidents. DPS 
troopers have been direct-
ed to be especially 
watchful for motorists 
exceeding speed limits or 
under the influence of 
alcohol," he said. 

Cawthon added that 
many lives could be saved 
and serious injuries could 
be reduced during the 
crowded driving time 
through greater utilization 
of seat belts. 

"The DPS will place all 
available troopers on the 
state's highways during 
the holiday, and we urge 
every Texas driver to join 
in an all-out effort to make 
the July 4th holiday as safe 
as possible," he conclud-
ed. 

The DPS has estimated 
that as many as 49 persons 
could die in traffic 
accidents across the state 
during the Fourth of July 
holiday period.
