A mother, a wife and a family
are left with a living reminder of
Emilio Nino Jr, an Smonth-
old baby girl, Rene

BUT OTHER memories of the
Dimmitt Marine who died in Viet-
nam and was buried here Satur-
day afternoon are sprinkled by
what he wrote in letters, how he
felt about the war, what he hoped
to do in life, what he hoped for
others, how he laughed and how
he worked.

Before he was 12, Emilio con-
fessed to his mother that he want-
ed to wear the uniform the man
was wearing in the Marine Corps
leaflet at the Post Office
“He never said he wanted fto
go to college, or what he
wanted to do,”" Mrs. Emilio Nino
Sr. recalls sadly “His whole
ambition was to join the Marines
some day."

SO AT 20, he broke
to the Nino family that
joined the Marine Corps

““He told me he was glad to go,"
Mrs. Nino recalls, ‘“‘and said he
was willing to serve in Vietnam.
He said that somebody had to go
since so mamy did not want
to go, and that he was glad he
could serve in defending his coun-
try. I draw strength to endure
all this from the fact that he sin-
cerely wanted to be in Vietnam if
that was his duty."”

“I feel like it's a dream —
somehow I keep thinking he is
still in Vietnam," his mother con-
fesses,

While in Vietnam, Emilio refus-
ed to describe the war in letters
to his mother and wife.

“Sometimes we don't write be-
cause there is nothing to say,”

We walk all day without|
stopping to eat, and sometimes|
we don't have any water or food.
When we do get water, it is dirty|
river water and a lot of people|
get sick. We have to put up!
with this for 14 to 20 days without
getting a letter or hot food. |

“You walk all day hungry and|
sick and the heat is driving you |
crazy. Then it finally gets dark.
At night it rains and you get all
wet and then it stops. But then
you are cold and the mosquitoes
want to eat you alive. So you get
four hours of sleep. You are
barely hanging on, but you think
‘1 got to keep going, nothing musl
happen to me, I got to go back
to my wife and baby." Everyday
this goes on. You lose 10 to 15
pounds.

“We go on an operation, those
that are too sick stay behind. You
get hit and two or three guys
get killed and two get wounded
The bullets are flying and you
dare not get up because one will
hit you.

While suggesting these improve-
mer:'s, the TEA men commended
the school district on ‘‘the con-
struction of an economical high
scheol”  and  “refurbishing the
old high school as a junior high
scheel and enlarging the cafe-
teria in Scuth Elementary."

SEVERAL of the TEA sugues
tions for im;rovement of the phys-
ical plant were similar to those
made last year by Dr. Morris
Wallace of Texas Tech after an|
exhaustive evaluation of the schoel
svetem by a visiting team of ad-
miristrators, consultants and
teachers.

However, Dr. Wallace felt diff-
crently about the junior high build-
ing, and set different priorities.

He seemed to feel that the con-
struction of a new junior hizh
school plant and enlargement of
Dimmitt High School should come
ahead of plans for a new elemen-
tary school — although he said
expansion was needed all up and
down the system.

ALSO, he wondered if the pres-
ent junior high school building
couldn't be utilized as a third ele-
mentary school, although he felt
that it really should be abandon-
cd because it is taking up ground
needed by the two nearby elemen-
tary schools.

He said the site that now con-
tains North and South Elemen-

tary Schools, Dimmitt Junior
High, the football stadium, track,
multiple barracks and swim-

ming pool ‘‘is less than one-third
the size of the recommended stan-
dard for the school enrollment now
contained in the buildings located
on this space.”

BUT ABOVE all, Dr. Wallce
recommended that no school facil-
ities be remodeled, refurnished or
removed until a comprehensive,
long-term study of future needs
can be made by a competent spe-
cialist.

“Further piece-meal or stop-gap
construction will not resolve the
school building needs for the com-
munity, and might well contri-
bute to additional ecomplication
and, ultimately, to more expen-
sive correction and replacement,”
Dr. Wallace said in the 121-paze
evaluation report.

NO MATTER how you weigh
and balance the various recom-
mendations of the TEA team and
Dr. Wallace's committee, it looks
as if the physical future of the
school system could be expensive,

And underlying all these sug-
gestions for new buildings, new
land and new facilities is one big
question — would the school dis-
trict's property owners approve
another major school-bond issue?

Conservation Practices Must
Keep Pace With Ag Technology

A laborer, 40 acres and a mule
composed a farming unit a half-
century ago.

A generation ago, the farmer
got a small tractor and farmed
land.

Now he has even larger trac-
tors, precision equipment, and can
farm hundreds of acres — that is,
if he can run the large farming
equipment on large fields that are
relatively free of obstructions.

A FARMER can’'t make aliving
today with 40 acres and a mule.
He has been forced to mechanize
Lecause of labor shortages, high
wages and the narrowing gap be-
tween the cost of production and
the price he gets for his product.

And thereby bhangs a tale about
the revolution in conservation
farming in America. Practices in-
stalled through local soil and wat-
er conservation districts have re-
velutionized farming, but now the

—_—

requirements for large scale farm-
ing wilh big machinery are revol-
utionizing conscrvaticn planning
and farm layout.

“TERRACES snaking across the
hillside could be farmed well
with small equipment,”” H., N.
Smith, state conservationist with
the Soil Conservation Service,
points out. * The crooked, irregular
rows were werrisome but fposted
ro serious problem. But times
have changed."

Today the farmer still wants to
farm in a conservation pattern,
but he wants that pattern to ke
as modern as his equipment. This
calls for a high degrce of per-
ception and skill on the part of
conservationists and
wio work to help the farmer.

The coascrvationist must be able
to see — with the help of soil and
engineering surveys — an enfire-
ly new layout for flat, bottomland,

or sloping plains farms. He must
visualize the land with the old
ditches filled, o¢ld farm roads

gone, and even some buildings
removed. In its place he must plan
fields of even width, as long as
they can possibly be made.

IN TEXAS, parallel terraces ar
replacing old terraces. In the in-
terval between the ridges, in most
cases, there is a predetermined
number of rows with no land left
to point rows. The irregular areas
that formerly existed between
|every pair of terraces are now
fourd between just a few of the
terraces. There they may be
farmed in point rows or planted to
a sown crop. This has reduced the |
temgtation to plant or plow over
the terraces and destroy them.

GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT

Best estimate is that the Gross
National Product will average out
at $848 billion for the year.

Reasons for the anticipated

INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION

The difficulties besetting the
economy in this eighth consecutive
year of cyclical uptrend are more
fully reflected in the recent flat
performance of the Federal Re-
serve Index of Industrial Produc-
tion than in the exuberant GNP.

Whereas GNP includes the
zooming SERVICES, and is rec-
koned in DOLLARS (hence nearly
half of recent gains stem from
higher prices), industrial produc-
tion is calculated on QUANTITY
OF GOODS produced.

Despite the excellent rate of act-
lwity in steel, the FRB Index has
been able to make only modest
gains in recent months. Prospect
is for some further easing in the
third quarter followed by later re-
covery — no big letdown, but no
big upspurt either.

MONEY AND FINANCE

Major financial and monetary
problem of the time ahead is two-
fold: (1) Within the US.; (2)
throughout the whole international
field. And the two are closely in-
terwoven. For if the fires of in-
flation here are not cooled, the
dollar — already weakened —
could collapse abroad. Higher
taxes will do little to reduce the
fever, if the nation offsets this
action by whooping it up on the
spending front. And, even for-
bearance on spending will not re-
move the threat, if some uex-
pected foreign aggression puts
hew pressure on our military pos-
ture — with attendant financial
drain.

With interest rates at century-
high levels, look for continued —
but perhaps not quite so lofty —
money costs to rule between now
and Christmas.

CONSUMER SPENDING

Throughout this economic up-
swing that began early in 1961.|
consumer spending has been a
major growlh factor. While the
rate has varied, the direction has
been consistently up. It promises
to continue upward in the com-
ing six months, even though par-
ed by heavier tax burdens. In
fact, consumer purchases will be
one of the mainstays of the econ-
omy, averaging at least 5 percent
above a year ago.

We predict moderate gains in
both durable and nondurable goods
buying, and fully expect Christ-
mas retail sales to reach an all-
time high.

PERSONAL INCOME

Our bullish forecast for consum-
er spending is predicated on the
belief that personal income will
climb to new record highs during
the period under review, with dis-
posable income (after taxes) run-
hing about 6 percent above a year
earlier. Total personal income
gairs over the 1967 last half
should be even greater, possibly
8 percent, reflecting still rising

FHA Totals
§976,980 In
Castro County

Credit programs of the U.S.
Farmers Home Administration
loaned or granted $976,980 to Cas-
tro County home owners, farm-
ers and communities during fis-
cal 1968, Supervisor Donald R.
Jennings of the agency's county
office in Dimmitt said.

JENNINGS reported that the
FHA, which supplements all oth-
er credit available to rural areas,
has added through a range of
programs, $3,374,330 to the coun-
ty’s resources with Jloans and
grants during the past two years.

With the turnover of funds in-
vested by borrower families, as-
sociations and communities, the
agency’s work is estimated to
have had a $23,620,310 impact on
the county’s economy during 1967
and 1968.

Jennings said that $160,000 of
the 1968 fiscal year lending total
through his office were account-
ed for by FHA insurance of loans
funded by private lenders.

FIFTEEN FAMILIES benefited
from loans for construction or im-
provement of family homes in
the county during the year. Hous-
ing credit has grown from the
level of zero in 1965 to $107,010 in
1968

Family farmers who lacked oth-
er sources of credit turned to
FHA for $40,000 in loans to secure
farm ownership and improve their
farms, and $203,230 in loans for
operating purposes during 1968.

“MANY OF the 54 farm fam-
ilies served by FHA might have
been forced off the land except
for this last-resort source of fi-
nancing,” Jennings said.

The agency also loaned $613,300
to 50 farmers in the county to
overcome losses suffered in natu-
ral disasters.

A LABOR housing loan of
$570,000 and a labor housing grant
of $387,380 was approved in 1967
and the facility was completed
in 1968. This housing facility
was to assure local farmers of
adequate housing for their farm
labor needs. In 1967, an organi-
zation made up of 300 rural fami-
lies applied for and received a
loan of $267,220 to furnish recrea-
tional facilities composed of golt
course, club house, swimming
pool and other outdoor oriented
facilities.

Farmers' Share of US Economy
Could Be Bigger in Last Half

wages, bigger social security and

other government payments, and

higher dividend and interest rates.
LABOR DEVELOPMENTS

During the first six months of
this year, wage increases have
been the largest in the nation's
history. And this trend will con-
tinue in the second half, spurred
by the record raises expected in
aluminum and steel.

Basic patterns will likely con-
tain multi-year raise guarantees
of at least 62 percent annually
and, in many instances, across
the-board pay provisions substan-
tially higher. Fringe benefits will
be either expanded or initiated
where contracts face reopening or
expiration. Labor will also move
fo tighten the security of private
pension plans — which cover up-
wards of 25 million emgployees
and involve assets of more than
$100 million.

AUTO OUTLOOK

So far, buyer interest has been
very well maintained and there is
good reason to expect 1968 output
to top 8,500,000 units. As usual,
there will bte a letdown during
model changeovers. However, we
predict that last-half output will
top the strike-diminished year-ear-
lier figure by about 10 percent.
BUILDING AND OCONSTRUCTION

Despite high costs for land,
materials, and mortgage money,
we feel that home building will
make nominal gains over year-
ago levels, with apartment units
continuing to be favored.

Fublic construction will be hurt
by cutbacks in federal spending,
especially roadbuilding — dipping
below recent levels but holding
close to final-half 1967 outlays.

Commercial construction pros-
pects are likewise dim; expendi-
tures could drop as much as
5 percent below the first half
though holding some 10 percent
above a year ago.

FARMING

We are moderately optimistic
about the over-all position of farm
ers in the next six months.

Quotations for livestock should
be edging up and we expect that
harvest prices for some key crops
will be a bit higher than they
were late last summer and in
the auftumn.

While farmers' expenses are
still on the rise, the climb should
be at an appreciably slower pace |
than in the first hall. Looks |
fo us as if net farm income could |
rise fractionally: in the July-Dec-
ember period.

The balance between war and
peace elsewhere in our troubled
world has seldom been more deli-
cate. Sentiment for resumption of
the Korean War is strong in North
Korea. In the Middle East it is
becoming harder to hold the lid on
the boiling cauldron of mutual
fear and hatred between Arabs
and Jews. More than any other
nation, Russia holds the key to
peace in Korea and in the Middle
East: but there is no more than
a 5050 chance that she will
quench the embers now smolder-
ing.

POLITICS

Politics will hold center stage in
the US right through the second
half. Vietnam will continue to be
a big issue politically, but Ho Chi
Minh's tactics on the battlefield
and at the conference table could
cause anger and resentment suff-
icient to weaken the position of
pelitical doves running for office.

ICrime, civil rights, and the war
on poverty will be given equal
billing with Vietnam as campaign
issues.

Federal Crop Insurance
Corp. said this week it will pay
an estimated $457,000 in damages
to insured wheat farmers in Cas-
tro and 23 other North Texas
counties and Curry County, N.M.

DAMAGES pald In Castro Coun-
ty were $47,500, more than 10 per-
cent of the total,

The estimate puts losses slight-
ly above the $423,000 paid a year
ago, but still indicates relatively
minor damage to the crop, Ben
A. Jordan, Jr., state director for
FCIC, reports.

“About 350 insured farmers al-
ready have indicated some loss
due to extreme weather factors,
but it is not anticipated the loss
situation will become much great-
er,” he says.

Losses to a lesser degree have
been reported in the North Tex-
as counties of Foard, Wilbarger,
Knox, Baylor, Jones, Cooke, Gray-
son, Fannin, Denton and Collin.

For Curry County, N.M., served
by the Texas state office, the es-
timated loss stands at $150,000 on
insured wheat.

“MORE potentially  serious,”
Jordan says, ‘‘is the condition of
the cotton and grain sorghum
crops planted this spring which al-
ready have suffered from the al-
most continuous rain.

““Cotton and grain sorghum loss-
es are expected to be high in the
Blacklands, and many West Tex-
as counties also have suffered.
Just getting the crop in  the
ground in time to meet insurance
risk deadlines has been a big
problem.”

On the brighter side, all-risk
crop insurance programs on irri-
gated wheat and grain sorghum
have been made available in four
Panhandle counties Hartley,
Hutchinson, Ochiltree and Old-
ham — effective with the 1969
crop. This makes crop insur-
ance now available to farmers
in 70 Texas counties.

FEDERAL crop Insurance Is de-
signed to protect the farm work-
ing capital that must be invested
and risked each year to produce
a crop. Policy guarantees are
geared to cover most production
costs. When low yields, due to
weather or other natural causes,
reduce crop values below these
guarantees, FCIC makes up the
difference in cash,

““Throughout the 30-year history
of our program in Texas,"” Jor-
dan says, “we have paid and ave-
rage of nearly $3 million each year
to farmers in achieving our pur-

e.ll

“And,” he adds, ‘‘policyholders
aren't the only ones who have
benefited during this period. The
entire rural community has shar-
ed. If yields won't pay the
bills, then Crop Insurance indem-
nities will.”

Jordan reports the application
period for insurance on 1969 and
succeeding crops is now open for
a limited time, depending on fu-
ture weather conditions.

Norris Daniels and John Jac-
cksen, both of the Bushland Re-
cearch Station, reported this week
that false chinch bugs are begin-
ning to come out of the grasses
and wheat into grain sorghums
and sugar beets,

Both Daniels and Jacobsen urg-
ed farmers to check upon these
Eugs daily, as they can damage
crops. These bugs can be elimi-
nated by spraying one-half pound
parathion or three-fourths pound
of malathtion per acre on the
crops which may be infested.
