Sale sets new record: $241,605
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Paving

The squeaky wheel may get the
grease, but in Dimmitt, the property
owners who speak up will get the
paved streets.

The Dimmitt City Council voted
Monday night to go forward with
the assessment paving program for
all unpaved streets in the city, and
agreed to list the streets
for paving at the March 4 meeting
of the council.

Property owners along unpaved

streets who wish to pay for their -

portion of the paving are urged to
contact the city so that their street
will be included in the project.

Mayor Wayne Collins noted that
the city is willing to arrange a
financing program enabling proper-
ty owners to pay out their portion
of the cost over a ten-year period at
only 8% interest, with the payment
added 1o the monthly water bill.

In an assessment paving pro-
gram, the cost of the paving is
charged to the property owner and
becomes a lein against the property
that must be paid before the proper-
ty may be bought or sold.

Collins noted that in the case of
streets where not all the property
owners are in favor of paying for

Starting Monday, the first bell of
the day at Dimmiut High School
will ring at 8:20 am., with the
tardy bell at 8:25. vaiously. the
first bell had been at 8:30.

Parks said no adjustments will be
made in the starting or closing time
for the middle school, but noted
that class periods and the tutorial
period will be shortened to allow
for viewing the broadcast at the end
of third period.

All in, all done, sold for a new
Castro County Junior Livestock
Show record-breaking sale.

Local businesses and individuals
shelled out more than $241,000
Saturday at the Dimmitt Young
Farmers' 37th annual junior lives-
tock sale, breaking the old record
of $219,486.47, which was set in
1989.

Buyers paid $232,972.22 for
lambs, steers and barrows, and
shelled out another $8,633 in dona-
tions for a grand total of $241,-
605.22.

"We did real well with the sale
this year," said Robert Boozer,
DYF President. "The sale conti-
nued at a steady pace and everyone
was generous.”

Although some of the animals
placing higher in the show didn’t
get the high bids they normally do,
the bidding level stayed even from
top to bottom, according to DYF
spokesmen, and that allowed for
the final tally to be the best ever in
the sale’s history.

The floor prices were up on
steers and barrows, but lambs
didn’t fare as well. Last year's
price on steers was 80 cents per
pound, while 44 cents per pound
took the floor on barrows and this
year’s figures were better — just
barely. But this year’'s winning
floor price on lambs was down
from last year's 58.50 cents per
pound.

Rafter 3 Feedyard of Dimmit
provided the floor pricc on steers,
paying 80.5 cents per pound; Cole-
man and Stroud of Plainview paid
43.5 cents per pound to win the
floor on lambs; and the bid of 51

cents per pound from J-Bar Cattle
Co. of Canyon bought the floor on
barrows.

The Grand Champion Steer, ex-
hibited by Justin Gleghom, was
purchased by the Dimmitt Buyers
Club for $2 a pound. It was a
1,217-1b. medium frame cross, and
camed the youngster $2,434.

A group of three local coopera-
uves, including Dimmitt Agri In-
dustries, Dimmitt Consumers and
Castro Co-op Gin, purchased Gleg-
hom’s Grand Champion Lamb for
$8 per pound. Gleghorn ecamed
$1,024 for the 128-Ib. light heavy-
weight medium wool lamb.

Jason Nelson drove his 250-Ib.
heavyweight cross barrow to the
Grand Championship of the barrow
division. The animal was purchased
by Nelson's grandmother, Alma
Nelson, for $6 per pound, eamning
the youngster $1,500.

The Reserve Champion Lamb,
shown by Tait Crow, was pur-
chased by the Dimmitt Buyers Club
for $6.50 per pound. The young-
ster’s 134-1b. heavyweight medium
wool lamb sold for $845.

Beuty's Shoes of Hereford pur-
chased the Reserve Champion
Steer, a 1,210-Ib. small frame En-
glish breed, for $2 a pound, giving
the youngster a total of $2,420 for
her work.

Mark Rogers’ Reserve Cham-
pion Barrow was purchased by his
grandfather, G.L. Willis, for $6.50
per pound. The total eammed from
the sale of the 235-1b. medium-
weight Duroc, was $1,527.50.

Showmanship awards went to
Jay Davis, barrows; Trey Johnson,
lambs; and Scott Huseman, steers.

Our Flag and Its Usage

More American flags are being flown now than at any time in our
nation’s history. Flags of all sizes are being displayed, too—
indoors, outdoors, on placards, as dress pins, etc.

This grassroots show of patriotism, both here and around the

nation, is impressive.

But are you sure you're doing it right?

Most of us, to a greater or lesser degree, are ignorant of basic flag
etiquette. Yet none of us wants to appear to show disrespect for our
flag by breaking some rule that we didn’t know about.

Here are the basic rules for displaying the American flag:

—You may fly your flag every day if you wish. You do not need
a special reason or holiday. The American flag traditionally is flown
every day in front of all public administration buildings, and in
front of all schools on school days.

—The flag should be hoisted briskly but lowered slowly.

—Your flag may be flown at night only if it is properly
illuminated by floodlight. Otherwise, the custom is to display it only

from sunrise to sunset.

—It is best not to display the flag during inclement weather,
unless your flag is made of all-weather, non-fading material. (In
other words, it’s best to have an all-weather flag so that if it is
caught out in the rain when you aren’t there to take it in, you won't

be breaking the preferred custom.)

—When displayed with any other individual pennant or flag on
the same pole, the US flag should always be above. When displayed
with any other flag on another pole at the same level, the US flag
should always be at its own right as it faces the public (so that o
those facing it from the front, it will be on the left). When two or
more other flags are flown with the US flag, then the US flag should
be in the center and at the highest point of the display.

—When the flag of any other nation is flown with the US flag, it
should be about the same size, and should be flown from the same
height on a separate staff. International usage forbids displaying the
flag of one nation above the flag of another.

—When the flag is displayed on a horizontal pole or rope, the
union (blue comer) should be hoisted out first.

—When the flag is displayed on a wall, the union should always

appear at the upper left.

—The flag should always be allowed to hang freely, and it
should never touch anything beneath it such as the ground, floor,

water or merchandise,

the paving, the city council will
need to decide whether it would be
in the best interest of the city to
include that street anyway.

Property owners who have al-
ready expressed interest in the pav-
ing program include some on An-
drews, 10th Street, Fourth Street,
Northeast Eighth, and Dulin.

Collins said if even onc property
owner on a block expresses interest
in the paving, it will be included on
the list, but if enough others voice
opposition to it, it may be dropped.

"Once the list is drawn up for the

program, none may be added, but
any may be dropped,” Collins no-
ted.
. In other business, the council
voted to accept a bid from High
Plains Pavers of Plainview for seal
coating about 31 blocks of city
streets at a cost of 58 cents per unit,
or a total bid price of $25,810.
Other bids received included Ap-
pian Corporation of Hereford for a
unit price of 59.8 cents and a total
of $26,611; and L.A. Fuller & Sons
for a unit price of 74.3 cents and a
total of $33,063.50.

Arden Beghtal, a representative
of the city’s engineering consultant
firm of McMorries & Associates of
Amarillo, examined the bids and
said that High Plains met the bid
specifications. He also pointed out
that they offered to start the seal
coating in May if the weather per-
mits to allow for an earlier comple-
tion date.

In his manager’s report, City
Manager Reeford Burrous told the
council that the plans for the airport
improvement project are on
schedule.

He also reported that the city
expenses are now only less than 1%
over the amount budgeted and no-
ted that the overage is reducing
each month,

Collins reminded the council that
a representative of MultiVision Ca-
ble TV will be at the March 4
meeting of the council to hear any
additional complaints from the city

or from any cable customers who
wish to speak.

Collins also told the council that
the Senior Citizens rental housing
project in northwest Dimmitt is
well into the second phase of con-
struction, with 24 units or so being
added to the first 24. He noted that
S&S Properties, contractors for the
project, had mentioned a possible
third phase as well, which would
bring the total number of housing
units up over 70.

Two are

A 641th District Court Grand Jury
issued indictments Monday against
two men in separate matters.

Moses Vasquez, 23, a former
resident of Castro County, was in-
dicted for two burglaries of farm
buildings located in the north part
of the county. Bond was set at
$50,000 on each of those cases by
District Judge Jack Miller.

District Attorney Jimmy Davis
indicated that investigation is still
in progress by the Sheriff’s Office
and by Dimmitt police, and other
cases against Vasquez may be pre-
sented to the grand jury during its
next meeting, set for sometime in
March.

A misdemeanor indictment on
charges of reckless conduct was
issued against the 18-year-old Hart
man accused in the Feb. 8 dis-
charge of a firearm in the direction
of a vehicle occupied by three
juveniles.

Davis said the case will be heard
in county court, since the charges
were reduced to the misdemeanor
level. He noted that reckless con-
duct is a Class B misdemeanor,
punishable by a fine of not more
than $1,000 or county jail time for

not more than 180 days, or by both
a fine and a jail sentence.

In a story last week on the
Bobcats' season statistics, I noted
that Jermaine Williams has become
Dimmitt High School’s fourth
highest all-time scorer for a single
season with 682 points, and that if
he keeps up his 21-points-per-game
average, he could become No. 1 in
that category, depending on how
far the Bobcats go in the playoffs.

I had used the sheet of scoring
record holders out of my file la-
beled "Basketball — DHS Boys,
Historical."

While looking at those totals, I
didn’t notice that Kevin Cleve-
land’s name wasn’t on the list.

How could you forget about Ke-
vin? I must have been on another
planet.

That old record sheet wasn’t da-
ted, but it had been compiled be-
fore Kevin scored 868 points his
junior year, 1982, when the Bob-
cats won the state championship,
and 912 points his senior year,
when the "Awesome Bunch” went
38-0 and repeated as state cham-
pions.

Nobody’s likely to break either
of those single - season records,
ever.

And Kevin’s high school career
scoring record was 2,728 points—a
thousand points more than anyone
else ever scored in four years here.

That’s the kind of trouble you
can get into when you start citing
all-time records.

Coach Cleveland and I have got
to get together and update the files.
But we’ll have to wait until after
the season, to see just where Jer-
maine will finish. He'll be up there
close to the top for sure.

paid in scrip instead of money. She
stayed with it and kept teaching.

There were only 12 classroom
teachers in Dimmitt’'s red brick
school house when she first started
teaching in town. During a 44-year
career, she would teach three gen-
erations of Dimmitt pupils, includ-
ing great - grandchildren of her
mother’s former students.

As the town and county grew,
she grew with them. Through the
years, she kept going back to col-
lege until she had eamed a Bachel-
or of Arts degree (1937), and later a
Master of Education degree (1955),
and then an administrator’s certifi-
cation.

She spent the last 16 years of her
career as principal of South Ele-
mentary School. She eamed such
respect from the community and
from her peers that, upon her retire-
ment in 1975, she was accorded the
ulimate honor. South Elementary
School was renamed Helen Rich-
ardson Elementary School.

She wasn’t only a teacher or a
school administrator. She also
helped organize the Classroom
Teachers Association, Plains Me-
morial Hospital Auxiliary, the Cas-
tro County Historical Society, the
Senior Citizens Association and
many other groups, and gave her
time willingly to her community,
her church, WTSU and governmen-
tal boards and committees. Because
of her tireless civic work, she was
named Citizen of the Year in 1965
and Citizen Through the Years in
1984. She was named as one of the
Outstanding Women of the Texas
Panhandle in 1976.

Her life was devoted to excel-
lence, and her main trait was her
cheerfulness.

Let’s hope the community she
helped build, teach and inspire will
continue to reflect those qualities.

Canyon edges Bobbies, 57-51

The Dimmitt Bobbies saw their
hopes of a bi-district championship
dim, resurge to burn brightly, then
gradually fade away Friday night as
the Canyon Lady Eagles eammed a
come-from-behind 57-51 victory at
Hutcherson Center in Plainview.

The Bobbies played their hearts
out in the first six minutes of the
game, but were down 10-16, large-
ly a result of a near-perfect 8 of 9
shooting performance from the
field by Canyon, when fate stepped
in.

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Permethrin approved
for control of cutworm

A Section 18 emergency use
permit has been granted for use of
Permethrin on wheat, according to
Kerry Siders, County Extension
Agent-Entomology.

The permit allows use of per-
methrin in wheat at .075 — .1
pounds active ingredient per acre
by ground, or aerially no more than
two times.

Grazing is prohibited and 30
days pre-harvest interval restric-
tions apply.

Reports from around the Texas
Panhandle indicate that army cut-
worm populations are extremely
heavy and permethrin was au-
thoized to help control the pest

"I have seen as many as six to
seven larvae per row foot in area
wheat fields," Siders said. "Damage
to grazed wheat has not been noted
yet," he added.

The pest lays eggs in the fall.
The eggs hatch and spend the win-
ter as small larvae, normally caus-
ing damage as temperatures begin
to warm up in spring. This winter

the larvae has just had a tew more
degree days than normal to develop
and their fecding has become no-
ticeable earlier.

Newly - hatched cutworms are
brown to black. Cutworm infested
fields have the appcarance of being
closely grazed and damage may be
"clumped” or occur in spots in the
field. During bright and sunny days
they will be found just under the
soil surface. In the night time and
on cloudy days, the pests will be
found feeding on leaves and tillers.
Ammy cutworms prefer dry condi-
tions.

Seedling alfalfa ficlds are espe-
cially vulnerable to army cutworm
infestations because the crown is
not well enough established to re-
grow after the larvae clip off the
stem.

Wheat and alfalfa producers
should check their fields now, Si-
ders said. Control measures are
warranted when fields average two
to three cutworms per linear foot of
drill and damage is evident.

Under the new CRP program,
bids on eligible land will be accept-
ed based on environmental benefits
obtained per dollar of cost to US-
DA’s Commodity Credit Corpora-
tion.

Secretary of Agriculture Clayton
Yeutter cautions producers that
they shouldn’t rely on bid amounts
which have been accepted in previ-
ous years when making their bids.

Land eligibility requirements
will be expanded from past sign
ups to include not only highly
erodible land, but also other cro-
pland acres that reduce the impair-
ment of water quality or improve
wellhead protection. Wellheads are
sources of water for municipalities.

Bids also are expected to be
accepted for areas which have been
determined to be a source of water
quality problems. To increase water
quality benecfits under the CRP,

producers offering areas such as
filterstrips, sod waterways, shelter-
belts and contour grass strips will
receive additional consideration
during the bid evaluation process.
Bids for enrolling wetlands will not
be accepted during this sign up.

CRP bids will be accepted only
for contracts beginning in 1991 and
bid acceptance determinations will
be made after a nationwide review
and evaluation.

Selection will be based on the
environmental benefits received
from placing the land in CRP when
compared to dollars of cost.

USDA needs 30 days to evaluate
and accept a bid, but acceptance is
not binding on either the producer
or USDA until the contract is
signed.

50% cost-share assistance will
continue to be available to establish
needed permanent vegetative cover
on accepted acreage.
