Each exhibitor
will be allowed to show three lambs,
three steers and three barrows, but
will only be allowed to sell two ani-
mals in each division, and three total.

Animals will be weighed next
Thursday, Feb. 8, beginning at 4:30
p.m. All entries must be ready at this
time and must have a state validation
from the county agent or an ag
teacher.

The Dimmitt Young Farmers will
be strictly enforcing the weight limit
on animals this year, especially on
barrows. Barrows weighing less than
175 pounds or more than 260 pounds
will be sifted.

“Any barrow not meeting the
weight limit will be disqualified,”

said Young Farmers President Curt
Summers.

Minimum weight on lambs will be
80 pounds. There is not a top weight
limit, but maximum pay weight will
be 130 pounds.

Steers must weight at least 900
pounds, and 1,350 pounds will be the
top pay weight.
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Castro County resident Elton
Gulley, 77, was found dead Sunday
morning in a drainage ditch about a
mile from the home he shared with
his daughter, Becky Ott, and her
family in the Flagg area.

Investigating Sheriff’'s Deputy
Glen Snitker surmised that the el-
derly man may have collapsed from
stress due to the cold weather and
possible exhaustion. He was found
almost covered with snow near his
car, a 1983 El Camino, which was
high centered over the drainage ditch
where he was found.

Gulley's body was discovered by
his son, Larry Gulley, who had re-
ported the man missing late Saturday
night.

Larry Gulley told Snitker that
Elton had been seen last at about
10:30 p.m. Friday as family mem-
bers were retiring for the night. Sat-

urday morning, Elton and his car
were gone. According to the report,
Elton’s grandson thought that Elton
had driven over to Larry’s residence
in Springlake to go to Clovis, N.M.,
with him.

When Larry came home Saturday
between 9:30 and 10 p.m., he called
Ott’s residence to check on Elton and
found out that he was missing. The
family began calling around to see if
anyone had seen Elton, and finally
called the Sheriff’s Office at about
11:30 p.m.

Larry told Snitker that Elton had
been ill the past few days and also
had a history of heart trouble, having
a pacemaker and taking medication
for his heart. Larry also recalled that
Elton had seemed disoriented Friday
morning and had been asking for his
wife, who died in 1989.

Larry said that Elton had not

taken his medication with him or his
wallet. He surmised that Elton may
have gone to the cemetery in
Muleshoe to visit his wife’s grave.
Snitker requested that a missing
person teletype be issued, and he
patrolled the southwest part of the
county, looking for Elton, who had
lived in the Sunnyside area for about
10 years before moving in with Ott
about a year ago. Snitker also entered
Elton into the NCIC computer Sys-
tem as an endangered missing per-
son, due to his health history and the
weather conditions, which included
blowing snow, rain and sleet, with
temperatures in the teens and 20s.
Sunday morning Larry found
Elton about a mile north-northeast of
Ott’s residence, two miles west of
Flagg on FM 1524 then one mile
south on CR 506, then a tenth of a

Two nurses from the Castro
County Hospital District recently
completed a three-day workshop on
clinical breast feeding assistance,
sponsored by Mercy Health Center
in Oklahoma City, Okla.

Attending the workshop were
Cindy Ellis, registered nurse; and
Patty Summers, licensed vocational
nurse.

In addition to participating in the
workshop which addressed the nor-
mal course of lactation, Ellis and
Summers completed an assessment
and problem solving practicum, and
an examination addressing usual
circumstances and common chal-
lenges with breast feeding. They
were awarded certification as breast
feeding educators.

Certificationis an added credential
that recognizes increased clinical
competence in the field of breast
feeding assistance.

Castro County Hospital District
has two certified breast feeding edu-
cators.

Today, most mothers breast feed.
Employed mothers, mothers athome,
mothers of premature or ill infants
and mothers in a variety of special
situations choose breast feeding
because of its numerous benefits.

Scientific investigations have re-
cently identified significant benefits
of breast feeding which include in-
creased intelligence, protection
against childhood infections, diabe-
tes, liver disease, certain types of
cancers, allergies, immune system
disorders and sudden infant death
syndrome. Mothers who breast feed
have a reduced incidence of breast
cancer and 0Steoporosis.

Mothers often explain that they
initiate breast feeding because of the
benefits for their baby, but they con-
tinue breast feeding because they
enjoy a special closeness with their
breast fed babies.

As breast feeding becomes more
popular, mothers look to health care

Experts must also be
available for telephone assistance,
home health care, and out-patient
consultations to help mothers over-
come common challenges during the
first few weeks,” emphasized Bocar.

Certified breast feeding educators
are qualified to assist families to
meet their breast feeding goals.

Corn producers say
to insist on verified
hybrids before planting

Texas Corn Producers Board and
the Corn Producers Association of
Texas are urging farmers to insist
that seed companies verify that the
hybrids being sold have been tested
for the presence of Cry9C, the
StarLink Bt.

“Itisn’t a typical question growers
ask when buying seed, but it’s an
extremely important one this season.

USDA has said that no Cry9C
corn would be sold or grown in
2001,” said Fred Yoder of Plain
City, Ohio, chairman of the National
Corn Growers Association (NCGA)
corn board’s biotechnology working
group.

The message is simple: Verify
before you buy.

This information will be readily
available from seed companies. In
late December, USDA recommended
that seed companies sample and test
all hybrid seed lots and all seed
parent lines for the presence of

Cry9C. Any seed testing positive for
Cry9C would be channeled into feed
or non-food industrial use. USDA
also recommends that the seed
companies provide the verification
information to customers when they
ask for it.

“It is also very important that
producers pay close attention to seed
that may have Cry9C, that was
stored to be re-used this season.
Every corn grower needs to take
reasonable precautions to avoid
having StarLink appear in the 2001,
crop,” said TCPB Chairman,Jo¢e
Reed.

Insisting on the USDA-recom-
mended seed testing plan is the first
step in assuring the integrity of the
2001 harvest,” Yoder added.

New propane safety rules
to become effective today

New rules governing the sale and
use of propane will go into effect
today (Thursday).

The Texas Railroad Commission
has adopted National Fire Protection
Association (NFPA) 58 rules in a
move to bring the state’s liquified
petroleum gas (LP-gas) safety rules
in line with national standards.

While NFPA 58 rules and current
state rules are similar in many re-
spects, propane license holders
should become familiar with differ-
ences in the areas of distance re-
quirements, bulk storage, vehicles,
cylinder filling, nameplates and ad-
ministration.

Some examples of NFPA 58 safety
rule changes are:

4 1-1/4 inch or larger liquid and
vapor openings in stationary storage
containers at new facilities with a
water capacity over 4,000 gallons
must be equipped with
pneumatically-operated internal
valves. Containers at existing appli-
cable facilities will have five years to
install the valves.

4 Pneumatically-operated emer-
gency shut-off valves must be in-
stalled at new facilities with a water
capacity over 4,000 gallons. Cable-
operated emergency shut-off valves
may remain in LP-gas service unless
the valve is replaced, at which time a
pneumatic emergency shut-off valve
will have to be installed.

4 Vertical bulkheads will continue
to be required for stationary facilities
with a water capacity over 4,000
gallons. Horizontal bulkhead may
remain in LP-gas service unless the
bulkhead is replaced at which time a
vertical bulkhead must be installed.

4 Stainless steel flexible connec-

tors 3/4 of an inch and over must be
installed at new facilities. Existing
rubber flexible connectors will have
to be replaced with stainless steel
connectors by Feb. 1, 2003.

In addition to safety rule changes,
all propane licensees in Texas will be

required to take continuing education
courses as part of their ongoing
safety training. The first phase of
continuing education will cover cer-
tain holders of management-level
and employee-level certificates in the
areas of delivery truck, service and
installation, cylinder filling and mo-
tor/mobile fuel dispenser operations.

Continuing education requirements
are set to go into effect on March 1.

Regulation of propane, com-
pressed natural gas and liquified
natural gas to protect public safety
falls within the jurisdiction of the
Texas Railroad Commission. Any-
one who works with propane,
liquified or compressed natural gas
must first qualify for a license by
passing a written exam proving they
know the laws and regulations.

There are approximately 3,000
licensed propane dealers, retailers
and wholesalers in Texas.

The Railroad Commission also is
responsible for LP-gas training in
Texas. Since Sept. 1, 1997, the com-
mission has trained more than 6,900
LP-gas company managers, employ-
ees and fleet customers on topics
related to LP-gas safety and compli-
ance with applicable standards and
rules.

Growing speculation that benefits
from the 2000 crop disaster program
will be significantly delayed by the
Bush Administration’s halt of last-
second Clinton-era rule making 1s
not accurate.

Plains Cotton Growers’ check of
the situation shows that a Jack of
focus by the outgoing administration,
a five-week delay in election results
and even USDA’s own multi-layer
approval process have combined to
slow down the final approval of crop
disaster program rules; however, the
delay shouldn’t amount to anything
significant compared with the ap-
proval timeline for past programs.

It is anticipated that any delay that
does occur won’t be nearly as long
as many fear.

The new administration and Secre-
tary of Agriculture Ann Veneman
appear to be trying to complete the
approval process as quickly as possi-
ble so that the rules can be published
and checks issued.

Growers with early appointments
to figure crop disaster program eligi-
bility and benefits may have to wait
a short time before they actually
receive a check. The delay shouldn’t
be too long, though.

The bottom line is that growers
will continue to participate in the
crop disaster program sign-up pro-
cess while the rules are receiving
final approval from USDA.

All growers should receive an
entitlement report that shows how
much assistance they will receive
when checks are released following
publication of the rules in the Fed-
eral Register.

Some patience may be required
from producers as the process moves
forward, although the time frame
shouldn’t be as long as many cur-
rently fear.
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Early indications that Texas cotton
growers would be shut out of the
chance to purchase crop insurance at
levels above 75% have proven false.

This week, the Risk Management
Agency announced that 80 and 85%
coverage will be offered to Texas
cotton growers in 2001.

Plains Cotton Growers welcomed
the announcement and noted that
their discussion over the past few
weeks reiterated the need to make

coverage available so growers could
decide whether or not it was cost-
effective.

Coverage above 75% is still rela-
tively expensive, but the Risk Man-
agement Agency’s decision means
that growers will have an opportu-
nity to consider these higher levels
when making risk management deci-
sions for 2001.

Last year’s crop insurance reform
bill could move many growers up the
ladder in terms of their insurance
coverage levels.

Growers, landlords and those in-
