Well, it remained for John 
H. Flanagin, well known in court 
house circles, to set the cam-
paign fireworks off with the 
first official announcement— 
in Your Home Paper! 	Of 
course, there has been a good 
many, in as many races, in the 
past two months, and readers of 
the News have been scanning 
the pages each week in an effort 
to find out just what all this 
talk was about. The official an-
nouncements will be found on 
the sixth page each week, until 
the fire is extinguished by the 
voters next fall. Of course, af- 
ter the primaries in July, when 
the .process of elimination will 
be resorted to, a few will auto-
matically be relegated to the 
ranks of ordinary folks.

At a meeting held last Friday 

of the new City Commission, 
with all city officials present, to-
gether with Messrs. R. F. Hinch-
ey, Vice-President and General 
Manager and W. S. Roughner, 
Auditor, of the West Texas Gas 
Company of Amarillo, a fran-
chise was granted the gas com-
pany for a term of thirty years. 

The permit calls for the begin-
ning of construction work not la-
ter than August 15, and to be 
completed by September 15, givs-
ing the city natural gas in ade-
quate quantity by October 15. 

The  minimum rate, according 
to the accepted franchise, will be 
$1.50 per month, with a rate of 
671/3  cents for the first thous-
and cubic feet used, and 50c per 
thousand up to 50,000, for do-
mestic use.. 

For industrial uses, the mini-
mum rate is the same as for do-
mestic service, with a rate of 45c 
per thousand up to 50,000 cubic 
feet, the  price then being reduc-
ed materially in accordance with 
the amount used, up to 120 mil-
lion cubic feet. 

Citizens of Dimmitt are elat-
ed over the prospect of natural 
gas for next winter, and from a 
conversation held with Mr. Hin-
chey, the News feels sure that 
his company will not be forced 
to ask for any extensions, bu'c 
will be here on time with the 
service. 

It is not known from which di-
rection the main lines will enter 
this city, but an effort will be 
made to have  them come in from 
Tulia, rather than Hereford, in 
order to serve Nazareth, and 
at the same time place a distri-
buting line within twelve miles 
of Hart, both of whom will be 
served sooner or later with gas. 

The first established rate for 
gas in Dimmitt has met with the 
approval of all who have been 
advised of it by the News and 
city officials. It is understood 
that this is the same rate in ef-
fect in neighboring towns. and 
is a standard for cities of this 
class. The company, in arriving 
at the rate, always takes into 
consideration, according to Mr. 
Hinchey, the  fact that they must 
have a rate sufficient to allow 
them to give maximum service, 
adequate supply, and guarantee 
the best possible equipment in 
the construction and maintan-
ence of their lines and plants. 

In order that the public may 
more fully understand the Fran-
chise, its terms and conditions, 
it is published in full, on page 
seven of this issue of the News. 

In the announcement column 
of the News next week will ap-
pear the name of Wade Parks as 
a Democratic candidate for the 
office of County Clerk, and sub-
ject to the will of the voters at 
the Primaries in July. 

Mr. Parks is a native Texan, 
having lived in this county for 
the past four years. He has 
never held, nor asked, for public 
office before, and feels that he 
is qualified for this important 
clerical position with the coun-
ty. 

He is one of Dimmitt's 
and popular business men, being 
for the  past year in the fire in 
surance business. 

He asks the consideration of 
the voters upon his qualifications 
havind /had years of clerical ex-
perience.

The are, according to Mr. Weav-
er, the  only bulls in the state 
from gold medal cows on both 
the sire and dam side. They are 
grandsons of the famous bull 
Gamboge, and were purchased 
after investigating many other 
animals. 

Other circles are in contempla-
tion, and will likely be un-
der way at an early date. 

Much interest has been shown 
in the work of the night school, 
which meets every Tuesday 
night and every farmer is cor-
dially invited to attend and join 
in the interesting discussions. 

0.0. F. Lodge to 
Be be Instituted 

Here Tonight 

At a special meeting of the 
city commission held Wednesday 
the Jordan & Hall Construction 
Co., of Plainview, released that 
portion of their contract, made 
with the city several months ago, 
calling for a water well and res-
ervoir. They will, however, com-
plete the distribution system. 
at the price called for in the or-
iginal contract. 

D. L. McDonald, of Amarillo, 
was awarded the contract for a 
well, which he guarantees. He 
has considerable machinery on 
the ground now, and work will 
be started within a few hours on 
the well. 

This contract, details of which 
was published in the News sev-
eral weeks ago, calls for a guar-
anteed well, to be completed in 
forty-five days. 

The work of laying the distri-
bution system is to start with-
in fifteen days, or at the com-
pletion of the well, being option-
al with the contractors. 

This is good news for Dimmitt 
and many citizens expressed 
themselves Thursday as confi-
dent that we would have a com-
pleted municipal water system 
by early summer.

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ORDINANCE NO. 11 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE 
CITY COMMISSION OF THE 
CITY OF DIMMITT, TEXAS. 

An Ordinance granting a fran-
chise and certain privileges to 
the West Texas Gas Company (a 
corporation with its principal of-
fice in the City of Amarillo, Pot-
ter County, Texas) and estab-
lishing rules and regulations for 
the use of natural gas for light, 
heat and power, and establishing 
a maximum limit for price to be 
charged for such gas. 

WHEREAS, the West Texas 
Gas Company, (a corporation), 
has applied to the Mayor and 
Commissioners of the City of 
Dimmitt, Texas, to grant said 
West Texas Gas Company the 
right to lay and maintain and 
operate a gas plant for the dis-
tribution of natural gas for 
light, heat and power within the 
City of Dimmitt, Texas, upon 
the following terms and condi-
tions and reservations, such 
rights and franchises to be as 
follows, to-wit: 

SECTION 1. 
That the right to furnish, dis-

aribute and sell natural gas for 
light, heat and power, for all 
such other purposes for which 
gas may be used within the City 
of Dimmitt, Texas, for a period 
of thirty years from the date of 
the passage and approval of this 
Ordinance is hereby granted to 
the West Texas Gas Company, 
its successors and assigns, here-
inafter called the Grantee, sub-
ject however, to the provisions 
hereinafter incorporated in this 
Ordinance and for such addi-
tional period or extensions of 
time as may be at the expiration 
of said term of years, and upon 
conditions then found to be sat-
isfactory to the officials of the 
City of Dimmitt, and to this 
Grantee, and provided that this 
Ordinance and Franchise is to be 
in effect and run from and af-
ter the day and date of its pas-
sage and approval. 

SECTION 2. 
That the said Grantee is to 

have the right to lay mains, 
pipes and equipment, and to con-
struct such buildings and install 
such machinery or equipment 
and to sell or lease such equip-
ment, to the citizens of Dimmitt, 
Texas, as may be necessary or 
advisable in their judgment for 
the proper performance of the 
service to be  rendered to the 
City of Dimmitt, and to its in-
habitants and citizens to the 
best interests of the gas consum-
ers and to have, at all times, ac-
cess to the streets and alleys of 
eaid City for the purpose of lay-
ing such mains, pipes and equip-
ment as may be needed from 
time to time during the term of 
this Franchise, or any extension 
thereof, provided, that at no 
time shall the Grantee obstruct 
such streets or alleys so as to in-
terfere with the nriblic use 
thereof for a reriod longer than 
forty-eight (LIS) hours, and that 
inimerliate?y srieh mains, pipes 
or equipment is laid and tested 
same shall be covered and such 
streets or alleys shall be re-
placed in the same or as good 
condition as before such work 
was done. 

All excavations to be proper-
ly engirded be barriers by day 
and by red lights at night, end 
the said Grantee shall' hold the 
said City of Dimmitt harmless 
from any and all damages to 
persons or property resulting 
from their negligence in the 
manner of constructing such dis-
tribetion plant or system and 
guarding the same while under 
construction. by a good and suf-
ficient bond executed by the 
Grantee and come renutable sur-
etv company permitted to do 
busiress in the State of Teeas, 
in the penal sum of Twenty-five 
Thousand Dollars ($2,.000 not 
It is not intended that this bond 
shall 	kent in force permanent- 
ly, but only during the "initial 
construction period," and this 
period ends when gas is used in-
side the city limits. 

alleys, highways or other public 
ways or places of the City of 
Dimmitt by the Grantee, as pro-
vided in Section Two above, 
shall be and is subject to the fol-
lowing restrictions., limitations 
and conditions, viz: 	that in 
building additional mains or 
lines of pipe, said Grantee shall 
build and construct the same a-
long and under the alleyways, 
where alleys exist, rather than 
along and under streets, and 
shall only use the streets for 
same in so far as may be neces-
sary in connecting from one al-
ley to another; and said mains 
and pipe line shall be placed be-
low the, surface of the street or 
alley and so as to protect all pav-
ing, wire cables, water pipes, un-
derground wires or sewer later-
als, and shall be so constructed 
and located with reference to 
water lines and sewer mains as 
not to interfere therewith, and 
under the direction and to the 
satisfaction of the City Commis-
sion or the City Engineer. 

SECTION 8. 
That the City Commission 

hereby reserves the right to in-
stall at the point where said 
Grantee receives his gas for dis-
tribution in the City a meter 
through which all gas for distri-
bution to the City and its inhabi-
tanth shall be passed, an ade-
quate self-registering pressure 
gauge adequate to record the a-
mount of gas distributed to the 
City and its inhabitants and the 
pressure at which time the 
same was received by the Gran-
tee. 

SECTION 9. 
That after the said gas distri-

bution system shall have been 
fully constructed. equipped, and 
in (mere tion as herein provided 
in the  City of Dimmitt. if the 
said Grantee shall then fail to 
comnlv substantially with the 
conditions of this Franchise, the 
City of. Dimmitt shall have the 
right by Ordinances duly passed 
therefor to forfeit all the rights 
and franchises herein granted 
to the said Grantee., provided 
that the City of Dimmitt shall 
give the said Grantee. its succ. - 
sors and assigns, sixty (63") 
days notice in writing, spec; 
ing the conditions claimed to 
have  been violated, and gi ng 
full and fair opportunity to be 
heard thereon before declaring 
such forfeiture which notice 
shall fairly and fully set out all 
of the conditions claimed and 
complained of and shall be given 
by the said City and shall be 
eiened by the City Clerk under 
the seal of said City, after hav-
ing been properly authorized by 
the Mayor and City Commission 
of the said City ; provided, how-
ever, that the said Grantee shall 
have sixty (60) days after re-
ceiving such notice in which to 
rectify and correct such viola-
tions and to comply substeetial-
ly with the terms and conditions 
of the Ordinances; should the vi-
olations of this Ordinance so 
complained of not have been rec-
Hied and corrected and the 
terms and conditions of the Or-
dinance frilly complied with at 
the end of said sixty (60) days, 
then and in that event the City 
shall have the power to forfeit 
this Franchise on account of the 

seecified in said no-
tice. That in case of forfeiture 
as herein provided, the City of 
Dimmitt reserves the right to 
purchase the distributing plant 
of the Grantee at its fair an-
praised value or to allow the 
Grantee to remove same within 
one year from the date of such 
forfeiture, provided that before 
any of said Property may be re-
moved, the Grantee shall be re-
(mired to give to the City a good 
and sufficient bond that the 
streets and alleys will be plaCed 
and left in as good conditions as 
found. 

SECTION 10 
That in further consideration 

of the privileges and franchise 
granted to the West Texas Gas 
Company, it shall adopt and use 
all end any reasonable safe-
guards to provide for the  pro-
tection of persons or property a-
gainst injury or damage grow-

not be required to extend main 
lines more than one hundred and 
fifty (150) feet to any one custo-
mer. 

The work done in connection 
with the construction, mainten-
ance and operation of said plant 
and tranmission, transportation 
and distributing system, and the 
location of regulating stations, 
vent pipes therefor, gate valves, 
gauges, stock boxes, manholes, 
low, intermediate, and high pres-
sure mains, pipes, feeders, ser-
vice pipes and conduits, and ser-
vice pipe extensions and all ap-
purtenances in the streets, high-
ways, alleys and other public 
places in the City shall be sub-
ject to, and governed by the reg-
ulations, rules and ordinances 
now in force in the City of Dim-
mitt or that may be thereafter 
lawfully adopted by said City. 

SECTION 3. 
That all mains shall be laid at 

least eighteen (18) inches below 
the surface of the ground, and so 
laid as not to interfere in any 
manner with water mains or 
pipes or conduits of said City, 
or pipes or conduits of other util-
ities already installed; and that 
the connections with the gas 
mains and pipes shall be placed 
and laid to the property of the 

SECTION 4. 
That said Grantee shall at all 

times after said gas distribution 
system has been established and 
placed in operation, be prepared 
to furnish said City, and its in-
habitants with a good quality of 
gas for light, heat and power, 
and other purposes for which 
same may be used in sufficient 
quantities to supply the needs of 
the said City and its citizens. 

The said gas shall be furnish-
ed to said City and its inhabi-
tants for demestic use at a net 
price not to exceed one dollar 
and fifty cents ($1.50) for the 
first 1,000 cubic feet or less, and 
sixty-seven and one-half (67 1-2) 
cents per thousand cubic feet for 
all gas used in excess of first 1,- 
000 cubic feet; provided, howev-
er, that gas used for heating 
public buildings, churches, ho-
tels and apartments shall be sold 
at the following rates: 

For the first 1,000 cubic feet or less used per month--..$1.50 
For the next 49,000 cubic feet used per month 	671/2c per M 
For the next 100,000 cubic feet used per month 	50c per M 
For all used in excess of 150,000 cubic feet per month....40c per M 

That the maximum rates for industrial gas shall not exceed 
the rates set out in the following schedule: 

For the first 	1,000 cubic feet or less used per month.-..$1.50 
For the next 	49,000 cubic feet used per month 	45c per M 
For the next 	150,000 cubic feet used per month 	35c per M 
For the next 	300,000 cubic feet used per month 	30c per M 
For the next 	500,000 cubic feet used per month 	25c per M 
For the next 10.000,000 cubic feet used per month 	221/ec per M 
For the next 20,000,000 cubic feet used per month 	20c per M 
For the next 29,000,000 cubic feet used per month 	18c per M 
For the next 60,000,000 cubic feet used per month 	161/2c per M 
For all above 120,000,000 cubic feet used per month 	15c per M 

That the above rates are to be 
charged for gas used through 
one meter only. 

That all bills shall be due and 
payable monthly, and within ten 
days from date rendered, and in 
case  of default or non-payment 
within said time, the Grantee 
shall have the right to discon-
tinue service to said consumer, 
and to make an additional charge 
for the gas used for any purpose 
equal to one-ninth (1-9) of the 
bill rendered. And in case said 
consumer shall make application 
to have services re-established 
and gas re-connected with his 
premises, he shall be required to 
pay all delinquent bills, together 
with the penalty thereto, and to 
pay a cut-on charge not to ex-
ceed $1.50 for domestic use and 
heating purposes, and $2.50 for 
industrial use. It is further pro-
vided that the Grantee shall be 
allowed to make a minimum 
charge of $1.50 per month for 
gas for domestic and heating 
service and $25.00 per month 
for industrial gas service. 

All gas furnished or sunplied 
by Grantee shall be metered, and 
for this purpose the Grantee 
shall, at his own cost and ex-
pense, provide and install for 
each customer a good and accu-
rate meter of standard make. 
Grantee shall also provide and 
maintain at its proper cost and 
expense facilities for testing gas 
meters, and said Grantee shall 
also provide and maintain, at its 
proper cost and expense a stan-
dard meter nrover of not less 
than five cubic feet capacity, 
equipped with suitable ther-
mometers and other necessary 
accessories. which shall be main-
tained to the accented standard 
of accuracy, all to be to the sat-
isfaction and approved by the 
City Commission. 

Such meters shall be and re-
main the property of the said 
Grantee, and the Grantee shall 
h.,ve the right to require the 
customer or consumer to deros-
it with him a slim eenial to the 
maximum monthly bill of the 
consumer, provided. however, 
that no deposit shall be in a less 
sum than elfl.nn for finmptio 
meter, and $15.00 foe industrial 
meter.

ty of gas for all purposes; pro-
vided, however, that in case of 
explosion or accidents of any 
character or nature beyond the 
control of Grantee, to the main 
lines or to the distributing sys-
tem provided herein, or short-
age of gas supply in the fields

Grantee shall in good faith be-
gin the construction of its main 
lines and . distributing systems 
by August 15, 1930, and shall 
complete such main lines by Sep-
tember 15, 1930, and shall be 
prepared to serve gas to consum-
ers on or before October 15, 
1930, provided, however, that 
Grantee shall not be liable for 
time consumed out of such per-
iod by strikes, acts of providence, 
acts of constituted legal author-
ities, or acts beyond the control 
of Grantee.

That the Grantee herein shall 

have the right and privilege of 
assigning this Franchise and all 
the rights and privileges grant-
ed herein, and wherever the 
word "Grantee" appears herein 
it shall be construed as applying, 
to its successors and assigns.
