Killd Wife With
Charge From a
Gun Saturday
W. L. Schmitz Kills Wife With

Shot Gun in This City Last
Last Saturday.

Mrs. Pearly Schmitz, age 29,
met instant death last Saturday
afternoon at 4 o’clock, when her
husband, W. L. Schmitz, age 31,
fired one barrel from a shot gun.

The tragedy, which shocked
this entire community, accured
at the home of the victim’s sis-
ter, Mrs. C. R. Fisher. The
charge struck her in the right
shoulder and right side of the
face, penetrating the brain,
causing instant death. ;

Mrs. Schmitz and Mr. and Mrs.
Fisher were in the room, and
just a few minutes before the
tragedy, Schmitz had said that
he was going to town for some
tobacco. It developed, from wit-
nesses, that he did go to town.
in a run, and after getting some
change from his wife, and buying
a box of shells, raced back to the
Fisher home, procuring, on the
way, a shotgun belonging to J.
E. Williams, a brother of the
victim of the tragedy. Loading

both barrels of the gun and plac- |

ing shells in his pocket, he
entered the room and, without
warning, fired directly at his
wife. Mr. Fisher, who was ac-
cross the room, jumped up when
he saw the gun lifted, but could
not reach it to prevent the first
shot. He procured the gun, and
with the assistance of his wife,
tied the man’s hands, and sent |
for officers. Deputy Sheriff |
J. H. Flanagin and Justice of the
Peace Ernest Medkief made the
arrest a few minutes later, find-
ing Schmitz in the yard, appar-
antly unaware that he had com-
mitted murder. He offered no
resistance, and was taken to the
county jail. He refused to.ans-
wer questions, until Sunday,
when questioning officers man-
aged to ellicit a few answers
from him, among them some
showing that he had begun to

Cattle

Large supplies of short fed
cattle are proving a heavv bur-
den on the market. Beef cows!
and heifers
have been in two vears. Strength
in the beef market need not be
expected until the early winter
rush to market with half-finish
ed animals is passed.

Sheep

According to recent estimates
of the United States Department
of Agriculture there is a larger
number of lambs and sheep on
feed for market than this time
last year. They estimated that
with the larger numbers on feed,
and probably, no improvement
in demand for dressed lamb,
prices on lambs are likely are
likely to average during the next
four months, somewhat lower
than the same period last year.
