The first Tuesday after the first 
Monday in November is General 
Election day. In Texas, and many 
Southern states, with tile exception 
of presidential elections, *balloting 
on general election day has serv-
ed the purpose of only making the 
election of Democratic nominees 
official. In my memory, with the 
exception of Congressman Bruce 
Alger of Dallas, there has never 
been other than a Democratic 
nominee elected in a general elec-
tion in Texas. Some say that this 
is not good, that we should have 
a two-party state. Ii  am inclined 
to agree. 

Two responsible parties would 
probably be good for Texas ,state 
government. Maybe if we had two 
responsible parties Texas wouldn't 
be so low on the totem pole in 
education, maybe the deploriable 
condition of our state parks: as 
featured in recent issues of a re-
gional daily paper, wouldn't exist. 
Maybe if we had two responsible 
political parties in Texas we would 
have as much attraction for the 
tourist trade as states with much 
less to offer, instead of being the 
last place in the nation that people 
from other states want to see. 

I believe that if we had two re-
sponsible political parties that the 
state legislature would pass laws 
beneficial to the people of the state 
rather than those dictated by the 
major oil companies and other 
special interests of the state. Need 
a specific, then consider the gas 
ill ne ded d ked for by the 

area. How about the proration, 8-
day pumping allowable for oil 
wells, that is killing off the small 
independent companies and drying 
up jobs in the industry in Texas, 
as well as depriving the state and 
nation of tax revenue lost through 
special tax privileges enjoyed by 
major companies on imported oil. 

We could go on, and on, enum-
erating reasons why we should 
have state government based on 
a responsible two-party system. 
But how in the world can we ever 
have two responsible parties as 
long Republicans vote in the De-
mocratic primaries. 

To me the development of a two 
party system in the state would 
be a simple matter. All that is 
necessary is for people to line up 
With the party of their- choice and 
let the independents refrain from 
voting until the general election. 
The candidates of each political 
party furnish the money to pay 
the expenses incurred in conduct-
ing the two primaries, interested 
party members serve as party of-
ficials, free of charge, in conduct-
ing the business of the party. It 
is their primary that is being held 
and they have a perfect right to 
expect the people who voted in 
their primary to honor the pledge 
at the top of the ballot which 
reads: "I pledge to support the 
nominees of this primary." 

I didn't support any of the Demo-
cratic nominees for state office in 
the primaries, but they are the 
nominees and I will support them 
in the general election. They are 
the nominees of my party and they 
will get my vote. 	•

Useless' land turned into profit 

is a keynote of R. B. Hayden's 
success as rancher and farmer. 

Approximately fourteen miles 
south of Dimmitt on US Highway 
385, Hayden has built five all metal' 
feed lots. Each lot if 200 x 200. 

Erected on the side of a slope, 
the feed lots, office, and scale 
house covers land which is inef-
ficient for farming. 

Hayden turned this invaluable 
area into highly valued land by 
constructing the high-paying feed-
ers. 
Work was started three months 

ago on this project. The rancher 
plans an addition of five more lots 
next year. 

At full capacity, they enclose 1500 
cattle. Hayden says, "Plans are 
for light cattle to go into the feed 
lot for finishing". Presently, he has 
400 cattle but will fill to capcity 
in the next 30 days. These cattle 
are fed for 150 days and then ship-
ped out. A shiny metal chute joins 
the highway for easy loading and 
unloading of cattle. 

Ezell Sadler and Hayden went 
on a ten-day tour of feeders in 
Caifornia. They returned with a 
notable design. Sadler built troughs 
in 10 foot sections on the site. Then 
the 30 inch circular troughs were

vided for the feeding cattle. A well 
which has been drilled to red bed 
(the stopping point in this county 
for a permanent supply of water) 
supplies 100 gallons of water Per 
minute. The well is located down-
stairs in the scale house. During 
winter, electric-heated troughs 
Maintain the water temperatue at 
44 degres. 

When electricity fails, an auxil-
iary unit goes into operation.- 

A scale is located on the right 
side of the building. It is 34 feet 
long and made of steel racks. A 
semi-truck load of cattle or 40,000

ABOUT YOUR HEALTH 

Traffic in "bootleg" oysters can 
be virtually eliminated if the pub-
lic is willing to help, State Health 
Department officials believe. 

The statement comes just as the 
season of increased oyster con-
sumption hits full stride. More than 
45 million Texas-grown oysters 
were sold on the retail market 
last year, and most of them were 
consumed right here at home. 

"Bootleg oyster traffid isn't in-
creasing or decreasing," a depart-
mental official said. "This is just 
something we want to break up 
once and for all." 

The questionable shellfish invol-
ve perhaps 10 percent of the tens 
of millions harvested annually in 
Texas bay water. The other 90 per 
cent have pedigrees authenticated 
by State Health Department in-
speclors. 

Most retail outlets—grocery stor-
es, seafood houses, and restaurants 
handle only certified products, the 
department emphasized. 

Bootleg oysters may be grown 
in water of questionable quality, 
harvested under insanitary condi-
tions, and peddled by spurious deal-
ers from house to house or at 
roadside stands. 

The department urged that buy-
ers insist on knowing the source 
of oysters offered for sale, and to 
refuse them if their certification 
by health inspectors can not be 
madly established by the vendor 
or verified by local health officials. 
approved canned or packaged 
oysters can quickly be identified 
by a certification number issued 
by the State Health Department.

Reason for the concern is that 
oysters feedr by pumping water—
as much as 25 gallons a -day—
through a complex system of gills 
which filter out suspended marine 
organisms and bacteria. 	When 
oyster growing water has been con-
taminated, the shellfish themsel-
ves are subject to infection which 
can be passed on to humans. 

The health department's certifi-
cation activities include sanitation 
checks on drainage areas which 
contribute to growing waters, ex 
tensive bacteriological analysis of 
the growing water, and continuous 
inspection of oyster shucking plant 
plants. 

All water-borne diseases can be 
transmitted via contaminated oy-
sters, the department pointed out. 
But the risk can be virtually elimi-
nated if consumers refuse to buy 
uncertified products.

Ns/ to 12 indictments already re-
turned in the East Texas slant-
hole investigation, there are strong 
side-currents growing cut of the 
East Texas scandals. 

Rep. Charles Ballman of Bor-
ger and his fellow House investi-
gators sent a preliminary report 
to Speaker James A. Turman and 
Gov. Price Daniel. They urged 
"immediate action" on eight chan-
ges in or additions to the criminal 
laws. 

They also proposed that a pro-
cedure be set up to replace state 
officials who become ill and unable 
to handle their duties. This ob-
viously is a reference to Railroad 
Commissioner Ernest 0. Thompson 
who has been ill at his home in 
Amarillo- for several months. 

A major policy change would be 
revision of the old "marginal well 
law" which could be very impor-
tent to many Texans, particularly 
in old oil areas. 

Present law says that if an oil 
well cannot make as much as 20 
barrels a day, it is a "marginal 
well" which must be exempt from 
shutdown days. Thus, a well pro-
ducing 19 barrels a day will get  

an allowable of 570 barrels a 
month. But a well capable of mak-
ing 1,000 barrels a day will be held 
to 160 barrels a month 20 barrels 
a day times eight producing days. 

Committee recommended that 
marginal wells to be held to the 
same monthly allowable as anon-
marginal well in the same field. 

Governor Daniel has been non-
committal on the possibility of cal-
ling a special session of the Leg-
islature to act on this and other 
current problem areas.

He has charged that oilmen bid-
ding on state school leases in La-
guna Madre did not make big cash 
bonus offers to the state because 
of passage of the Padre Island 
bill. 

Sadler intends to oppose legisla-
tion to authorize sales of state 
land in Laguna Madre to the U.S. 
for the recreation area. 

He has hired Captain William 
C Russell of Fort Worth, recently 
retired as director of the Southwest 
Division of the Coast and Geodetic 
Survey, to survey the area along 
the Gulf. 

'Although the so-called "tide-
lands" law was passed in 1953, 
there has not been a settlement 
between Texas and the U.S. as to 
where the exact boundary lies. Rus-
sell, whose life work has been in 
coastal surveying, will undertake 
that chore. 

It is made doubly hard because 
the line is supposed to be three 
marine leagues off the shore, as 
it was in 1848 when Texas enter-
ed the union. The shoreline has 
changed considerably in the in-
tervening years. 

BUSINESS PERKS UP—Texas 
business activity rose seven per 
cent in August over July. And 
eight per cent above that of Aug-
ust, 1961. 

Bureau of Business Research of 
the University of Texas found this 
rosier picture in August, after two 
bad months of decline. 
CASH ON HAND—While there has 
been lots of talk about the state 
government being in the red, it 
really never has been. 

On August 31, when the fiscal 
year ended, the State Treasury 
had a cash balance of more than 
$219,000,000. 
Deficits have been recurring in-

cne of the state's 380 or so funds- 

--the General Revenue Fund. But 
the others always have cash bal-
ances. 

Comtroller Robert Calvert gave 
Texans some charts. They show 
where $1,300,000,000 went last year 
Education took 41.01 cents of each 
dollar, highways took 28.50 cents, 
public welfare cost 16.29 cents, 
state hospitals and prisons cost 5.16 
cents, and all the rest — Legisla-
ture, courts, administrative agen-
cies and everything else — cost 
9.04 cents of every dollar. 

LAND SENTENCE—A third 
man's conviction from the veter-
ans land scandals of the mid-1950's 
was affirmed by the Texas Court 
of Criminal Appeals. 

He was B.R. Sheffield of Brady, 
who was found guilty by a Hill 
County jury of "uttering a false 
instrument" in the case of one of 
the 54 veterans whose rights were 
put together to buy a 10,000-acre 
ranch in Kinney County. 

Previous convictions were on for-
mer Land Commissioner Bascom 
Giles and J.T. McLarty. 

Sheffield recently paid back the 
Veterans Land Board, with inter-
est, the money he received for the 
land. 

LOST PARK—Back in 1933, Joe 
Espy of Fort Davis gave the state 
169 acres in the Davis Mountains, 
with a provision that if it were not 
developed for public recreation he 
would get it back. 

The state failed to develop the 
land, so Espy sued to get it back. 

Trial court held that he was en-
titled to the land, and ordered it 
returned. The State Parks Board 
is appealing) 
Espy said he would give it to the 

Parks Board again—if the Board 
will develop it as a park. 

FEDERAL AID—Texas has re-
ceived $317,920 from the U. S. Fo-
rest Service to be allocated to East 
Texas counties where four nation-
al forests are located. 

Counties and schools in the for-
est areas get 25 per cent of the 
Forest Service's income from the 
forests, to help maintain road and 
school programs. 

BOOK DEFENDERS—The men 
and women who run the public 
schools came out in strong support 
of the present method of selecting 
textbooks in Texas. 

Plan has been under attack by 
some witnesses at recent legisla-
tive hearings. 

Texas Association of School 
Boards, meeting in Austin, found 
no fault in the system by which 
a textbook committee selects as 
many as five books for each course 
and then local textbook committees 
decide which of the five they will 
use. 

School board members also took 
no action on an Ector County pro-
posal that central state purchas-
ing of school buses be ended.

Plants built 
less than, 20 years ago could pro-
cess only 2.5 million cubic feet of 
gas daily; the new plants can han-
dle 400-500 million cubic feet a day. 
And, any risk inherent in new me-
thods is borne by the companies; 
the government agrees only to pay 
the negotiated price for the helium 
it receives. Current agreements 
give private companies maximum 
incentive to reach their greatest 
helium-producing capability, thus-
encouraging the fullest Possible con-
servation. 

Hundreds of new jobs have been 
created, in participating compan-
ies and supplier industries.

HELIUM CONSERVATION 	• 

H.R. 10548 (Rogers of Texas) 
was the number of the legislation 
which I introduced on February 
18, 1960. This measure was the re-
sult of much study, research and 
discussion. It was designed to bring 
about a partnerhip operation be-
tWeen the government of the Unit-
ed States and private enterprise, 
to the end that our philosophy of 
private enterprise would be fully 
carried out. Also, it was to pro-
vide a bulwark against confisca-
tory practices that could have 
come into being. Hence, I am in• 
deed proud to have had the, op-
portunity to author this legislation, 
to see it pass through the Congress, 
and to stand up against the on-
slaughts leveled against it. It is, 
of course, rewarding to see it be- 

mg implemented and carried out 
and to know that its purposes are 
being fulfilled in all respects. It 
was my pleasure tq address the 
House of Representatives on the 
subject recently, and I reprint here 
a condensation of the speech that 
I made on the subject. ' 

The long-range program in which 
industry and government are work-
ing together to save helium now 
lost when natural gases are burn-
ed as fuel is one of the most for-
ward-looking and commendable ef-
forts ever made in the field of 
conservation. When the govern-
ment acts to curb waste of a 
limited, irreplaceable resource es-
sential to progress, such action 
surely is worth while. When it at-
tracts private capital at private 
risk, creates many new jobs for 
industry, stimulates the economy 
and brings rapid technical advan-
ces, it can be termed praiseworthy. 
When this same program pays for 
itself, it must be rated close to 
ideal. The helium conservation pro-
gram will accomplish this, and 
more. It provides an outstanding 
example of industry and govern-
ment co-operating in an enterprise 
beneficial to both and to the entire  

nation as well. Consider the ac-
complishmenrs. On Aug. 15, 1961 ( 
12 days after Congress approved 
funds) the first long-term helium-
purchase contract was announced. 
Within 90 days, three more had 
been negotiated. Now, little over 
a year from the date of the first 
contract, helium from a new plant 
at Bushton, Kansas, is about to 
start to the Cliffside gasfield at 
Amarillo, some 350 miles away. 
where it will be stored to meet 
future demands. Four other plants 
are near completion. Phillips Pe-
troleum is finishing two plants, it 
Sherman County and Dumas, 
which expects to begin deliveries 
in. December. Two more plants it 
Kansas are due to go on stream 
next March. To get the helium to 
Cliffside at minimum cost, a pipe-
line is being built from Cliffside to 
Bushton; designed by an Oklahoma 
firm the line was built by Gronin-
ger and Kink of Pampa and R. H. 
Fulton & Co. of Lubbock. In one 
year, more than 90-other contracts 
worth over $4.2 million, have been 
awarded, on everything from te-
lemetering equipment to milepost 
markers. 

It was clear that it would take 
higher prices to make the program 
self-liquidating. Accordingly, the 
Interior Department raised the 
price from $19 to $35 per thousand 
cubic feet. This will permit ro-
payment within 25 years, with in-
terest, of all government funds 
used to buy helium during early 
years of the program. Thus the 
users will pay the costs of guar-
anteeing the supply. This program 
is al clear case of acting before 
an emergency arises. Uses for hel-
ium in electronics, nuclear energy 
energy, missiles, space and refri-
geration have tremendously in-
creased the demand. Requirements 
were expected to exceed supply by 
1.985. Hence we took immediate 
steps to obtain necessary legisla-
tion. The entire matter was heard 
by the Mines and Mining Subcom-
mittee of the House Interior com-
mittee, of which I was a member. 
We made it clear to the Congress 
that action was essential. But one 
strong faction advocated the take-
over of all helium, wherever found 
by the goverment under the right 
of eminent domain. Those of us 
who have long supported the basic 
free enterprise theory waged a vi-
gorous battle against this idea and 
won. The oil and gas business 
reached its present world leader-
ship position through private ini-
tiative; it is logical to assume that 
proper development of helium re-
sources can come through the same 
route. 

This experience had refuted ir-
revocably those who malign the 
natural gas industry as self-inter-
ested and profit-hungry. The pro- 
rain has been started more rap-

idly more etheiently and at less 
cost than if the government had 
tried to go it alone. The dynamic 
capabilities of a free industry in 
a free economy have come into 
fullplay. Five plants are nearing 
completion in less time than the 

Right now, the most money that 
can be loaned to students at a 
single school is $250,000 in the ag-
gregate. But many of our nation's 
finest schools find more students 
who need these loans than the pre-
sent bill allows. In Texas, for exam-
ple, the University of Houston has 
asked for $364,000 for loans to stu-
dents. We should help make avail-
able that money to the students 
there. At Baylor in Waco, a total 
of $366,000 for student loans in one 
year was requested. This, too, is 
d school that turns out fine stu-
dents and the need of these stu-
dents to borrow money should be 
recognized. 

The amendment that has passed 
the Senate would become a part 
of the National Defense Education 
Act of 1958. These loans go to stu-
dents in certain vital defense fields 
and fields of education. Not every 
student can qualify, because the 
fields covered are major fields of 
science, mathematics, foreign lan-
guages, enginering, medicine, and 
dentistry and teaching. in the 1960-
61 school year, there were 151,000 
students who used these loans over 
the United States. On the average. 
the loan was for $40 a year per 
student. Over 12,000 students are 
already at work paying off their 
loans. And they have paid off near-
ly $2 Million to date — proof posi-
tive that the plan is working. 

In Texas alone, our colleges 
and universities have loaned more 
than $10 million under the National 
Defense Education Act since it 
first passed in 1958. In 1959, the 
total was $1.75 million. But by 1962, 
the total was nearly $4 million 
loaned in Texas schools in one 
year under the Defense Edfication 
Act. 

So far, more than 29,000 college 
students 'in Texas have borrowed 
money under the National Defense 
Education Act. Today, more than 
9,000 students are in Texas schools 
with the use of these loans. The 
number will increase with this step-
ped-up appropriation that we have 
made this year. 

The importance Of stepped-up 
scientific, engineering, medical and 
teacher training is clear. The need 
for loans is also clear. We have 
only to look at the increasing use 
by students who want to advance 
their education so badly that they 
will borrow money and put them-
selves in debt to do it. 

Another bill that we are clearing 
through the Congress is one for 
federal grants for extension teach-
ing. It will apply to state univer-
sities and land grant colleges, and 
we have at least two of these in-
stitutions in Texas that qualify. 
Probably more will in the future. 
This bill will get teaching techni-
ques out to the remotest farm or

Grass Waterways 

Prevents Erosion 
Excessive amounts of run-off wa-

ter this year have aroused an in-
terest in grassed waterways. The 
purpose of 'such a waterway is to 
carry runoff with little or no ero-
sion. 

Where water concentrates it 
needs to be handled so as to pre-
vent erosion. Natural waterways 
or depressions may require very 
little shaping and establishment of 
a grass cover. However, there may 
be no natural depression or it may 
be more desirable to build the wa-
terway somewhere else. 
Experience has shown that it is 

more difficult to establish and 
confine the flow and soil and mois-
ture are usually most favorable to 
vegetative growth. Waterwats 
sated along a field boundary have 
the advantage of interfering least 
with tillage operations, but they 
are usually more expensive to es-
tablish because some shaping may 
be required. 

Expeience has shown that it is 
hazardous and expensive to at-
tempt to establish vegetation in a 
waterway when it is being used 
for the disposal of runoff. Newly 
prepared seedbeds, fertilizers, 
young plants, and newly placed 
bermuda sprigs offer little resis-
tance to erosion and are frequent-
ly washed out. If possible, divert 
the runoff into a temporary by-
pass until the vegetation is estab-
lished. The type of grass would 
depend on whether irrigation wa-
ter is available. Where irrigation 
water is not available western 
wheatgrass is good in this area. 
BermudagraSs is good, but will 
need some irrigation. 

A waterway should be inspected 
after each heavy rain. Minor re-
pairs done then may prevent fail-
ure later on. Damaged sod or wash-
ed out seed or plants should be 
replaced immediately. Overgraz-
ing must be avoided. Proper mow-
ing or grazing of vegetation tends 
to develop a cover and root sy-
stem that is more resistant to e-
rosion than rank vegetation. 

Soil Conservation Service techni-
cians assigned to assist the local 
Soil Conservation District are a-
vailable to assist with your water-
way problem.

The Water District staffer stated, 

"We hatie seen some who farm 
under these conditions reduce the 
amount of 'tailwater' by simply 
changing the direction of their 
rows so that they do not run di-
rectly down the slope.

He continued, "By adding such 
things as cotton burrs and grain 
sorghum stubble to the soil, the 
water intake rate on the heavy 
soils may be increased.

"We have also seen many in the 
hardland areas use re-circulaton 
systems to carry excess irrigation 
water from the bottom of the field 
after it's run over the cropland 
back up the slope through a pipe-
line to a point where it can be 
beneficially used." 

The District spokesman said, 
"Yes, there are many things that 
can be done to minimize 'tailwater' 
losses, but to do any one, or all 
of these things mentioned takes 
planning, and if an individual does 
not start thinking and making plan 
now, we're afraid he won't have 
the necessary time in which to 
instigate `new methods before it's 
sent bill allows.

Dimmitt has a volunteer fire de-
partment composed of business-
men and citizens who work for the 
city and county's mutual protec-
tion. Hart Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment also aids in protecting the 
county - against damaging fires. 

Heading the department is Har-
lan Dodd, fire chief, J. B. Moore, 
first assistant to the chief, and 
Bud Leinen, second assistant to 
the chief. 

Equipment includes a 1953 GMC 
truck which contains 500 gallons 
of water.

Motoring Signals 
Explained 

Have you ever been in distress 
beside the roadway with a flat 
tire, out of gas or any of the other 
numerous things that seem to 
plague us as motorists on our high-
ways? 

"Forty-six states including Tex-
as, have adopted uniform distress 
signals to be used by motorists in 
trouble. The problem now is to ed-
ucate the public to their meaning 
and use," Major Harry Hutchinson, 
Commander of Region number 5 
of the Department of Public Safe-
ty said today. 

The American Association o f 
State Highway Officals is respon-
sible for crystallizing and standar-
dizing the following rules. 

In an emergency on freeways, 
whenever possible, drivers should 
stop their cars on the right hand 
shoulder well away from the thru 
traffic lane. 

At night the tail lights and the 
interior lights of the stopped ve-
hicle should be turned on. If the 
vehicle is equipped with a turn 
signaling indicator having an "em-
ergency" switch, it should be turn-
on so that both the right and left 
turn signals will flash simultan-
eously.. 
Where a disabled vehicle is stop-

pe'd in such a position that part of 
all of a traffic lane is occupied, 
portable warning devices should be 
placed to the rear of the stopped 
vehicle to notify oncoming drivers 
of the traffic hazard. 

Whenever help is needed, a 
white cloth or handkerchief should 
b, displayed from the stopped ve-
hicle so that it readily can be 
seen from other vehicles on the 
highway. For example, the white 
cloth may be hung from the win-
dow next to the driver's seat so 
that it is conspicuous to passing 
motorists. In addition, when prac-
tical, the hood of the car should 
be raised. 

While waiting for help, motorists 
hould remain within their cars or 
earby in a safe position off the 

traveled roadway. They should not 
stand or walk in or near traffic 
ones, or leave their cars =attend-
d. 
After observing a distress signal, 

assing motorists should notify the 
earest police, highway, or auto-
otive service official at the first 

onvenient opportunity, giving the 
location of the motorist in need of 
ssistance.

"Control. Tailwater 
Suggests HPCD 

NoW that the grain sorghum crop 
is being harvested in most areas 
of the Southern High Plains and 
the cotton crop soon will be ready 
for harvest, the staff of the High 
Plains Underground Water Conser-
vation District is hoping that each 
irrigation farmer who- has been 
plagued with "tailwater" problems 
this summer will commence to do 
some real hard thinking about what 
he can do to better control his 
water next year. 

A Water District spokesman 
says, 'If the farmer waits until 
it's time to bed up his land next 
spring, we fear he won't have suf-
ficient time in which to genuinely 
consider the various methods that 
others are using successfully to re-
ends to retain irrigation water to 
farms." 

He continued, "Many methods 
work well in the mixed to sandy-
land areas—borders at the row 
ends to retzin irrigation water to 
give it an opportunity to soak into 
the soil, shortening the length of 
irrigation runs, and reducing the 
size of syphon tubes used all seem 
to work successfully. 

"In the hardland areas, howeVer, 
the problem is not quite so simple. 
The tighter soils must have water 
on them for a longer period of 
time to obtain the penetration ne-
cessary for supplying adequate 
crop moisture. If the land is not 
extremely level, then the result us-
ually is a large amount of "tail-
