These have ben strongly em-
phansized and urged from that 
time. It will be noted that the 
organization was formed long be-
fore many of its present mem-
bers left France, almost before the 
echo of the horns, bells and whis-
tles that announced the signing of 
the armistice had faded. Many of 
its members know what a battle 
is, what it means to be on the 
front without proper epu'Dment, 
what it does to a man. That 
why the Legion is so strongly op-
nosed to war, and believes that th-
Lest assurance of no tear is, thor-
ough and comnlete i)rep-ration 
not only in irritary power, but 
also with the cooncratien of the 
civilian populace, capital and la-
bor. 

Tom Bice, local Legionnaire, 
was a member of the committee 
that drew up the following reso-
lutions: 

Whereas, a national ern'r-encv 
has been declared threatening the 
life, freedom and hiepiness of the 
Cltizerse, of the United Statee, and 
others living within its bounds, 
and 

Whereas, the government of the 
United States has awarded con-
tracts to various concerns for the 
manufacture and delivery of im-
nlements of national defense, and 

Whereas, the delivery of theses  
implements of defense is being 
grossly and gravely impeded by 
strikes on the part of adverse la-
',or unions, and 

Whereas, these implements ate 
vitally necessary to preserve the 
peace of the United States, be it, 
•Iterefore, 

Be It Resolved, that Castro 
r'ounty Post No. 445, `Dimmitt 
Texas, Department of Texas of 
the American Legion, go on rec-
ord as opposing the action of any 
group, by design or otherwise, hin-
dering the manufacture and de-
- ivery of implements of national 
defense, and favoring a curb be 
nut on the action of any Troup 
musing such delay.

*o President F. D. Roosevelt. Seri-
etors Tom Connally and Morris 
Sheppard, and Congressman Gene 
Worley.
