The Follies, directed by Bill Sava, will feature more than 20 acts in the 
perennially popular show that climaxes the annual Harvest Days celebra- 

The show will feature three original songs by local musicians. Jennifer 
Hanners will sing Friends, which she wrote for Dimmitt High School's 
Class of 1988 and performed at the graduation exercises in May. The 
other two songs, written by Sava and composed by Avie Lewis, are He 
Had It Coming, to be sung by jailbirds Vicki Richards, Margo Boyd and 
Can Dee Heard, and Shaving Cream, to be sung by the Methodist Men's 
Quartet (Charles Axtell, Chuck Braafladt, James Baker and Don Nelson) 
during a barbershop skit. In all, 166 persons are involved in the 1988 Follies, Sava said. 
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County asks cities: 
Want our firetrucks?' 

The county is trying to give the 
cities of Dimmitt, Hart and Na-
zareth its fire trucks and emergency 
vehicles—almost a million dollars' 
worth. 

The cities aren't sure whether 
they want them. 

Each of the cities' fire depart-
ments has at least one "county" 
truck and one or more other service 
vehicles for use on rural fire calls. 

That means the city fire depart-
ments arc actually city-county de-
partments. Which in turn means the 
county must pay extra insurance on 
the firemen and equipment, and 
provide part of the operating budg-
et for each department. 

It's that budget thing that the 
county commissioners' court wants 
to change. 

Faced with a shrinking treasury 
and constant budget overruns on 
fire department requests, commis-
sioners started thinking out loud at 
a recent budget session: 

Why not give the county's trucks 
to the cities, and pay the fire 
departments fixed amounts on a 
per-call basis for responding to fire 
calls and emergencies outside their 
city limits? It would save the county 
$8,000 in liability insurance pre-
miums alone. 

At. their Monday meeting, the 
commissioners called in the three 
city mayors — Wayne Collins of 
Dimmitt, Joe Bailey of Hart and 
Ralph Brockman of Nazareth—and 
popped the question. 

The mayors didn't give the pro-
position a three-alarm "yes," but 
th%y did agree to study the cost 
factors and discuss it with their city 
councils. 

"We're the only county around 
here that owns any firefighting 
equipment," Precinct 4 Commis-
sioner Vincent Guggemos told the 
mayors. 

Referring to a worksheet com-
piled from other counties in the 
area, Guggemos noted, "Some 
counties pay $300 or $350 per fire 
call when the department goes out 
into the county. Because of the cost 
of liability insurance, it's gotten to 
be pretty expensive to be in the 
firefighting business. But you al-
ready have liability insurance, and 
you could get a 10% discount on 
your rate. 

"Just think about it," Guggemos 
urged. "You're getting more equip-
ment given to you." 

"Who wants it?" Bailey quipped. 
Collins commented, "The old 

saying is that you shouldn't look a 
gift horse in the mouth, but this 
may be a horse of a different 
color.... Whatever we do, I think 
we should try to continue to have a 
good fire department with good 
training and good equipment." The 
county commissioners agreed.

man reported that the county has 
provided $17,080 to Dimmitt's vol-
unteer fire department, $2,981 to 
Hart's and $4,223 to Nazareth's so 
far this fiscal year to help pay for 
equipment, insurance, fuel, main-
tenance, repairs and firemen's 
schooling. She offered to do a five-
year report on the county's annual 
contributions to the three fire de-
partments for the cities to study. 

Two of the county's nagging 
problems, commissioners said, 
have been (1) coordinating the fire 
department budgets, since the coun-
ty shares the costs with the cities, 
and (2) holding the line on fire 
department expenditures after a city 
agrees to pay half the cost for a 
special, unbudgeted request and the 
county is left to find the money for 
the other half of the cost. 

"You could keep better control 
of funds and better overall manage-
ment if you put the fire department 
under one body," Collins agreed. 

Collins was the only mayor who 
had specific figures with him on the 
number of rural fire calls handled 
by his city's fire department last 
year. The Dimmitt Volunteer Fire 
Dept. made 43 county calls and 26 
city calls in 1987, he said. The 
department's budget was $71,000, 
of which $54,000 was provided by 
the city and $17,000 by the county. 

Judge Simpson and Precinct 3 
Commissioner Jeff Robertson pro-
posed that the county give each 
department $400 per rural fire and 
$150 per emergency call outside 
the city limits. 

"If we had been paying Dimmitt 
$400 per fire, you would have 
received $17,200" in 1987, Judge 
Simpson told Collins. "We've spent 
$17,080 on the Dimmitt Volunteer 
Fire Dept. this fiscal year." 

The commissioners said the 
cities "would probably get the same 
or a little more" in county funds 
each year under the proposed plan, 
and that the county could save a 
sizeable sum at the same time on its 
liability and worker's compensa-
tion insurance. 

The mayors agreed to talk over 
the proposal with their councils and 
meet with the commissioners again 
at their Sept. 12 meeting. 

Family loses home in blaze 
Maria Marquez of Sunnyside and 

her two - year - old son, Joe Jr., 
remain in intensive care in the burn 
unit at Lubbock General Hospital 
following a late - night fire last 
Thursday that destroyed their home 

and possessions. 
The Marquez' home, a three-

bedroom house owned by Gerald 
Elkins of Sunnyside, caught fire 
about 8:30 last Thursday and was 
completely destroyed, according to 

DISD to vote on 
budget, tax rate 

Adopting a budget and setting 
the tax rate for the 1988-89 fiscal 
year will be the top order of busi-
ness for the Dimmitt School Board 
at a special called meeting Monday 
at 7 p.m. at the school administra-
tion building at 608 W. Halsell. 

The special meeting was called 
for at a public hearing Friday after-
noon in which public comment was 
received on the school district's 
proposal to raise the tax rate 8% 
above the effective tax rate. 

The effective tax rate, esta-
blished at 59.91 cents per $100 
valuation for local maintenance and 
3.7 cents for debt service, is deter-
mined by the Castro County Ap-
praisal District. It is the level need-
ed to raise the same revenue as the 
previous fiscal year. 

DISD Business Manager Gene 
King said the board intends to set 
the rate at 64.7 cents for local 
maintenance and at 3.7 cents for 
debt service, in order to come close 
to the proposed general operating

In 
1983, it dropped to 78 cents, then 
rose to 84.14 cents in 1984 and 
1985. The total rate was 65 cents in 
1986, and dipped to 62.14 cents in 
1987, while 68.4 cents is planned 
for 1988.

suffered severe burns over most of 
his body and underwent skin grafts 
Monday. 

"Little Joe came through the sur-
gery okay. He opened his eyes for 
the first time and asked for his 
father," Mrs. Elkins said. "Maria is 
doing better, but they are still wor-
ried about her leg." 

Mrs. Marquez suffered a lacera-
tion just above the kneecap and the 
kneecap was twisted, according to 
Mrs. Elkins. 

On Friday afternoon, winds 
caused a section of the house to re-
ignite, according to Mrs. Elkins, 
but it was extinguished. 

A room has been opened at the 
Sunnyside Baptist Church for any-
one who wishes to donate clothing 
and other items for the family. 

"They need everything," Mrs. 
Elkins said. "They lost everything 
they had in the fire." 

Mrs. Elkins said she has clothing 
sizes for the family. Anyone who 
needs information about what else 
the family needs can call her at 
647-4206.

Spray peach 
trees now 
to stop borers 

Peach trees should be sprayed 
now to protect them from peach 
tree borers, said Allen Knutson, 
county Extension agent, entomolo- 
gy. 

The peach tree borer is the most 
common serious pest of peaches. 
Infestations reduce tree vigor and 
will kill the tree if left uncontrolled. 

A single application of chlorpyr-
ifos applied in August provides 
good control of this destructive 
pest. The insecticide kills hatching 
borers before or soon after they 
tunnel into the tree's bark Thor-
oughly wet the base of the tree at 
the soil, the trunk and major limbs. 
Do not spray any remaining fruit_ 

Read and follow label instruc-
tions for mixing and other use 
instructions.

In recent stories about the state 
historical marker dedication at the 
Holy Family Catholic Church of 
Nazareth, the News reported that 
Mrs. Cornelia Annen was the 
church's "oldest lifetime parishion-
er," having been born at Nazareth 
in 1908. 

However, it has been called to 
the News's attention that Cecilia 
(Mrs. Raymond) Annen, 82, is ac-
tually the parish's longest - time 
member. She was born near Na-
zareth in 1905, has been a resident 
of the parish all her life, and repor-
tedly was the 16th person baptized 
after Holy Family Church was esta-
blished. She now lives in Canterbu-
ry Villa nursing home in Dimmitt, 
and was unable to attend the un-
veiling of the historical marker. 

Mrs. Annen won the "Oldest 
County Resident" award at the 
1985 Castro County Old Settlers' 
Reunion. 

Mrs. Meta Stork, who will be 91

parish. She moved to the county' 
with her family in 1909, when she 
was I1, and has been a member of 
the Holy Family Church ever since.
