Mental attitude makes champs,
world record holder tells crowd

“What makds champions in any
thing . .. and I've studied champ-
ions in every sport is the
mental aftitude. That's the most

wt single thing, the com-

call ‘mental toughness.” ™’

THAT WAS the main observa-
tion cf Olympic Champion Ran-
dy Matscn as he spoke to a
crowd of more than 200 at Dim-
mitt High Schczl’s annual athletice
bonguet Monday night,

Matscn, who has been in a
champicnship class by himself
fer vears while breaking and re-
breaking his own world shot-put
reccrds, has had the opportunity
to meet and observe o'her champ-
ion athletes frcm Mexico City to
Mdscew,

Matson used Jim Ryun, Olym-
pic chamrion distance runner, as
an examp'e cf an athlete with the
mental toughness required of a
winner:

“JIM RYUN was cut from his
high school track team his soph-
cmore year,” Matscn said. ‘“‘He
is nct a great natural athlete.
But he had the will and determ-
inaticn to keep trying, and he
came back and made the Olym-
pic team while he was still in
high school.”

Matsen also spoke from per-
scnal experience:

“When I throw the shot 68 cor
69 feet, I'm just as physically
ready as when I throw it T1
feet,” he said. '“The mental atti-
tude is the Wifference. 1 think
that's the basic difference be-
tween being a champion and not
being a champicn in anything.”

INCIDENTALLY, the tall, mus-
cular, boyish-faced ath'ete was
the first Texan ever to top 60
feet in the shot put, and is the
only man in histcry ever to lsur-
pass the T0-foct mark.

The world record holdr was

introduced by Head Football

Coach Brown L Smith, who had
helped cc>ch Matsen . while he
was a scnior at Pampa High
School.

“Randy cculd have gone to
Southwest Conferenc> schools on
scholarships in any df threle sparts
— foctball, baskelball or track,”
S€mith recalled. “He chese to go
to Texas A&M on a track schol-
arship.”

MATSON recallc that the first
time he ever threw the shot put
was when he was a sixth grader.

“I p'aced sixth, and there were
only seven kids threwing,” he
said.

“I fargot abcut the shot put
and became a runner. I was do-
ing c<ay unfil I hurt my leg
and the doctors told me I could
n't run for a year or so. I bo-
came the team manager, and
had to wait around and gather
up the towels, and so forth,

“I GOT tired of being the man-
ager, so in cne track meet I en-
tercd the shot put and won. So
the ccach put me on the track
team and tc~k me off the mana-
ger's jcb. That's why 1 started
throwing the shct — I couldn’t run
and I didn't want to have to be
the manager any more.”

“I think Mr. Parker must have
gene to scheol at the University
of Texas,"” Matson said when he
gct up to speak. ‘“Those are the
only pecple I know who have
such dirty mouths. . .."”

(4) The mcist important will be
the clean water amendment,
which would provide a $100,000.-
000 bond issue for the purpose
of making loans to cilies, so
that they may receive matching
federal funds to build waste water
treatment facilities.

ONE OF the largest bills ever
passed into law was signed April
12 by Gov. Smith. It was the
Texas Water Code, which is a
completé reorganization and re-
wording of all the state's water
laws. [ was the author of the
bill in the House, and Senator
Tom Creighten carried it through
the Senate. The House has also
passed a Mcdel Municipal Utility -
District bill to be used in creation
of districts in fast-growing areas.
There are over 200 bills pertaining
to water resource development,
conservation, preservation and en-
vironment enhancement,

I am personally sponsoring ap-
proximately 70 bills and resolu-
tions. Although most of my bills
deal with water, I have introduc-
ed bills en the folowing subjects:
(1) Mandatcry inoculation of child-
ren against communicable diseas-
es in day care centers and in
‘| educational institutions: (2) Child
support by stepfathers; (3) Col-
lege campus disorder and secur-
ity mecasures; (4) Barks and
banking; (5) State unemployment
compensation; (6) Bills affecting
the cattle industry; (7) Ware-
houseman's bonds for elevators:
(8) Data-processing services of
the state; (9) Hauling of agricul-
tural commodities and products;
(10) Land use planning; (11) Coun-
fy government; (12) Several local
bills; (13) Industrial revenue
bonds for cities, towns, and coun-
ties, and (14) Texas' Federal Re
lations Office in Washington.

I have introduced. Handling all
these bills and serving as chair-
man of the Counties committee,
a vicechairman of Banks and
Banking, and a member of three
other commitiees keeps us real
busy. Our office, however, is
yours and we always have the
fime to help or assist you in
any way we can, so never hesi-
tate to call on us.

Lots of myths
surround meats

A thorough underistanding of the
structure and characteristics of
meat can help the consumer
choose better methods of cooking.

A CUT of meat as it comes
from the market includes muscle
tissue, connective tissue, bone,
and fat, reminds Woodrow W.
Bailey, Txtension livestock and
meats specialist.

The more connective tissue hold-
ing together the muscles, the less
tender the meaf, The older the
animal and the more exercise the
muscle has rieceived, the less ten-
dr the cut of meat.

From a nutritional standpoint,
meat is a highly digestible food
which supplies abundant amounts
of protein, fats, minenals, and
vitamins. Bailey said that the
proteins in meat are 97 percent
digested while the lard and other
meat fats are 96 percent digested.
HE ADDED that all meat fats
are more digestible than hydro-
genated vegetable shortening.
One of the basic ways of cook-
ing—dry heat—is best suited to
the tender cuts such as ribs,
roasts and loin steaks. Methods
of dry heat cooking include roast-
ing without a cover, frying, broil-
ing, and others,

The use of moist heat in pot
roasting, stewing, and braising
can improve the less tender cuts
such as round and chuck roasts
and stew meat,

The myth that meat is a cause
of diseases such as high blood
pressure, cancer, hardening of the
arteries, and others should be dis-
counted, according to Bailey.

ASCS notes

Set-aside land
should be good

By CHARLEY E. HILL
County Executive Director
The type of set-aside acrelage
will be dasignated at the time
crcps are certified this summer,

WHEN IT is determined that
the average productivity of set-
aside acreage is not equal to the
average productivity of land on
which subject crop is ncrmally
grown, a yield shall be establish-
el for the crop by the county
ccmmittee which is representative
of the set-aside acreage. When
the total designated set-aside acre-
age represents more than one
ccmmedity, consideration will be
given to the set-aside for the in-
dividual commodity.

When a farm with an irrigated
cotten allotment and a dryland
grain sorghum base designates
average dryland far all the set-
aside, the reduced yield will be
determined on the portion of the
set-aside which represents cotton
only. The reduction in payment
for below average land designated
as sefraside will be as follows:
grain sorghum base designates
The difference between the yield
determined for set-aside and the
established farm yield {for the
ccmmodity will be  multiplied
times the following rates: Cot-
ten, 5 cents per pound; grain
sorghum, 29 cents per bushel,;
wheat, 80 cents per bushel.

This result will then be mul-
tiplied times the set-aside for each
individual commoidity.

EXAMPLE:

A,  Grain sorghum base 100
acires, 100 bushels (irrigated)
yield. Wheat allotment 50 acres,
15 bushels (dryland) yield. Pro-
ducer sets aside average dryland.
It s determined the set aside
is not equal for grain sorghum,
a 45 busshel dryland yield is est-
ablished. 100 bushel grain yield
minus 45 equals 55 bushels times
29 cents equals $15.95 per acre
times 20 acres of grain sorghum
cettaside equals $319 payment re-
duction.

B. Corn base 100 acres, 100
bushels yield. Cotton allotment
100 acres, 650 1b. yield (both irri-
gated yield). Prcducer sets as-
ide 25 irrigable and 15 dryland

corn reduction rate, then the dry-
land corn yield for 15 acres will
be blended with the other five
irrigable se'aside acres. The
weighted yield for the total 20
acres would be subtracted from
the projected corn yield, then
times 32 cents to delermine the

corn set-aside acre.

TO SUM UP the set-aside acres
briefly, land which is not of av-
erage productivity, or any which
is questionable, should be plant-
ed to a crop for harvest and not
designated as set aside if the pro-
ducer expects to receive full pay-
ment under the set aside pro-
grams,

CERTIFICATION
OF WHEAT ACREAGE
You must report your wheat

creage no later than May 3.

e acreage reporteéd must be
accurate. An incorrect acreage
report could cost part or all of
your payment.

If you do not have a wheat
allotment, but want to substitute
wheat that you may have plant-
ed now for feed grain you must
also certity by May 3.

WORKMANLIKE MANNER

At least 90 percent of the cot-
ton allotment must be planted
and farmed in a workmanlike
manner to receive full payment
and history credit. The wheat
allotment anid one-half of the grain
base must be planted to receive
history credit for future years
base and allotment. (The opera-
tor may set aside the required
percentage of the wheat and feed
grain acreage and eleot NOT to
receive payment and receive his-
tory credif;

CLASSIFICATION

OF TRITICALE
The classification of triticale
for 1971 will be the same as in
previous years. Triticale will be
considered a feed grain not cov-
efed by ‘the present feed grain
program. It will not qualify for
wheat or feed grain planting cred-
it. Triticale, therefore, will not
eam certificate or price support
payments nor will it count against
the feed grain base.

TIME TO CERTIFY
WHEAT ACREAGE IS NOW
Remember that the final date

fer repcorting your  measured
wheat acreage is May 3. The
May 3 date also applies to a
small grain cover to be left on
-et-aside acres, which wculd in-
clude wheat, oatss, barley, rye and
triticale.

Ycu are required to report the
exact wheat acreage and the use
tc be made of all acreage. This
includes all wheat allotment farms
even thcugh you may not be par-
ticipating in the 1971 wheat pro-
gram. This is necessary for
wheat history retention.

WHEAT DESTROYED

BY ABNORMAL WEATHER
Whesat destroyed by abnormal
weather to be used for refention
of hitcry must be inspected by

a representative of the ASCS com-
mittee prior to plowing the land.
This requires an application and
payment of an inspection fee by
the farmer.
FINAL DATE TO
GRAZE SET ASIDE

Final date to graze set-aside
land in Castro County is May 14,
and this land may not be grazed
again until Oct. 15.

Some counties may be designat-
ed as disaster counties due to the
drought and would be eligible to
graze set-aside acre2ge beyond
the regular non-grazing date by
taking a reducticn in program
payments, However, Castro
County has not been recommend-
éd as a disaster county at this
time. If it should later be ap-
proved, you will be advised.

QUALITY OF
SET-ASIDE ACREAGE

We quote the following infor-
mation from a memo received
and signed by Kenneth E. Frick,
ASCS administrator, Washington,
D.C., ragarding the quality of
acreage used for set-aside acres:

“Under previous farm programs
with acreage diversion provisions,
some producers have diverted ac-
réage that was inferior in pro-
ductivity. Such a practice does
little to help achieve the program
goal of bringing a supply and de-
mand into relative balance. And,
it is unfair to other producers’

who willingly cooperate with the |

intent of the regulations and set
aside productive land.

“Our administrative instructions
vequire that set-aside acreage at
least be of average productivity
for the farm. They further pro-
vide that if a producer designates
set-aside acreage which is below
nverage in productivity for the
farm, the county committee shall
reduce the payment by an amount
to reflect the difference in pro-
ductivity of the acreage designat-
ed and the acreage on which the
program crop is produced. We
expect county committees to
carefully fellow this instruction.

“We do intend to make some
cross-state spot checks this year
to find out what kind of job we
are doing in obtaining quality
set-aside acreage. If we discover
‘hat these committees have not
fulfilled their responsibilities of
reducing payments for inferior
land designated als set-aside, we

will probably impose some addi-
tional requirements in the future
to assure that representative crop-
land is set aside from crop pro-
duction.”
