HE WILL officially retire
Wednesday as the local bank's
vice-president and cashier. How-
ever, the 73-year-old veteran
banker has already put in his
final working day and is now
taking his annual vacation.

Noble’s retirement ends a 47-
year banking career with the
First State Bank of Dimmitt
and the Friona State Bank, sis-
ter institutions owned by the
McLean family.

“It's with deep regret that
we see him retire,” said Bob
McLean, president of the First
State Bank. ‘‘However, we cer-
tainly are counting on leaning
on him very heavily in the
future for advice and consulta-
tion. He's really been a help
to me through the years.”

ALTHOUGH he had to be
prodded to talk about himself,
Noble recalled the history of
the local bank and his long car-
eer in the business,

“My first day witk the bank
was Sept. 9, 1919, he recalled.

I heard about the job at the
bank being open. So I hit
Bruce (McLean) up for a job.

The joint estimate of Plains
Cotton Growers, Inc. and the
Lubbock Cotton Exchange pro-
jects 1971 cotton production
from 25 High Plains counties
at 1,801,000 bales, slightly above
last vear’s final total of 1,762,350
bales.

BUT OFFICIALS of both or-
fanizations point out a number
of factors that may require re-
visions in the estimate as the
season progresses, ‘‘and the re-
visions could zo in either dir-
ection,” they say.

According to Donald Johnson,
executive vice-president of
PCG, one of the most perplex-
ing problems :n compiling the
August estimate is the absence
of any firm criteria on which
to base standing acreage fi-
gures. In past years farmers
were restricted to planting acre-
age within fixed allotments, but
beginning this year they are
free to plant as many acres as
they please.

This program change, John-
son says, ‘‘changes the estimate
of cotton acres from an esti-
mate to a ‘guestimate’ , " and
leaves much more room for er-
TOT.

ON THE PLUS side for cot-
ton production in the area this
year is a considerable, but un-
tabulated increase in cottom
planted to ‘‘skip-row’ patterns.
Current law requires producers
to “set aside” an acreage equi-
valent to 20 percent of their
base allotment, and this can be
accomplished by leaving two or
more blank rows between rows
of cotton. Thus more producers
than normal have ‘‘skip-rowed”
their cotton, and other things
being equal this can often in-
| crease production per planted
acre by 30 percent or more.

Good indications of a strong
market this fall is another fae-
tor which could influence per-
acre yields this year. Farmers
over the area, generallv, are
trying harder to make maxi-
mum yields, with better weed
and insect control, additional
fertilizers and irrigation water,

As usual, however, weather
conditions from now through
harvest will have by far the
biggest influence on Plains pro-
duction. The crop is from two
to three weeks later than ‘‘nor-
mal' this year, which makes
the size of crop dependent on
warm temperatures from now
until harvest, a dry September
and a frost date no earlier than
the first week of November and
preferably later.

Draw could yield
water for city,
Riley tells Lions

Castro County's director in
Water, Inc., told the Dimmitt
Lions Tuesday that the city
should take an active part in
the Running Water Draw re-
clamation project to insure a
future source of water.

RAY JOE RILEY of Sunny-
side told the Lions, ‘‘Maybe it's
none of my business, but I'm
going to mention it anyway—
Dimmitt should be making plans
for its future water, but the
city has made no request to
the Texas Water Board for a
supplemental water supply.”

He added, “The wells from
which your water supply is com-
ing are adequate for the time
being, I believe, but all the wells
In our area are dropping at an
increasing rate.”

He said the proposed Texas
Water Plan, which would im-
port approximately 15 million
acre-feet of water annually
from the Mississippi River.
would take 10 years to build
it Congress approved it today.

“BUT THE Runuing Water
Draw project is nearing real-
ity,” Riley said, “‘and the City
of Dimmitt could gain first
rights to the water supply there
—but only if the city is an ori-
ginal participant in the pro-
ject.”

He said the city could be-
come a participant in the Run-
ring Water Draw dam project
in several ways—by buying the
lake site, by owning part of
the dam, or by assisting the
project financially to gain wat-
er rights
I am told that the highway
right-of-way from the draw to
Dimmitt would be avzilable for
a pipeline,” Riley said. *‘I think
such a supplemental water sup-
ply could be of vital in:portance
lo Dimmitt's future.
