“Inadequate” is a word that
Dimmitt's school administrators
and trustees got tired of hear-
ing back in 1967, during the ex-
haustive evaluations of our
school facilities and curricula.

THE SCHOOLS were evaluat-
ed first by 23 local committees,
then by educational specialists
from around the state, then by
o Texas Fducation Agency team.

Many of the evaluators’ judg-
ments were, of course, compli-
mentary. Dimmitt’s public
school program was good in
several areas, and excellent in
two or thlreee. kBut that word,
“inadequate,”” kept cropping up
regularly in the reports — es-
pecially where facilities and
staff size were concerned.
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It is very unusual for this
part of the Cotton Belt, but ap-
tly the cotton crop this
vear wili die of old age.

School libraries have under-
gone such radical changes in
scope that they’re no longer ev-
en called libraries. In addi-
tion to the traditional printed
materials, today's students ana
leachers are required to use
video tapes, sound tapes, slidzs,
movies, film strips, records,
‘ransparencies, models, etc., in
'heir courses — along with the
necessary machines.  Henc2
the advent of media centers.

Storage is not the only space
oroblem of the media cegter,
for with the added materials
10es added daily usage of the
center by both students ard
teachers,  Media specialists
have devised formulae to de-
ermine how large these aca-
demric nerve centers should be
in relation to the student pop-
ilation and course requirements.
NDimmitt High School’s facility,
the TEA has advised, ne2ds (o
he three tiines its presa2nt size
to accommodate the necessary
materials and  student-usage
load.

THE OFFICE duplication cexn-
ter next to the new media cen-
ter would serve all of Dim-
mitt’s scheols. It would put
all of the district’s printing,
duplicating and copying ma-
chines and supplies into cne
central plant, near the admin-
istrative offices, to produce the
thousands of forms, recores
and teaching materials required
in a school system. B

This facility and adjoinin
media center would fill in a
the present school courtyard
except for the student patio,
which would remain “‘outdcors.”

the north wing of the school
would he remodeled to house
the art department, which is
now housed in one classroom.
(The art department was added
zs a result of the 1967 evalu-
ations.)

THE TEACHERS’ lounge and
workroom adjacent to the band
hall would be remodeled into a
choral music room, with space
for up to 75 students. The na-
chines «nd stored materials in
the teachers’ workroom would
be moved into the new duplica-
ting center or media center.

The size of the present ad-
ministrative offices would be
more than doubled through re-
modeling and addition, “but it
would still be tight for space,”
according to Supt. Charlie
White. .

This adininistrative expansion
would take key staff people out
of the other buildings — where
they’re taking up needed class-
room space — and put them
together in one office complex.

AT PRESENT, the admini-
strative complex in the DHS
building includes only the sup-
erintendent’s office, board roon
and the office of the business
manager-lax assessor.

But after the expansion, the
curriculum director, elementa
ry censultant, director of spec
ial services, special education
cupervisor, special education
counselor, special education di-
aghostican, lunchroon super-
visor, attendance officer, voca-
tional adjustment coordinator,
and the necessary secrelaries,
bookkeepers and receptionists
would be brought into the office
complex. Alsn, the complex
would house a larger
room for staff meetings, and
a professional library.

HE NEW gymnasium might
be considered only a game are
na by the public, but to school
people it's an educaticnal facil-
iy.

“Our main concerns are U=
structional space and practice

tural Extension Service.

“With this new system for
labeling meat, the total names
for retail cuts have been re-
duced from about 1,000 to 325,"
points out Orts. ‘““Most of the
fancy names for cuts have been
dropped. In the case of the
ribeve cteak, the names of ‘del-
monico, fillet and beauly’ will
no longer be used.”

Why all this?

ACCORDING to the special-
ist, the new labeling system
should help shoppers who move
from one part of the country to
another, and even within cities
where names of meat cuts vary.

The new labels will feature
three main parts — tlhe name
of the animal specie frem which

|{the mecat came (beef, pork,

lamb, vezl), the primal or sub-
primal cut (rub, shoulder, loin),
and the recommended name of
the particular cut (steak, roast).

A Porterhouse steak, for ex-
ample, would be labeled ‘“Beef
Loin Porterhouse Steak.”

“Grocers and meat retailers
will still have the option to in-
clude some of the ‘fancy’ names
of cuts on the labels if the
names are widely used and shop-
pers are accustomed to them.
However, the basic recommen-
ded name muslt appear on the
price-weight label,” points out
Orts.

In conjunction with the new
standards, ground meat labels
will also get an overhauling.
Ground beef will be, labeled as
such and the label will include
the percentage of lean meat,
which must be at least 70 per-
cent to meet government stand-
ards.

“If THE ground meat ac-
tually comes from a particular
part of an dnimal, such as
the round, chuck or sirloin, then
it can be labeled ‘Ground Beef
Round, Ground Beef Chuck or
Ground Beef Sirloin.’ Of course,
the t of lean would be
noted,” explains Orts.

The new labeling system
would eliminate such names as
“Ground Round, Ground Chuck
and Ground Sirloin.”

Orts feels that the new stand-
ard labels system will make
meat shopping ‘just a little eas-
ier and less confusing’ for home-
makers.

State Conservationist Edward
E. Thomae recently reminded
Texas farmers putting new land
into cultivation in 1974 that thev
should plan before they plow.

“MOST LAND IN Texas
should not be farmed in clean
tilled creps without terraces,
farming, minimum tillage, or
other proven conservalion mea-
sures. Besides, these practices
help increase production in the
long run,” Thomas stressed.

“But some land should not be
farmed under any circumstan-
ces,” Thomas said. “We, 2me
already gelting reports of san-
dy, highly erosive soils in Tex-
2s being plowed up for crop

roducticn. Let a drouth, ceup-
Fed with high winds. hit this
land and massive dust storms
will be the result.”

He said some steep soil will
probably also be put into cul-
tivation next year. Serious er-
osion and sedimentation dam-
zges can result unless sound
conservalion measures are In-

stalled.

Thomas, head of the US Soil
Conservation Service in Texas,
said his agency supports full
agricultural production as a
means of checking food price
increases.

“BUT WE also need full pro-
tection of the land along with
full production,” he emphasiz-
ed.

He urged farmers to contact
lecal SCS offices before putting
land into cultivation.

“Our il surveys show which
soils can be farmed safely,”
Thomas pointed out. “They can
also be used to determine which
soils are most productive. Care-
ful planning can hold crosion
hazards to a minimum:  out
carelessness can quickly return
us ‘o the disastrous erosion con-
ditions that existed in the 1930’s
and 1959's,” he warned.

Such conditions in the Great
Plains, where wind erosion is
a constunt problem, led Con-
gress in 1957 to establish a

World demand for beef is in-
creasing, o Americans  will
have to rely more on produc-
tion in the United States rather
than on increased imports from
cther countries.

THAT'S THE report from Dr.
Don Farris and James Simpson
with the Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment Station, after a trip to
five beef exporting countries in
South America and an Internat-
jonal Conference of Agricultur-
sl Econcmists.

“There’s little chance that
leading South American beef
exporters will expand exports
over the next four or five
years,”’ say the economists, al-
co 'vith the Department of Ag-
ricultural Ecoromics and Rur-
zl Sociolegy at Texas A&M Un-
jversity.

Despite high beef prices on
the world market, the leading
South American exporters —
Argentina and Uruguay -—
probably will not expand pro-
duction due to a heavy export
tax, believe the economists. Ex-
pansion will be more rapid in
Brazil and Paraguyay, but the
lower procuction response due

to the miarketing of four-year-
old steers corubined with rapid
population growth will general-
ly hold exports in check.
“Solith American exporting

World meat demand increasing,
U.S. to depend on domestic beef

countries could sharply increase
exports in a few years if pro-
ducer prices were to reach ley-
eJs near those prevailing in the
US. However, there is no in-
dication that this will happen,”
say Farris and Simpson. ‘“For
example, the price for live cat-
tle in Uruguay has not exceed-
ed 17 cents per pound this year
compared to 40-50 cents per
pound in the US, The Uruguay
market is generally the lowest
price, caltle imarket in the
world.”

South American beef goes
mainly to Europe due to ihe
US embargo on uncooked beef
from that continent Canned
and cconed-frozen beef is ship-
ped to the US and is not under
the quota applied to fresh and
frozen beef imports. However,
their expcrts have, a significant
effect in available world beef
supplies.

“EUROPE 2and Japan are
competing strongly for Austral-
ian beef so imports from that
country will be limited,” accord-
ing to the economists. “Al-
though Australia nas increased
exports in recent years, it was
partly at the expense of a Je-
pressed ool industry. Now
that wool prices are high. beef
production may not increass as
fast.”

Thomas urges farmers to plan before
plowing, use conservation measures

conservation program to return
high risk cropland to grass.

“UNDER THIS program in
Texas, we have helped farmers
convert more than a million
acres of cropland to grassland,”
Thomas said. ‘‘This land should
remain in grass. For it or
other land like it to be put back
into cultivation will be a dis-
astrous step hackwards.

“As chief guardians of our
state’s soil resources, farmers
and ranchers have a responsi-
bility to themnselves and to fu-
fure generations to use their
land wisely,” Thomas contin-
ued. ~They have made great
strides in conservatior work in
the last 3% years, With proper
planning, we can meet the de-
mand for food without increas-
ing dust storms, sediment pol-
lution, and other problems caus-
ed by accelerated soil erosion.”

Farmers are expected (8
bring thousands of acres of
former ‘“set-aside” land back
into full crop production in
1974 to meet the increased de-
mand for farm commodities.
Many farmers will also farm
their land more intensively as
they try to increase yields per
acre.

Claude Dollins, director of
marriage and family counsel-
ing at the Central Plains Men-
tal Health Retardation Center
in Plainview addressed mem-
bers of the Alpha Epsilon Tau
chapter of Beta Sigma Phi and
their husbanas at a gathering
beld at the Castro County Coun-
tryv Club last Wednesday night.

DOLLINS TOLD tne gather-

ing that he knew few authori- |

ties in the field of marriage
and marriage counseling, but
has come to operate under sev-
eral assumptions of his own.

His assumptions include:

Most individuals marry be-
cause they are lonely people.
and most people get married
at the most inappropriate time
when they did not knaw enough
about themselves.

Most individuals marry stran-
gers. Deollins pointed out that
the courtship procedure in our
society is ‘‘dangerous”. “‘Our
courtship process is self-de-
feating because we practice
a lot of dishcresty,” said Dol-
lins. ““The only way couples
ever ses each other is at their
best, the courtship process may
be a strike against us in niov-
ing into marriage,” ha added.

DOLLINS POINTED out that
another of his assumptions is
that all marriages have manv
areas of needed grawth.

“A healthy marriage is usual-
ly composed of qualities which
generally relate to most of us.
Successful, meaningful marria-
ges are those between people
with good feelings about them-
selves,” he said.

Dollins cited lack of sclf-
esteem as one of the major
causes of diverce.

“If a person has enough qual-
ities about himself which be
doesn't like he is going to pro-
ject those qualities on others,”
he said.

DOLLINS pointed out that
husbands and wives can help
each other considerably, but
egotism usually leads to inse-
curity.

He eniphasized that marriage
is a learning process, and that
married couples get into troub-
le when they stop learning how
to relate to one another.

“When couples stop learning,
marriages become boring and
