Klett said the remov-
al of diethylstilbestrol (DES) a
synthetic hormone, from cattle
feeding by the Fcod and Drug
Administration (FDA) has pro-
vided the impetus for studies
toward practices such as the
removal of protein at defined
stages of finishing or manipu-
lation of feed-fiber and energy
sources to improve efficiency
of feed utilization.

KLETT explained that DES
is a synthetic hormcne which
caused steers to produce more
muscle and less fat while be-
ing finished out in feedlots. A
desirable replacement additive
which produces the same ef-
iects in cattle is being searched
or,

Klett reported on a series of
feeder cattle trials initiated in
1971 to evaluate the use of en-
ergy, fiber, and protein Sourc-
es and their relative values
when fed in various combina-
tions.

Two trials were designed to
evaluate methods of maximiz-
ing performance, .for longfed
calves in the feedlot. An gn-
ergy switch-back system, uffiiz-
ing high and medium energy
rations, was evaluated as an
attempt to stimulate perfor-
mance, A comparison of pro-
tein levels was incorporated in-
to the second trial to evaluate
the effect of protein removal
at a given weight on finished
cattle performance.

IT WAS LEARNED that daily
gain was not significantly af-
fected by changing energy lev-
els, but feed consumption and
feed required per pound of
gain was significantly related
to the energy level of the diet.
Feed intake was highest for
the lower energy rations and
lowest for the high energy treat-
ment, said Klett.

He reported that cattle fed
high-energy feed during the en-
tire trial gained slightly less
than cattle in a similar test
fed a diet beginning with high-
energy feed and changed to a
lower-energy feed later in the
trial. The cattle fed high-ener-
gy feed during the entire trial
made more efficient use of the
high-energy diet.

Tests of energy and protein
level variances in diet showed
| improved performance for high-
energy rations and a reduct
in dressing percent and quality
grade for cattle fed medium-
energy ratiors. In the trial,
differences in total energy in-
take were not sufficient influ-

Typical-
ly, a thief will either purchase
merchandise or sell the card
outright.

WHEN A CARD gets ‘“hot”
it often will be left in some
public place. Smooth operators
nick a neighborhood where the
finder usually would not be in-
clined to turn in the card any-
way.

When the unsuspecting — and
dishonest at heart finder
tries to make a purchase he

may not onlv get caught on
kis own fraud attempt but may
also be left tholding the

sack for all the previous illegal
buys.

Organized crime has eagerly
reached into this type of pro-
fessionalism. adding the aspect
of collusion as it refines the
process.

ONE SHYSTER  exp'ains,
‘‘Some companies are so inter-
ested in giving you credit, they
very seldom go into a really
thorough check of a card appli-
cant's background.”

A credit card obtained throngh
a fraudulent application is con-
sidered the ‘‘safest” by busi-
ness crooks.

Merchandise obtained  with
fraudulent credit cards i< es-
pecially valuable to the tiief's
“fence” (dealer in stolen goods).

A “fence"” doesr't ask where
the goods came from. Televis-

FRAUDULENT credit cards
ar¢ used to maintain luxury
living habits, to gain funds for
legzl advice and hail bonds

Stealing and selling a credit
card is a common means for a
drug addict to obtain funds to
support his habit

Fraudulent and legiti-
male — credit cards often are
vsed by criminals to do every-
thing from settling a gambling
debt to keeping his automebiles
running.

Some credit card abuses in-
volved collusion witht employ-
ves or even the merchants them-
selves. A store clerk will write
a fraudulent sales invoice on a
‘“wot”" card, then give his co-
hort half the value of the mer-
chandise which is left on the
<helf.

LATER, THAT same crooked
employee sells the merchandise
tc a legitimate purchaser at
full value ... or sells it to an
out-of-town friend or gives it
to &nother merchant at a low-
er price.

Forgetful customers will go
off and leave their credit cards
at times, opening the door for
dishanest employees to haul in
the loot.

This is especially true at ser-
vice stations. where such items
as tires or batteries can be
charged without knowledge of
the credit card owner and lat-
er sold to a ‘““fence” for cash.

CROOKED transactions such
as these are punishable under
stete laws.

Most Texans arz credit card
holders from one or more ma-
jor companies. Fach of these
companies has simple report-
ing systems for lost or stnlen
cards. Every card holder
should maintain his own file
of card numbers separate from
{he cards themselves s¢ that
he will have this information
for reporting in -~<e his cards
are lost or stoien “fissing cards
should be IMMEDIATELY re-
ported to the card issuing com-
panv to insure minim'm risk
to the rightful cardholder.

Less easv to pinpeint and re-
primand than credit card ab-
uses are some of the more
subtle tactics oracticed through.
rut underworld circles tc gain
footholds in legitimate business
enterorises.

MOB INFILTRATION of the
business community appears in
many disguises.

According to the US Cham-
ber of Commerce. an.industry
or firm may serve as 2 fromt
to camouflage the presence of

298

eriminal individuals or syndi-
cate operations.

Specifically. or:anized crinme
uses commercial cnterprises as
sources of reportable income
Business fronts are used to
siphon-cff profits through legal
ane illegal means and to clothe
the criminal entrepreneur in an
aura of semi-respectability

Such “legitimate fronts™ also
¢re used as a dodge to cover
tax gimmicks.

ULTIMATELY, of course. the
criminal executive is interested
In making money )ust like his
henest counterpart. He just
goes about it in a different
manner, utilizing scare tactics
and sometimes ‘‘muscle.”

Two common racketeer
schemes involv2 criminai mon-
opolies and extortion

A national task force on or-
ganized crime points out ‘he
difference in the ‘wo methnds

A CRIMINAL nonopoly is a
“pure racket" employing
strong-arm tactics to keeo com-
petition destroyed or scared a-
way to gain business snreess.

Protection money to the mob
cnre was a way of life — and
still is sometimes — for small
husinessmen in the large cit-
ies of the East. Fail to pay
znd you get a brick through
the window or your store burns
down.

This type of extortion doesn't
seek to destroy competition, as
is the case with criminal mon-
opoly.

THERE ARE ns indications,
said the Organized Crime Pre-
venticn Council, that Mafia fam-
ilies are operating as such in
the Lone Star State.

However, direct links betw2en
"‘home grown' Texas hcods and
the organized underworld do ex-
ist.

One particular scheme which
has shown up in Texas is ihe
planned bankruptcy fraud.

A CORPCRATION will be set
up as a going legitimate con-
cern. It promptly buys all
sorts of equipment through cre-
dit and then quickly takes yol-
untary benkruptey.

The illicit gains are convert-
ed to cash quickly and tke mob
has pocket money.

This particular device was
one of the favorite methods of
supplying ‘“family”’ members
with their every need during
the hevday of the Mafia in
New York and Chicagc over
a period of three decades.

Tke mind-boggling, whirlwind
high-finance arena of stock
fraud and stock maripulation
doesn't touch the life of' the
average Texan — unless he has
his life savings invested in a

company which is invalvea
THERE IS evidence of sonmi?
link to orgamzed crime in spe-

cific cases, but for the most
part dishonest businessir.en ure
¢bl¢ to onerate necause there
always are poteniial investors

with ideas of quick wealth

Where organied crime does
direztly become involved in 2or-
porate swindlings, strong-arm
tectics are often employed, It
is not unknown for a mobster
to actually take oaver a legiti-
mate business and freeze or
scare the owner out

One classic case
light in Soulh Texas
months ago where the awrer
cf a small incorporated busi-
ness became involved in crea-
tion ¢f a new conglomerate
through a legitimate friend

A “friend” of his friend con-
vinced him to put his business
intc the conglomerate ‘‘hecause
it will double your profits.”

TO THE lasting regret of the
honest businessman, he dis-
covered the conglomerate was
mob-controlled. They wmilked
his assefs bone-drv, even threat-
ening violence at one point.
then walked away

THIS short-term ¢xpleitation
nf the small businessmar. in
Texas is not prevalent. but it
can happen to anyone unless
prespective new partnerships
zre carefully checked.

Recognition of the enemy is
the best weapon against organ-
ized crime for the average Teox-
an.

The public must be copstant-
lv aware of and educated t~
the fact there is organized
crime in the areas of theft,
prostitution. narcotics. gamb-
ling. illegitimate takeovers of
breinesses, credit card abuse
and all the other by-products
of criminal activity.

COL. SPEIR says, “The best
defense against organized crime
is an educated public, a public
unwilling to be victimized."

He urges, ‘‘Recognize organ-
ized crime for what it is and
what it stands for and then
illegally-based criminal opera-
sions won't stand a chence in
Texas if the tax-oaying citizen
is willing to strike with us at
the economic threshold of mob-
dom and help us keer our
state clean.” .

During the past four months, the Dimmitt Post
Office processed 1,268,178 pieces of mail—
everything from postcards to boxes of baby
chicks. This averages 79,262 pieces per week
or 11,323 pieces per day.

It was 10 years ago this month thar Dimmitt';
letter carriers started delivering parcels and
letters door-to-door in residential a:eas here.

Before the Fost Office Dept. was reorganized
as the US Postal Service in 1971, the Dimmitt
Post Office had 10 employees. That number
has since been reduced to eight because of ihe
nationwide USPS personnel zutbacks.

With 25 percent fewer employees than in 1971,
Dimmitt's Post Cffice is now handling more
mail than ever—cnd is still staying 2 to 1 per-
cent above the national average on origin-to-
dastination speed and accuracy.

Postal receipts in Dimmitt during fiscal 1972
were $106,669.26, compared with $88,846.62
the previous year, Postmcster John Wood attri.

Farmers wanting to increase
soybean production on their
farms this season can receive
timely and helpful information
from High Plains area leaders
in production and re-
s scientists at the High
Plains Research Foundation.

FOR THE past few years,
the High Plains Research Foun
dation “‘Soybean Production
Guide” has been available to
aid farmers interested in soy-
bean production. With recent
favorable prices and releasing
of acreages for more duc-
tion, the information guide, pre-
pared and updated by founda-
tion scientists, may be helpful
to farmers who have not ﬁw
soybeans before and to those
trying to increase soybean

yields.

Soybeans have moved from a
“helping crop” sitvation to a
full fledged money maker. But
they must be farmed ly
before full yield potenlials can
be realized, foundation scien-
tists indicate.

The guide offers helpful hints
on seed bed preparation, select-
ing quality seed, and varietal
selection information that will
help the producer decide what
variety would be best adapted
to a farmer’s operation in view
of water, t of land and cul-
tural practices.

OTHER INFORMATION in-
cludes planting dates, seeding
rates, fertilization, irrigation,
and weed control as well as
harvesting tips.

“This production guide is as
complete and up to date as
we can make it with our cur-
rent knowledge and research”,
Dr. Douglas Owen, foundation
senior agronomist, said.

The following message of ut-
most importance for all veter-
ans of World War II concerns
a false report that is currently
circulating across the country,
urging veterans to apply to
the Veterans Administration for
their “special” insurance divi-
dend.
ACCORDING to the crroneous
report, which is being carried
in many newspapers and other
publications, a law supposedly
has been passed authorizing
the Veterans Administration tc
pay a ‘“‘special” dividend of
55 cents per month for each
$1,000 of GI or Government
life insurance which he had in
force in World War Il.  The
story is completely false, and
is nothking more than a cruel
leax, since no such legislation
has been enacted by Congress
A special dividend was paid
in 1949 and 1950 to veterans
why carried National Service
Life Insurance during World
War II. This was cnly a one
time payment, although annual
dividends are still being paid
to those veterans who have con-

finved to k their cdld Gl
insurance in force.

This false story seems to
surface every twe or three
vears, and all veterans are

urged to recognize this ‘‘spec-
ial”" dividend rumor as a hoax.

The Cengress, in 1970, passed
a ‘'‘Stale Claims Act” which
relieves the VA from the respon-
sibility of processing claims
which might be made as a
result of this false story. Thus,
any veteran who applies for the
“speeial”  divident  mentioned
in these reports is ir. reality
wasting his time, his efforts
and the money spent for pos-

tage.

ANY VETERAN who is leg-
ally entitled to an insurance
dividend from the Government
will receive an official indivi-
dual notice of the amount of
his entitlement, and no heed
should be paid tec the false
‘special’ dividend rumor.

life insurance based on service-
connected disability.

WITHIN ONE year, apply to
any VA office for dental care

As scon as possible, apply to
any VA office for G.I. educa-
tior or training. Education or
training under the G.I. Bill
must be completed within eigt
years of separation from mili-
tary service.

In 30 days, register with
Selective Service or any local
board, if not already registered.

Ir ten days, report address
to Selective Service through lo-
cal board (in persor or by
mail).
