AMBULANCE SERVICE
The city and county are facing
federal regulations for provid-
ing public ambulance service,
Each unit of government is
now subsidizing the local am-
bulance service $150 a month.
They have been asked to hike
the subsidy to $1,500 per month
for continued ambulance sery-

ice.

“So the commission is at a
decision point on whether to
continue the subsidy or to use
a governmental body to provide
the service,” Noble said.

FUTURE GOVERNMENT

When the 5,000 population
mark is reached, Dimmitt can
change from a3 ‘“‘general law"
city to a “home rule” charler
form of government. The choice
is whether to continue under
general Texas statutes govern-
ing small cities, or charter a
city government of our own pre-
ference and form our own or-
dinances.

“Under heme rule charter the
tax rate can be changed and
annexation is easier,” Noble
caid. ‘““For annexation to occur
now. the city has to be petition-
ed by the landowners to join
the city, and then the commis-
sion can take action. Under
home rule, adjoining areas can
be anrexed if the commission
feels it is necessary.
