Bobcats-Indians 
Fight Defensive 
Football Battle 

Dimmitt Bobcats battled size 
with agility Friday night and held 
Morton to a scorreless tie on the 
scoreboard but won the game on 
first downs 11-8 after the penetra-
tions were tied at one each. 

Morton held a decided weight 
advantage and was picked to win 
but the Bobcats out hustled the 
Indians, meeting the ball carrier 
behind the line on many occasions. 
The Bobcats' hard tackling caus-
ed the Indians to fumble four times. 
One fumble proved costly to Mor-
ton as it occurred on Dimmitt's 
seven yard line with Clayton Neal 
recovering. 

It was a defensive battle from 
the beginning with Jacky Nichols 
keeping Morton with their backs to 
the wall with his punting. He punt-
ed five times with a 42 yard punt-
ing average. One punt was killed 
on the one foot line, when Eugene 
Oldham fell on it, after traveling 
64 yards. 

One of the most exciting plays 
came with only a few seconds left 
in the ball game when Jacky Ni-
chols took a pitch out from Jim 
Aldridge and threw a 47 yard pass 
to Clint Summers that barely mis-
sed. Clint was in wide open coun-
try and could possibly have gone 
all the way. 

Dimmitt let two scoring oppor-
tunities get away. During the first 
half, Gary Calhoun recovered a 
Morton fumble on the Indian's 30 
yard line but the Bobcats gave the 
ball back to them on the next play 
when Ledbetter intercepted a pass 
from Tony Young to Clint Sum 
mers. The other drive was stop 
ped on the 12 yard line when Dim-
mitt fumbled and Morton recover-
ed. 

Tony Young started his first 
varsity ball game and did a good 
job moving the ball for the Bob-
cats. He completed four out of 
eight passes. One pass, to Clint 
Summers, covered 38 yards and 
brought the Bobcats out of a hole. 

Robert Lindsey was Steve Hut 
ton's replacement on defense and 
did a fine job. He fielded four of 
Morton's punts without a miscue 
and took a pass away from a Mor-
ton receiver. 

Clint Summers intercepted two 
of Morton's passes but little Den-
ms Cleaver won the defensive hon-
ors with seven unassisted tackles. 
He was a thorn in the Indians' 
side all night. 

Jim Axe, Jim Aldridge, Clayton 
Neal, Gary Calhoun, Tommy Ni-
chols and Dickie Dyer got in their 
share of tackles as several times 
it took two or three Bobcats to 
stop the power drives of Morton. 

Coach Covington commented, "I 
thought each boy did a fine job, 
especially on defense." He con-
tinued "Morton was supposed to 
run over us but they were met 
continually with hard tackles." "We 
missed Steve but Tony and Robert 
did a good job replacing him on 
offense and defense. We hurt our-
selves at times on offense by some 
costly mistakes but the boys kept 
hitting all the way." 

"We play Muleshoe this week. It 
is Muleshoe homecoming and I 
hope they have their mind on that 
instead of the ballgame. They have 
already won the district. They have 
a fine ball club but I believe our 
boys are going down there to win. 
It is our last game and we are 
going to let the seniors start and 
play as much as possible."

County Voters 
Decide Against 
Poll Tax Repeal 

Dimmitt and Castro County vo-
ters followed the state trend by 
giving a thumping defeat-by,a mar-
gin of almost 3 to 1-Saturday to 
a proposal to abolish the poll tax. 

With only 629 persons going to 
the polls, there were 499 votes 
counted against and just 127 for 
repeal. 

County voters favored increasing 
the ceiling on welfare payments 
316 to 259. 

This was the only one of the 
four proposed Constitutional amend-
ments to be favored in a 32-county 
area including Castro County. 

A narrow margin of defeat, 314 
to 249 was given to extension of 
the veterans' land fund program. 
Jefferson County pensions were de-
feated, 326 to 192, in the County. 

Castro County balloting was ex-
tremely light. Them are approxi-
mately 2,000 registered with only 
629 voting in this election. Nine 
absentee ballots were cast. 

The poll tax abolition failed to 
carry a single county in the great-
er South Plains area. The same 
was true of the Jefferson pensions. 

All but six counties in the area 
voted for the welfare payments is-
sue. The veterans' fund proposal 
carried in exactly one-half of the 
counties. 

Margins against repeal of the 
poll tax ranged up to more than 
6 to 1-in such counties as Bailey, 
Lamb and Lynn.

Tons Per Acre 

Melvin Summers, County far-
mer, reports a large turnip har-
vest this season. 

The Summers are averaging 
abouti8 tons to the acre. Harvsting 
started last Wednesday on the 
vegetable crop. 

Castro County faithfully lived 
up to its name of being the "Gar-
den Spot of the "Nation" as Sum-
mers discovered one turnp from the 
patch pictured above weighing 8 
pounds and 6 ounces. 

Summers said he irrigated the 
turnips only three times and ap-
plied about 250 pounds of phoso-
phate to the two acres for the re-
suiting bumper crop. 

Thirty-five hands picked the 
crop which is being sent to a 
canning factory in Arkansas. A-
bout 700 sacks were filled in the 
two-acre patch. 

Bill Summers, brother of Mel-
vin Summers, averaged about 18 
tons to the acre on his three-
acre plot of turnips. 

According to Summers the 
turnips have been an awardinv cash 
crop requiring minimum amount 
of upkeep.

According to County Agent Char-
les Hottel, the total cash value of 
the actual crop should average 
about $14,437,500 with the price. at 
$1.75 per bushel. With the addition 
of the government payment and 
grain acreage diverted payment, 
the total cash brought into the 
County will average about $19,451, 
226. 

According to Hottel's figures, the 
government price support of $.29 
cwt. on 165,000 acres will net ap-
proximately $2,310,000 for the coun-
ty economy. Approximately 65,000 
acres in Castro County receives 
grain acreage diverted payment. 
These acres net about $2,703,726. 

About one fourth of the grain 
sorghum is going in by loan. 

Elevator men predict about 95 
percent of the milo has been har-
vested in the county. On the aver-
age, farmers made 5,000 pounds 
per acre with a few individuals 
running 6,000 to 8,000 pounds per 
acre. 

Average moisture content of the 
harvested grain sorghum is 14 per-
cent according to elevator operators 
reports. 

Farmers and grain men agree 
that the County has experienced an 
above average yield this year. 
Early predictions estimated a re-
cord yield for milo this year but 
some farmers and grain men feel 
this year has not been a record 
breaker though the harvest is above 
average. 

The ravages of an uproarious 
spring early in the cotton planting 
season has been partially over-
come by cotton farmers with a . 

 late growing season. 
Cotton harvest is not in full swing 

yet and only a few hand-picked 
fields are supplying the gins with 
a bale or two.

Military Coup D'Etat 
Topples Diem Regime

The military regime of President 

Ngo Dihn Diem has been over-
thrown by a faction of the military, 
and a new military junta has been 
set up under the leadership of 
General Duong Van Minh. Presi-
dent Ngo Dihn Diem and his bro-
ther, Ngo Dihn Nhu, are now dead. 

The coup d'etat began in the 
afternoon of November  1. The re-
bel troops began moving into Sai-
gon, the capital of South Viet Nam. 
The rebels gained control of the 
airport, the radio station, police 
headquarters, and the telegraph of-
fices. Troops were sent to capture 
the navy headquarters. Then, as 
night fell the rebels advanced to 
the presidental palace, where Pre-
sident Diem and his brother were 
taking refuge. During the night, 
the rebels open up with their heavy 
artillery on the presidental palace. 
At dawn on November 2, a white 
flag was waved from a window of 
the palace. The exact circumstan-
ces of the deaths of the President 
and his brother are not known, 
but the unofficial report states that 
they escaped from the palace and 
were killed in a nearby church, 
Diem by shooting, his brother by 
stabbing. 

Officially, the United States has 
denied having anything to do with 
the actual revolution. Madame Ngo 
Dinh Nhu, who was still on her 
tour of the U.S., said that our 
country had "stabbed them in the 
back". The U. S. did help set the 
stage for the revolution, by cutting 
aid to Diem's government and by 
publicly denouncing Diem's treat-
ment of the Buddhist demonstra-
tors. 

The new government has declar-
ed a state of martial law for the 
time being, until the new govern-
ment begins operating smoothly. 
As the new premier, the junta has 
chosen the former vice-president, 
military regime stated that it is 
not intending to establish a de-
mocratic government until order 
has been restored. Soldiers in the 
northern part of the country who 
are loyal to Diem may be a threat 
to the new government. The re-
volution has not seemed to affect 
the war against the Communist 
Viet Cong geurillas.

A decade of annual Thanksgiving 
i appeals by Protestants denomina- 
tons for funds to carry on their 
joint program of food  distribution 
to the world's needy will be mark-
ed Sunday (November 24) in chur-
ches throughout America. 

Highlighting nationwide services 
dedicated to the appeal, which 
seeks $950,000 for financing the 
SOS (Share Our Substance) pro-
gram for 1964 through which more 
than 10 million of the world's hun-
gry will receive life-sustaining U.S. 
food stocks, will be the National 
Service of Thanksgiving at the 
Washington Cathedral in Washing-
ton, D.C. at 3:30 p.m. Sunday Nov-
ember 24. 

The service is sponsored annually 
by the Council of Churches of Grea-
ter Washington, and Church World 
Service, the overseas relief and 
rehabilitation agency of major Pro-
testant denominations. 

Bishop James K. Mathews of the 
Boston Area of the Methodist 
Church, who has just returned from 
a field trip to Africa, will be the 
principal speaker at the Washing-
ton Cathedral service. He will dis-
cuss problems of world hunger. 

The Harvard-Radcliffe Glee Clubs 
will sing under the direction of 
Conductor Elliot Forbes. 

Since its inception the SOS pro-
gram has accounted for distribu-
tion of approximately two and a 
half billion pounds of U.S. Govern-
ment-donated commodities to the 
hungry and destitute in more than 
35 areas of acute need.

of Churches of Christ, and coopera-
tes with Division of Liter-Church 
Aid, Refugee and World Service of 
the World Council of Churches in 
its international programs. 

Sixteen Varieties 
Wheat Tested At 
Research Station 

Sixteen varieties of wheat were 
tested at the High Plains Research 
Foundation in the 1962-63 season. 
The following results were given 
in Research Report No. 74. Del-
bert Langford, Associate Agrono-
mist at the Foundation, conducted 
the test at Halfway. Nick Vilm, 
Chief Chemist for the Producers 
Grain Corporation, completed the 
various analyses at the firm's la-
boratory in Amarillo. 

Wheat quality was measured in 
protein sedimentation value and in 
actual bread baking tests. Results 
show that good baking quality is 
not necessarily associated with high 
protein or sedimentation values or 
vice-versa. Since the government 
loan price is set up on a schedule 
of premiums and discounts based 
upon protein and sedimentation, 
Some poor quality wheat is bringing 
premium prices while other good 
quality wheat varieties are being 
sold at a discount. 

Varieties which rated a premium 
price based on protein were Otta-
wa, Bison, Commanche, Triumph, 
Kaw, Early Blackhull and Caddo. 
Of these, Ottawa and Early Black-
hull were poor in baking quality, 
and Triumph was only fair. Pre-
mium prices, based upon sedimen-
tation values, included Ottawa, Tas-
cosa, Bison, Commanche, Triumph, 
Kaw Karkof, and Early Blackhull. 
Again Ottawa, Early Blackhull and 
"good" in baking quality. 

Warrior and Rodeo wheat rated 
discount prices on protein and 
quality wheat in actual baking tests. 
Bisoa,n, Commanche and Kaw were 
the only varieties in the 16 tested 
that rated premium prices based 
on both protein and sedimentation 
which also graded "good" in the 
baking tests. 

Report No. 74 from the High 

Plains Research Foundation also 

shows the top yielding wheat var- 
ieties during the past three years, 
plus the agronomic characteristics 
of these varieties which should be 
considered in selecting the best 
variety for profitable wheat pro- 
duction. Oat and barley tests are 
also included in the report. The 
research report has been distribu 
ted to all farmers and business - 

men who give financial support to 
the Foundation's free enterprise re- 
search work. 

Dr. Earl Collister, Director of 
the Foundation, stated that the 
practical results obtained from 
the wheat research program at the 
Foundation will add several million 
dollars to the economy of the High 
Plains and Panhandle areas. 

About half of the 1,200 species of 
American grasses are found in 
Texas.

Insects and plant diseases, major 
creators of problems for rural and 
city dwellers alike, will be discus-

sed in detail during the annual 
Texas Insect and Plant Disease 
Control Conference at Texas A & M 
University, November 12-13. The 
conference will be held in the 
Memorial Student Center. 

The latest ammunition from re-
search findings dealing with the 
control of these home and produc-
tion problem makers will be pre-
sented by entomologists and plant 
pathologists of the University and 
by off-campus authorities. 

Two of the featured speakers will 
speak during the first session. They 
are Herbert F. Tomasek, chair-
man of the executive committee of 
the National Agriculture Chemicals 
Association, Kansas City, Mo. He 
will discuss the importance and 
use of chemicals in today's agri-
culture. He will be followed by 
a "Report of the Pesticide Control 
Activities of the Food and Drug 
Administration" by Sam D. Fine, 
Director for the Dallas District, 
FDA. 

Research and Extension entomo-
logists during the following ses-
sions will present the latest re-
search findings and control recom-
mendations on nematodes, vegeta-
ble disease and insects, grain sor-
ghum, forage, and rice insects and 
diseases and also those for fruits 
and nuts. Dr. Robert Harris from 
the USDA's Agricultural Research 
Service, Kerrville, will discuss "Re-
cent Developments in Livestock In-
sect Research" during the final 
session of the first day's program. 
Extension Entomologist John Tho-
mas will follow with Livestock pest 
control recommendations for 1964. 

Conference participants will have 
an opportunity during the Tuesday 
evening sessions—separate for in-
sects and plant diseases—to get 
answers on specific questions and 
problems 8 from University staff 
members. Of 'special interest to 
plant pathologists plans are ex-
pected to be made for an organ-
ized program to combat southwest-
ern cotton rust damage in Texas. 

Cotton insects and diseases will 
get all the attention during the 
Wednesday morning session which 
will conclude the conference. 

Common warts in cattle are cau-
sed by a virus and are infectious. 
The udder of dairy cattle is usually 
affected and infection takes place 
by contact of injured skin with in-
fectious material. Normal sanita-
tion measures will prevent the 
spread of warts and a vaccine is 
also available for immunization, 
prevention and treatment of the 
animals. 

Meat Inspection 
System Discussed 

Americans can have confidence 
in the meat they buy in today's 
markets, says Ed Uvacek, live-
stock marketing specialist at Tex-
as A & .M University. 

It is examined for wholesomeness 

by means of an inspection system 
and has been systematically grad-
ed to indicate quality differences, 
he says. Inspection and grading 
are the two most important areas 
in the marketing of livestock and 
meat in this country. 

A new Texas A & M University 
Extension leaflet, L-585, explains 
each inspection stamp used in the 
state and the differences in the 

U.S. Federal meat grades. The 
various inspection stamps are ex-
amined in detail and the meaning 
of the lettering on each is explain-
ed. 

The publication also traces the 
recent changes which have occur-
red in the Federal grades for each 
species. A special section explains 
the USDA dual grading system 
which was in effect for a one year  

trial period, from July 1962  963

Department, according to Paul

Otte, Teacher of Vocational Agri-
culture. 

Joe Tocquigny, swine specialist 

scheduled to begin Nov. 18 at 7:30 
p.m. in the vocational agriculture 
building. Other meetings in the 
series of 4 will be held Nov. 19, 
20 and 21. During the dates the 
short course is in progress, Toe-
quigny will be available to assist 
students with individual problems 
and to provide on-the-farm instruc-
tion, according to Otte. 

Farmers interested in attending 
the short course should call the 
teacher of vocational agriculture, 
Otte at 647-3186. An entry fee of 
$2 will be charged Swine Produc-
tion Short Course Certificates are 
to be presented to each student 
who attends all the training ses-
sions. 

Tocquigny states that the short 
course will be aajusted to wishes 
and interests of farmers enrolled, 
but that he expects to cover such 
subjects as selecting and breeding, 
feeding & feeding requirements, 
management, disease and parasites 
housing and equipment, and mar-
keting. 

"Short courses in swine produc-
tion, as well as in other areas, are 
now available to farmers through-
out the state under the coopera-
tive program between Texas Edu-
cation Agency and Texas A & M 
University," stated Bob Jaska, as-
sociate professor, Department of 
Agricultural Education at Texas 
A & M University, who coordinates 
the program. 

"This cooperative program," sta-
tes Jaska, "is designed to make 
the services of specialist available 
to conduct short courses under the 
supervision of public schools. Such 
a program will enable teachers of 
vocational agriculture to provide 
improved educational ser,,Ices to 
farm people." 

Specialists are now available in 
the fields of beef production, in-
sect control, farm management, 
farm electrification, farm (arc) 
welding, swine production, tractor 
maintenance, dairy science, pasture 
and oxy-acetylene welding.

Grain Sorghum Chat 
by Wes Anthony 

EDITOR'S NOTE: The following 
information is taken from the Ama-
rillo Daily News in a story written 
by Jerry Sinise, Farm Editor, Sat-
urday, November 9. 

A de lision Friday Nov. 8 to turn 
down two applications for freight 
rate reductions on corn by the exe-
cutive committer of Transcon-
tinental Freight Bureau in Chicago 
saved High Plains milo growers 
from losing two major markets and 
over $60 million a year. 

The TCFB committee considered 
applications from the Omaha Grain 
Exchange and the Transportation. 
Service Branch of the United Stat-
es Department of Agriculture to 
out freight costs on corn to West 
Coast markets. 

Bill Nelson, executive secretary 
of the Grain Sorghum Producers 

Association, said that if the appli-
cations had been approved, grain 
sorghum growers possibly would 
have lost their California and Ari-
zona markets and the Japan mar-
ket. 

"Nearly 25 per cent of our to-
tal grain sorghum production goes 
to the West COAST," Nelson said 
"and Japan is the largest single 
importer of milo in the world. 
This yeat she imported 500,000 
tons and next year will import 
nearly 800,000 tons. If the rate re-
duction had gone through, milo 
growers stood to lose these two 
markets." 

Nelson added that "all transcon-
tinental rail carriers, after consi-
deration and evaluation, concluded 
the present rate structure was not 
in the best interest of all concern-
ed." 

Opposition to the freight rate 
structure was not in the best in-
terest of all concerned." 

Opposition to the freight rate  

changes was spearheaded by the 
GSPA. The Omaha Grain Exchange 
filed its application on July 24 and 
the USDA filed on Aug. 1 

"The application by the Omaha 
Grain Exchange was on obvious 
attempt to 'dump' corn on the West 
Coast  •  in competition with grain 
sorghum," Nelson said. "The OGE 
openly stated their motive in the 
application — "the problem is to 
find ways and means of placing 
this tremendous surplus of Nebras-
ka corn on the market particularly 
in Lower California in effective 
competition with Texas milo." 

Nelson added that the railroads 
had been asked to undermine their 
established producer and trade cus-
tomers in order that the Exchange 
could compete even though they 
were much further from lower Cali-
fornia than the Texas points whose 
rates are affected by truck compe-
tition. 

The USDA application attempted 
to establish that revenues of the  

participating railroads would be 
increased, however, Nelson said 
that the application "very carefully 
failed to point out the losses in 
revenue to carriers of grain sor-
ghum to the Gulf and West Coast 
export points." 

In the government application, 
the USDA said that "the Japanese 
like to do business with us and 
we like to do business with them. 
As one of the desirable dollar mar-
kets, the administration wishes to 
keep them as satisfied customers 
for our agricultural commodities." 

Nelson commented that "this hap-
py business arrangement could be 
continued equally as well with grain 
sorghum as with corn."

Common colds and influenza cas-
es increase during the fall, reach-
ing a winter peak. Underlying cau-
ses pose a perplexing problem for 
scientists. 

One thing they have determin-
ed is that a high standard of health 
promotes  disease resistance. 

With this in mind and a look at 
the calendar we are reminded that 
it's time to take an individual fall 
health inventory. 

Inseparable elements of a healthy 
life are a balanced diet, plenty of 
sleep and adequate exercise. Per-
sons who have chronic diseases or 
other health problems are excep-
tions to the rule and should - of 
course - be advised by a physician. 

Panaceas proclaimed by health 
and food faddists vacillate from 
vegetarian to carnivorous diets—
from taking an early morning swim 
to drinking warm mineral water. 
The list is vast, but a balanced 
plan for daily living, boasts mo-
dern health authorities' stamp of 
approval. 

A balanced diet, according to 
nutritionists, includes daily consum-
ption of the basic four: protein, 
green and yellow vegetables, milk 
and eggs, bread or other wheat 
products. Contrary to some popular 
theories, an inadequate diet supple-
mented with vitamin pills doll 
not satisfy body needs. 

The average person spends over 
8,000 24-hour days, or between a 
quarter to a third of his life, in 
sleep. Physiologists are still trying 
to formulate a scientific definition 
of sleep. The need for sleep, how-
ever, is apparent. Fatigue for-
ces the body to work harder per-
forming tasks than it would during 
ordinary circumstances. 

Physical exercise—a change-of-
pace activity  or  recreation  -  is the 
most frequently overlooked aspect 
of personal health. Regular, tem-
perate exercising enhances bodily 
functions. 

Persons who consistently stay in-
doors in cold weather are most 
susceptible, statistics show, to the 
common cold. 

Modern scientific research has 
provided man with vaccine for such 
diseases as smallpox, polio, diph-
theria, whooping cough, tetanus and 
influenza. The individual bears the 
responsibility of keeping his im-
munizations up-to-date.
