One person was killed and four 
others injured in a highway crash 
four miles north of Earth, about 
10 o'clock Thursday night. 

Mrs. Jacn Shrum of Earth, about 
21 years old, died on the way to 
the South Plains Co-Operative hos-
pital at Ahmerst, after the terrific 
crash of a car in Which she was 
riding with her husband and 4-year 
old daughter and that of another 
automobile. 

Funeral services were conducted 
here Friday afternoon at 4 o'clock 
at the First Baptist church for 
Mrs. Shrum with Rev. C. T. Jordan, 
pastor of the Earth Baptist church 
officiating, assisted by Rev. Ural 
S. Sherrill, pastor of the Sudan 
Methodist church. Interment was 
in the Dimmitt cemetery. 

Jack Shrum, her husband, and 
the daughter, were treated for 
,minor injuries at the South Plains 
Co-Operative hospital in Amherst 
and released, hospital attendants 
said. 	 , 

Mrs. Shrum's body was taken to 
Payne Funeral Home in Amherst. 

Also injured and taken to Payne-
Shotwell hospital in Littlefield, was 
E. C. Northup, 43, who suffered 
lacerations of the hand and head 
injuries. His condition was not con-
sidered critical. 

Mrs Northup, 20, suffered bru-
ises. The Northups were said to 
live on a farm operated by Fred 
Schaeffer, northeast of Earth. 

Sheriff Hugh Rice of Lamb coun-
ty, investigated the accident and 
gave the following account of the 
tragedy: 

The Shrums were said to have 
been travelling north in a late mo-
del Packard, going from Earth, 
when they were in collision with a 
Chevrolet car being driven by a 
member of the Northup family 
from a side road onto the high-
way. 

Sheriff Rice of Lamb county said 
the heavier car plowed into the 
center side of the car driving onto 
the highway and both machines 
left the highway. It was believed 
that Northup was driving west. 

Both machines were heavily dam-
aged as the impact threw both cars 
off the highway. 

L. R. Torpley of Earth was one 
of the first to pass the scene and 
loaded Mr. and Mrs. Shrum and 
daughter into his car to take them 
to the hospital at Amherst. Mrs. 

I Shrum died on the way. Hospital 
attendants said she suffered head 
and chest injuries. 

The Shrums were operators of 
Jack's Cafe in Earth. 

Sheriff Rice said preliminary ex-
amination indicated That the acci-
dent was unavoidable.

Mrs. E.B. Wright, Dimmitt Gar-
den Club member and authority on 
flower culture, offers the following 
advice on bulbs: 

Get your tulip, hyacinth, and 
crocus bulbs in the ground now. 
Before putting out gladioli bulbs, 
spray with DDT to control thrips.

IF YOU'RE concerned about how

patient, advises Beulah France in 
an article in Capper's Fanner, one 
of the leading farm magazines. He 
will develop only as rapidly as na-
ture intends. 

"How fast your baby grows de-
pends on 2 things," she writes in the 
magazine read by 1,300,000 farm 
families. "One is heredity—traits 
he inherited from both sides of this 
family. The other is environment—
baby's surroundings—which include 
the food he eats and the treatment 
he receives." 

In the early months, once a week 
is often enough to weigh your baby, 
she says. Later, once a month will 
be sufficient. Baby usually doubles 
his birth weight in 6 months. At 
one year he should weigh about 3 
times his birth weight. 

Your baby may begin to sit alone 
for a moment or two at a time 
when he is 7 months old. But he 
must not be propped and left that 
way. He will sit without support

CHAPEL PROGRAM 
We may not have known all 

about football when ice went to 
chapel last Thursday, but after the 
educational program given by Mr. 
Blaine's football boys, we ought to 
know the principles.- 
Harold Brannan enlightened us on 

the history of football. He said the 
Greeks played a sort of 6 man 
football. The Roman soldiers carri-
ed the game to England, where it 
wasn't developed much until the 
Rubgy school accepted it as one of 
their games. Our present game was 
evolved when Harvard, Yale and 
other colleges drew' up regulations 
that set out the basic rules in a 
uniform method. Dimmitt's football 
was started in 1929. The first game 
was played with Turkey, who de-
feated Dimmitt 65-0. Bob Estes and 
the Newton twins were membeirs of 
the first team. 

Jackie Miller explained the basic 
formations of football. The "T" 
formation has the backfield in 
shape of a T. It is exceptionally 
good for deception. Double wing-
back is formed with the power 
equally distributed. It is exception-
ally good for passing. Single wing-
back is formed with the power 
concentrated on one side.. It is good 
for end runs, because you can have 
plenty of interference. 

Scores may be made by a touch-
down, which counts 6 points, a con-
tersion, which counts 1 point, a 
field goal, which counts 3 points, 
and a safety, which-counts 2 points. 

Junior Fulfer gave a talk on the 
equipment worn and the need and 
cost of each article.

Wade Thoinpson explained the 
different penalties and their caus-
es. Offsides is caused by crossing 
the scrimmage before the ball is 
snapped in lining up in front of the 
ball.
