Schaeffer, Nelson and Broderson win honors 
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Hightower to headline TCGA meet 
Texas Dept. of Agriculture 

Commissioner Jim Hightower 
will headline the thirteenth an-
nual Texas Corn Growers 
Association meeting Monday 
at the Expo Building in Dim-
mitt. 

Other featured speakers will 
include Frank Ford of Ar-
rowhead Mills in Hereford and 
State Sen. Bill Sarpalius of Ca-
nyon. 

Also scheduled to appear are 
Fred Lundgren and Bart 
Kaderly of TDA, American 
Agriculture director Marion 
Garland, Leisa Boley and Dr. 
Pat Morrison. 

The meeting will begin at 
9:30 Monday morning with a 
report by Weldon Davis, chair-
man of the Texas Corn Pro-
ducers Board, on TCPB's 1985 
activities, and a welcome and 
president's report by Carl 
King, head of TCGA. 

Ag Commissioner 
Jim Hightower 

"There probably won't be a 
whole lot of good news, but 
there's not much good news 
around," King said. "We know 
it's going to be a good meeting, 
though." 

Lundgren, a lobbyist for 

TDA, will give a report on 
farm legislation, followed by 
Garland, an active force in 
AAM and an outspoken oppo-
nent of current farm programs. 

Boley will give a report on 
"Agriculture in the Class-
room," while Kaderly, a former 
Dimmitt-area farmer, will 
focus on TDA's marketing ef-
forts in the US and abroad, 
including special efforts with 
TCGA. 

Ford, who owns and operates 
Arrowhead Mills of Hereford, 
has, like Garland, been an out-
spoken opponent of recent 
policy and has also been a 
leader in the fight against a 
possible nuclear waste dump in 
this region. 

"Frank's also worried about 
how big grain companies have 
been ripping us off," King said, 
"and he'll probably talk about 
that."

In a sense, all of us were 
riding with the seven 
astronauts aboard the 
Challenger space shuttle when 
it exploded 10 miles above the 
earth Tuesday morning. 

It was probably the most-
watched space mission in mon-
ths because it included a per-
son we could all relate to—our 
first school teacher in space, 
Christa McAuliffe, who was 
making the "ultimate field 
trip." 

We can total up the loss in 
hardware, technology and 
time. But there's no way to 
place a tangible value on those 
seven exceptional people who 
perished in the tragedy. 

We can at least be consoled 
by the fact that the five men 
and two women aboard the 
Challenger DID know the 
danger, and accepted the risk. 
They had what is popularly 
known as "the right stuff," 
and were akin to Teddy 
Roosevelt's "man who is ac-
tually in the arena, who, if he 
succeeds, realizes the thrill of 
high accomplishment, and 
who, if he fails, at least fails 
while daring greatly, so that 
his place shall never be with 
those cold and timid souls who 
knew neither victory nor 
defeat."

cond appearance in three years, 
at the TCGA meeting. Last 
time, in 1984, Hightower criti-
cized policy makers despite the 
presence of Deputy Assistant 
Secretary of Agriculture John 
Ford, who had been one of the 
authors of the 1983 payment-
in-kind (PIK) program. 

Hightower accused policy 
makers, economists and 
bureaucrats of ignoring the 
problems of farmers, while 
Ford, in turn, said Hightower 
had not gotten to the specifics 
about how to achieve a 
recovery. 

The commissioner later en-
dorsed a plan similar to King's 
supply management program, 
but neither program received 
much consideration in the final 
1985 Farm Bill passed by Con-
gress last month.

Feb. 3 is the last day to file 
for places on the May 3 
Democrat and Republican 
primaries, according to county 
chairman Oscar Wylie and 
Deanne Clark. 

So far, only one person has 
filed for a county office with 
Clark, the Republican chair-
man. Sam Burke has announc-
ed his intention to seek office 
as constable. He has no 
Democrat counterpart to date. 

County offices up for election 
this year include county judge, 
commissioners for Precincts 2 
and 4, county-district clerk, 
county treasurer, justice of the 
peace and county surveyor, as 
well as party precinct chairmen 
and county chairmen for the 
political parties. 

"All candidates wishing to 
file must have their applica-
tions in the hands of the county 
chairmen by 6 p.m. Feb. 3," 
Wylie, Democrat county chair-
man, said. "That doesn't mean 
postmarked, that means in the 
chairman's possession." 

Clark reminded voters to 
"sign only those petitions for 
candidates running in the par-
ty in which you plan to vote in 
the May 3 primary. For exam-
ple, do not sign a Republican 
petition if you plan to vote in 
the Democrat primary, and 
vice versa." 

It is a punishable offense to 
sign a petition for a candidate 
in one party and then vote in 
another party's primary.

Nelson and Sue Broderson 
were named the city's premiere 
citizens at last Thursday's an-
nual Dimmitt Chamber of 
Commerce banquet at the Ex-
po Building. 

A crowd of over 350 were on 
hand for the annual affair and 
heard speaker Bill Coplin, as R. 
J. Saxet, deliver a humorous 
address, relating many of Sax-
et's monetary wheeling and 
dealing. 

Chamber President Gene 
King, who was recently elected 
to a second-straight term, in-
troduced all present and incom-
ing directors while honoring 
outgoing directors Joe 
Josselet, Calvin Marsh and 
Martha Hyman. 

Also honored at the banquet 
was Interwest Savings, which 
has undergone a recent facelift 
project, by the Mayor's Coun-
cil for City Beautification. 
MCCB head Dorothy Hopson 
presented a plaque to In-
terwest manager Joe King. 

Schaeffer, Citizen of the 
Year, was presented by Jodie 
Minnick, who recounted the 
criteria for the honor including 
service to the community, per-
formance beyond expectations 
and business and personal suc-
cess. 

Schaeffer moved to Dimmitt 
in late 1958 and started his ac-
counting firm, now known as 
Schaeffer, Sutton and Schaef-
fer. 

"He's 	weft-respected 
wherever he goes‘," Minnick 
said, "and he knows a lot of 
people, and a lot of people 
know him. He's been active in 
the Chamber, with the city and 
with his church (First Baptist 
Church), serving on boards and 
acting in advisory capacities. 

"He's also an advisor and 
mentor to friends and young 
people. They come and ask for 
his advise, and they use it." 

Schaeffer has also been a 
"great supporter of our schools 
and our teams," Minnick said, 
and recounted how he "didn't 
know about purple and white 
mania when I first moved here, 
but Stanley took me to a game 
in Tulia through a blinding 
blizzard. I told Stanley I didn't 
think anyone would be there, 
but, of course the gym was full. 
You can count on your fingers 
how many games he's missed 
since he's been here." 

Minnick said Schaeffer "has 
been a great success in 
business with a high code of 
ethics," and recounted how he 
has quietly gone around to sup-
port young people any way he 
could, "but many times he ask-
ed for no recognition." 

Schaeffer, in accepting the 
award, said "it is a great honor, 
but this belongs to my family, 
especially to my beautiful wife, 
Geneva." 

Nelson, Citizen Through the 
Years, was presented by 
longtime friend and associate 
Joe Cowen. 

Nelson has been a Dimmitt 
resident for 42 years and was 
the longtime publisher and 
editor of the News. 

"You can't point to a single 
improvement in the last 42 
years without him being at the 
forefront," Cowen said. "He 
has served the people with a 
devotion and unrelenting en-
thusiasm that is nothing short 
of amazing."

Medicare hospital and 
medical insurance is available 
to almost everyone at age 65, 
to disabled people under 65 
who have been entitled to 
Social Security disability 
benefits for at least 24 months, 
and to most people with perma-
nent kidney failure. Nine out of 
ten eligible people are enrolled. 

Medicare's medical in-
surance supplements medicare 
hospital insurance which is 
funded by part of the social 
security taxes paid by 
employers, employees, and self-
employed people. Medical in-
surance helps pay doctor's bills 
and other medical expenses not 
covered by hospital insurance. 
It is funded by individual mon-
thly premiums paid by those 
who enroll and by federal 
general revenues. The basic 
premium is $15.50 a month for 
1986. In general, the basic 
monthly premium is increased 
by 10% for each year a person 
could have had medical in-
surance but did not. 

People 65 and over who are 
not eligible for social security 
or railroad retirement benefits 
can get medicare hospital in-
surance by enrolling and pay-
ing a monthly premium. The

People 
who buy hospital insurance 
must also sign up for the 
medical insurance part of 
medicare and pay the monthly 
premium. 

It should be noted that peo-
ple do not have to retire to get 
medicare coverage. On ap-
proaching 65, people who want 
the coverage but wish to con-
tinue working may sign up at 
any social security office and 
have their coverage begin with 
the month they reach 65. 

All certified teachers who are

on my own, it's the effort of the 
entire community." 

Broderson, Teacher of the 
Year, is the art teacher at Dim-
mitt High School, and has been 
teaching since 1951. She mov-
ed to Dimmitt with her hus-
band, Emmett, former prin-
cipal at Dimmitt Middle 
School, and three children, 
Kyle. Kerry and Joylyn, in 
1966. 

Nancy Greer, last year's 
Teacher of the Year, told the 
audience Broderson is a 
member of Delta Kappa Gam-
ma professional sorority, and is 
a life member of the Texas 
State Teachers Association.

While pasture costs are a ma-
jor factor in a profitable 
stocker cattle operation, 
perhaps even more important 
in influencing profit or loss are 
the animal's average daily gain 
and total gain. 

For instance, doubling 
average daily gain from .95 
pounds to 1.94 pounds can 
reduce the breakeven price by 
$17 to $19 per hundredweight, 
assuming 400-pound steers at 
$280 per head, $80 per acre 
variable pasture cost, and 

$31.18, says Ralston. Pushing 
the gain up to 1.94 pounds a 
day can result in an overall pro-
fit of $72.01 per head. With a 
stocking rate of .75 acres per 
head, profits will be even 
greater, about $25 per head 
greater in the case of the 1.94 
pound average daily gain. 

almost $82.50 for other inputs 
such as hay, concentrate, salt, 
mineral, labor, interest, 
depreciation, insurance and 
land return. 

Average daily gain is critical-
ly important because the more 
an animal gains, the fewer in-
puts go into maintenance, 
points out Seth Ralston, coun-
ty agent. 

Average daily gain can be 
boosted with the following 
practices: 

1. Provide protein sup-
plements where there is dor- 

mant pasture or low quality 
hay. 

2. Provide energy sup-
plementation when high quali-
ty winter forage is limited. 

3. Use gain supplement pro-
ducts which typically boost 
gain .2 to .3 pounds per day. 

4. Use implants which 
generally increase average dai-
ly gain .2 to .3 pounds a day. 

At the stocking rate of one 
animal per acre, boosting 
average daily gain by just .25 
pounds—from 1.44 to 1.69 
pounds—increases profit by 

So, in stocker cattle opera-
tions as well as in other types 
of cattle enterprises, the name 
of the game is increasing the 
pounds of beef going to market 
through efficient management.
