of the sultan. The queen regrets tnat
she had been compelled to declare war
against King Theebaw of Burmabh,
owing to acts of hostility by himselt
and subjects.

" FARM MANAGEMENT.

More Tenant Farmers in the
United States Than in ths
British Islands.

Bome of the Advantages of Nut-Produc-
ing Trees for Forming Rhelter
Belts.

Yalne of Cabbages as Feed for Cattle,
Sheep, Hogs, and Fowls—How
to Raise Them.

Extent of Tenant Farming.

Since the formation of eour govern-
meht, the impression has buen given ab
home and abread that the farmers in
this country owaned the land they tilled:
We have taken pride in pointifig to sut
vast national demain, and have shown
our unselfish spirit in inviting poor peo-
ple in every part of the world to come
and settle upon it. During many years
the uniform price of public land was
$1.25 per acre. Some twenty-five years
ago, congress offered a homestead of
160 acres to any citizen or to any alien
who had declared his intention to be-
come naturalized on the payment of a
sum about equal to the cost of making
the survey. During the last few years,
any person had the privilege of ob-
taining 160 acres of land by agreeing to
plant forest trees on one-fourth part of
it. By virtue of the homestead, pre-
emption, and timber-culture acts, vie
person has been able to obtain title ta
three quarter scctions of land,aggregat-
ing 48) acres, for a trifie over $200.
Bhe-tnnd—thus open to settlement was
generally within easy reach of railroads,
and the fare from the most denscly-set-
aled portions of the country was low.

to settlers. Under these circumstances
it was generally presumed that persons
who wanted farms would go and take
them. Railroads having land grants
offered to dispose of land for farms on
very long time and at low rat_s of inter-
est.

As it was thought that nearly every
farmer owned the land he occup’ed we
have expressed a great deal of sympathy
for the poor farmers of Ireland, Eng-
land, Scotland and Germany who were
obl ged to pay an annual rent to grasp-
ing landlords. It was not till the cen-
sus of 1881 was compiled and published
that we learned th:t there were 1,024,-
001 farms in the United States occupied
by tenants. But *‘the wonder grew”
when people read that there were 80,-
244 farms in IHlinois worked by parties
who had no t tle to the soil. St great-
er swrpilsé was expressed ihat there
Twere 44,174 rented farms in Towa, 38,892
in Missouri, 22,651 in Kansas and 11,419
in Nebraska. Persons who have taken
pa‘ns to colleet information onths sub-
ject express the opinion thiat the num-
ber of tenant farmers in the country has
increased at least 20 per cent since the
last census were taken. If this is the
tase there are now in this country about
250,000 more tenant farmers than in
| Great Britain and Ireland. Many ex-

tersive land owners have laid out farms
| of 80 acres each, broke half of the land,
erceted cheap buildings, and rented
them. Persons who have taken up tree
claims have had a part of the land
plowed and leased the land to tenants
who were too poor to make improve-
i ments for themselves. In the older of
tall the western states thousands of
wealthy farmors have leased their lansd

{,'md moved to town to live, where they |

Men
who worked ashired laborers while they
were singl: desire to rent farms as soon
as they are lnz;.g&ied. Onr wealthy farm-
ers have not adopted the plan, which is
pursued in most European countries, of

prefer to hire single men, who can board
in their families. Farm hands who
marry become tenant farmers, or move
further west, where they can obtain
land of the’r own. They may have the
means’ to make the journey and acquire
a homestead right, but they have not the
means to enable them to break prairie
sod, build fences, erect buildings, buy
teams, implements and seed, and to pay

raised. They therefore commence mar-
ried life as tenant farmers, and in the
majority of cases they remain such.
That the number of tenant farmers will
increase from year to year seems prob-
able. 1In five years’ time it will be very
difficult to obtain publ e land that is of
much value for agricultural purposes.
During this period the price of land
owned by individuals will become so
high as to be out of the reach of men of
small means.

Several years there has beem a large
demand for nuts for plaating in the
far-western states and territories.
There has even been a considerable
demand for them to send to England
and some countries on the continent of
Eurepe. A Missouri firmer states that
for a series of years he has derived oré
money from the sale of huts that pfew
on a forty-acre tract of native hickory
and walnut trees than from the corn

odticed on the same number of acres:
The former cost nothing but for har:
vesing, while the latter requires the
labor of a man and team during the
centire season.

All the nut-producing trees mention-
ed furnish excell-nt timber and very
valuable fuel. If it is necessary to cut
down a tree at any stage of its growth
because it stands too close to others or
has rceeived an injury, its wood becomes
valuable for timber fuel. Nut-produe-
ing trees are as desirable for planting
in gteves or nlong the sides of roads as
for forming shelter belts.  Of late the
black walnut has received much #tten-
tion at the hands of tree-plantefs; but
the claims ©f the butternut or white
walnut have generally been overlogked:
The like is true in relation to hickory;
whiokh ie onc of the e wewful-—otoul
native trees. Tne beech has been neg-
lected and the ympression has been cre-
ated that it will not thrive -on prarie
soil. Itis a very valuable tree, and
good reason for believing that it will
grow on any land that produces oaks.
Beech nuts are very easily obtained,
and they germinate almost as easily a#
grains of corn.

If cattle
or sheep find their way into the garden
they eat cabbage in preference to any
other vegetable they find there. Hogs
at any age arc fond of cabbages.

Cabbag:s designed for
stock food shonld not be set out till af-
ter other field and den crops are
planted, as it is not desirable to have
them come te maturity till very late in
the fall. On thisaccount cabbages con-
stitute a convenient as well as a valua-
ble crop. :

The soil for cabbages should be well
daratned, toterably dry, and friable. A
tenacious clayey soil 1s unsuited for this
crop. Itis very hard to work and will
give a poor return for the labor bestow-
ed upon it. A light loam is much bet-
ter than a hard clay soil. The ordinary
soil of the prairies is good; it is so situ-
ated that water will not stand on its
surface after a heavy rain. It should
be plowed deep and well pulverized.
It s best to plow land intended to pro-
duce cabbages in the fall, and to plow
it acain a few days before the plants
areset out. By adopting this course
the goil becomes well pulverized, and is
free from weeds at the time the young
plaats are set out. The seed for late
cabrages should be planted about the
last of May. It is best to sow the seed
in ling rows about a foot apart. The
ground for the seed-bed should be rich
and well pulverized.  After the seed is

“sown in the rows and coverad, the soil
shotld be pressed down. Young plants
willappear in a few days, and will grow
rapidly if the soil they occupy is kept
ligit by the use of the hand-hoe. Dur-

| ing the latter part of June the plants
| should be set out inthe field. It is best
to select a time when the soil is moist
for iransplanting. The lower leaves
should be cut off before they are set out.
An opening being made in the soil that
will hokd all the roots without pressing
them close together. the earth should
be drawn back and pressed down by the
foot. Treated inthis way nearly every
plant will grow.

The distance between the plants
should depend on the methods of cult-
ure pronosed. If the soil is to be work-
ed with the hoe they can stand within
cighteen inches of each other. 1f a
horse cultivator is to be unsed between
the rows, the plants can stand e’ghteen
inches apart in the rows and the rows
be three feet part from each other. By
setting ont the plants three feet apart
each way, nearly all the work of stir-
ring the soil may be done with ahorse
cultivator. ~The occasional use

miich. - larges - BGads: INO - crop shows
the advantages of good culture better
than cabbages. Very large, compact
heads of cabbage can only be produced
by high manuring and hand hoeing.
All market gardeners make their cal

bage-patches very rich. Some cover
the ground with a coating of well-rotted
manure two inches thick ani turn it
under with plow. Fowls during the
winter derive great benefit from cab-
bages. Raw or boiled cabbag:s are
very valuable for hogs when the chief
food israw corn. Young cattle and
sheep relish an cccasional feed of cab-

keeping cabbages till late in the winter
have been greatly overestimated. With
weather no more severe ‘than it has
been this season they may be kept from
freezing by piling them in the barn and
covering them with chaff and straw, —
