Tire Firms io Be 
Checkedby OPA

Tire and tire repairing firms 
will be visited during the period 
from Apr. 11 to 20 by volunteer 
workers of local War Price and 
Rationing Boards who will check 
dealers' prices far tires and ser­
vices and Inspect their records 
and postings the District Office 
of Price Administration has an­
nounced.

This is part of a nationwide 
compliance survey which has 
three major objectives: to de­
termine the degree of compli­
ance with regulations, to explain 
and clarify requirements for 
dealers, and to correct any in­
stances of non-compliance.

The volunteer assistants will 
check to see that the seller's 
celling prices are posted in his 
shop, that he Is giving sales 
slips to each purchaser, and 
that he Is keeping records of 
each sale. They will also check 
the prices he charged on the 
last few scales o f specific items, 
from his records.

Dealers who are found in vio­
lation o f any requirement will 
be asked to come In for a com­
pliance conference with the 
price panel of their local board. 
Those who are selling above 
celling price will be asked to 
make refunds to buyers who 
paid excessive amounts, and may 
face treble damage actions.

We. of the Star, were so sorely 
disappointed and peeved o v e r  
the results of Jack Frost’s latest 
freak, which was the coming of 
the severe freeze that struck the 
plains country on Monday night 
o f last week, and destroyed all 
our prospects o f a bountiful fruit 
crop for at least another year, 
that we failed or neglected to 
give an account o f the matter 
in last week's issue.

Anyway, we had not, at the 
time of going to press, heard 
the reports from the outlying 
districts o f the Friona territory, 
as to the actual severity of the 
freeze, which, we have since 
learned, ranged from a tempera­
ture of ten degrees at the home 
of J A. Wimberley, s o m e  six 
miles northwest of town, to 12 
degrees at the home of F. S. 
Truitt. heTe in town, each at 
about daybreak and of 16 de­
grees at Fred White’s shop at a 
little before sun up.

Even the 16-degrees r e p o r t  
was one degree colder than that 
reported of the coldest morning 
during the entire winter, which 
was 17 degrees, and this at a 
time when we were normally 
beginning to think that the sev­
erest cold of the season had 
passed us Peach trees a n d  
cherry trees, which are the most 
common form of frmt for this 
locality, were all heavily laden 
with blossoms, and up until that 
freeze, bore unmistakable evi­
dence of one of the heaviest 
crops of fruit ever witnessed in 
this section.

Ration Board 
Explains Canning 
Sugar Regulations

With a slightly different set­
up for canning sugar rationing 
in effect, there has been some 
confusion as to the proper way 
o f filling out applications, it 
was explained this week at the 
county war price and rationing 
board office, where clerks ex­
plained the new program and 
pointed out some of the mistakes 
being made in applications.

The amount o f sugar will de­
pend upon the amount o f fruit 
or fruit Junce on hand for can­
ning, with a maximum allow­
ance of 20 pounds per person

and a limitation on the amount 
of sugar which can be used for 
preserves. Jellies, etc.

Contrary to the announcement 
which has been made bty some 

i boards, no time limit has been 
set on canning sugar aplicatlons 
here. However, because of the 
time needed to process applica- 

I tions, the applicant should send 
jin his application at least 30 
days before he will need the 
canning sugar.

Applications are available at 
all grocery stores, and the ap- 

i pllcant should fill them out 
i carefully before mailing them or 
| turning them In to the ration 
: office.

Precautions listed by ration 
[clerks are as follows:
| Be sure to attach a spare 
'stamp 13 for each person list­
ed on the application.

Be sure to answer all quest­
ions; then sign the application 
and mail to your own local ra­
tioning board.

Not more tham one application 
per person can be made and not 
more than two applications for 
each family unit. For example. 
If there are six persons In the 
family and you wish to apply 
for only half o f the sugar due 

[ you, make application now for 
three members of the family 
and attach three spare stamps 
from their ration books. Then, 
later If and when you need the 
remainder of the sugar, apply 
W>r the ration for the other 
three members o f the family.
