A copy of the "Christian Cen­

But whether that may have 
been the intention or not, I 
shall begin by stating that Ideas 
expressed by the author fit Into 
my wa of thinking to a t- y ty 
I shall take the privilege of 
quotlrg some of the author's ex­
pressions. however as bringing 
out the poignancy of some of my 
views and also a criticism of the 
author's grammatical use of 
words. He uses the word “youth" 
In the singular form, and with 
plural verbs That, no doubt Is 
correct usage, but sounds awk- 
kard to me That, however, does 
not matter but I mention It only 
In the event that I may quote 
some of such of his expressions

The article begins with the 
following question and answer 
"Hi w r  ■ t ie church hold Its 
youth?" His answer Is: "It can't "
I wholly agree with the author 
on that point No Institution or­
ganization, Individual or group 
of individuals, of whatsoever 
kind or for whatsoever purpose, 
can keep anything that It or they 
does or do not have If a church 
or any other organization has a 
"youth" group. It need not worry, 
for that group will kep  Itself 
within the jurisdiction or domi­
nion of the organization of Its 
own accord, because It Is a prin­
cipal part of the said organiza­
tion. 81ncr the author in his 
artirle deals only with the 
church and the young people
II like the term "young people" 
better than the word "youth" so 
I will use mostly In my own 
comments » I will also deal with 
the subject from that view 
point, but allowing that my views 
shall apply the same to practical­
ly all other organizations or as 
individuals.

All the way throughout the 
article by Mr Fallaw as I un­
destand him he is defending the 
young people or "youth" as he 
expresses It It occurs to me that

What is Fate of Dairymen Baplisl Revival
Declared SuccessBy J. W. WHITE

In the article Which appeared 
I In the Frlona Star in Its Issue 
of March 18th. entitled "What is 

; Fate of Dairy Men Faced with 
Surplus Milk?" by J W White, 
the statement was made, "One 
of the bones of contention seem­
ed to be the "surplus milk” prob­
lem, and this seems to have come 

, about In this manner, as under­
stood by a disinterested party 
Some time ago, the Borden Com­
pany prevailed upon the local 
dairymen to go to considerable 
expense In equipping their dairy 
barns for the production of 
grade “A" milk, agreeing then 
to take all their products at 
grade "A " prices The company 
then. It seems. Insisted upon the 
farmers purchasing more dairy- 
cows so as to Increase their out 
put of mlk. agreeing to loan ttie 
money with which to buy Un- 
cows. and to collect this money 
by retaining a certain per cen' 
of the farmers' milk check, but 
the fanner was required to sign 
a contract to sell his entire ou'- 
put to the company."

And this Is where the err -r 
was made In the statement as 
made In the article Instead of 
being bound to sell his entire 
output to the company, he was 
require^ to sell only a part of 
his output, and thta part or por­
tion was left to the discretion of 
the farmer or producer

Such an agreement Is truly 
Just and fair, as the company U 
surely entitled to protect Itself 
for the funds It had put out in 
loans to the producers, and was 
no Imposition whatsoever upon 
the producers, as they were at 
perfect liberty to dispose of any 
surplus milk in any form and on 
any market they might choose 
The company further agreed to 
pay the dairymen the prevail­
ing “sweet cream" price for any 
surplus milk they sent In to Bh« 
company

This later Information was 
brought to me by Tllden Slagle, 
secretary of the Parmer Coun­
ty Dairy Association .on Monday 
of this week and I am more 
than pleased to have the Infor­
mation and be able to correct the 
erroneous statement My In­
formant further Informed me. 
that the -'total" production pro­
vision was with some other milk 
buying concern as he under­
stood the matter, and had evi­
dently been confused with the 
•rrm« of i' • Borden Company 
and thus gave rise to the er­
roneous report, and that he hud 
also heard It as I had stated 
It In the former article

I trust 1 have made mv cor­
rection clear and I sincerely beg 
the pardon of all concerned, as 
I most surely do not desire to 
do or say anything that may be 
unjust or unfair to any person 
or persons I thank ou
