the community, state, and nation

Since the founding of their' firat
«whools, Texans have shown oon-
cern toward the necessity for pro-
viding the best possible education-
0l opportunities for their children
The schools of the plonegr settlere,
inadequate as they may seem In
comparison with the schools of to-
dny, often were considered ade-
Guate to meet the needs of the
small communities that existed at
that time.

Probably the greatest single
achievement during a century of
cdueation progress in Texas was
the enactment in 1049 of legisln-
tion that guarantees to each Tenan
school child the right to receive at
least & minimum of educational
opportunity. One of the most im-
portant aims of education in Texas
it to carry out these educational
guarantees and encourage local
communities to go beyond them in
sofar as 1t la possible to do so,

While continuing to emphasize
the basic skills, our schools today
are offering instructionn! pro-
grams that include a wide range
of experiences. The aims and ac-
complishments of Texas schools
should continue to be responsive to
preesnt as well as to future needs
of the young people who are to as-
sume the rights and duties of citi-
zenship, enabling them to make use
of formal education as a basis for
learning throughout life.

Education is related to soclal
and economic progress, developing
potential skills and understandings
of people. Education makes powsi-
ble more efficient producers and
more apprecintive consumers, and
enables citizens to use and value
political and economic freedesn.
Constant study of the purposes of
education is needed if schools are
to do an effective job of providing
meaningful knowledge, skills and
lueals.
