Funeral services were hel in

Del Rio Tuesday for Lewellyn
‘Lew) Rust, 82, who died in that
city Sunday ’
Mr Rust wus the last of three
brothers who went to San Augelo
before the turn of the century and
carved out a telephone empire
which covered an area larger than
most states. At one time through
the exchanges, they controlled
more long distance lines than any
other independent telephone com-
pany in the nation.
