We can never do them adequate
honor. And, we must never forget them. They died in their young
life, forsaking the opportunities of the years that the rest of us might
live and develop our highest hopes and dreams.

However, there are other living heroes who deprived themselves of
either physical, emotional, or mental health for us and for their fellow
countrymen. It would be as wrong for us to neglect or forget them as
their buddies who today sleep on some Pacific [sland or in a European
cemetery. A hero dead or a hero maimed and disabled are both due
our equal gratitude and our unceasing devotion.

We must never forget that the most effective way of honoring those
who have died is to remember the living disabled, that their lives may
be rich and full. They are a great asset to our country as the living
embodiment of devotion to freedom. A country is recreant indeed
which does not everlastingly keep alive grateful appreciation to those
who suffered disability to perpetuate everything that we Americans
hold dear

There could be no better time than on Memorial Day to resolve
that we shall gratefully support the honored men and
women who have suffered disability from the wars of
the United States,
