The rootplowing and seeding
was done in strips 100 feet wide
on the contour An undisturbed
strip, about 300 feet wide
left to provide extra water
the rootplowed areas. There |Is
little penetration of rain in the
unaisturbed strip because of the
surface crust

ed with two pounds of Blue Pan-
ic per acre The pasture where
the treatment was carried out is
being deferred this vear Nichols
plans to fence the area next year
so that it can be managed differ-
ently than the rough stony hills
that border the treated area
