Kanehmen stale that with the 
pnee of laniba tike they are now 
and like they appear to be at 
marketing lime Ihe death of each 
lamb la a loss of from SIS to S3S. 
depending on the market price 
and Ihe weight each lamb would 
have attained

Dogs take a heavy it>T1 among 
the she<-p once they gel started 
killing they say. and Ihe death 
loss due lo dogs is exreptlonally 
heavy ihis year ranging up lo 
910U and mure per week often­

New Highwoy Map 
Is In Circulotion

The new 1959 Official Highway 
Travel Map has been laaued by 
the Texas Highway Department, 
according to information releas­
ed this week The maps may be 
obtained by writing the Texas 
Highway Department, or at high­
way district offices County tax 
offices have map cards available 
for requesting copies of Ihe map.

There are 1.912 cities listed on 
the map Slate and V S highway* 
have been increased by 2,099 
miles, since the map of 1941 and 
farm-lo-market roads have been 
increased from 620 miles lo 17.110 
miles The rasp reflects a total of 
43.2*2 miles of highways 

There are 1 026 roadside parks 
pinpointed as pleasant atopping 
places Divided highways also 
show a startling Jump In the 10- 
yesr period In IM9 there w*t* 
only no miles of divided high­
ways shown Now there are LOOT 
miles marked on the map with 
tbs black bands and red center 
Indicating divided highways
