The picture has changed a lot 
since then, reports the Texas 
State Department of Health WHh 
Ihe annuuiuiMnerit (list D( Joms 
Salk had developed an elfetlive 
vaccine for Ihe (irevention of po- 
,iu iiarents xwarmed to their doc­
tors and clinics to have their 
children protected

Slnee then the incidence of par­
alytic polio has fallen many-fold 
and an apalhetlr state iff mind 
has fallen on many Texans ctwi- 
cerning thi need for protecting

Many students have received

Who should be vaccinated' 
F'veryonc ran benefit from polio 
vaccine inniK'ulations. since the 
t'lsease strikes all ages. However 
the present goal is to vaccinate 
the most susceptible groups - 
• rom infants to age 40 Especially 
lax In receiving their shots are 
children under 5 and adults uvei 
?0

The vaccine protecta only those 
who have had the innoculatlons 
The immunity of your friends 
and neighbors cannot protect you 
Although the vaccine prevents 
paralytic polio (rom occurrinc, H 
does not eliminate the poTIcvyir 
iii«ex that cause the disease The 
vinioet ran remain In circulation 
in the population, and are passed 
from person to Rorson by car- 
lien.

You are not adequately protnr- 
led unless you have all throe 
I huts properly spared The aoc- 
c>nd shot is given two to olx 
weeks sfter the first: the thtfd 
seven to 12 months after the soc- 
ond II IS Im portant that we have 
that third shot!

No vaccine ever has boon KM) 
percent effective, however, the 
Salk vaccine has proven 80 to (>0 
percent effective Thet It lennon 
enough to get your shots now.
