Self-Employed 
Reminded Of 
SS With Income

S«'lf-«-mployed persons are re­
minded by II P Thomas, distrirl 
manager of the Odessa su<-ial se­
curity office to report ihelr earn­
ings for social security purimse* 
with their Income lax returns 
(Jrnerally. these reports must be 
filed with tnlernal Kevenue S«-r 
vice by April 15. 1959

Any person engaged in a trade 
business, or profession covered 
by social security who has $400 
or more net profit from his bus­
iness must reiMirt this Income for 
social security purposes Also he 
must pay the 1956 social security 
M'lf-employment tax on his net 
ramings up to $4 200 for 195H 
The lax rale for self-employed 
persons on 1955 earnings Is 3 3-8 
per rent
Thomas also reminded self-em­
ployed jiersons that Ihe paymen' 
of the social security tax Is man­
datory and not voluntary Often 
a self-employed person may have 
enough exemptions to result In 
hli not owing any Income tax 
>et Ihe net earnings from his bus 
Iness are $400 or more, so he 
must pay Ihe social security self 
employment tax
