Under the law, wicows of WW
il and Korean War veterans no
longer will be required to show
that the deceased veteran had a
service-conuected  disability in
ovder to qualify for a pension
Like widows of WWI veterans
they will have to show only that
the veleran had 90 <days or more
of honorable wartime service
and that the widow's income it
within eligibility limitations.

The new law attempts to regu
late the amount of pension paid
to widows, orphans and disabied
veterans according to their need
Fhose with higher ncomes wi!l
reccive lower pension payments
ond those with smailer incomes
will receive larger pensions when
the new law becomes effective
All those drawing pensions unde
the old law will be permitted to
remain under the old law if they
choose

Although the new law raise:
income |'nitations and provide:
larger payments in  low-income
cases, it may be advantageous
for widows, orphans and veterans
who already have qualified fo:
pensions to remain under the old
law. Individual cases differ and
careful study should be given to
cach widow and veteran now
drawing a pension before any
change is made
