takes three-fourths of those pres-
ent to limit debate and the pro-
posal is to make this a majority
vote The reason for the proposal

is that the majority have not
been able to get the required
three-fourths vote In other
words the majority cannot get

enough to silence the minority
They have not been able to se
cure the gag rule

This is not a rule that
sectional favornitism The
that the South has availed itself
of the advantages of the rule has
in fact produced a better quality
of legislation in the field of civil
rights than would have otherwise
been so. The rule is fundamental
as a guarantee against hasty il
advised legislation with the op
portunity of the people to ex
press themselves It is this as well
as other factors in our form of
government that make ours a Re-
public. Minority rights are
red enough that they should not
be crushed under the heel of
“The New Frontier”
