value of freedom, do we have a
keen sense of right and wrong. a

world, we rationalize their propa-
ganda and wind up confused The
reason is glaring and obvious
We have not taken our system of
government and its advantages
seriously.

If. in these troubled times of
doubt, confusion and sophisticat
ed education, we simply recount
the atrocities of Communism and
ban together calling
anti-Communist, then we shall al-
ways remain confused.

SS Law Changes
Noted For Readers

Recent changes in the Soccial
Security Act reduce to three
years the amount of covered work
a person who reaches retirement
age in 1960 must have to qualify
for social security retirement in-
surance. Before the law was
changed, a person reaching re-
tirement age in that year needed
almost five years of covered em-
ployment to qualify

The retirement age is 65 for
men and 62 for women, according
to H P Thomas, district manager
of the Odessa Social Security of-
fice. “This means that many older
people and the families of some
deceased workers may now be
eligible for benefits,” Thomas
said

If an application has been filed
previously and turned down be-
cause there was not enough work
under social security, a new ap-
plication should be made to de-
termine if the new requirement
can be met A minimum of six
quarters or about a year and a
half of covered work is always
required, and the maximum is 40
quarters or 10 years of covered
work. Benefits would begin with
October for those found eligible
under the recent changes, Thom-
as explained
